Egg Supports

TO bolster sagging egg markets. 
War Food Administrator Ifarvin 

Jones told a group 
of mid-westera sen­
ators ted by Sena­
tor Wherry (Neb.), 
that WFA planned 
to support prices by 
pu rc^ ses o f from 
77 to 33 cents per 
dozen in distressed 
areas «rhera bsn- 
dlers paid produc­
ers a minimum of 
M cents a dozen.

Declaring that the 
WFA’s biggest problem wks dispoaal 
cf the eggs, Jones called upon the 
congressmen to support legislation 
for sals of perishabte comm«xlitias 
below parity levels. At present, per­
ishables cannot be sold at such 
prices until they evidence deteriora­
tion. srith the result that rot often 
•ets in, Jones s a l«  If the civilian 
population would eat one more egg 
per «reek per person, ths surplus 
egg problem would be largely 
solve«!, Jones adde«L

Although adequate storage space 
has been found for fr«>zea eggs, 
Jones said, production has been in- 
Auenced by manpower problems. 
Wherever poesibls, the government 
has increased iu  contracts for ths 
product, he said. •

South Am erica’ s huge accumula­
tion of gold and foreign exchange, 
of which dollars form the greatest 
part, looms as another factor in the 
promotl«)n of economic activity in 
the postwar world.

Because South American c«9untriee 
hava been sending the U. S. end 
other nations more goods than they 
have been able to buy back, the 
U. S. department of com m erce ra- 
ported they have built up a cash 
batenca of ovar 3 billion «ioUara, 
which «rill be avaitebte tor foreign 
trade when warring powers return 
to civilian production.

In 1M3, the department reported, 
the U. S. bought $1,500,000,000 worth 
of goods in South America, white

“ I believe my experience on the bat­
tle front together with my life-long 
association with the men o f this dis­
trict qualifies me for the Job o f rep­
resenting the interests o f all the men 
in the armed serviceB until the con­
clusion o f this conflict, and especially 
in matters concerning their rehabili­
tation upon returning home. I have 
fought and bled and suffered, been 
homesick and hungry in the same 
way that some o f  our boys-are right 
now. A fter two years away from 
home, one year o f  which waa spent 
on the battle front, I had to exper­
ience rehabilitation to civilian life 
without any help. I am fully sw art 
o f the problems returning men will 
have to face. It is my hope that 1 
can do what ia needed to aee that 
they profit from my experience. In 
matters o f  injuries or loss o f  loved 
ones my heart haa suffered as much 
,as any. My nineteen-ysar-old young­
er brother was killed only twenty 
miles from where I lay in a hoapital 
oed in England, but my condition 
was such that it was twenty-two days 
before 1 was notified o f my brother’s 
death.

“ Many fine young men of this dis­
trict have already given their lives, 
others have sacrificed their health, 
and still more have «ndured long suf­
fering in prisoner of war camps. 
Moat o f them are boys I have known 
all my life. Grievous losses still lie 
ahead for many families and friends 
o f ours. These unfortunate losses we 
cannot avoid. We can take steps to 
aee that the boys are treated right 
when they come home. It will be our 
Job to welcome them with a counto’ 
worthy o f the sacrifices they have 
made for it.”

R. L. Templeton ia the son of the 
late Judge R. H. Templeton and Mrs. 
U t ie  Templeton o f Wellington. He 
is the grandson o f Newton Graham, 
founder o f  the Farmers Union of 
America, and is named after his 
ancle, the late Hon. R. L. Templeton, 
ormer State Representative o f this 
listrict and first Judge of the 100th 
Jidicial District o f Texas.

He has been interested in military 
preparedness for* this country since 
ne waa sixteen. At that age he en­
rolled in the Citizens Military Train­
ing Camp at Fort Sill, Oklahoma, and 
voluntarily reported for military 
.raining during the aammers o f '86, 
37 and *38.

Bom and reared in the same home 
that it BOW hia residence, he spent' 
his early life, outside o f college and 
military duties, in Wellington, grad­
uating from Wellington High School 
in 1037, At that time he entered 
the University o f Texas where he 
completed two years o f academic 
study before entering the Law School.

He withdrew from Law School In 
1940 to enter the U. S. Army Air 
Corpe, voluntarily poatponing kit V a ­
cation because he could see that war 
would sooner or later come thia coun­
try. After receiving hia appointment 
for pilot training, Templeton reportod 
to California to begin his training 

a Flying Cadet but the Armyj

found his flying unsatisfactory and 
he was given an honorable discharge 
from the U. S. Army Air Corps in 
November, 1940.

R. L. Templeton could see that the 
war would eventually engulf the 
United SUtes and he was determined 
to be ready to do thia part. He and 
his younger brother, Pat Templeton, 
enlisted in the Royal Canadian Air 
Forces for training as pilots. R. L. 
Joined the R.C.A.F. because he w m  
too young to fly in the U. S, A ir 
Corps. The two brothers won their 
wings in the R .CA.F., graduati.'ig 
as pilots in November, 1941, and both 
asked to be sent into the thick o f  
the figfaung.

They met in England in March 
1942 . Pat served as a combat flying 
instructor and R. L. participated in 
16 raids over Germany with the Roy­
al Air Force, wluch were made be­
fore the American Air Force arrived 
in England. In September 1962 I'at 
was killed when the bomber ha was 
flying crashed in flames. At that 
time R. L. was in a hospital in Eng» 
land due to injuries in a flying acci­
dent. Due to hia condition he was 
not notifisd of his brother’s death 
for 22 days Later he was given a 
medical discharge and sent home and 
was granted a penaion from the Brit­
ish govemmant.

Since his discharge, R. L. Temple­
ton .worked for a year as an instruc­
tor and engineer at the North Ameri­
can Aircraft plant in Dallas. A l­
though handicapped physically, he 
feels that he has many long years 
of useful service in front o f  him 
which he would like to devote to the 
tame cause and the same people and 
the same country for which hs once 
risked his life.
