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Truscott Bank Is 
Robbed Monday by 

Unmasked Bandits
Two bandits appeared  a t the F irs t 

Bank o f  Truscoftt M onday a t the  
noon hour, when th e re  was a lull in 
business activ ities and  when most 
people had gone to th e ir  noon m eal, 
an d  a t  the point o f a gun one held
B. L. Chesser, cashier, and John May, 
bookkeeper, while the  o ther one 
sacked all the money he could find 
and then Chesser and May were fo rc ­
ed into the vault and the  bandits 
closed the door and en tered  a Buick 
coupe and rapidly d isappeared in the 
direction o f Gilliland. In a few m in­
utes a f te r  the robbery  took place C.
C . Brow ning o f T ru sco tt en tered  the 
bank and liberated  the im prisoned 
men by opening the door to the 
vault which had not been locked.

The news of the  robbery  was 
spread by phone all over the country  
and w ithin a very  short tim e as 
many as fo rty  men in Knox and 
Foard counties had jo ined the sher­
iffs o f the two counties with th e ir  
deputies in an e ffo rt to  cap tu re  the 
bandits. O ut o f  T rusco tt they  were 
hotly pursued by two T rusco tt men 
in a Ford car un til the bandits ab a n ­
doned th e ir  ca r on the  brink o f  a 
high b lu ff  n ea r the W ichita River in 
th e  Halsell pas tu re  w here they took 
it afoot.

It was about a mile and a half from  
th e  river to the place where the b an ­
d its  w ere cap tu red  by S heriff J. W. 
Melton and C. B. W illiam s of Knox 
C ounty. The p u rsu it of the officers 
was made th rough  the breaks on 
horseback, as it was too rough fo r 
cars. W hether this was an intended 
piece o f s tra teg y  or not, it worked 
as such, fo r  a s ta tem en t o f one of 
the bandits a fte rw ard s was tha t he 
thought the  o fficers w ere fisherm en 
o r  cowboys and had no idea they 
were a f te r  them . W hen S heriff Mel­
ton and C. B. W illiams came upon the 
band its by surprise one of them  was 
e ither asleep or was playing as if  he 
w ere, and the o th e r one was covered 
by the o fficers’ guns before he had 
tim e to realize w hat had happened. 
T h e  cap tu re  was made betw een eight 
and nine o’clock M onday evening, o r 
about seven hours a f te r  the robbery  
took place. S heriff Campbell and 
C ity  M arshal R. J. Thom as and some 
o f  the citizens here w ere in the hun t 
fo r the bandits.

The bandits w ere well arm ed, hav­
ing two pistols, a W inchester rifle 
and a saw ed-off shot gun. The ca r 
in which they made th e ir  escape from 
T rusco tt is a M aster Six Buick 
coupe and when it was found by the  
o fficer- the steering  wheel had been 
broken and crudely  m ended w ith 
wood and wire. It bore on Hip tire 
cover “ F rost M otor C om pany" and 
had an old tag  on the  rear.

One of the bandits was a man 
about 45 years o f age b u t no reliabit 
inform ation had been procured Mon­
day m orning as to  his iden tity . The 
o ther one was about 25 years of age 
and gave his nam e as Jim  W atson. 
The sto ry  he told of him self indi­
cated  th a t he was bearing  no fi"- 
ticious nam e. A p re tty  good line 
had been go tten  on this one and Jim  
W atson is believed to be his repl 
real nam e. W atson is evidently less 
seasoned as a bank robber than  the 
older m an who must have furnished 
the brains fo r  th e ir  plans o f opera­
tion.

The F irs t Bank of T rusco tt Mon­
day m orning had checked up the ir 
money and found th a t of the 
$1981.25 missing a f te r  the robbers 
had disappeared and a f te r  it had been 
taken from  them  and tu rned  back in ­
to the bank, th e re  was only $4,25 
short.

The bank officials a t T rusco tt ap ­
p rec ia te  very much the services re n ­
dered by everybody who took p a r t in 
running  down these robbers and es­
pecially the services rendered  by the 
local telephone people of T rusco tt in 
spreading abroad the news of the 
robbery.

Bonds Placed at $20,000
A t the prelim inary  tr ia l it develop­

ed th a t the man whose nam e is not 
given above in th is artic le  is claimed 
to  be George B urgess and a t this 
hearin g  before C ounty Judge O. W. 
Lee of Knox C ounty th e  bonds of 
G eorge Burgess and Jim  W atson were 
placed a t  $20,000 each.

Both men waived prelim inary henr­
ing to aw ait the action of the grand 
ju ry  a t  the A ugust te rm  of court.

On th e ir  failu re to  make bond the 
two men were taken  into custody by 
S h eriff  M elton and placed in jail a t  
Benjamin.

No trace  o f any  relatives of e ither 
o f the men has been found.

Chicken Ordinance
Is Now in Effect

By read ing  the chicken ordinance 
published in this issue of the News 
the reader will observe th a t it is 
in e ffec t a f te r  its passage and publi­
cation. I t was passed on Ju n e  21 st, 
and is published Ju ly  1st. So it is 
now in effec t.

The ordinance prohibits the ru n ­
ning a t large of chickens, ducks, 
geese, tu rkeys and guineas w ithin the 
city lim its o f the City of Crowell, 
and the penalty  fo r the violation of 
the ordinance is to be not over $200. 
In case this ordinance is violated and 
fowls runn ing  loose a re  taken  up by 
the city m arshal, a charge of id  cents 
per head fo r im pounding will be 
charged.

