ingly, or of necessity; for God loveth a cheerful giver” (1 Cor. 16:1-
2,2 Cor. 8:12; 9:7; cf., Acts 4:34-37; Rom. 15:26; 1 Cor. 9:6-14; 2 Cor.
R-9)
