TO BEGIN IN LUBBOCK JUNE 13 
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New Commandment Added: 'Thou 
Shall Love Other Negroes as Thyself' 
Houston--NPI-- A new law has been added to the commandments: 

"Thou shall love other Negroes as thyself." 

The weekly Forward Times Newspaper in an editorial in its April 
23 issue, added the new law, declaring: "If the Negro isn't your nei-
ghbor, we don't know who is. White people are sure (that Negroes are 
not their neighbors) because they move out as soon as you move in. 

So when we get right down to brass tacks, we've really got very little 
choice except to make up our minds to start lovingthose who already 
are, and will be for a long time to come, our neighbors... 

"We have got to train ourselves to see quality, genius, and talent 
in the Negro boy--yes, even the one standing on the corner... 

"We have got go train ourselves to see virtue; and lady-like qualities 
in our young grils." 

The newspaper noted that "group divisions, group splits, and group 
suspicions have played prominent parts in the mark-up of our organi-
zations, our families, and even our lives" because "Negroes have had 
such a 'hard way to go' ." 

"We have been actually pulled apart at the seams for generations 
stacked upon generations... 

"Our job is to help other Negroes no matter what their station in 
life may be, or we are in trouble," the editorial commented. 

"When we see a Negro in trouble, we have got to come to his aid. 
Every time we allow a Negroto go down the drain, a little piece of 
us goes down with him... 

"We are not afraid of getting caught loving a lot of undesirable 
people, because love has a way of changing things... 

"What once was ugly, love can make beautiful. Our women are 
now the most beautiful in the world. Absolutely nobody can prove any-
thing to the contrary. 

"We'll stand Negro women up aginst any women anywhere. But 
then we were talking about love. If we love them and treat them right, 
they are even more beautiful. Try it. 

"Our men are smart and they haev brains. We put them up against 
any race anywhere. 

"In our travels we have seen marvelous achievements made by Ne-
gro men. Almost always these men who had made great gains had 
faithful Negro women at their sides who respected them and gave them 
the encouragement to push on. They gave them love. 

"We have got to love those close to us and those down the street 
also. It is not enough to love the members of our family and call it 
quits. The cab driver, the policeman, the thug, the pimp, the thief, 
the wayward boy or girl--we've got to love every Negro in town. 

"Now if you are concerned about how to go about showing love for 
less desirables in the community, just be realisitc. Show your love by 
doing something about getting them straight..."

MOUTH BREATHING 

Is your child a mouth breather? 
This habit is a much greater threat 
to his helath than thumbsucking, 
because it distorts the entire face. 
The nostrils of the habitual mouth 
breather become pinched from 
disuse and the face of even a nor-
mally bright child acquires a look 
of stupidity. 

The chronic mouth-breather's 
tonsils and adenoids are constant-
ly exposed to cold air from which 
various contaminants have not 
been filtered by the nose.

If he has the 
farther handicap of having asthma, 
his attacks will be aggravated be-
cause none of the offending pollens 
or animal dandruff is filtered out 
by his nose. 

Some mouth-breathing asth-
matics have been cured by teach-
ing them to breathe through the 
nose. Another disadvantage of 
mouth-breathing is that it causes 
undue dryness of the mouth, ton-
gue and throat. 

In some children, mouth-brea-
thing is caused by an obstruction 
in the nose but in others, it is
