Legislation By Fear |s Shown
In Debate On Amb. Dean Jessup

WASHINGTON —Historlans who evalu-
ate the closing days of the B2nd Congress
will probably make special nolg of the
confirmation debate over Ambassador
Philip Jessup because of two things:

1. It marked the high-water mark In
this country of legislation through fear.
Such senators as CGlllette of lowa “and
Smith of New Jersey were fully aware of
the?unfairness ol the charges against Jes-

sup but bowed 14 their fear of a small, io-
folerant, vociferous segment of Lhé Ameri-

ean publie sometimes called McCarthy-
Ites.

2. It also marked a period ywhen news-
paper edilors w criticizing the White
House on {reedom of the press, while one
wing 'of the presa seriously coi the
public by distorting or suppressing impor-
tant facts so necessary to a [ree press.

Unquestionably the tim' iy of eertain
senators was due in part to this confused
and poorly informed state of public opin-
ion. Unquestionably also the great riajor-
ity of newsmen in this country are anxiows
to protect the truth of the press as well as
its freedom; for without the first the sec
ond cannot survive,

Therefore, let's look at some of the facts
in the Jessup hearing and see how brazen-
ly some of them were twisted by certain
publishers with political axes to grind.
Take, as an example, the two biggest
cities In the United States—New York and
Chicago—and twop newspaper groups that
control a big slice of their circulation,
