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Housewives Are 
Urged To Save 
Fats For War Use

Housewives of Collings­
worth ‘ county can now feel 
that their collection of waste 
cooking fats is of some value 
in helping win the war, Ben 
Hurst, county salvage chair­
man, declared this week.

Local merchants will see that 
the material goes directly into 
channels where they will be turned 
into wa rproducts.

The chief use of waste cooking 
fats is in the production of gly­
cerine, which in turn goes into 
the making of most types of am­
munition used in the present war.

In order that local women may 
better realize what their work 
amounts to, Mr. Hurst pointed 
out just what one pound of waste 
cooking fat can do.

It will produce enough glycerine 
required to manufacture 1.3 
pounds of gun powder. If each 
housewife in the United States 
saved as little as 4 ounces of 
waste cooking fat a”week, it could 
produce the glycerine required to 
make 13,000,000 pounds of gun 
powder.

One pound of waste fats will 
produce enough glycerine required 
to fire four 37 mm. anti-aircraft 
shells; or to manufacture one- 
half pound of dynamite; or to 
fire five 37 mm. anti-tank shells.

Eighty pounds of waste house­
hold fats will produce enough 
glycerine required for one depth 
charge release mechanism.

Ohly one pound will produce 
enough glycerine required to man­
ufacture one-fifth pound of nitro­
glycerine.

Texas farmers will not be put 
out of business by present mile­
age-saving regulations.

B. F. Vance, chairman, Texans 
USD A War Board, announced this 
week that farmers who have not 
received sufficient gasoline for 
normal operations should ask local 
war price and rationing boards 
for temporary transport rations.

At the same time temporary ra­
tions are asked for, they also 
should make formal appeal for 
additional mileage, he said.

Appeals are made through coun­
ty farm transportation committees 
who assist farmers in filling out 
required forms which later will be 
considered and approved by the 
Office of Defense Transportation.

The date for obtaining tempora­
ry transport rations has been ex­
tended to January 31, 1943. Pre- 

’ vious deadline date had been set 
for December 31, 1942.

Under the temporary rationing 
phase of the program, farmers 
may receive sufficient gasoline to 
tide them over until appeals are 
approved, he said and explained 
that all temporary allocations later 
would be deducted from the final 
amount of mileage allowed under 
the Certificate of War Necessity.

If Certificates of War Necessity 
have been applied for and not re­
ceived and if obvious errors were 
made on the Certificates when 
they were issued are other condi­
tions under which temporary trans­
port rations may be received, he 
said.

Failure of many truck operators 
to fill out application blanks prop­
erly and promptly has been the 
principal difficulty in issuing Cer­
tificates of War Necessity through­
out the state, Vance said.

No details of 
the accident were available 
except that the 23-year-old 
Air Cadet crashed in a train­
ing plane which he was pilot­
ing. He was the only occupant 
of the plane.

Glasgow, known as “ Junior” to 
many friends here, graduated from 
Wellington High School and at­
tended Arlington Junior College, 
Arlington, Texas, where he had 
lived several years previous to 
his enlistment with the army in 
January of this year. He would 
have received,-his commission with 
the Air Forces within 6 weeks. 
His untimely death cut short a

colorful flying career.
Funeral services were conducted 

from the First Baptist Church 
n /Arlington, Sunday, Dec. 13, 

wfth Rev. C. E. Meredith, former 
Wellington pastor in charge while 
the pastor’s wife was in charge 
of the musical arrangements. 
Burial was in the Arlington Cem­
etery. The young soldier is sur­
vived by his parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. O. L. Glasgow of Arlington, 
three brothers, A-C Billy Glasgow 
of San Antonio, Bobby Glasgow 
and Raymond Glasgow and a sis­
ter, Colleen Glasgow, all of Ar­
lington, and a number of relatives 
in this city.

Attending the funeral from 
Wellington were three cousins, 
Mrs. Virgie Medkief, Mrs. Tom 
Bryant, and Mrs. Johanna Glas­
gow.

Lieut. J. M. Moore, Collings­
worth County’s first officer to be 
decorated in the present war, 
reached Wellington Wednesday, 
December 9, after 10 months with 
the United States Army Air Corps 
fighting in Java, Australia, and 
New Guinea.

