For Army Officers

This is a young man’s war. In the 
“Last World War” a man had to be 
21 years old to be commissioned as a 
Lieutenant, or higher. Now he has to 
be 18 years old upon the end of his 
Officers’ Training School.

That.explains why 18 and 19 year 
old men are not waiting to be subject 
to draft. They know if they get in 
now, that they can be eligible to ap­
ply for Officers’ Training School at 
the end of three months and they may 
be commissioned long beflore they 
reach the advanced age of 21.

This ¡paper doesn’t 'believe a boy 
should quit high school for any pur­
pose. But if he is 18 or more, and 
has graduated, or if he is 18 and has 
quit for some other reason, then it 
seems to us that he is a man in a 
man’s world—and one that recogniz­
es that a man of 18 is better able to 
do a lot of working in this war than an 
old timer. And that a good place for 
'him is in the Army as a Volunteer, 
taking advantage of the opportunities 
open to him, to rise as high and as 
fast as his own abilities and hard 
work will take him.

A d m i r a t i s ^
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Why Farmers Should 
Plant Their Full 
Allotted Coton
Acreage

iSecretary of Agriculture Wickard 
has called upon the cotton growers to 
plant their full cotton acreage allot­
ment—4,000,000 acres more cotton 
than was planted last season, because 
the United States vitally needs more 
of the products of cotton and cotton­
seed.

Many farmers under-plant their al­
lotment from 1 to 3 acres, figuring 
that this small reduction does not 
amount to anything. Now figure this 
in a County where there are 2,000 
farms, each farmer under-planting 
his allotment 2 acres, makes a total of 
4,000 cres in the County. If the cotton 
produces one-half bale per acre that 
means 2,000 bales of under-production.

Out of this 2,000 bales of cotton 
there would be produced 800 tons of 
cottonseed.

From this 800 tons of cottonseed 
there would be produced 200 bales of 
cotton linters for munitions; 240,000 
pounds of cottonseed oil (4 tank car­
loads) for food; 260 tons <yf 43 per 
cent protein cotton seed cake and 
meal for livestock feed; 200 tons of 
cottonseed hulls for livestock feed.

Now multiply this by all the coun­
ties in Texas that produce cotton. Of 
course, many of them do not have as 
many as 2,000 farms that plant cot­
ton, but many of them have more 
than 2,000 farms with cotton planted 
on them. Anyway you can see that if 
every cotton farmer would plant his 
full cotton allotment, even though it 
is only 2 or 3 acres per farm in­
crease, when it is all added up it 
amounts to quite a volume of cottoU, 
and the products, especially fte lint­
ers, the cottonseed oil, and the live­
stock feed will be needed, and doubt­
less the cotton itself will be needed, 
since as of next Aug. 1st there will 
only be a carryover of lO million bales 
of cotton.

May we urge every farmer to give 
serious consideration and plant his 
full cotton acreage allotment, which 
will be a great assistance to the Na­
tional Defense as well as profitable to 
yourselves and the country at large.
