Army Touches 
Off New Fuss 
Over Missiles

WASHINGTON (AP)-The Ar- 
my's bold and independent action 
in publicly criticizing a Senate 
committee’s recommendation to 
cut the Nike-Hercules missile pro­
gram stirred op a flurry in the 
Pentagon Saturday.

Asst. Secretary of Defense Mur­
ray Snyder told reporters the 
Army’s statements were made 
“ without consultation srith the De­
partment of Defense." Snyder is 
assistant secretory for public af­
fairs.

In reply to questions, Snyder 
said he had consulted by tele­
phone with Secretary of Defense 
Nell H. McElroy in Geneva and 
had talked personally with Ihom- 
as S. Gatos Jr., the deputy seo- 
retary designate, and MaJ. Gen. 
Harry Storke, Chief of Army In­
formation. Snyder said he also 
would talk with Secretary ef the 
Army Wilber M. BnK*er.

Asked what action had been 
taken as the result of these con­
ferences. Snyder replied that no 
decision had been reached. But he 
said the matter is not ckwed.

An Army spokesman said Fri­
day the recommendation of the 
Senate Armed Services Commit­
tee to lop off three quarters of 
the $22,413,000 sought in the de­
fense budget for expanding the 
Nike-Hercules missile system “se­
riously endangers the future secu­
rity of our country against air at­
tack ’’

An Army spokesman said Sat­
urday the Army was merely de­
fending a military budget pre­
pared by the Pentagon and ap­
proved by the administration.

to senior Western diplomats here, 
suggested these further develop­
ments may be near:

The statesmen probably will 
leave their Palace of Nations con­
ference table for a series of in­
formal talks on the grave issues 
that divide them.

In these exchanges the Western 
Powers intend calling on Soviet 
Foreign Minister Andrei Gromyko 
to clarify his ideas about the sort 
of temporary solution he foresees 
for Berlin pending an East-West 
agreement to reunite all Ger­
many.

Gromyko for his part is e x p ^  
ed to call openly for transferring 
to the summit work-program cur­
rent American-British-Soviet ne­
gotiations for a pact to end nu­
clear weapon testing.

Unions Fire Blast 
At Labor Measure

WASHINGTON (AP)-Ths AFL- 
CIO blasted the Senate labor bill 
Saturday as a mess and a mon­
strosity, and said it will battle the 
measure in the House.

Following up its executive coun­
cil’s declaration of war last 
Wednesday, the big labor federa­
tion issued a 4,606-iNird critlqua 
of the legislation it supported in 
its original form and said “a more 
detailed analysis of the weakness 
and dangers in the bill’’ will fol­
low.

The AFL-CIO statement aimed 
its fire at what it called ’’many 
hastily drafted and ill considered 
provisions’’ written into the bill 
during the nine days of Senate 
floor debate last month.

“Under the guise of ’labor re­
form.’ the bill would seriously 
weaken the labor movement and 
hamper it in many ways from act­
ing as an effective collective bar- 
gairJng instrumentality in dealing 
with employes," the critique said.

“Virtually ignored in the bill are 
the many instances of improper 
conduct by employers and their 
‘middlemen’ and of their partici- 
paUon in instances of corrupt be­
havior on the part of some union 
officers and employes which the 
McClellan committee and other 
congressional investigations have 
brought to light."

The AFL-CIO repeated Its stand 
for legislation which would “aid the 
honest trade union movement in 
the elimination of corruption from 
labor-management affairs”  But it 
said the bill passed by the Senate 
April 25 is aimed primarily at un­
ion reflation  in burdensome and 
harassing detail.

It denounced a toned-down bill 
of rights proposal sponsored by 
Sen. John L. McClellan (D-Ark), 
chairman of the Senate rackets 
probers, as an invitation to dissi­
dent union members to disrupt 
and destroy unions.

A provision to ban organization­
al picketing where the union has 
lost an election in the last nine 
months or where the employer has 
recognized another union also 
came under fire. Declaring its op­
position to any effort to extend re­
strictions on peaceful picketing, 
the AFL-CIO said this section 
“could serve to protect racketeers

by encouraging and i»t)tecting cd- 
lusive deals between corrupt em­
ployers and rackateers preying 
upon the union movement."

Saying the various enforcement 
devices “conflict, overlap and du­
plicate each other," the statement 
said the bin ia “aa administrative 
aaonakroaity."

“From the standpoint of a pub- 
Uc official seeking to administer 
the bill, it is a mess,” it said. 
’’From the standpoint of ndons 
and union officials covered by it. 
its cumulative effects could be 
tyrannous."

Daniel 1 Plan
Nears Showdown
'Package Bill' 
Would Bring 
161 Million
AUSTIN (AP)-Gov. Price Dan­

iel’s tax plan to relieve Texas’ 
money crisis faces a showdown 
Monday.

The question; Are he ar.d ad­
ministration leaders in the House 
strong enough to get their way? 
Or will a deadlock or delay step 
up the chances for a second spe­
cial session?

Daniel was optimistic over ac­
complishments of the special ses­
sion’s first week. When the law­
makers went home Thursday he 
put the “well-done” label on their 
work thus far, said there was 
hope the spending and taxing 
problem could be worked out in 
one 3(Miay session.

At stake Monday is Daniel’s sug­
gested one-package 161 million 
dollar tax bill to pay the state’s 
expenses in 1960-61. It is enough 
to finance the House-approved 
general spending bill. It increases 
appropriations 47 million dollars 
over present operations.

REPORT DUE
The House Revenue and Taxa­

tion subconunittee ia to report 
Monday. Although early reports 
indicated it would fatten the tax 
proposal, the late-late check shows 
the rewritten bill may raise only 
110 million dollars in 196041.

“The committee worked under 
a handicap trying to do something 
with House Bill 727,” a member 
said. "The House wouldn’t take 
anything. Now it’s the governor’s 
turn to try to get the House to 
approve what be wants."

The regular session’s tax effort 
(HB 727) started at 290 millioc 
dollars. It ended providing 77 nnil- 
lion dollars or maybe less. No one 
seemed to care as iU death 
seemed certain in the Senate.

GAS. PHONE LEVIES

Already 134 students 
have signed for the instruction 
next autumn, and it is possible 
this could reach 150.

The appeal for fundb will last 
only one week, according to pres­
ent plans.

Dr, P. D. O’Brien, immediate 
pest president of the association, 
was the first to contribute to the 
special drive, bringing his check 
for $25.

“As one who hse been privileged

to serve as president of the asso­
ciation three times and as a resi­
dent of Big Spring for 17 years, 
we are investing with the feeling 
that there is no place our money 
can be used to pay higher divi­
dends.”
■Under state law, no tax funds 

may be used for defraying costs 
of the Bible classes. Hence, this 
popular part of the high school 
curriculum is supported privately 
and by contributions from several 
local churches.

