000. Its chairman insists that,
while it does not intend “arbi-
trarily or unjustly to harass any
borrower,” it “will' not permit
mortgagors to take unfair ad-
vantage of the generosity of the
government.” In fact, it is “al-
ready proceeding vigorously” to
foreclose mortgages in the case
of borrowers “who have deliber-
ately attempted to evade their
responsibilties on the assump-
tion that no action will be taken
against them.”

Unpopular as this role may be,
and however much political dy-
namite it may contain, FCA and
HOLC are compelled to play it
by the responsibilities of their
own position. Both agencies
have sold bonds to the public in
order to raise funds with which
to make loans on rural and ur-
ban property. These bonds now
bear the government’s guaran-
tee; but they are not counted as
part of the national debt, and
are classified merely as a “con-
tingent liability,” because, in the
words of the secretary of the
treasury, obligations of this sort
are backed by mortgages on
farms and homes “conservative-
ly appralsed at values in excess
of the amount of such obliga-
tions.” The only way to prove
that this is actually the case and
prevent the “contingent” labil-
ity from becoming a very real
one—with unfortunate conse-

ment of interest is not made.

No reasonable protest can be
made against such action. Funds
advanced by the government
have been used in all cases to
lighten the burden of previous-
ly existing debts. Neither the in-
, abliity nor the unwillingness of
individual mortgagors to carry
the burden of the debts thus
lightened should be permitted to
involve the treasury in losses or
ito wreck the system of federal
jcredit on which thousands of
other borrowers now depend. —
New York Times.

HIT THE BALL

Millions of Japanese have
heard of the Hon. Babe Ruth,
but never a word about the Hon.
Huey Long. This does not imply
Mr. Ruth’s importance above
that of Mr. Long. It indicates
only that as between sports and
statesmanship, most Japanese
are interested in sports. If the
Japanese masses wished to do
our country an injury by de-
priving us of either Mr. Ruth or
Mr. Long they would choose to
deprive of Mr. Ruth. Yet we,who
are on the ground, would expect
them to take Mr. Long from our
midst. This signifies a differ-
ence in the psychology of the
iwo nations.

As an example of this,
it is only necessary to cite the
fact that Mr. Long is a prospec-
ive candidate for president of
the United States, while Mr.
Ruth is looking for a job. There
is little doubt that Mr. Ruth will
{ind employment in the way of
his experience, but some doubt
whether Mr. Long will be elect-
ed president. This is because
there are more openings for
baseball players than for presi-
dential candidates. May it not
be that the Japanese are wiser
‘han ourselves? Is it not possible
‘hat we should recognize Mr.
Ruth’s international fame and

NAVAL PARLEY TO END

Tokio informs the world, indi-
rectly, that on Dec. 22, it will
give Washington notice that it
intends to abrogate the naval

treaty of 1922. The treaty, how-
ever, will remain in force until

| December 1936. Washington will

doubtless insist that, if Japan
abrogates the naval treaty, the
nonfortifications agreement also
must be included. That was the
price paid by the United States
for the ratio as fixed.

This notification puts an end
to the deliberations of the Lon-
don naval conference. It is as-
sumed that the conference, on

«Great Britain's motion, will ad-

journ this week, seeing that
Japan is not likely to recede
from its demand for naval equal
ity. The adjourmment without
results is a good illustration of
what happens when an irresist-
ible force meets an immovable
body.

The failure of the London
conference implies that the
larger gathering of all the par-
ties to the Washington agree-
ments may not be called to meet
in 1935, as planned. The as-
sumption was that, if a compro-
mise were made at London, that
would be the basis of the larger
agreement. But, unless Japan
should later decide to make
some compromise, it would be
useless to call another gathering
that presumably would also re-
sult in a stalemate.

From this time forth the three
great naval powers will have to
move carefully, so as to avoid
danger of sharper antagonisms
Great Britain and the United
tates will presumably work to-
gether, without any specific
agreement, and Japan will go it
alone. It has closed or is closing
the open door into Manchukuo,
it has put that would-be state
in charge of the army, and it
will now prepare to push its hold
upon Eastern Asia. The outcome
lies on the laps of the gods. —
Dallas News.

AWAKING TO WASTE

The people of Texas seem to
be awakening at last to the
startling fact that in the Pan-
handle gas fields there is being
permitted by law the most prod-
igal, unconscionable waste of a
valuable natural resource ever
experienced in the history of the
world. It has been sald that
at times the very enormity of
‘hings obscure their true signif-

{linos of cubic feet of gas have
been blown into the air, never
to be reclaimed. Reliable esti-
mates place the wastage in the
Panhandle fields at one billion
cubic feet daily-—equivalent to
the domestic consumption of
the entire United States!

So inviling is this idea that
there are clubs being formed

The weakness of the Town-
send system lies in the fact that
it neglects to recognize the fact
that money is not a thing but
only an emblem-—it is a repre-
sentation of something produc-
ed, of some raw material fash-
foned to the use of someone and
of the labor used in producing
and fashioning. Had there never
been any production, never any
labor, there would have been no
money, for no one would have
anything to sell. The money.
which would be issued and given
the pensioners under this plan
would be money not based on
labor or products and would be
spent by persons who did not la-
bor or produce and presently
would be of no value and would
buy nothing.

All the pension plans that
have ever proved successful have
been based on services rendered
previous to receiving the pen-
ion. For the military it was ser-
vice rendered the country as a

whole. Under insurance pension
plans the pensioner contributes
during his productive period
Any pension not based on la-
hor or production is a fallure
from the time it is instituted.—

5. Resignation of the govern-
ment from any attempt to con-
trol local relationships betweer:
workers and employers.

6. Definite evidence of a de-
termined effort to balance the
budget, and saying “projects for
government spending initiated
to increase purchasing power to
create business would retard
rather than aid recovery.”

7. Definite action “as soon as
possible” to fix the dollar value
and gold content.

8. Modification of securities
act “notwithstanding the help-
ful attitude of {he commission.”

9. Arbitrary limitation of “un-
due restriction of production,
processing or distribution’ should
be guarded against.

10. Durable goods stimulation
was characterized “a major of-
fensive against depression;” ap-
proval of federal housing ad-
ministration, but opposition to
direct government participation
in housing was given.

11. As to government competi-
