Memories

Commander of ‘Lost Bat-
talion” Leans to Death on '
“QOcean Trip.

By Associated Press.

NEW  YORK, Nov.:  29.—Secret
brooding over his experiences in the
world war, from which he emerged
one of America’s greatest individual
heroes, was ascribed today by friends
Lahd relatives of Lieutenant Colonel
Charles W. Whitlesey as the cause
of his taking his life Sunday while
on.the way to Havana. Leaving sev-
eral letters presumably explaining his
act, the commander of the “lost bat-
talion’’ disappeared from the steamer
Toloa, twenty-four hours out of New
York. His intimate friends had no
idea he was making the trip.

Members of his family and busi-
ness associates :were incredulous at
first when wireless dispatches report-
ed him missing, but as evidence ac-
cumulated they reluctantly came to
the conclusion that the missing man
was Colonel Whittlesey. ;

Spirit Shaken.

And then they recalled incidents
which, pieced together in the light of
his tragic death, might have been rec-
ognized as indication that his spirit
was shaken by recent memories of
his brothers in arms who had died be-
fore his eyes in France.

The last blow, they said, more tyy-
ing than the rest, was in Washington
a fortnight ago, when he took part
in the funeral services for America’s
unknown soldier.  There he had met:
hundreds of former friends and had
marked anew the gaps in the ranks
of the men he loved.

“His mind stopped,” said Forsyth
Little of the firm of White & Case,
with which Colonel Whittlessey was
associated. “It had all it could bear
remarkable mind though it was. I
don’t. think there was a man in the
country who has had such trying ex-
periences.

Always Accessible.

“He was the hero who was always
accessible to those whom he thought
he could help. The disabled, t
jobless, the friendless, the widows
of all of them, were on his mind
constantly. For the last two years
scarcely an hour has passed that
some case was not specifically’ be-
fore him.”

Whittlesey had told no one that

he was going to Havana. When he
left Friday afternoon it was with
some cheerful remark about the Ar-
my-Navy foothall game to be played
the next day. He went from.there
to his boarding house at East Forty-
fourth street. He told acquaintances
there that he was going away for a
rest, when he left Saturday morning
with a traveling bag. He was in the
habit of going off alone for week-
end trips.
Captain Grand of the Toloa said
by wireless after Colonel Whittesey
vanished, the ship was searched, but
no trace of him was found.

In his cabin a number of letters
were discovered, addressed to friends
and business associates in New York
and - Pittsfield, Mass., with request
that they.be sent by wireless. The
one received by Robert S. Little; of
Whittlesey’s law firm here, dealt
with routine business -affairs, but
concluded with the words: “I shall
not return.”

Lamb, a shell shock vietim, was re-
moved from a south-bound train here
last Friday in a semi-conscious con-
dition, telling of an attack upon him
in his office at Muskegon, stating he
was drugged by two men and robbed
of $500. Since his arrival, the war
veteran has been weceiving treatment
in a local sanitarium.

Mrs. Suda Barker et al., Al-
lowed $60,000 Damages by
Jury at Eastland.

EASTLAND, Nov. 29.—Counsel
for the plaintiffs in the case of Mrs.
Suda Barker et al., against the Texas
Pacific Coal & Oil company will make
a motion that judgment be entered
Friday in favor of the plaintiffs in
the sum of $60,000 on findings of the
jury. Attorneys for the defendant
company will, of course, opposég this
motion.

The plaintiffs allege that the ¢il
company contracted to develop their
land for oil and gas purposes and
agreed to dedicate a string of tools
to the tract until it was definitely de-
cided that the land did not contain
oil and gas in paying quantities. Ac-
cording to the plaintiffs, the company
did not develop the land as agreed
and did not protect the plaintiff’s
tract from offset wells.

The jury was called upon to de-
cide numerous special issues.

Alleged Gang of Ranger Car
Thieves Held; “Noisy” Wat-
son Case Dismissed.

