City Manager Stan Endres 
said that the City never uses 
the easement and doesn't an-
ticipate that it would in the 
future. The Council agreed to 
his request, so his building 
plans can progress.

Endres said that Henry 
Starke's home could flood if 
the problem isn't corrected. 
He said that Starke fears that 
water will jump the curb and 
flood his home. 

In other business, the City 

Council: 
• Voted against an adden-

dum to the Delinquent Tax 
Collection contract with At-
torney Jim Robertson. It 
would have allowed an earlier 
collection of delinquent taxes 
on personal property. The 
City has very little to collect 
in delinquent taxes. 

• Reappointed Ben Bindel, 
Jack Flusche, Troy Sicking, 
and Clinton Endres to two-
year terms on the Muenster 
Industrial Development Cor-
poration. 

• Reviewed paving pro-
gram for 2007. There will be 
no additional paving done, 
just maintenance and re-
pairs. Since quite a bit was 
spent in the last couple of 
years, the Council decided to 
cut back in 2007. 

• Paid bills totaling 
$74,710.12.

An increase in the patient 

census resulted in a good fi-
nancial report for Muenster 
Memorial Hospital during 
the month of November. 

"November is the second 
highest revenue month we've 
had in a long, long time," re-
marked MMH Administrator 

Lynn Heller. "October was 
the greatest. The bottom line 
is $121,526, positive bottom 
line. That brings our year-to-
date bottom line to $223,646. 
Last year the bottom line in 
November was $179,372. The 
year-to-date figure last No-
vember was $48,690." 

The census has been good. 
Heller said that the census on 
that day, Dec. 19, was 11. 
Combined patient day total 
for November this year was 
296 and for last November it 
was 248. In November, the 
swing bed average daily cen-
sus was down from 9.29 to 
7.73, Heller reported. "The 
9.87 average daily census in 
November is way above what 
we have been averaging in 
the past," he added. "I know 
for a fact that there's been a 
lot of days that we've run 
more patients than some of 
the other area hospitals have 
run. Some of the consultants 
have told me that." 

Another patient room has 
been opened for use. Accord-
ing to Heller, The MMH Aux-
iliary, and gifts from people 
helped to furnish the new 
room. Another room is being 
prepared to open for patient 
use also. He said that as of 
Jan. 1 they propose to use the 
new rooms as private rooms. 

It was noted by Heller that  

a case manager from Harris 
visited MMH a few weeks 
ago. Positive comments were 
relayed. Board member 
Danny Walterscheid added 
some of the good comments 
he heard. Heller said, "We're 
the only Critical Access Hos-
pital in this whole area. The 
closest one to us is Electra, 
and that isn't even in our 
market. People either go to a 
nursing home for rehab or 
they come here for inpatient 
type rehab. We've got some 
very-pleasant employees, and 
nurses, and folks. They have 
the heart of service." 

Larry Anderson of J.W. 
Anderson & Associates, PC 
attended the meeting to 
present the Audit Report for 
the fiscal year July 1, 2005 to 
June 30, 2006. He gave an un-
qualified statement of accep-
tance, which is a good or ac-
curate report. There was an 
operating loss for the year of 
$406,947, leaving an increase 
in Net Assets of $107,347. 
Total cash on hand at the 
close of the fiscal year was 
$496,355. 

According to Anderson, the 
expenses and ratio of ex-
penses/net revenues were in 
line with other rural hospi-
tals. 

Heller inquired as to the fu-

November proves to be good 
financial month for MMH 

Court approves color copier; de bates electronic voting charges

Requests for color copies 

are many at the Cooke 
County Library, said its direc-
tor Jennifer Johnson-Spence. 
She requested that the Li-
brary be allowed to lease a 
color copier. She, County Au-
ditor Shelly Saunders, and 
Commissioners Al Smith and 
Gary Hollowell were ap-
pointed to a committee to 
study the options and make 
a recommendation to Com-
missioners Court. 

They found that Xerox of-
fered the best color deal. 
Commissioners approved the 
proposed five-year lease at 
$302.95 per month. Johnson-
Spence said she would take 
the funds from her N41 Fund. 
About $600 a month is made 
from copies and that will 
more than cover the lease 
cost. 