Those who are in terested , and tha t 
should include everybody in the city, 
will do well to  read the o rd iran ce  in 
this issue o f  the paper and rem em ­
ber ju s t w hat it requ ires o f the resi­
dents of Crowell. I t will save wor­
ry, expense and trouble.

The passage of this o ro inan re  rep ­
resen ts the will of the m ajority  o f 
Crowell residen ts which was recorded 
by the ir vote a  few  weeks ago.

the taxable values of Foard  County 
for this year by C ounty Tax Asses­
sor Claude Callaw ay:

Foard C ounty 's taxable values fo r 
11*27 are $5,116,750. F o r 11*26 o u r exvellVti 
valuations were $5,012,104. Thus 
we have an increase of $104,646 over 
the valuations of last year.

Return to China
The two weeks’ revival a t the Bap­

The sub ject upon which the preach­
er, Rev. J . W alton Moore, spoke Sun­
day night was “ W hy I w ant to  go 
back to C hina.’’

One who knows little  o r nothing 
about the situation  and the needs in 
th a t country  would w onder why one 
would w ant to spend his life there, 
and the p reacher had been asked 
m any tim es why he w anted to go 
back. His serm on was an answ er to 
those questions.

Among the  reasons he assigned fo r 
w anting to  re tu rn  were the im pera­
tive need o f religious instruction , the 
fine spirit o f the native Christians, 
and the ir intense desire fo r his re tu rn  
to  help them  in the w ork commenced 
and the p reacher’s love fo r those 
people.

The field is a g rea t one and is 
“white unto the harvest.” There is 
only about one native C hristian  to 
every  thousand Chinese. I f  China 
were properly  directed  in a religious 
way it would become one of the greet 
powers con tribu ting  to the advance­
m ent o f civilization in the world. He 
said if China were a< m ilitant as 
Japan , w ith its trem endous man-pow­
er. that all the  nations of the earth  
could not w ithstand her.

I t  was 
shown unm istakably  th a t th e  la te  
w heat had very poor chance to  make 
good, while the early  w heat was from  
50 to  100 per cen t better.

F igures prepared  by the Federal 

T rade Commission show th a t our in­
crease in w ealth between 1012 and 
1922 in dollars o f equal value was 
but sixteen percent. The increase 
in our national w ealth from  1904 to  
1912 was seventy fo u r  percen t. In 
other words, our increase in> national 
w ealth  was slowed down more than 
fou r-fifth s  by the W orld W ar, even 
leaving out of account the  debt of 
$22,000,000,000 we accum ulated, and 
the fu tu re  obligation fo r  soldier re ­
lief we assumed.

In accounting fo r  our p resen t n a - 1 
tional w ealth  we will have to  look 
fu rth e r  than the w ar and the mis­
fo rtunes of Europe. The Bureau of
Economic Research says th a t “ New 
inventions and g rea te r  skill and o r­
ganization are stiil enabling the av­
erage inhab itan t to  progress stead­
ily upw ard on the scale o f economic 
w elfare .”

This is doubtless tru e  and it is not 
to  be fo rgo tten  e ither tha t this pro­
gress has been made possible by the

constructive policies both econom ic 
and political which the country  has 
pursued during the past several years.

Moreover, the American hab it o f  
th rif t must not be overlooked in th e  
consideration <>f American progress. 
This g rea t income, the m arvel o f  
custom th a t keeps today’s su rp lu s  
for tom orrow 's investm ent.

One of the r« in the crime problem of this country is the 
criminal lawyer. We have no reference here to the great bulk of 
the men who are engaged in the legal profession. For the profes­
sion itself and the honorable practitioners in it we have great re­
spect. B it there are lawyers, known as criminal lawyers, whose 
practice consists mainly in the defense of criminals. They gain 
wide reputations "for their ability to defend and clear criminals of 
the charges lodged against them in the courts. They do this by 
all sorts of methods— methods which are reprehensible, and if not 
reprehensible, at least euestionable. They apparently have no 
interest in the preservation of justice. The interests of society 
mean nothing to them. For big fat fees they engage in the bus­
iness of clearing criminals. And so long as criminals can employ 
such men to defend them, so long as our court procedures make 
it possible for them to succeed, just so long will they continue to 
fill their purses at the expense of the safety and security of 
society.

If the Interstate Commerce Commission is correct in its 
figures, the motor bus has become a very strong competitor of 
the railroads. This has caused a decline in passenger traffic to 
the railroads since 1920 of 42 per cent in the South and 47 per 
cent in the West. Last year it meant a loss to the Southern rail­
roads of more than fortv-six million dollars, and to the Western 
roads of more than two hundred millions. It looks like an injus-: 
tice to the railroads ♦hat they must be taxed to build highways 
which, in turn, become their strongest competitors.

The big billboards on the highway obstruct the view and 
therefore bi me dangerous to travelers. That is the reason 
there is a fight made on them. The small board amounts to noth­
ing but the large ones should be forced off the roads. No one has 
any no re right to erect a large billboard on the public road prop­
erty than he has to erect one on private property. The roads be­
long to the public an ! not to those who insist on using them for 
ad\ertismg purposes.

All these t h i n g s  should be a lesson to 
t^e public in general, but we still wonder if we have learned the 
lesson.

A ccording to the report made by 
a  Houston firm , the Texas cotton 
acreage is decreased 14 per cen t this 
year. The estim ate is made follow­
ing a state-w ide survey made by the 
company. N ortheast Texas shows 
the sm allest decrease, which is 11.1 
per cent, while N orthw est Texas 
shows the heaviest decrease, which 
is 17.2 per cent. Southw est Texas 
shows the best condition, 88.1 per 
.•ent, while N orthwest Texas shows 
the poorest condition, 66.4 per cent.