He has been awarded the Silver 
Star and the Distinguished Flying 
Cross for gallantry in action 
against the enemy.

Lieut. Moore is the son of Mr. 
and Mrs. L. A. Moore of Welling­
ton.

It was following an encounter 
with the Japanese over Rabual, 
New Guinea, that he was dec­
orated. Describing the event, he 
told how the four Flying Fort­
resses,'whose mission on this day­
light raid was to bomb the Rabaul 
airdrome, were fljSng in formation 
when between and 20 of Ja­
pan’s Zero fighters swooped out 
for attack.

Five Zeroes were shot down by 
the lead plane, on which Lieut. 
Moore was navigator. Other ships 
in the squadron accounted for two 
more Zeroes. The remaining ene­
my planes turned and fled to 
cover.

“ The fight lasted about 25 
minutes, but it sure seemed like 
a long time,” Lieut. Moore recalls.

On the day that the decorations 
were presented, however, Lieut. 
Moore was o ff on another mission, 
and consequently he missed the 
ceremony. He received his silver 
star upon his return to the base.

Discussing the Zeroes, which are 
regarded as Japan’s most formid­
able fighting plane, Lieut. Moore 
declared that they lack the heavy 
protective armor of the American 
planes, and give no protection to 
the pilot. Their construction is 
regarded as inferior by American 
flyers.

“ Whenever you get a good shell 
fire burst in one, they tear up 
pretty good,” he commented.

American flyers have developed 
a technique of downing these fast 
little planes. In attacking, the 
Zeroes come in high up and out 
of gun range, then wing over, 
and come in toward their oppo­
nent at terrific speed. It is as 
they wing over that the Allied 
gunners begin firing. This con­
tinues until the Zero is hit or 
turns out of the way.

“ Sometimes you feel like they’re 
going to come right into the plane 
with you,” the young Wellington 
officer declared.

Lieut. Moore saw his first ac­
tion in Java. He arrived just 
before the Japanese began their 
conquest of the island. Here the 
American flyers worked along 
with the Dutch, of whom Lt. Moora 
spoke with great admiration.

“ If the Dutch had had enough 
ammunition and equipment, they 
would still be fighting. It would 
have been a different story,” he 
said.

“We were flying all the time. 
Our ships were ready to go at 
any hour. We men were in the 
air seven or eight hours a day— 
that’s considered a long time even 
when you’re fighting. I did more 
flying in proportion to the time 
I was there than I have any other 
place I’ve been stationed,” he con­
tinued.

Supplies ran low, and the 
United States fliers were forced 
to leave. They loaded their planes 
with all the men they could pack 
in them, and took them out of 
Java to Australia.

Rumors still reach Australia 
that the valiant Dutch and the 
brave Americans who were left 
behind are back in the hills doing

Capt. Jdin S. 
Coieman Listed 
As Jap Prisoner

Capt. John S. Coleman is 
among the United States sol­
diers reported to the govern­
ment as a prisoner of War of 
the Japanese, Mrs. Coleman 
was notified by the W ar De­
partment Monday. This is 
the first definite word con­
cerning him that has reached 
here since the fall of Bataan.

A telegram received by her read: 
“ Your husband, Capt. John S. 
Coleman, Jr., Air Corps, reported 
a prisoner of war of Japanese 
Government in the Philippines. 
Letter follows.”

Mrs. Coleman had a short time 
ago received a letter from a friend 
of Capt. Coleman, also an Army 
officer, who was also captured up­
on the fall of Bataan, but later 
escaped, and is now in the United 
States.

“ Capt. Coleman is a prisoner in 
Japan. He is getting plenty to 
eat,” the officer informed Mrs. 
Coleman. She had preferred not 
making this information public 
until the arrival of the telegram 
from the War Department Mon­
day.

“ I feel that since my husband 
has survived thus far, he has a 
good chance of adjusting himself 
to any further imprisonment,”  
Mrs. Coleman declared.