“Fifteen years ago the associa­
tion named a committee to study 
ways of offering Bible courses in 
the high school,” said Dr. O’Brien. 
“We knew that it could not be 
supported by tax money; we fi­
nally adop ts a plan worked in 
Dallas schools successfully for 
years. We secured supplies, em­
ployed a part-time teacher and an­
nounced the courses. It caught on 
from the start and has increaaed 
in popularity since. ’There have 
been five teachers, and Mrs. Elisa­

beth Johansen, our present teach­
er, has served twice.

“Distinctive theological doctrines 
are not discussed; rather the his­
tory of the Bible, its ethical con­
tent and literature are stressed. 
Almost every church represented 
in the Pastor’s Association, and 
some which are not. have pupils 
in the Bible classes. How effective 
the plan of instruction has been 
is evidenced by the fact that there 
has not been a major criticism 
of the teacher or the teaching in 
this decade and a half.

“The teacher must have the 
same academic preparation as 
any other teacher in the system 
and is paid on the same salary 
scale. Credit is given toward grad­
uation aa in other courses.

“So far we have been able to 
meet expenses, but at this time 
we are in n e ^  of special help 
from the people of the commun­
ity who agree with us that this is 
a real investment in the future 
cultural and moral life of our com­
munity. ’This ia not a charity, but 
an invMtment in enduring things.’’

Besides meeting the classes 
each day, Mrs. Elizabeth Johan 
sen has a round of other activi­
ties for the students. New lessons 
are introduced on three days, re­
view and memory work are lined 
out for another day and a test on 
the fifth day of each week.

MIAMI, Fla. (AP) -  Another 
batch of military equipment ap­
parently destined for use in the 
uneasy Caribbean area was seized 
by Miami detectives Saturday.

An automobile loaded with s,0(X) 
round! of anununilion, machetes 
and field tents was grabbed and 
ita driver, .AroSdo Fernandez 
Lieges, 23, was jailed. Uncon­
firmed reports said the raiding of­
ficers narrowly missed another 
car loaded with arms.

The arrests followed a roundup 
of 13 persons, including the Do­
minican Republic’s consul gener­
al. Friday in an alleged fdot to 
arm foes of Cuban Premier Fidel 
Castro.

Customs agents seized a C47 
transport (Hane being loaded with 
arms and ammunition at Miami 
International aiiport and said the 
shipment was intended for anti- 
Castro forces in Uie Dominican 
Republic.

Augusto Ferrando, the consul 
general; Jose M. Paulino, 41, Do­
minican vice consul, and Leonard 
’Trento, 35, Newark. N. J., busi­
nessman, were ordered held on 
$25,000 bonds each. Paulino was 
held as a material witness.

All three were charged with 
conspiring to bribe federal officers 
and with conspiring to export war 
materials illegally.

Also charged with conspiring *o 
ship arms were Virginia L. Bland, 
38, of Miami, attractive copilot ot 
the plane, and two Tampa pilots, 
Samuel Eugene Poole Jr., 34, and 
John J. Embry, 38.

They denied any knowledge of 
the plane’s cargo, which included 
200,000 rounds of ammunition. 17 
machine guns, 38 Garand rifles 
and parts for 20 carbines.

Chief customs agent Joseph For­
tier said the arms were to be

fiown to the Dominican Republic 
for delivery to aft anti-Castro ex­
peditionary force.

U. S. Atty. James L. Guilmartin 
said Ferrando gave«$l,400 to cus­
toms agents William B. Lankford 
and Wallace D. Shanley not to 
molest the arms shipment. ’They 
turned the case over to superiors.

All 13 denied knowledge of the 
alleged plot and posted bonds. Ar­
raignment was set for June 6.

EDUCATIO N  REPORT

New Emphasis On 
Science Is Urged

W.\SHINGTON (AP)-A jacking 
up of the entire American educa­
tional system, with new emphasis 
on science, was urged by the 
White House Saturdiay to help 
maintain the security of the free 
world.

Proposed financial outlay hy the 
nation; at least 90 billion dollars 
a year—or double the present an­
nual expenditure for education.

The call was made by President 
Eisenhower’s Science Advisory 
Committee in an 18.000-word re­
port entitled “ Education for the 
Age of Science."

1. Americans should attach 
greater value to intellectual excel­
lence.

2. Every school and college 
should re-examine its curriculum 
to make sure that it is giving 
adequate challenge to the intel­
lectual capacities of its students.

3. ’The nation's people should do 
far more to enlunce the prestige 
of the teacher and to provide him 
with more effective support.

4. The country should move 
much further toward adapting ed­
ucational programs to the widely 
varying competence of students, 
and seek especially to meet the 
needs of the moat gifted students.

5. As a nation, "we should im­
prove our scientiHc education at 
all levels. attemptir.g to give bet­
ter understanding of science to the 
nonscientists as well as to discov­
er and stimulate more individuals 
w te have the talents to become 
scientists and engineers.”

old age rolls stays about even. As 
death reduces the ranks, new per­
sons become eligible for the bene­
fits.

The state rolls showed 225.186 
old age recipients on the rolls as 
of March 1, 1958. as compared 
with 224.113 this past March 1. 
State average pa>’ment is now $57. 
A year ago it was $47.11.

There are only four persons re­
ceiving aid to the blind payments 
in Howard County. Last March 
there were seven. The four get 
an average check of $52 this year; 
last year the average was $45 86.

Compton said there are 64 fam­
ilies — exactly the same as last 
year — receiving aid to dependent 
children. However, he adds, “these 
are not all the same families." 
The 64 families have 201 children 
and total payment for March was 
$4,504 — an average of $70 38 per 
family. A year ago, there were 
207 children. The payments last 
year averaged $72.20 per family.

State wide, there are 6.389 per­
sons receiving blind aid — an in­
crease from 5.993 last March. State 
average payments this year are 
$57 — a year ago they were 
$51 04.

There were 25.657 families re­
ceiving state aid for dependent 
children last March as compared 
with 25,411 this part March.

Nine persons receive aid in 
Howard County for bebg totally 
disabled and dependent. They get 
an average of $50 78 per month. 
In 1958 on March 1| there were 
only two such cases on the rolls. 
The average payment was $43.50. 
Compton explained that the pro­
gram for the disabled was just 
then getting under way. It ex­
panded rather sharply for a time 
and then, as funds began to di­
minish, restrictions were tighten­
ed.