EASTLAND, Nov. 29.—G. B.
Hinkle, e Ranger filling station em-
ploye and four other men rounded up
by county officers several days ago

as members of a gang of car thieves,
have: been indicted here by the spe-
cial grand jury on charges of theft
and of concealing and receiving
stolen property. v

Hinkle, who is alleged to have
“fraudently received’” from Clarence
Taylor four automobile casings and a
battery belonging to W. K. Snider
and seven automobile casings belong-
ing to the Oilbelt Motor company, was
indicted on two counts of receiving
and concealing stolen property. Tay-
lor was indicted on a charge of theft
of 'seven casings from the warehouse
of the Oilbelt Motor company about
a year ago. J. B. Faucet, Roy Wells
and Clarence Herd of Ranger, were
indicted for the theft of an automo-
bile belonging to George Adams.

An indictment was also returned
against R. S. Douglas, mule skinner
of Mexia, charged with receiving and
concealing a Buick automobile be-
longing to R. E. Hubbard.

RAILROADS GET
WEEK T0 DEFEND
PRESENT RATES

By Associgted Press.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 29.—The
railroads will be given from Dec. 14
to 21 to justify in hearings the pres-
ent level of transportation charges,
the interstate commerce commission
announced today in making public a
communication to the carriers.

The roads are asked whether the
present rates are reasonable in the
aggregate in the country as a whole,
or reasonable in the territorial rate
groups, and if not, to what extent
they need modification. The com-
mission asks definite figures as to
what returns the carriers should have
and what prospects they have for the
future; what has beén done to reduce
operating expenses; what  changes
have been made, up or down, in com-
modity rates, and what has been ex-
pended on maintenance. It also in-
vites arguments as to what rate of re-
turn railroads should be entitled to
earn after March 1, 1922, when the
act guaranteeing 6 per cent on rail-
road earnings expires.

FARM BUREAU T0 SELL
STATE'S GRAIN CROP

DALLAS, Nov. 29.—The Texas
wheat crop for 1921, estimated at 3,-
000,000 bushels, will be marketed
along lines of a definite co-operative
program, it was announced here last
night following a meeting of the
Texas Wheat Growers’ association
and the Texas Farm bureau. The
grain will be disposed of uhder a plan
similar to the cotton pool now operat-
ing and the entire wheat crop will be
sold by next April, said the announce-
ment.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 29.—Presi-

dent Harding’s proposed ‘“association
of nations’”’ must fulfill functions
other than those of the League of
Nations; if it is to have British sup-
port. Parallel lines will not suit.

This idea stood out incisively as the
result of a brief interview with Ar-
thur J. Balfour of the British arms
delegation, in which he remarked,
“We do not want two leagues of na-
tions, do we?”

No Official Statement.
Balfour has been avoiding with

consummate skill any statement
which would bind his government of-
ficially, but the brief interview left
the conviction that he stands as be-
fore, strongly for the league, and is
opposed to annual sé™ions in Wash-
ington—with emphasis on Washing-
ton—for an international body.

“On Sunday you suggested you had
not read the paper as to President
Harding’s association idea. Can’t
you say something today on the sub-
ject?” he was asked. :

“I have really not studied the mat-
ter yet,” he countered. He was told
he could safely assume the idea
emanated from President Harding,
and there had been no actual writ-
ten statement in the matter.

Revival of Building Biggest

Marie Taube, the new mystery wom-
an in the case, who until yesterday
was entirely in the background,
would be brought forward as a wit-
ness. Arbuckle brought Mrs. Taube
into the limelight yesterday, while
he was testifying. He said she was
the only person he invited into his
apartment in the hotel St. Francis
He had been
out with her the night before, he
testified.

On the afternoon of the party, she
was to have gone motoring with him,
but he said she was ‘“peeved” when
she saw the crowd of guests he had
—including Virginia Rappe.