Charging entities for using 
HAVA electronic voting ma-
chines was again addressed. 
County Judge Bill Freeman 
noted that last year, entities 
were allowed to use the 
equipment at no charge. Now 
there are several that don't 
work. Since they are still un-
der warranty, they will be re-
placed at no charge to the 
County. Freeman said that 
there will be no more grant 
money to replace them or to 
repair them after the war-
ranty is up. He wondered if 
the County should charge the 
allowed fee, which is 109 of 
the cost, plus the materials 
and time for the County Clerk  

to prepare the ballots. The 
machines cost $5,400 each, so 
as much as $540 a day could 
be charged. With machines 
needed for early voting, that 
would get costly for entities 
that have not budged such an 
expense. 

A member of the audience 
stated that the machine is 
never opened at the polling 
place where he works. Some-
one wondered how often the 
HAVA machine is used. It was 
noted that how much it is 
used didn't matter since it is 
required by law to have one 
available at every polling 
place. 

Commissioner Smith com-
mented, "I would like to see 
us posturing ourselves so that 
we are recouping the cost of 
the ballot and the cost to the 
County Clerk's office, that is 
the occurring overhead that 
is attributable to the fact that 
someone is having an elec-
tion. The cost of the mainte-
nance of the machine, al-
though it is a large number, 
it is a number that we in the 
County are going to have to 
cover because we are going to 
be in compliance whether 
they use the machines or 
not." He added that he didn't 
feel that the County needed 
to recoup a portion of the 
maintenance cost and that 
use of the machine should not 
cost an entity. 

Commissioner Hollowell 
agreed with Smith on not 
charging to use the machine 
as long as the other expenses  

such as the cost of the ballots 
were recouped. 

Commissioner Hess sug-
gested letting things as they 
are through the upcoming 
May elections. County Audi-
tor Shelley Saunders said 
that she would contact other 
counties to see how they were 
handling the situation. A de-
cision will be made at the 
next meeting. 

District Attorney Cindy 
Stormer approached the 
Court on accepting a mon-
etary donation of $7,500 from 
a non-profit group, Citizens 
for a Safer Cooke County. She 
wanted to use the money on 
line items to be determined 
as she saw fit. The County 
Auditor said that there would 
be no problem as long as the 
money was used for opera-
tions, but if it were used to 
supplement salaries, there 
could be problems. 

Problems with using the 
money to supplement salaries 
was discussed. Stormer said 
she could promise the in-
crease as long as she was DA. 
It was decided to table a de-
cision until legal advice could 
be sought on the proposal. 

Klement Ford was 
awarded the bid on a trans-
port van for the Sheriff's De-
partment at the previous 
meeting. On Dec. 28, Kle-
ment Ford notified Commis-
sioners Court that it could no 
longer deliver since Ford dis-
continued making that ve-
hicle and they had none on 
their lot. 

Polk had one, but it was 
$18,157. Saunders said that 
through the Tarrant County 
cooperative purchasing 
agreement, one could be pur-
chased from Sam Pack Ford 
in Carrollton for $15 600, a 
savings of more than 2,500. 
The Court voted to rescind 
the Klement bid and reject all 
others. 

During Public Comment, 
Wayne Dodson of CR 114 in-
vited members of the Com-
missioners Court to attend 
the Cross Plains Rural Trans-
portation meeting on Thurs-
day, Jan. 18 in Wichita Falls. 
He also encouraged them to 
consider forming a transpor-
tation planning committee. 
He noted that with the outer 
loop planned, Cooke County 
should be involved with east 
Collin County, Denton 
County, and Tarrant County. 
He said it would be built in 
the next 10-15 years and 
come along the south border 
of Cooke County, around Col-
lin County, and around Den-
ton County on the south side 
of Ray Roberts, according to 
his understanding. 

"Whatever happens in 
Collin County and Denton 
County, we don't have a whole 
lot to say about it," said 
Dodson. "But 
I think we need to be part of 
the process. I think it is im-
portant that we are part of 
the planning process, not re-
acting afterwards." 