Capt Coleman was born .and 
reared-in .this county.. -Jjliis 
Mrs. S. L. Coleman, lives in Wel­
lington. He was formerly county 
agent at Channing, but as a re­
serve officer of the Army, he was 
called to duty when the United 
States began the expansion of its 
armed forces. He was sent to 
the Philippine Islands shortly 
afterward. Mrs. Coleman and 
their two children came to Welling­
ton to make their home for the 
duration of the war.

He was stationed near Manila 
when the Japanese attack came a 
year ago. It was known that he 
was at Bataan shortly before the 
fall of that place.

N E W  PASTOR  
Rev. Henry H. Kinkeade 
arrived here recently to 
take over his duties as pas­
tor of the First Baptist 
Church in Wellington. -He 
was born and reared near 
Hannibal, Mo., and was ed­
ucated at John Fletcher 
College, Oskaloosa, Iowa, 
and Baylor University, W a­
co. He was pastor of Fair 
Park Church, Dallas, for a 
year and a half.

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Plan 1943 Farm 
Operations Now 
Urges FSA Head

Citing a recent statement by 
economists that 1943 is expected 
to bring the greatest demand ever 
known for farm products, and stat­
ing that next year’s production dif­
ficulties will be tremendous, Tru­
man J. Jones, rural rehabilitation 
supervisor of the Farm Security 
Administration, this week urged 
farmers to begin planning their 
program of operations immediate­
ly-

“ Shortage of manpower already 
is a critical problem in many 
farming areas,” said Mr. Jones, 
“ and it will be much more critical 
next year. As the nation increases 
our army and steps up our indus­
trial output, it is inevitable that 
greater problems will face those 
in agriculture.

“ Farmers in Collingsworth Coun­
ty and throughout the United 
States,” he continued, “ will do 
well to forestall many hardships 
and disappointments by developing 
their basic farm and home plans 
during the winter months.”

The supervisor observed that 
farm operations often involve 
credit needs. He suggested that 
operators who may need to borrow 
funds for next year make their 
arrangements during December 
and January.

“ The Farm Security Administra­
tion,” said Mr. Jones, “expects to 
receive applications for loans dur­
ing the next two months from many 
Collingsworth County farmers. 
Under a directive of the Secretary 
of Agriculture this agency has the 
responsibility ^or getting into full 
production the manpower and re­
sources of all farm operators who 
are unable to achieve their full 
output through their own efforts 
or through existing normal chan­
nels of assistance.

He reminded farmers that FSA 
loans are available to eligible bor­
rowers for practically all farm­
ing needs, including the purchase 
of capital goods such as cows, hogs, 
sheep and so forth, and for opera­
tions.

He said FSA assistance, how­
ever, is limited to those operators 
who cannot get adequate credit 
from any other source.

“ We encourage applicants to 
first contact the regular credit 
agencies because FSA is not in 
competition with any public or pri­
vate lending agency. Oui job,” 
he said, “ is to assist only those 
who need help and cannot get it 
elsewhere.”

Mr. Jones, whose office is in 
the O’Neil Building in Wellington, 
Texas, said he would be glad to 
discuss any phase of the Farm 
Security program with Collings­
worth County farmers and assist 
them, if possible, with their prob­
lems.

Beth O^Neil Is 
Law Student At 
State University

AUSTIN.—With the war open­
ing new opportunities to women in 
the profession of law, 15 Univer­
sity of Texas co-eds are already 
registered in the School of Law.

Although Dean C. T. McCormick 
has predicted that the war will not 
create wider public acceptance of 
women in independent law prac­
tice, it has given women lawyers 
a chance to secure jobs in the legal 
departments of many industries. 
One special job now being per­
formed by women is that of keep­
ing track of new government reg­
ulations and military orders for 
industries working on government 
contracts.

Although total enrollment in the 
law school has dropped 64 per 
cent from last year, co-ed enroll­
ment has shown a decline only half 
as large. The majority of law 
students have been called into mil­
itary service.

Among the co-eds studying law 
this year is Beth O’Neil, of 
Wellington.