Eisenhower asked Congress for 
an additional six billion dollars in 
authority for the Federal Housing 
Administration to insure mortgage 
loans. The agency is scraping the 
bottom of the barrel now, with 
a consequent threat to the nation’s 
home building program

But Eisenhower has opposed 
provisions of the bill p a s ^  by 
the House on Thursday which 
would authorize a three-year, 14- 
bUlion-dollar urban renewal or 
slum clearance program. 400 mfl- 
lion dollars for college bousing 
and 100 million for rental dwell­
ings for elderly persons.

The expenditure price tag put 
on the House bill was $2,100,000,- 
000. The Senate bill passed ear- 
Uer would cost a half billion 
more. Neither of these figures 
takes into account the FHA's in­
surance authority, since it in­
volves no direct Treasury pay­
ment. FHA is self-supporting.

Both Senate and House bills en­
vision outla>’s so far in excess of 
Eisenhower's requests that a veto 
seems inevitable

There have been indications 
that Speaker of the House Sam 
Rayburn (D-Tex) and Senate 
Democratic Leader Lyndon B.

MOSCOW (AP)—The Soviet Un­
ion told the United States Satur­
day that arming of NATO coun­
tries with nuclear weapons and 
missiles "entailed extremely dan­
gerous consequences for peace’’ 
and conflicted with the aims of 
the Geneva Big Four conference.

The news agency Tass said a 
Soviet note especially singled out 
the arming of West Germany and 
expressed hope the United States 
would refrain from any action 
"that might increase internation­
al tension."

The note to the United States 
was delivered to the U. S. Charge 
d’Affalres by Vasily Kuznetsov, 
Soviet deputy foreign minister. A 
similar note was handed to the 
West German ambassador, Hans 
KroU.

Tass said it was a reply to U.S. 
government note of May 8.

“The Soviet government has 
restated that the measures car­
ried out by the United States to 
speed up the aiming of some 
NATO countries, and in particular 
the Federal Republic of Germany, 
with nuclear weapons and mis­
siles entailed extremely danger­
ous consequences for peace and 
were incompatible with th^ tasks 
before the conference of the for­
eign ministers and the summit 
conference,” Tass said.

The note to the United States, 
Tass went on. "pointed to the ag­
gressive nature of the measures 
carried out by the United States 
with respect to some N.ATO coun­
tries, and in particular to the 
federal German republic”  It said 
they could not help in Improving 
the international situation but 
could "lead to a serious aggrava 
tion of international relations.”

Liberal Demos Avoid 
Adlai-Lyndon Issue

AUSTIN (AP) -  The third state­
wide annual meeting of the Demo­
crats of Texas teetered on the 
brink of a Lyndon Johnson vi. 
Adlai Stevenson-for-president blow­
up Saturday.

Fast parliamentary footwork by 
top labor leaders put off a show­
down.

Also postponed at the last min­
ute was a plan to gather feelings 
of Texas voters on Dennocratic 
nominations for president and vice 
president at the May, 1960, pre­
cinct conventions.

The precinct referendum plan 
was approved Friday night by the 
DOT’S steering committee. How­
ever, when the plan came before 
the approximately 500 delegates, 
Jerry Holleman, state AFL-CIO 
president, asked that it be shelved.

"Neither the DOT nor Texas la­
bor has made any committment in 
the presidential race," Holleman 
said in apparent reference to num­
erous previous boosts for Steven­

son. He said labor undoubtedly 
will take a sUr.d later.

"We do not join In the personal 
opinions that have been expreeeed 
here either against or for any of 
the possible contenders," Hollo­
man said.

Several speakers took the Sen­
ate majority leader to task for 
two measures passed by the recent 
regular session of the 56th Legisla­
ture. One allows him to complete 
a race for re-election before the 
national convention nomination of 
a Democratic candidate.

They were called Lyndon John- 
son-for-president bills because his 
supporters backed both measures 
strongly. Johnson was reported in 
Austin for several days during the 
legislative session.

"The whole trouble today was 
not so much a fight between 
Stevenson and Johnson supporters 
but between pro and anti-Johnson 
groups,” a labor official, who ask- 
^  that his name not be used, told 
reporters.

Yarborough Spurs 
Liberals To Activity

AUSTIN (AP)-Sen. Ralph Yar­
borough (D-Tex) Saturday urged 
the Democrats of T exas-^e lib­
eral organization of the Texas par­
ty—to remain an active force in 
politics

“In recent months we’ve heard 
of some who would disband the
Dmeocrats of Texas organization 
on the specious ground of har­
mony," he said.

"Just you surrender, they say, 
and we will be harmonized over 
your skeletons ...

"I told them, and I want to tell 
you now—I believe the Democrats 
of Texas has just barely begun 
its valuable service to the people 
of Texas. I think it should expand, 
not disband ’’

Yarborough made his plea in a 
speech to the organization at a 
major meeting.

But he hinted that any attack 
by the DOT on his fellow senator. 
Lyndon Johnson of Texas, would 
be unwelcome to him.

"In enlarging and reritalizir.g
ofthe program of the Democrats 

Texas,” he said, "it is my belief 
that you should take care that 
your organization never enters 
into personality fights with any 
man at any political level.’’

However, he did not name 
Johnson.

"Only by putting personalities 
aside and adhering strictly to the 
issues can you chart a course of 
vision and progress to which Tex­
ans can respond, Y’arborough 
said.

At another point, he neverthe­
less expressed disagreement with 
the Legislature’s passage of elec­

tion law changes which call for 
earlier Democratic primaries.

The bill incorporating these 
changes has been called "the John­
son for president” measure be­
cause it will permit him to get his 
renomination campaign out of the 
way in time to concentrate on the 
Democratic presidential nomina­
tion if he seeks it.

Yarborough outlined a proposed 
platform for the DOT, including 
better schools and higher teacher 
pay and more funds for the aged, 
blind, the mentally 111 and neglect­
ed children.

"The best place to start is with 
poll tax sales this winter," he 
said.

"I.et us discomfit the enemies 
of democracy by arming a half a 
million more Texans with poll tax 
this year."

STANTON—Martin County has 
prospects for one of the best cot­
ton crops in several years, ac­
cording to reports from the vari­
ous communities.

Practically all of the county’s 
20,000 acres of Irrigated cotton is 
up to a good stand and is almost 
ready for cultivation Dryland cot­
ton is all planted and most of it is 
up to a good stand.

In the Lomax community Wer­
ner Haynie said irrigated cotton 
was really looking good. Most 
dryland cotton will be completely 
up within a few days.