In other business, Commis-
sioners Court: 

• Approved amendment to 
contract with Jim Robertson, 
attorney at law, for the collec-
tion of delinquent taxes. In 
the County, nine entities had 
approved similar amend-
ments while one voted no, 
and the City of Muenster was 
yet to decide. It allows delin-
quent taxes on personal prop-
erty to be collected prior to 
July according to a new law. 

• Approved Interlocal 
agreements with Grayson 
County and Nacogdoches 
County for inmate housing at 
$42 per day. That is for each 
inmate. 

The Texas Department of 
Transportation (TxDOT) will 
conduct a public meeting to dis-
cuss study of future traffic needs 
for 1-35. The meeting will be 
held Tuesday, Jan. 16, at the 
Gainesville Civic Center, lo-
cated at 311 South Weaver 
Street in Gainesville from 5:30 
to 8 p.m. 

The meeting will be con-
ducted as an open house and 
will highlight a study being con-
ducted concerning future im-
provements for 1-35 from the

• Passed a resolution hon-
oring Dr. Martin Luther 
King, Jr. Commissioner Steve 
Key will represent Commis-
sioners Court and read the 
resolution on Jan. 15 during 
local celebration. 

• Approved a Cooperative 
Purchasing Agreement with 
Tarrant County. 

• Accepted a Task Force In-
digent Defense Grant in the 
amount of $23,437.

ture of Critical Access Hospi-
tals and Rural Clinics as far 
as government changes.

With the turning of the cal-
endar to 2007, the National 
Weather Service (NWS) in 
Fort Worth is ramping up its 
preparedness efforts for the 
spring severe weather sea-
son. From Jan. 8 through 
March 31, staff from the 
NWS Forecast Office will con-
duct coordination visits with 
media and emergency man-
agement staffs, awareness 
and safety talks, and storm 
spotter training classes. The 
staff currently has 47 stops 
scheduled for this year's tour. 

The tour has three primary 
goals: to ensure that commu-
nications between the Fort 
Worth NWS Office and emer-
gency officials across north 
Texas are as efficient as they 
can be; to increase the num-
ber of trained storm spotters 
across north Texas; and to 
ensure that citizens in the 
area are as prepared as they 
can be for the upcoming se-
vere weather season. 

"The Dec. 29 tornadoes 

were a dramatic reminder 
that whenever the atmo-
spheric conditions come to-
gether, we can have violent 
weather. We all need to be 
ready for the brunt of our 
storm season, which is typi-
cally from mid-March 
through early June," said 
Gary Woodall, Warning Co-
ordination Meteorologist at 
the NWS Forecast Office in 
Fort Worth. 

"During our awareness 
tour, we aim to enhance the 
already-strong spotter net-
work, emergency communica-
tions and warning system, 
and level of hazardous 
weather awareness which is 
in place." 

As in past years, the 
SKYWARN storm spotter 
training programs will be a 
featured part of the aware-
ness tour. The spotter train-
ing programs discuss the for-
mation and behavior of 
storms, the production of se-
vere weather, environmental  

clues which can suggest the 
possibility of a tornado or 
other severe weather, spotter 
reporting procedures, and 
safety tips. Nearly all of the 
SKYWARN programs are 
open to the public. 

"Storm spotters are a valu-
able component of the warn-
ing system," Woodall stated. 
"Radar is a great electronic 
tool, but it sometimes does 
not tell us the whole story of 
what's going on around a 
thunderstorm. Storm spot-
ters complement the elec-
tronic data with their visual 
observations and reports. 

Schoessow also recom-
mended getting more infor-

This in turn helps us provide 
the best possible service to 
north Texans."

Holiday season is over: now it's time to 
get ready for the upcoming tax season 
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Farm Bureau supports 
local youth with 
scholarship money 

Brace yourself. Income tax 
time is coming. 

When it comes to getting 
ready to file your income tax 
return, remember what the 
Boy Scouts say: Be prepared. 

That's the advice of Dr. 
Joyce Cavanagh, Texas Coop-
erative Extension family eco-
nomics specialist. 

Make sure you have all your 
forms before you do anything 
else, she said. Have all your W-
2 forms and 1099 forms from 
any employer or financial in-
stitution where you have in-
terest-bearing accounts. 