Fire Hazarib 
Increase During 
Winter Months

AUSTIN.—Marvin Hall, State 
Fire Insurance Commissioner, says 
wintertime brings a seasonal in­
crease in fire hazards. The added 
dangers of destructive fire creates 
a need for closer inspections at 
home.

“ A substantial percentage of our 
fires at -home during cold wea­
ther,” he explained, “ result from 
a few common causes. The most 
of these we could prevent by be­
ing more careful. Our neglect in 
taking: proper precautions during 
winter has caused unnecessary fire 
losses.”

Commissioner Hall listed the 
following as several of the common 
causes of fire at this season of 
the year:

1. A danger spot is often found 
in a chimney at the point where 
it passes through a roof. The con­
struction of a chimney is impor­
tant. Frequently the lack of suf­
ficient brick or stone allows sur­
rounding woodwork to become ig­
nited.

2. Where fireplaces are used 
care must be taken to see that 
sparks do not ignite the floor or 
room furnishings. The safest pro­
tection is a metal screen in front 
of the fire.

3. Steam pipes, unless properly 
installed, can cause fires. Steam 
heat dries the wood which is then 
in condition to absorb oxygen and 
ignite. A steam pipe may in time 
char the wood and dangerously 
lower the ignition point. Steam 
pipes should be at least one inch 
away from any woodwork.

4. A common report op the 
cause of fires during cold weather 
is the “ defective flue.” This type 
of fire can be prevented by fre­
quent inspection of all flues, or 
smoke pipe connections.

5. Overloaded electric circuits 
must be regarded as year ’round 
hazards. It is of particular im­
portance that all electric circuits 
be protected against overload by 
the use of proper size fuses.

6. A leading cause of winter 
time fire fatalities is the use of 
kerosene or gasoline to : kindle or 
“ quicken” a fire. Gasoline is a 
dangerous explosive—too danger­
ous to keep in the house under any 
condition. Also, the improper use 
of kerosene can cause serious fire 
losses.

7. A few simple practices in the 
use of portable oil heating appli­
ances will prevent many home 
fires. Wicks in such heaters 
should be kept clean and adjusted 
to the proper level. Sufficient 
ventilation is needed to assure 
proper combustion. Heaters should 
be kept a safe distance from com­
bustible furnishings and placed 
where they will not be easily over­
turned.

8. Personal carelessness in cold 
weather frequently results in 
death. Clothing ignited when a 
person stands too near an open 
flame heater or fireplace is one 
of the common causes of fire 
fatalities during winter months.

There -was a man in our town 

And he was wondrous wise;

Just as winter winds began to 
blow, Austin cut the old age 
assistance checks $1 each. That 
may sound like a- very small 
reduction to many people but, 
if you had been trying to get 
by on $18 a month— ŵhich is 
60 cents a day—then a reduction 
of $1 can mean seal suffering 
because of lack of funds for 
food, clothes, medicine and heat 
in the cold days ahead.

It is explained, of course, that 
the war has brought a reduction 
in state tax revenues and that 
the number of persons becoming 
eligible for old age assistance 
increases each month and so the 
cut of $1 a month may be only 
the beginning.

Until a few years ago, high 
state officials were receiving as 
little as $2,500 annually. The 
people authorized an increase 
through a constitutional amend­
ment—the same method by which 
they authorized old age assist­
ance. There was this differ­
ence, however: State officials 
saw to it that their own salaries 
were increased to the full limit 
permitted by the amendment but 
the old age pension checks have 
never averaged much more than 
one-half of the amount which 
the Constitution permits.

Why should the full burden of 
the state’s financial difficulties, 
which are due to the war, fall 
on the shoulders of the weak and 
aged? Let’s share the sacrifice. 
Why not put it on the statute 
books that every time the pen­
sion checks are cut, the salaries 
of state officials in the higher 
brackets shall be cut proportion­
ately?
. For instance, this would mean 

that a state official whose salary 
now is $10,000 a year would be 
reduced one-eighteenth or $46 a 
month, which reduction would 
work less hardship on him than 
the loss of $1 a month inflicted 
on the elderly because the offi­
cial would still be getting $787 
a month and maybe he could 
struggle along on that and get 
by somehow.