Surveys in Midland County re- 
veal somewhat the same condi­
tion. There are no dry spots sinco 
recent rains, and all that is neede<l 
now is about 10 days to two weeks 
of dry weather so farmers can get 
the crops worked out

Many fanners have been side- 
dressing their irrigated cotton with 
fertilizer, according to Gerland 
Han.son, manager of a seed and 
fertilizer company. He said ther>< 
had also been a large amount of 
potash sold, which is only tho 
second year It has been used in 
this area. Several farmers tried 
it last year, and now are putting 
on a substantial amount.

Haynie said his Ix>max cotton 
turned yellow and brittle last year 
as a result of potash deficiency’. 
This spring he applied 100 pounds 
per acre and says the stalks are 
much greener and better formed.

Other fertilizers being used are 
nitrogen and phosphorus, though 
most of It Is being put on Irri­
gated fields.

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BSHS Class Ranks Near 
Top On National Test

Eleventh grade pupils in Big 
Spring High School ranked in the 
93rd percentile bracket nationally 
on the Iowa Tests of Education­
al Development, administered last 
April.

Ninth graders, b  the two Big 
Spring Junior high schools, ranked 
b  the top IS per cent of all 
schools tested.

At the same time, all nades in 
[.akeview High and Junior High 
scored in the lower three per cent, 
most of them in the bottom one 
per cent of all schools tested.

The tests were given to 11th 
graders in 254 U. S. high schools 
and to nbth graders b  252 Junior
high schools.

“We’re well pleased that our 
high school students ranked in the 
upper 10 percentile group, and 
that our n i n t h  graders did so 
well,” said S. M. Anderson as­
sistant superbtendent b  charge of 
curriculum.

However. Anderson described 
the Lakeview showing as tragic.

“Lakeview is absolutely scrap- 
b g  the bottom.’* he declared.

The assistant superbtendent al­
so stressed that the ranxbgs are 
for groups of students as com­
pared with other groups, and do 
not mean that individual students 
all scored that high.

In fact, he pointed out, the ma­

jority of bdviidual pupils scored 
below the group level

Jack Kough, director of program 
development for Science Research 
Associates, sponsor of the tests, 
voiced the same warning.

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Tell About Soviet Life, 
Khrushy Advises Writers

MOSCOW (AP)-Prem ler Niki­
ta Khrushchev has told Soviet 
writers to show life as it b  un­
der communism But he saj's it 
is time to forgive some past er­
rors.

Writer Ilya Ehrenberg reported 
this in talking with correspond­
ents at a cocktail party Friday 
night, saying the remarks were in 
a speech Khrushchev made ear­
lier in the day at the Third Soviet 
Writers’ Congress. He said it was 
"a little more conciliatory."

The weeklong congress ended
today.

Moscow radio said the final ses­
sion adopted a resolution on "the 
tasks of Soviet literature b  Com­
munist construction.” R reported 
the Central Committee of the So­
viet Communist Party messaged 
the writers that the party "will 
continue to show constant care for 
the development of Soviet litera­
ture and art ’’ The quoted mes- 
s.ige said the party’s frank criti­
cism of artists who "made mis­
takes" had }'ielded positive re­
sults.

The first meeting, the only one 
open to Western correspondents, 
laid down the guiding Ibe that 
writers mu.st help people under­
stand the current seven-year plan 
for achieving communim. Later 
some speakers took thb line.

while others appealed for greater 
individuality.

Ehrenberg told the correspond­
ents Soviet writers "don’t get out 
enough—they don’t know life.” He 
said, as have leaders of the con­
gress, that Soviet writers stick 
too close to home.

"I think American writers know 
their country perhaps better than 
many young ^ v ie t writers," said 
Ehrenlmg, who has traveled in 
the UniM Sbtes He said many 
young Soviet writers, successful 
with their first books, thereafter 
sit around Moscow writing what 
*J»ey thirdi, not what they experi­
ence.

’The tests were given b  nine 
categories, from which the com­
posite was drawn.

Big Spring 11th graders ranked 
in the 85th percentUe on social 
studies background, 74 on natural 
science background, 93 on w r i t^  
expression, 95 on quantitative 
thinking, 89 on bterpretation of 
social studies, 97 on interpretation 
of natural sciences, 95 on tater- 
pretation of literature, 91 on gen­
eral vocabulary, and 81 on the 
use of sources of bformation. *rhe 
composite score was b  the 93rd 
percentile.

Forms for the tests were estab­
lished b  a nationwide program 
in 1957. Big Spring participated 
in b e  bitial tests, and b U  year’s 
11b graders were b  b e  n b b  
grade at b a t  time. On the 1957 
tests, b e  group ranked at the 
50b percentile.

However, 305 pupils were tested 
in the n b b  grade in 1957, and 
235 were tested as 11b graders 
this year. The 70 pupils who have 
dropped out of school during b e  
two years probably were b  b e  
lower brackets in 1957, and b e ir 
absence this year helped to Im­
prove the Big Sprbg score, Pier­
son pointed out.

The Iowa Tests of Educational 
Development were developed at 
the University of Iowa several 
years ago, and now are recognized 
nationally as one of the best 
groups of achievement tests avail­
able. Pierson said.

Equipment sales completed at 
the l()-day show ran into the 
millions of dollars. Most of the 
deals dwarfed the tota) cost of 
Drakeb discovery well—an esti­
mated $5,000.

Items' inspected by thousands 
of oilmen at the exposition in­
cluded pipe valves costing five 
times as much as the Drake well

Drake paid $4 each for his drill 
bits. Oilmen of today pay from 
$100 to $1,600.

Two men who aided Drake at

Titusrille received a combined 
salary of $2 50 a day. The average 
pay of the modern oil field work­
ers is $2.81 an hour.

Drake's drilling equipment was 
crude and made by hand. The 
tools suppliers displayed here have 
carried the modern driller to 
depths over 364 times that of 1859 
Titusville. The record is 25,340 
feet

Oilmen of today envy Drake 
on one point. Crude from the first 
commercial producer sold at $20 
a barrel. current average
price for domestic crude is $3 04.

Underwater Oii Storoge

Cosden's
Finished

Howard County airport's biggest 
and most imposing edifice is rapid­
ly nearing completion.

It is the private hangar being 
erected by Cosden Petroleum 
Corp. on land leased from the 
county for that purpose.

The all-steel hangar and its an­
nex will be ready for occupancy 
within the next few weeks, accord­
ing to Jack Gulley of Cosden.

The main building is lOO-by-100 
feet in size. It is all steel, pierced 
by numerous windows and with a 
roof intersperced -with special sky­
light devices to bring in additional 
illumination. It will have a con­
crete floor and there are no sup-

porting girders on the kside of the 
building.

Connected to it on the south will 
be a 60-foot by 20-foot annex. This 
will house offices, a reception 
room, rest rooms and a small 
shop.