"W-2 and 1099s have to be 
in hand by Jan. 31," she said. 
"If you're itemizing, you need 
to keep track of your property 
tax and interest paid on your 
home. Don't file too soon — you  

might not have all your nec-
essary paperwork yet." 

This tax season will bring 
some changes in what can be 
deducted and what can't, 
Cavanagh said. 

As ofAug. 17, 2006, she said, 
only charitable contributions 
of clothing and household 
goods in very good condition 
are qualified as deductions. 
And receipts will be required 
when claiming any cash con-
tributions made after that 
date. The Salvation Army's 
Web site at http:// 
www.salvationarmyusa.org/ 
or the Internal Revenue 
Service's site at http:// 
www.irs.gov/ have more infor-
mation. 

Also this year, a credit for 
the Federal Telephone Excise 

Tax will be available on a one-
time basis, Cavanagh said. 

"People will be able to claim 
it whether they itemize or not 
or whether they file a tax re-
turn or not," she said. "If you 
don't need to file a return (for 
example, people who didn't 
have enough income in 2006) 
you can file for this on Form 
1040-EZT and get the tele-
phone excise tax credit." 

This amount should be $30-
$60 "depending on filing sta-
tus and number of depen-
dents," Cavanagh added. "It's 
a one-time credit for 2006 re-
turns." 

And then there's the Earned 
Income Credit, she said. 

"People who meet the re-
quirements for Earned Income 
Credit need to file whether or  

not they owe taxes in order to 
receive (this credit)." The IRS 
Web site can help in determin-
ing whether or not you meet 
those requirements, she 
added. 

All these changes can be 
extremely confusing, but the 
good news is: You're not in this 
alone, she said. 

If you are using a tax-prepa-
ration service of any kind, 
Cavanagh advised taking a 
copy of last year's return and 
the Social Security cards of 
everyone you are claiming as 
dependents with you.

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Charles liariknecht brings artistic touch to leather on saddles and more 
By Janet Felderhoff 

As a kid, the job of keeping 
the family's saddles in good 
repair fell to Charles 
Barfknecht. He said it is a 
messy and sometimes gruel-
ing job, but one that he 
doesn't mind doing. 

"I always had hole 
punches, strings and straps, 
a needle and thread and stuff 
and was fixing the family 
saddles. It intrigued me," he 
said. 

That was Barfknecht's first 
taste of the profession that he 
would pursue. His next en-
counter came a short time 
before he graduated from 
high school. Charles and his 
cousin discovered a big set of 
leather tools in the closet in 
their school's industrial arts 
room. 

They were graduating se-
niors in the last week of 
school, so the teacher allowed 
them to bring in a strap of 
leather to work with. The duo 
made belts. "That was the 
first carving that I got in-
volved in," he recalled. 

This led him to purchase a 
starter set of tools to work as 
a hobby. Soon he was making 
Christmas gifts for family 
members and friends and get-
ting requests to make things. 

Repairing saddles is what 
inspired Barfknecht to begin 
making saddles. He realized 
that there was not one part 
or piece of a saddle that he 
hadn't made. He just never 
started from scratch. 

"The first one was a hide in 
the closet project," he admit-
ted. The second was for his 
son. That saddle was used to 
cowboy in three states. The 
saddle is still in pretty good 
shape, but his son has out-
grown the seat, he said. 

After that, he made saddles 
for working cowboys his son 
knew. Word spread and he 
began making show saddles 
and roping saddles and other 
things. The self-taught 
saddle maker has been mak-
ing saddles for 16 years now. 

"I've learned a lot from 
what I call the masters now 
through the years asking, but 
basically, they are not going 
to help you out until you've 
proven yourself a little," 
noted Barfknecht. Then they 
would help with tips after you 
proved that you were serious. 

A fully tooled saddle takes 
about four full days of work, 
according to the seasoned 

. saddle maker. He pointed to 
a saddle with carving all over 
it and noted that it is his per-
sonal saddle. "It was long te-
dious days," he said. 