Let’s be democratic about this. 
If there is going to be sacrifice, 
let the better-paid servants of 
the people carry a part of the 
load and not put it all on the 
backs of the aged.

Hoarding of food commodities, 

which has caused pj-emature and 
unnecessary shortages on the 
Home Front, soon is to^et closer 
attention from the Office of 
Price'Administrator and county 
ration boards, it was revealed 
during the last week as serious 
shortages in several commodities 
developed.

Even under rationing, coffee 
has been hard to find in some 
communities, and in many parts 
of the Southwest supplies of va­
rious types of canned and pack­
aged goods have disappeared 
from grocery shelves as a result 
of hoarder-buying.

Before long, however, every­
one will be wanting to obtain 
War Ration Book No. 2, which 
will be used with Book No. 1 as 
rationing of other commodities 
becomes necessary.

That’s when the government 
will begin to get a prettj  ̂ good 
line on what and how much has 
been hoarded. At the time cof­
fee rationing started it was an­
nounced that each householder 
would have to re'port the total 
amount of coffee on hand at 
the start of rationing as soon 
as Book No. 2 is issued.

In addition, regional OPA of­
ficials now have announced that 
those obtaining the new ration 
books will have to make a state­
ment on how much food commod­
ities they have on hand.

* * ♦
As present shortages are mul­

tiplied, more extensiye rationing 
will be necessary so that sup­
plies can be distributed as even­
ly as possible. We must rely 
oh both the coupon rationing 
system that has been in effect 
for sugar and coffee, with War 
Ration Book No. 1, and also on 
the new system of “ point” ra­
tioning which will come with 
Book No. 2 soon after the first 
of the year.

The coupon system is well 
adapted to such products as cof­
fee and sugar, which can be di­
vided up on a per-capita basis, 
but it is not sufficient for di­
versified foodstuffs and other 
commodities where tastes vary 
as much as supplies.

Under Book No. 2, by giving 
a higher point value to scarce 
commodities and lower points to 
those that are plentiful, the 
consumer having a total num­
ber of points to “ spend” for a 
particular group of products 
during a given ration period is 
free to use more of his points

for scarce items, or to consume 
larger amounts of low-point, 
abundant foods that may be sub­
stituted for the scarce ones.

More details concerning the 
point system and Book No. 2 will 
be forthcoming in the next few 
weeks. One interesting item, 
however, is that one of the re­
maining stamps in BPok No. 1 
will have to be turned in to the 
county rationing board to ob­
tain Book No. 2. That’s why 
the ration board urged everyone 
who failed to obtain Book No. 1 
before the deadline of last Tues­
day to get his book.

* * *
Although mileage rationing 

has been in effect for more than 
two weeks, use of the other ra­
tion book—for gasoline— still is- 
confusing a few motorists. One 
recent report concerned a filling 
station operator who thought­
lessly was removing one A-book 
coupon for each gallon sold. 
After several motorists had 
failed to watch their business, 
one motorist caught the error 
and received the apologies and 
thanks of the filling station op­
erator.

The coupons must be taken 
from the books by the filling 
station man, but motorists 
should check each transaction 
carefully. <0nly one coupon is 
required with the purchase of 
each four gallons of gasoline.

♦ ♦ *
Other forms of transportation 

also are now in the news more 
than ever. Street car and bus 
systems in the cities are being 
taxed to capacity to take care 
of the loads increased by mile­
age rationing, and even before 
the holiday travel peak is ap­
proached, train and inter-city 
bus service is groaning under 
heavy travel.

Standing-room-only is com­
mon on short and long trips. 
There even have been reports 
recently that trains and buses 
have left would-be travelers in 
stations of the Southwest just 
because there wasn’t any more 
room even for standing.

As many men of the armed 
services will' be given holiday 
furloughs to visit their loved 
ones before being sent overseas, 
the Office of Defense Transpor­
tation and other Government 
agencies are urging that unnec­
essary travel be abandoned.

If you don’t have to travel 
on essential business, stay at 
home.

Health News
by the

Sisters of St. Joseph’s Hospital
In this country, an average of 

thirty persons a week lose their 
lives by taking the wrong bottle 
out of the medicine cabinet.