The entire structure will be il­
luminated. A fuel storage tank will 
be placed at the rear or the annex 
and planes will be serviced from 
a pump just to the right of the 
main hangar door.

The hangar is located south of 
the cour.ty-built T hangars. It 
fronts directly on the apron lead­
ing to the runways. It will have in­
side clearance of more than 20 
feet.

Cosden has run in its own pri­

vate water lines and utility con­
nections.

Stanford Engineering Co., Mid­
land. is contractor. Cost of the 
hangar will run in excess of $40.- 
000. When it Is completed and the 
airport is in operation Cosden 
company planes will be established 
there.

Planner Begins 
Land Use Study

Marvin Springer, Dallas plan­
ner handling the city’s compre­
hensive master plan, reported Sat­
urday that work is now proceed­
ing on zoning and land use mat­
ters.

Springer is also gathering data 
for making some zoning recom­
mendations, and he said that with­
in a few weeks, he will begin as­
sembling information concerning 
the highway and street system as 
a part of his thoroughfare study.

College Budget Due 
To Show Overrun

With one month of the regular 
term to go. Howard County Junior 
College ^  a balance of $80,859 in 
the general and county and state 
fund. However, overruns in the 
capital improvement and contin­
gency fonos is due to create a 
budget deficit at the end of the 
Hscal year on Aug. 31.

Expenses from the general 
fund in April were $37,581 where­
as receipts were only 13.759. A 
simillar ratio for May—and there 
is not due to be any great differ­
ence in receipts—would mean a 
reduction of the balances to about 
$45,000. Revenue will be stepped 
up in two of the summer school 
months, but hardly to the point of 
matching e x p e n s e s .  Moreover 
the tax and the state subsidy ac­
counts are either met or over their 
anticipated yields.

The capital expenditures for the 
first eight months of the fiscal 
year are $9,779 over the budgeted 
amount for the entire year. Simi­
larly. the contingency fund ac­
count is $16,710 over its allotment 
for the year, an overage of $»,- 

I in the two. This excess over 
the budget outlay is due to pro­
vision for furniture in the new 
student union building, other equip­
ment and furnishings, aixl some 
expense connected with the dormi­
tories.

Baaed on the picture at the end

of April, the net overrun at the 
end of the fiscal yeitr may be lf«s 
than previously anticipated.

The April receipts, half of which 
came from cafeteria sales, b r o u ^  
the year’s figure to $384,731, which 
is only $554 under the total antici­
pated for the entire year. Only 
the tuition total is substantially 
under estimates—$8,930 under— 
but sununer school will make this 
estimate mighty dose.

By accounts, the general fund 
disbursements for April and for 
the first eight months of the scbMl 
year were as follows:

Administrative $3,313 and $36,- 
617; general $5,452 and $42,094; 
instructional $16,606 and $118,350; 
library $1,211 and 8.996; auxiliary 
enterprises $2,844 and $33,444; re­
funds $46 and $1,955; plant opera- 
tton $4,564 and $34,296; capital ex­
penditures $963 and $16,718; con 
tingencies $2,251 and $25,497; fixed 
charges $220 and $5,631; total 
$37,581 and $313,591.

There were no disbursements 
from the interest and sinking fund, 
which left the total for the year at 
$29,993. Another $50,579 is due be­
fore the end of the year, but the 
fund has a balance of $53386.

Disbursements from the dormi­
tory construction fund stand at 
$273,335, which leaves a balance 
of $305,862.

Big Ten League Modifies

A ^  ARBOR. Mich. (AP) — 

Policy-making faculty representa­
tives of the Big Ten Saturday 
modified the surprising free-for- 
all Rose Bowl setup they ap­
proved Friday.

New TB Control 
Bill Approved

A new weapon to better control 
the possible spread of tnbercnlosis 
is now in the hands of health au­
thorities is Texas.

The Texas Tuberculods Code, 
enacted by the legislature, srfaidi 
updates old and inadequate laws 
to safeguard the public from po^ 
sible contagion from tuberculosis 
has been signed by Governor 
Price Daniel.

The bill makes plain the en­
forcement of compnlaory isolatioa 
upon those who have contagious 
tuberculosis and refuse to isolate 
themselves and protect others.

Such enforcement has been bad 
ic parts of Texas for two years 
but procedwe for enforcement 
was needed. The new law pro­
vides this need.

A fine can be assesaed on a 
physician or any other person who 
fails to report a known case of 
tuberculocis which is contagioas.

It is likewise required under the 
new law. that premises which have 
been occupied by persons with in­
fectious tuberculosis must be dis­
infected before the property can 
be sold or rented to any other 
person.

Do's And Don'ts In 
Power Mowing Told 
By Experts In Line

Engineers for a company which 
makes power mowers have com­
piled a list of suggestions for safe­
ty in operating your mower.

The power mower of today is 
certainly nothing to be afraid of, 
they say, if the operator knows 
and r e s p ^ s  his machine. It is de­
signed to do a job weU and safely 
if the following suggestions are 
kept in mind:

1. Read the operator's instruc­
tion manual completely, and if a 
question still remains, check with 
your dealer.

2. Examine the power mower for 
safety and operating instructions 
prinM  on the housing or shroud.

3. Keep fuel in a safe place. 
Never smoke while fueling the 
mower.

4. W h e n  starting, make sure 
your foot is placed firmly on the 
top of the housing so that when the 
starter-rope is pulled the mower 
remains stationary.

5. Never attempt any service or 
removal of any object from the 
power mower while it’s running. 
The mower should be turned off, 
the sparkplug wire disconnect­
ed before any attempt is made to 
work on the mower. > This is a 
good time to check the blade nut to 
Im sure it is on tight.

Signs Of A Trend Developing
WhUe the rate of building this year Is 

hardly in the boom category, it U never­
theless steady . The tempo could even in­
crease during the balance of the year.

Residential building continues to hold 
its pace, although the taking of lump 
permits, which were credited last year, 
may reflect against this year s totals. The 
actual number of units under construction 
and on the boards compares favorably 
with last year's busy home building pro­
gram. ■ .

Perhaps the most encouraging sign is 
the thawing of commercial construction. 
To he sure, the overall picture is still 
far from bullish, but there are signs of a 
trend developing.

For years our constmctioii advance has 
been retarded by business tunidity. There 
IS sound reason to bebeve that this had 
mitigated against commercial expansion 
and contributed, to a certain extent, to 
more out-of-town purchases.

Recentiy the First National Bank an­
nounced purchase of a site for a new

banking house (and office space, if de­
mand warrants) downtown. In the same

GENEVA — What a lot of fancy names 
there are in public affairs to make peo­
ple believe that things are different from 
what they really are. For insUnce. the 
impression is widely held — as a result 
of extensive publicity — that there is 
somehow a real difference between a for­
eign ministers' conference and a “sum­
mit" meeting of beads of states.