Building a saddle starts 
with a wooden tree which 
Barfknecht said is the foun-
dation. A good wooden tree 
covered with rawhide is his

has naturally always been 
my interest and to be able to 
produce something that I love 
and appreciate is really ap-
pealing to me," said 
Barfknecht. "And I enjoy 
making something that some-
body else is proud of. That 
really turns me on when 
somebody comes in and says, 
'That's perfect.' That's one 
satisfying feeling!" 

Everyone has God-given 
talents and the leather crafts-
man feels that they need to 
pursue whatever it is. He re-
marked, "Whatever I do, is  

my ministry the way I look at 
it. It's the way that I try to 
live an example of what I be-
lieve a Christian man is sup-
posed to be and do. I try to do 
that in everything that I do." 

Painting is another self-
taught art that Barfknecht 
pursues. He said that he 
paints what he loves. The pic-
tures that hang in his shop 
are of cattle, horses, and cow-
boys. 

Ranch rodeos are what 
Charles and Jane like to do 
for pastime. Charles re-
marked, "I'd rather watch 
somebody work cows on 
horses than anything I know 
of. It's poetry in motion if they 
are doing it right." 

The Barfknecht family has 
lived in the Lewisville area 
for four generations. Their 
family land is now down to 
about 200 acres and is sur-
rounded by city. People who 
come out comment that it is 
like an oasis. He said that 
other than the planes going 
over, you don't realize you're 
so close to the city. 

Charles said he hated ev-
ery time he had to get on the 
road to go to town. "It's a heck 
of a thing when I had to move 
to go back home. I really do 
feel like I'm back home," he 
said of his status as a Muen-
ster area resident. He and his 
wife bought property north of 
Muenster in 1999, but didn't 
actually move here until 
about a year and a half ago. 

The Lewisville native said 
that he had known about 
Muenster most of his life. His 
family had cattle pasture 
north of Capps Corner years 
ago, and he and his brother 
would go through Muenster 
quite often. "We just loved the 
prairie and the rolling hills, 
and the scenery, and the open 
range. It just always ap-
pealed to us." 

Charles said that he was 
raised in a traditional Ger-
man culture and enjoyed eat-
ing German food. Muenster is 
similar to the community 
that he grew up in and he 
feels right at home here. 

preference, but he will use a 
good grade of fiberglass if 
that is the customer's prefer-
ence. Next comes the ground 
seat, which is solid leather or 
sheet metal covered with 
leather. It is what gives the 
seat of the saddle its shape. 

"Depending on whether 
someone is going to rope, cut, 
barrel race or what, you build 
different kinds of ground 
seats, different shapes," 
Barfknecht explained. "Plus, 
you literally sculpt this thing 
to fit the persons anatomy. 
To do this he measures the 
person's inseam, takes into 
account their size, what size 
waist and pant they have, 
and builds the saddle accord-
ingly. 

To sculpt the seat, the 
saddle maker scrapes, carve,. 
files, and whatever to get it 
to the desired shape. That's 
when the customer gets to 
assess the comfort by sitting 
in the forming saddle. "You 
literally make a custom seat 
for them," he said. 

Parts of the saddle - gullet, 
the horn, and riggings - are 
added next. Unless things are 
perfectly symmetrical on both 
sides, the saddle will sit 
crooked on the horse. 

Next comes the seat cover 
and any desired strings, sil-
ver, etc. Then the saddle gets 
a good oiling and saddle soap-
ing to replace the natural oils 
and tallow that were removed 
to make the leather workable, 
The whole thing is then 
nailed, screwed, and sewn 
together. 

The machine Barfknecht 
uses can sew one-inch thick 
leather with ease. 

Besides being custom made 
to an individual's size, shape, 
and usage needs, a saddle's 
leather can be designed with 
patterns of choice. Those de-
signs might to quite simple, 
but if desired can be very in-
tricate. 

Saddles are not the only 
leather items that 
Barfknecht creates. He 
makes an assortment of 
items that he said are only 
limited by his or the 
customer's imagination. He 
makes belts, purses, wallets, 
business card cases, check-
book covers, cabinet door in-
sets, and so much more. 

Beautiful design patterns 
emerge as Barfknecht uses 
leather as his Canvas and 
swivel knives, 
backgrounders, mallets, and 
other assorted tools as his 
brushes. The design gains di-
mension as he gently lifts and 
pushes it with expertise. 