This startling statement is based 
on latest available statistics.

“ The moral here is really a com­
pound one.” First, never try to 
select a bottle in the dark by size 
or ‘feel.’ No matter how familiar 
you may believe yourself to be 
with the contents of your cabinet, 
there’s always the chance that some 
member of the household may have 
moved the containers about, or per­
haps added to the contents without 
your knowledge. The second point 
—often mentioned, but little heeded 
—is this: Don’t keep shoe polish, 
disinfectants, cockroach killers or 
narcotics in the bathroom. Any 
compound that, if taken internally, 
might cause illness or death, should 
be carefully segregated.

It is well to be doubly cautious 
where there are children in the 
home. A dab of iodine from the 
family medicine chest can stave 
off serious trouble, yet that same 
iodine bottle in your baby’s hands 
can end his life.

The common precaution of see­
ing that all such bottles are tight­
ly corked and plainly labeled 
“ Poison” is of little avail with 
children too young to read. In 
fact, those bright labels with the 
picturesque skull and crossbones 
may hold a fatal fascination for 
the tiny tot.

And don’t be deluded by the 
thought that these poisons are out 
of reach in the medicine cabinet. 
Every parent of a young child is 
continually surprised by finding 
the baby with some article theo­
retically supposed to be beyond 
reach. Remetfnber that children of 
pre-school age are great climbers. 
Don’t take any chances! Put 
every dangerous box and bottle 
away on the highest shelf. Yes, 
it may be a bit inconvenient— b̂ut 
‘safety first,’ you know I

Tips On Turkey— 
How To Get The 
Best From The Bird

With Christmas just around the 
corner. Rose Erisman, county home 
demonstration agent, urges home­
makers to brush up a little on their 
cookery methods. The modern way 
to cook turkey is with moderate 
heat most of the time, for this 
reduces shrinkage and leaves the 
meat juicy, the specialist says.

The traditional way for prepar­
ing the turkey is to roast it, and 
that is correct, if the bird is ten­
der. Roast turkey looks good and 
tastes good. . It is also a good idea 
to have dressing, for that helps 
stretch the turkey flavor and it 
is a favorite of many people.

For roasting, select a well- 
fattened young bird, with a plump 
breast. Miss Erisman advises. 
Allow from three-fourths to one 
pound, dressed weight, for each 
person to be served. Roast the 
bird on a rack in a shallow pan, 
and do not add water or cover the 
pan. Start roasting with the 
bird’s back up and breast down, 
keeping the oven temperature mod­
erate to slow.

If the bird is small or medium­
sized, baste it every half hour. 
Miss Erisman suggests. Or if the 
bird is quite large, basting it 
every hour will be often enough. 
When the meat is tender in the 
thickest parts and the juice does 
not show a red tinge, the roast­
ing is completed.

If a turkey provides more meat 
than a family can easily use. Miss 
Erisman suggests sharing the bird. 
“ Split the turkey and then two 
families can have a half. Roast 
it cut side down and make plenty 
of dressing,” she advises.

There are 34 million turkeys on 
the market this year so each fam­
ily should be able to obtain one 
for Christmas dinner.

Will drop you a few lines this 
p. ni. to let you know your old 
“ string-haltered” soldier is still go 
ing strong. \

This is Sunday and I am enjoy­
ing the afternoon writing letters 
and listening to the radios here 
in the barracks.

Well, Deck, I have been in the 
army two months today and I am 
deeper in love with my camp and 
work every day. Two months and 
it really seems like two weeks.

I received my first rating the 
first of December (Corporal) and 
appreciate those two little stripes 
very much. I know I am very 
fortunate in landing in Camp 
Hood—I know there is no camp 
anywhere that has finer officers 
and men. I have charge of the 
enlisted men in the operating room 
and a nicer bunch of boys couldn’t 
be found. They are all very ener­
getic workers and so thoughtful 
of me—fellows like mine and offi­
cers like we have in this operating 
room are truly an incentive for a 
fellow to work hard for them. 
Now, do you wonder that I am 
happy? Of course, being a cripple 
handicaps me terribly in my work 
for I can’t get around as fast as 
I’d love to, to give these wonderful 
surgeons and soldiers the service 
they are justly due. I love them 
all and I feel at home in our op­
erating room.