But the fact Is that each of the foreign 
ministers here is in constant and instan­
taneous touch with the head of his 
ow n government and would not dare make 
any move without consulting his chief 
of state

intimate discussion by the four foreign 
ministers if they have to do their talking 
in the presence of the East and West 
German representatives and if everyone 
is taking notes.

Then there's the theory that a “negotia­
tion" is taking place here. The assump­
tion is that three men are sitting down 
with a fourth to talk things out and. in 
a sort of give-and-take way, are trying 
to find a means of agreeing on something 
substantial to improve the world situa­
tion. Actually, the foreign ministers con­
ference now has been going on for a week 
and a half and there hasn't been a sin­
gle occasion when the four principals sat 
down together without a lot of advisers, 
secretaries, translaters and other person­
nel present taking notes. Each meeting 
is virtually public and not a private con­
sultation at an. The press is “briefed" 
immediately afterward.

What may surprise many people is that 
every subject discussed here has been 
threshed out by planning committees and 
policy boards on both sides and within 
each government over a long period prior 
to this conference So there is no such 
thing as an ofl-the-cuff negotiation, 
though at social gatherings occasionally 
some (rank exchanges occur.

The three Western foreign miaisten 
came here recopcfled to the idea that the 
first week or more of the conference would 
be devoted to speech-making aad propa­
ganda operatioRi. bat they were con­
vinced that sooner or later theee would 
have to be “reotricted" Kssions. with ^  
consuhatioBs confined to the four foreign 
ministers and perhaps a limited number 
af advisory penoaoel. But the question 
DOW has ariaea as to who shall attend 
“restricted" aeieiont — four foreign min­
isters or six* Ovar the radio, the Soviets 
have already told the people behind the 
Iron Cortaia that this is really a six- 
power coafereoce and that the envoys 
from East and West Germany respective­
ly ara “partidpaats" and not just “ob- 
serveri."

Decline In Gold Supply: Are We Too Prosperous?

Until there are fewer persons in the con­
ference room, there will be no such thing 
as a “negotiation" in the sense in which 
the term is ordinarily used. But even if 
there were a chance to ’ negotiate,” would 
the foreign ministers be able to deviate 
from their pre\ioosly adopted positions? 
To a certain extent this is possible on 
both sides, but the initiative in this con­
ference is held by Nikita Khmsbehev. 
Hhat he tells his foreign minister to do is 
the key.

Would it be any different at a “summit" 
conference? The answer is necessarily 
negative. For, while it might be aasum ^ 
that the Soviet premier could make up his 
mind on the spur of the mament, the 
questions involved are far too complex 
and relate to too many other problems to 
be given an impromptu treatment. The 
biggest fallacy in the world is that, be­
cause the Soviets have a one-man dicta­
torship. the answers to broad questions of 
international policy affecting uie relatioaa 
of the Etest and West can be quickly giv­
en. Even if there were concessions from 
the Soviet side, further study would be 
required and also subsequent verification 
to find out what the spoken words mean 
when reduced to writing.

This has been a frustrating experience 
in the past, and there is no reason to 
believe a change in technique will come 
from a man who thinks he has the West­
ern world at his mercy. Khrushchev talks 
glibly every now and then in concilia­
tory phrases, but they afi add np to a 
demand for the nncoixlitional surrender 
of the West.

Any “summit” meeting will prove use> 
leu  just as the conference here has al­
ready demonstrated, because the Soviets 
think they can outlast the West. They 
believe they can win by frightening our 
side or by getting the propaganda help 
of those politicians in Wtstem countries 
who seek to make capital out of the 
inability of their own governments to 
change by diplomatic “ negotiation” the 
behavior of the Communist regime.

Members of the preeent gener­
ation, persons bom sfin* 1933 
have misted the tbriO of the gold 
piece. There was a time when 
Grandma or Aunt Sarah would 
ask every June if Johnny or Sally 
had been promoted and then, on 
being toU yes, would hand over 
with a big snnUe a $2.50 piece of 
shiny gold, accompanied by the 
warning, “Be careful not to give 
it away for a dime,” of which it 
was the same size.

Every December, the amount 
of gold coin in circulation took a 
bounce. Grid pieces were a fa­
vorite in Christmas stockings in 
midcDe-and upper-income families. 
Corporatkns in those days paid 
directors fees with $30 grid pieces. 
So people were conscious of gold, 
even though, immediately after 
they got It, put it ba(± wbert 
it came from—in the bank.

Wben he took office during the 
Great Depression, and Americans 
w e r e  hoarding gold. President 
Roosevelt asked Congreu to pass 
a law making ownership of gold 
illegaL Thereby went a thrill—the 
sense of grid.

Today, gold it for wedding 
rings, settings for diamonds, jew­
elry, gold inlays, and indusbial 
purposes. It’s not for you and me­
ss gold. Consequfntly, we’re not 
as apt to be aware that since 
January, 1$6$, $2,500,000,000 of grid 
has left the United States—shipped 
to England, Switzerland, and other 
countries. Total U. S. gold holdings 
are down 11 per cent to $20,500,- 
000,000. That's a financial-page 
statistii^-no cause for dinner-ta­
ble conversation, like the fall of 
the New York Yankees, the Ge­
neva Conference, or the rise in the 
stock market.

The c o m i^  and goings of gold 
in intemati(Hial commerce are 
mysterious to most people. Wben 
a nation's gold holding.s rise, it 
suggests business must be good. 
Exports exceed imports It has a 
"favorable balance of trade.” 
When gold holdings decUne, it sug­
gests the opposite. Imports are 
high; exports are low. It has an 
“unfavorable balance of trade.” 
Therefore, business can't be so 
good.

This does not apply to the United 
States today. Business is excel­
lent. Industrial expansion coun- 
tinues. Profits are high. Economic 
indexes invariably print to further 
expansion. Business is so good that 
we can’t hold on to our gold. 
We’re “buying" it awsy.

Prosperity has lifted U. S. pur­
chases of foreign merchandise to 
an all-time high. Wa’ra avid buy-

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ers of Volkswageos, MGs, Volvos, 
Dauphines, Mercedn-Benzes, etc. 
We're perceptive to foreign type­
writers, s t e e l  rods, wire, etc. 
We’re also splurging on foreign 
traval (which is equivalent to an 
import).

So far this year, merchandise 
imports have run 13 per cent above 
last year and 10 per cent above 
1W7. In contrast, our exports are 
at the lowest level in thrM years, 
off $ per cent from last year and 
24 per cent from 1957. Vr’hat are 
the reasons for this divergence?