When designing on leather, 
Barfknecht first wets the 
leather he plans to work with. 
He then draws out the in-
tended design. Next he uses

College application season 
is in full swing. As students 
live in fear of a rejection let-
ter, parents worry more alx ■ t, 

how they'll afford the tuition 
when their child is accepted. 

College is expensive, but 
tuition fears shouldn't over-
shadow an otherwise exciting 
time in a teen's life. The key 
is to not believe the financial 
myths surrounding the price 
of a higher education. 

You can't afford college. 
Many parents and students 
see the tuition price, cost of 
living in the dorms, and the 
textbook fees, and say there 
is no way they can afford col-
lege. The truth is, most col-
lege students require some 
form of financial aid. In fact,

Rainwater harvesting in Texas 

U.S. cattle producers angry at 
Korea's protectionist actions 

The Texas Water Develop-
ment Board (TWDB) has sub-
mitted a report to the Legis-
lature saying that rainwater 
harvesting represents a sig-
nificant untapped potential 
to generate additional water 
supplies in Texas. 

The report was prepared by 
an interagency Rainwater 
Harvesting Evaluation Com-
mittee that was constituted 
as a result of House Bill 2430 
passed by the 79th Texas Leg-
islature 

The Committee was re-
quired to study the potential 
for rainwater harvesting in 
Texas, and to develop mini-
mum water quality guide-
lines and treatment methods 
for indoor use of harvested 
rainwater. The committee 
was also required to recom-
mend ways in which rainwa- 

Red ink was the story for 
cattle feeders in 2006. Many 
cow-calf operations did rather 
well in 2006, despite wide-
spread drought, higher pro-
duction costs, and lower 
cattle prices. In 2007, cattle 
feeders will likely do better 
than the dismal results 
posted in 2006. Cow-calf re-
turns in 2007 may be near 
2006's if corn prices do not 
surge, again. 

In 2006, annual average 
cattle feeding returns based 
on all production costs and 
feeding in a commercial 
Southern Plains feedlot were 
the worst on record (Live-
stock Marketing Information 
Center estimates go back to 
1975). Average monthly 
losses per steer sold in calen-
dar year 2006 were about $75 
per head. For the year, only 
three months had positive 
returns (January, August, 
and September) and five sale 
months had losses exceeding  

$100 per steer. 
Estimated cow-calf returns 

over all cash costs of produc-
tion plus pasture valued at 
rental rates remained posi-
tive in 2006. But, those re-
turns have declined signifi-
cantly from 2005's due to 
higher production costs and 
lower prices for calves and 
cull cows. In th Southern 
Plains, LMIC estimated re-
turns over cash costs plus 
pasture rent were about $48 
per cow. That was the low-
est cow-calf return since 2002 
and $87 less than 2005's. In 
the LMIC calculated cow-calf

served annually if 10% of the 
roof area in Texas could be 
used for rainwater harvest-
ing. 

In addition to developing 
water quality guidelines and 
treatment methods, the Com-
mittee submitted 10 recom-
mendations in its report for 
promoting rainwater har-
vesting in Texas. Some of the 
key recommendations in-
clude: 

Requiring all new state 
buildings exceeding 10,000 
square feet in roof area to in-
clude rainwater harvesting in 
their design; 

Developing incentive pro-
grams to encourage rainwa-
ter harvesting in new resi-
dential, commercial, and in-
dustrial facilities in the state; 

Considering new legisla-
tive appropriations to help 
provide matching funds for 
rainwater harvesting demon-
stration projects statewide; 
and, 

Directing state agencies to 
require facilities using both 
public water supplies and 
harvested rainwater for in-
door purposes, to use the 
rainwater only for non-po-
table purposes.

To make money in 2007, 
cattle feeders will need to put 
a sharp pencil to their cattle 
buying decisions. They also 
will need to stay on top of 
feedstuff costs much more so 
than in recent years. Cow-
calf operations will face calf 
prices that are lower in 2007. 
But cull cow prices are fore-
cast to strengthen. With nor-
mal weather, cow-calf produc-
tion costs will at least stabi-
lize in 2007 and could even be 
a little below 2006's in many 
regions.