How is everyone at home? I 
wish I could see everybody today 
for a little hello. Do you ever 
hear from any of the boys that 
came into service when I did, I 
don’t know where a single one of 
them went from Fort Sill. I only 
hope they all drew good camps 
and are as happy as I^am.

Tell the fellows on the local 
board, especially Eoss Wilkerson, 
Clark Anderson and Judge Crib­
ble, they will never know how 
much I appreciate their efforts 
on my behalf in getting me in the 
army. I intended to write each 
of them but time just flies by 
here and I hardly have time to 
write to anyone except mother and 
dad. My letters to you will have 
to be considered their letters also.

Our present hospital now has 
1750 beds and another unit will 
soon be started that will care for 
1500 more. We have to date lost 
only two patients. Of course, that 
is to be expected, but don’t let 
anyone kid you that army doctors 
and nurses aren’t deeply hprt 
when we lose a patient. We all 
are.

I surely enjoy reading the sol­
diers’ letters in the paper each 
week. I wish they would all write 
more often and give their ad­
dresses. (Editor’s Note: Can’t pub­
lish them, Olin.—Voluntary Cen­
sorship Code.—Deck.)

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Herd Wins Regional T i l f ;  Longer Staple 
Downing Rockets 14 to 0  Cotton Urged

In West TexasThe Wellington Skyrockets lost 
the regional crown to Hereford last 
Friday by a count of 14 to 0, but 
not before they had battled the 
Whitefaces to an even show on 
first dô wns, with each of the bi­
district champions piling up six. 
Even in defeat, the Rockets con­
tinued to look good for they were 
playing far from home against a 
strong versatile eleven that had 
overcome worthy opponents for the 
right to represent its half of the 
region.

Hererfo¥4-» first score came ear­
ly in the first quarter. After 
two exchanges of punts, Welling­
ton got the ball on the twenty 
yard line when Weems fumble was 
recovered by Brewer. After two 
attempts at the line, Melton threw 
a pass that was intended for an 
end, but it was intercepted by 
Merrill who ran 90 yards for a 
touchdown.

For the next two quarters the 
two squads fought up and down 
the field with the Rockets reach­
ing their opponents ten yard line 
one time and the Whitefaces reach­
ing the 5 with no score.

Late in the fourth quarter, 
Merril put the clincher on a hard 
fought game when he broke 
through left tackle to race 45 
yards through a broken field for 
the second touchdown. Both tries 
for conversion were good.

In the closing minutes of the 
game the Rockets started an ef­
fective passing attack that was 
halted on the Whiteface 5 yard 
line when Worley intercepted a 
pass intended for Brewer. Before 
that the Rockets had started on 
their own 45. A throw from Mel­
ton to Kendrick was good for 30 
yards. Two more to Brewer made 
an additional 15 yards and one to 
Thompson made 8 before the at­
tack bogged down as the game 
drew to a close.

Statistics of the game show that 
Wellington made 151 yards rush­
ing to 125 for Hereford. Welling­
ton completed 4 passes out of 6 
for 53 yards while Hereford com­
pleted 3 out of seven for 12 yards. 
Hereford intercepted 2 passes and 
Wellington intercepted one. First 
downs were even six and six. Pen­
etrations were one and one.

In closing the season against 
Hereford, the 1942 Rockets had 
gone far beyond the expectations 
of the Wellington fans at the be­
ginning of the season. They com­
pleted an 11-game schedule with 
nine victories and two defeats, but 
in doing so they won the district 
and bi-district crowns. The sea  ̂
son record reflected credit on a 
group of hard working youngsters 
and on Coach A1 Duncan who 
came to Wellington from Turkey 
and turned what looked like might 
be an ordinary team into one of 
championship caliber.