First, factories in Europe have 
been r^ b ilita te d  and mechanised 
stoce the end of the war. They 
can produce for the home market 
what was formerly bought from 
the U. S. Additionally, they can 
sell in this market many things 
they formerly were short ri-«utos 
are a good example.

Second. American firms are not 
hungry for business. They're pros­
perous. They can sell most of what 
they make at home, so they don't 
need to compete price-wise with
foreign firms. If a steel company. P r G S C r ip t io n  F o r  
for Instance, were to shave a price v <-m
to take business from a foreign ' OUHQ L /G l in ^ U G n tS
competitor, it would have to 
shave prices to all its customers. 
It doesn't take the order, then 
complains that foreign labor costs 
less than American labor.

Thus, the loss of U. S. gold is 
a “ trade” loss. It's not a flight 
from the dollar. If foreign banks 
were afraid of U. S. inflation, 
they'd not keep $1S.600,000.000 on 
deposit with U. S. banka. This is

Dr. Elliott is executive director 
of the Greer School, a children's 
community at Hope Farm, in 
Dutchess County, N.Y., main­
tained for orphans and children 
from b r o k e n  homes.

“These children come to us 
starved in both body and heart,” 
says Dr. Elliott.

Children at Greer schri live in 
eight cottages, each run by a 
make-believe mother and father. 
Meals are served family style and 
everything is planned to simulate, 
as nearly as pouible, normal fam­
ily life.

“We have very little girl-boy 
trouble." says Dr. Elliott. “For 
the older children there are regu­
lar parties and dances — some 
sort of event planned for every 
weekend. Boys and girls work to­
gether in many of the hobby and 
recreation clubs, such as dramat­
ics and glee club.”

The Greer School was founded 
in 1906 at the request of Children’s 
Court judges in New York state, 
to fill a long-felt need. Situated 
on 1500 woo<M acrea, it has Its 
own poatoffice, fire station and 
chapel.

“Every child 'gets an allowance 
of 60 cents a month up to the age 
of 14,” u y s  Dr. Elliott. “ After 14 
they earn theU* own money at 
various assigned duties. If a child 
commits soma depredation such 
as breaking a window, ha must 
pay for it."

“When signs of dalinquoncy de­
velop," says Dr. Elliott, “w# 
try to find out what is making tbe
boy or girl unhappy, and then we 
talk tbe whrie thing over.

bank deposits is up 7 per cent from 
January, 1958, to above $140,000,- 
000,000. Obviously, the Federal Re­
serve Board is not reining in 
money and credit so severely as to 
inhibit economic expansion.

As a result, the amount of gold 
relative to money is only $14.5 per 
hundred, versus $17 a year ago. 
This is the lowest ratio since 
1920. From 1947 to 1950, when the 
dollar volume of business was aL 
most 50 per cent lower than to­
day, we had $20-to-$22 of gold for 
every hundred dollars of the mon­
ey supply.

The redistribution of America’s 
gold is an economic plus. England. 
France, and Italy need g o l d  
more than we do. But it’s also a 
warning—that we're not as com­
petitive as we have been in foreign 
trade. Prosperity has gone to our 
prices.

Frank Leahy of Notre Dame, one of tbe 
greatest football coaches America ever 
produced, used to keep a big sign in the 
locker room, just where all the boys could 
see it when ttey were getting ready for a 
game. Printed in large, bold letters, it 
read: “When the going gets tough. let the 
tough get going.”

I think that’s a very useful motto for all 
of us, on the football field or off it. When 
the going gets tough (or you, let the 
tough inside you get going. For tough­
ness of spirit can overcome anything. 
And the art of doing what other people 
think is impossible results from acquiring 
Just that toughness of spirit.

At homo in my library I have an old 
and wonderful b o ^  by a great inspiration­
al author, Owen Swett Marden. It was 
written in 1897 but is still a fascinating 
book. The author brilliantly discus.ses the 
impouible and quotes a remark by Wil­
liam Pitt, the outstanding British Prime 
Minister for many generations. When peo­
ple told Pitt that something was impos­
sible, he would say. “I trample upon im­
possibilities.”

That's what I mean by tough-minded- 
ness!

empire and changed the (ace of the then 
known world. Napoleon called him the 
greatest general who ever lived. Few of 
Alexander's own words have come down 
to Us over the centuries but these have: 
“There is nothing impossible to him who 
will try."

Much later, the French philosopher.
Mirabeau. put it another way: "Nothing 
is impossible to the man who can will."

Marden also tells the story of Napoleon 
and his crossing of the Alps. The experts 
said that he couldn’t possibly cross them. 
"The Alps stand there, an impenetrable 
barrier." they said. “No one can go 
through the Alps.”

But the Little Corporal looked at those 
huge white-capped mountains and what 
was his reaction? “There shall be no 
Alps.” said Napoleon. And he crossed the 
Alps in four months. Today, by plane, it 
is a matter of minutes. "The word 'im­
possible',’* said Napoleon, “ is only fit for 
the dictionary of fools.”

Then there was Alexander the Great, 
who lived thirty-two years, yet broke the 
power of the Persians at their peak of

K is really, as you can see, a matter 
of being tough-minded enough to let no 
obstacle stand before you. My own mother 
used to repeat to me that great maxim 
of Robert Bruce, “ If at first you don’t 
succeed, try, try again." And refusing to 
be overawed by the size of the obstacle 
or to stop trying to overcome it is the 
real secret of doing the impossible.

It all boils down to being tough-minded 
enough to handle our probl<^. The 
father of American psychology. WiDiam 
James, pointed out that basically there 
are two kinds of people in this world, 
the tender-minded and the tough-minded. 
The tender-minded give way under any 
adversity. They are very sensitive to 
criticism. They let people and circum­
stances push them around. They regard 
almost every obstacle, even the smallest, 
as an impoMibility.

But the tough-minded know what they 
want and are willing to try to get it. They 
stand up for what they believe. They 
don't permit themselves to be pushed 
around. Criticism does not upset them. 
Obstacles do not frighten them; they 
adopt towards life an attitude of. “Bring 
on yow* troubles; I can handle them." 
And, when life brings troubles, they stand 
firm and rock-like against them and win 
out. however difficult that may seem.

The tough streak exists inside each of 
us. Discoxer yours; then develop it and 
you will find that you, too, can do the 
impossible

M a r q u i s  C h i l d s
Agreement Coming On Nuclear Tests?

GENEVA—One of the expanding or­
ganizations in this city, which is rapidly 
becoming an international capital for both 
politics and business, is the World Coun­
cil of Churches, Not long ago two rep­
resentatives of the council went to call 
on the heads of the three delegations— 
the United States, Great Britain and 
Russia—that have been trying for more 
than six months to reach agreement on 
ending nuclear testing under a system 
of control and inspection.