U.S. government officials 
and cattle industry leaders 
are outraged by Korea's 
month-long inspection and 
ultimate rejection of three 
recent beef shipments—the 
first shipments sent by the 
United States to Korea since 
December 2003. 

On Nov. 27, the South Ko-
rean Ministry of Agriculture 
and Forestry said that 8.9 
metric tons (MT) of U.S. beef 
from Arkansas City, Kansas-
based Creekstone Farms 
would either be destroyed or 
sent back to the United 
States because it reportedly 
contained a bone fragment. 

A week later, Korea sus-
pended imports of U.S. beef 
from a plant in Hastings, 
Nebraska, owned by Pre-
mium Protein Products after 
Korean inspectors said they 
also found bone fragments in 
a shipment from that plant. 

On Dec. 6, Korean officials 
said banned boned frag-
ments, ranging in size from 3 
millimeters to 10 millimeters, 
had been found in a third 
shipment of U.S. beef and the 
imports would be suspended 
from the unidentified plant 
that processed the meat. 

Agriculture Secretary Mike 
Johanna criticized South Ko-
rea for halting the shipments,

Management 	of 

bermudagrass pastures will 
be more essential this year. 
With the stress of the last two 
years of drought still evident, 
it is important to monitor soil 
fertility as well as weed and 
insect pressure closely in or-
der to allow bermudagrass to 
flourish this year.

saying the Koreans "in-
vented" a standard for im-
ports that was not agreed to 
by U.S. negotiators. 

USDA 	Deputy 
Undersecretary Chuck Lam-
bert said the South Koreans 
"went to great lengths" to find 
the tiny (0.4 inch, about the 
size of a peanut) piece of bone 
fragment in a shipment from 
Creekstone, which the Kore-
ans held and inspected for 
nearly a month. 

The National Cattlemen's 
Beef Association is equally 
outraged, saying the Korean 
standards are political and 
protectionist in nature and 
have nothing to do with food 
safety requirements since 
bone is not—and has never 
been—a risk material. 

At present, 65 countries are 
accepting U.S. bone-in beef. 
In 2003, bone-in beef and va-
riety meats accounted for half 
of U.S. beef exports to Korea. 
Prior to the ban, the country 
was the third-largest foreign 
market for U.S. beef 

On Dec. 1, NCBA appealed 
to President George W. Bush 
for "assistance in resolving an 
increasingly difficult situa-
tion regarding the resump-
tion of U.S. beef exports to 
South Korea.

A reduction in plant vigor 
reduces plant frequency and 
abundance and can be a con-
tributing factor in 
bermudagrass thinning or 
decline. As a result of over-
stocking and lack of adequate 
ground cover, the increased 
velocity of overland flow of 
water during precipitation 
events reduces infiltration 
rates into the soil for use by 
plants or for recharge of 
groundwater aquifers.

Finally, reduced ground 
cover associated with over-
stocking exposes the soil sur-
face to raindrop impact. Rain-
drop impact dislodges surface 
soil particles, which can be 
removed and lost from the 
site in precipitation overland 
flow. Raindrop-dislodged soil 
particles can also fill pore 
spaces, thus sealing the sur-
face soil layer forming a crust. 
The crust that forms has the 
effect of further reducing in-
filtration rates and increas-
ing water loss from the site. 

Bare soil exposed to wind 
is also subject to dislodging 
and removal. Loss of topsoil 
either as a result of precipi-
tation events or wind is 
known as erosion. Topsoil 
forms at extremely slow 
rates, often requiring thou-
sands of years, thus the loss 
of topsoil due to erosion can 
affect site productivity for 
several generations. Besides 
loss of topsoil itself, impor-
tant soil nutrients such as N, 
P, and K also are lost during 
the erosion process.

"Creekstone Farms did ev-
erything humanly possible to 
ensure this shipment would 
pass inspection, said Doud. 

"After inspecting nine tons 
of beef for nearly a month, the 
Koreans finally found a rea-
son to reject it. U.S. compa- 
nies wont be willing to take 
that chance anymore."