COLLEGE STATION. — The 
High Plains cotton area of West 
Texas is one of the most impor­
tant low-cost cotton producing sec­
tions of the State and the oppor­
tunity of producing large quanti­
ties of cotton of the longer staple 
varieties at the _ lowest possible 
cost should not be overloc/ked, says 
D. T. Killough, agronomist of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station, in an appeal to Texas 
farmers to improve the quality of 
their cotton.

In West Texas Killough contin­
ues, including both the low and 
high plains, it is significant that 
some of the longer staple varieties 
such as Deltapine 11a, Rogers 
Acala No. I l l ,  Stoneville 2B, Pay­
master, and Shatter California 
Acala, compare favorably in yield 
with the short staple varieties 
such as Half-and-Half and Hi-Bred 
so widely grown in that section.

Killough says the longer staple 
varieties with good spinning per­
formance can be grown profitably 
in all sections of Texas. These 
varieties are better suited to meet 
the war requirements than are the 
short staple varieties and a more 
extensive planting of them is of 
great importance just now.

The War Production Board has 
issued a call from Washington urg­
ing farmers to grower larger 
amounts of the longer staple va 
rieties of good grade in order that 
mills under Government contract 
may have a full supply of such 
cotton needed in the manufacture 
of cotton war goods in which 
strength and durability are essen­
tial. , ->

A recent survey shows that there 
is an over-supply of cotton of the 
lower grades, below 15-16 inch in 
staple length, and a serious short­
age of the higher grades and sta­
ple lengths of 15-16 inch and above. 
In order to overcome this short­
age of the desired types of longer 
staple cotton, those varieties must 
be grown that will insure an ade­
quate and dependable supply of 
those types. Therefore, in view 
of the urgent need of high quality 
cotton for war purposes, it is im­
perative that farmers give special 
attention to the selection of varie­
ties for planting the 1943 crop.

“ For many years the State and 
Federal Government experiment 
stations have been conducting va­
riety tests of cotton to deteimine 
the varieties and strains best suited 
to the different agricultural sec­
tions of Texas,” continues Kil­
lough.

“ In the Gulf Coast, at Robstown 
and Angleton, the longer staple, 
higher yielding varieties include 
Rogers Acala No. I l l ,  Deltapine 
11 A, Stoneville 2B, Washington 
(Delfos 719), and Lentz Acala. 
These varieties had a staple rang­
ing from 1 1-32 to 13-32 inches, 
and ranked among the highest in 
spinning performance.

“ In East Texas, at Tyler, Delta­
pine 12 and Rogers Acala No. I l l  
w/̂ re the highest yielding of the 
longer staple varieties, both pro­
ducing lint averaging one inch in 
length for the five years, 1937-41.

It's Cold Time,
Be Careful

AUSTIN.—With the advent of 
fall, and colds becoming prevalent. 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health Of­
ficer, makes the following sugges­
tions to ways by which these 
seasonal illnesses may be warded 
off, or at least may be gotten un­
der control before they do any 
serious damage.

Keep a s 'fit as possible. Dress 
according to the weather, indoors 
and Outdoors. Put on a heavier 
suit when a cold snap comes. Use 
a raincoat, overshoes and um­
brella on rainy days. Change as 
quickly as possible, into dry 
clothes if you are caught in a 
drenching downpour.

With a shortage of fuel facing 
all of us, our houses are likely to 
be chillier than usual during the 
early fall months. Look up your 
supply of sweaters and have them 
ready for use on these, first chilly 
days. Get out sonie other heavy 
clothing and warm bed coverings 
at the same time.

Eat plenty of simple nourishing 
food. Have your meals at reg­
ular hours. Drink plenty of 
water. Take some exercise out of 
doors, every day. Get the neces­
sary amount of rest.

of a cold, unawares, don’t treat it 
lightly. It may turn into some­
thing very serious, if neglected. 
The quickest way to get over a 
cold, or, to bring it under control,

They are likely to be 
found' on ansrthing the victim 
touches. If you are the victim, 
keep your germs to yourself. Have 
your own towels and wash cloths, 
your own drinking glass and 
dishes—and be sure that they are 
adequately sterlized with hot— 
very hot—^water and soap after 
you have used them. Keep well 
supplied with paper handkerchiefs; 
dispose of them promptly after 
they have been used.