The two earnest representatives. Dr. 
Elfan Rees, a Welshman, and Dr. Fred- 
ric Nolde. an American, reflecting the 
concern of church members in almost 
every country over the increasing pollu­
tion of the air, were particularly im­
pressed by their talk with the Russian 
delegate. Semyon Tiarapkin. It was evi­
dent to them, as indeed it has been to 
his fellow delegates, that Tsarapkin is 
eager to sign an agreement. What seemed 
remarkable was his frankness in discuss­
ing his own problem.

“The Americans who want an agree­
ment have trouble with the Pentagon or 
so I hear,” Tsarapkin said. “But don't 
you think that I have just as much trou­
ble with the Red Army?"

The Russian delegate has said the 
same thing on friendly and relaxed 
occasions to his British and American 
coUeagues and they are inclined to credit 
him with telling the truth about his trou­
bles with his own military. It is a striking 
bit of evidence of the power that the mili­
tary exercises on both sides of the great 
divide over forces capable of obliterating 
mankind.

The military veto, whether by the 
Red Army or by the Pentagon, is one of 
the problenns of the negotiators in Ge­
neva whether at the level of the nuclear 
talks or the foreign ministers. Whatever 
tho ostensible role of Secretary of De­
fense Neil McEIroy, who has Just ar­
rived here, be will be the voice of the 
Pentagon.

Despite the forces on ,both sides that 
do not want an agreement with inspection 
and control to end nuclear testing and in 
spite of tha difficulties tho Russians are 
currently making, the belief In highest of­
ficial quarters here it that an agreement 
will finally be signed.

So complicsted is tbe current stage of 
the nogotiations that at times It has the 
sound of that cIsm Ic of medieval theol­
ogy about how many angels can dance

on the point of a needle. As precipitated 
by Prime Minister Harold Macmillan m 
his talks with Premier Khrushchev in 
Moscow in February, the question is oxer 
an agreed quota of inspections of sus­
pected explo^ons, thereby getting around 
an earlier Soviet demand for the right of 
veto over iaspections. The veto reflects 
the deep-seated Russian fear that these 
inspections have one motive—espionage.

Soviet Foreign Minister Andrei Gromy- 
ko has told Secretary of State Christian 
Herter and Britain's Selwyn Lloyd that 
the number of inspections is really not 
important and it can be settled on a 
political level by picking an arbitrary 
figure. But the British and the Ameri­
cans, the latter particularly, want scien­
tific backing (or an appraisal of how 
many inspections would make it virtually 
certain that none of the powers could 
cheat by setting off an underground 
explosion which would be mistaken for an 
earthquake.

The underground tests are the heart of 
the matter. The American military, with 
influential civilian supporters, believe it 
is essential to continue underground 
blasts in order to perfect small atomic 
weapons that would theoretically be used 
In liiaited nuclear warfare. For quite ob­
vious reasons the Russian mil^jary, with 
its v4st superiority In conventional weap­
ons, is implacably opposed to any.agreo- 
ment, allowing terting to continue under­
ground.

The nuclear talks are recessed until 
June 6. Those directly responsible for 
the negotiations predict that when the 
talks are resumed they will take the fol­
lowing course:

Both sides will come in with a pro- 
po.sed quota of tests, the Russians with a 
number so low it could not pouibly be 
accepted—say three or four a year-the  
West with a figure to high—say 50-that 
the Russians would never accept it. In 
the Initial stage the Soviet# will be 
pretty rigid. But gradually, after a great 
deal of bargaining, a figure of perhaps 10 
or 15 will be agreed to. a treaty will be 
•Ignrf, and an inspection system will be 
put into effect.

There are many reasons why this 
should not happen. But the best guess is 
that this first small step in the direction 
^  controlling and eventually easing the 
fantastic armaments burden of the two 
worlds will be taken before the summer 
ends.

Dramatic 'Compulsion' Based 
On Locb-Leopold Incident

More than a generation ago, 
there were two bright sciona of 
wealthy Chicago families. They 
bad, it would seem, every advan­
tage. Yet, they both were twisted 
into monstrous psychological 
shapes.

Together, they shared s super­
man philosophy which led them to 
seek proof of their natursl-bom 
superiority. This, in turn, led them 
to murder.

Their trial was a shocker, was 
termed the ’’trial of the century,” 
and made history.

Even in this day, after two 
bloody wars infamous for their 
barbarity, a large segmect of the 
public is stiU shcxked. A reporter 
who covered the original trial 
came up recently with a fletioo- 
ixed novel and later a stage play, 
both based on what has become 
known as the Loeb-Leopold case. 
Both were sellouts.

Now, the ntiovie version. And it 
would not be far wrong to call this 
the film drama of the century. 
Aside from the story, which is 
award-winning material in itself, 
everything about the film from di­
rection to camera work ia superb.

Hiree Richards, all second gen­
eration HoUywoodians, collaborat­
ed to make “Compulsion” one d  
the compelling screen dramas of 
this generation. The Riduuds are 
Zanuefc, the producer; Fleiacher, 
the director; and Murphy, the 
•crlpt writer.

It emerges as a controversial 
film about a stiS-CMitrovcrsial sub­
ject—some viewers would as leave 
stay at home because of their aen- 
sitivity over such grim and forbid­
ding themes. But those who have 
thick skins as well as an appre­
ciation for the highest in film art­
istry cannot afford to pass ft up 

The gripping and gloomy sub­
ject matter is revolting but also 
fascinating, and you wont easily 
forget it for a long time to come 
As the story of the twisted 1^- 
ers unfolds, awkward moments al­
ternate with scenes of dramatic 
tension to create a picture out of 
Ufe.

The film is not in color—black 
and white treatment is modi bet­
ter suited to the theme.

Ju<M Stdner and Artie Strauss, 
the fictitious characters drawn 
from Coeb and Leopold, are su­
perbly played by D ^  Stockwell 
and Bradford Dillman, two of Hol­
lywood’s moat promising young 
men. Especially outstanding is Or­
son Welles, as the protofype of 
Clarence Darrow, ^  brilliant 
attorney who defended Loeb and 
Leopold. His brief but dectrifying 
appearance on the screen in a plea 
for the boys’ lives ia hypnotic in 
its effect.

The supporting cast gives brief 
but finely drawn portrayals, and it 
is obvious they were u ^ r  expert 
direction. Included among these 
players is Diane Varsi, who re­
cently left Hollywood and a prom­
ising career.

Ibe story Is divided into three 
parts; The murder plot, the police 
investigation, and the trial.
