“ We could kill you In the woods, 
and nobody would know anything 
about It.” ( ’hnrles said the hoy* 
told him.

I*ampman paid little attention to 
the threat at the time, but recalled 
It after his adopted son’s body was 
found hanging by a rope tied to a 
pipe tree on the I^tinpinan farm. It 
was first thought the boy was a 
sulcldent.

The murder theory was strength­
ened because John Cwlk. a neigh­
boring farmboy. told police that he 
also was threatened within an hour 
after young I/unmnan’s body i 
found. Cwlk told searchers > 
found tho body that he heard 
shot and a scream about the time 
the hoy must have been killed. An 
hour later he received an anonym 
ous telephone rail.

“ I heard what you said.” a voice 
at the other end of the wire told 
hint, “ and I will repay you next 
week.”

The farming valley around 
Smithvillc has been terror-stricken 
since the killing. At night, every 
door is locked, and guns are laid at 
hand in case anyone should prowl. 
Two families who lived close to the 
scene of young Lampman’s hang­
ing have moved into town.

LANDSLIDE ENGULFS CITY 
OF LYONS, 70 ARE DEAD

Residents Leave 
Section In Fear 
Of Another Slide

LYONS, France, Nov. 13.—  The 
fear o f a new landslide in the in­
dustrial section of Lyons, where 
about 70 persons were killed early 
today, earned officials to evacu­
ate residents over a large area.

The families living in the Anti- 
quaille quarter, which Is on tho 
opposite side o f the hill where the

first slides occurred, were evac­
uated. The slides were said o ffi­
cially: to have been due to the in­
filtration of water from the flood­
ed river Saonc.

LYONS, France, Nov. IS.— 
Three landslides, occurring in rap­
id succession, engulfed houses in 
an area of two city blocks in a 
densely populated industrial sec­
tion of Lyons early today. Author­
ities said at least 70 persons were 
killed.

The second and third landslides 
burled alive rescuers who had 

I rushed to the scene after the firat 
I crash, and prevented police and 
firemen from rescuing persons 
buried under tons of earth.

The scene o f the disaster was 
the Industrial district of Fougiero, 
In the old quarter o f St. Jean. Tho 
slides were believed due to recent

excavations.
Twelve firemen and four police­

men who had rushed to the res­
cue after the first crash were 
caught by the second, which came 
45 minutes later.

The third landslide occurred at 
4:55 a. in., preventing rescucis 
from removing any more bodies, 
nnd entombing many persons still 
living, who were calling for aid 
from under the debris.

The third slide swept through 
St. Pothln’s hospital, halfway 
down the hillside of the Fouvicre, 
killing the sick and flattening a 
pavilion in which many nurses 
were sleeping.

A t 8 a. m the chief of police at 
Lyons told the United Press by 
telephone that only two bodies 
had been recovered. Scores of 
-injured were taken to the cathed-

WASHINGTON. Nov. 13—Presi­
dent Hoover's law enforcement 
commission is considering various 
proposals for changes in tho dry 
laws, including modtficaton of tho 
Volstead Act to permit light w ines 
and beer, hut has not yet decided 
upon definite recommendations to 
lie submitted to President Hoover, 
the United Press learned today.

Chairman George Wickersham 
called the full membership into 
session today—the first time dur­
ing the present deliberations that 
the entire commission has been 
summoned—to canvass still furth­
er the numerous alternatives that 
have been offered.

The commission during.the past 
month has been near a decision, a 
situation which has been responsi­
ble for the many rumors of its in­
tention, but at this time nothing 
final has been decided.

It Is not possible to predict at 
this time that the commission will 
decide on n plan In time to pres­
ent it In a report at the opening of 
congress throe weeks hence. That 
report may bo merely an outline 
ot its work on prohibition up to 
this date. On the other hand, tho 
commission may reach a decision 
and broach a plan for some sort bf 
modification in a report to con­
gress within the next few week.

This Is the situation In the com­
mission today. It explains the two 
recent statements that all reports 
as to wbat it would do arc of pure 
conjecture.” But It is considered 
highly important that the commis­
sion is serutlnlglng all sorts of pro- 
posals. Indicating that some of Us 
members at least, have been con­
vinced that the present prohibition 
laws are not satisfactory and 
should be revised.

Modification to permit light 
w ines nnd beer Is one proposal that 
has received considerable atten­
tion. The commission also has 
studied the Canadian and Swedish 
liquor control systems.

What Chairman Wlckersham 
wants is to get a report that will 
be supported by everyone of llie 11 
members of the commission. He 
desires to avoid a minority report 
that would detract from the weight 
of the commission's Influonco on 
public opinion.

It Is to prevent such a minority 
report that the commission Is pro­
ceeding so carefully. It is for this 
reason that flic commission may 
hold up recommendations for sonic 
time yet.

Rep. l.lnthlcum. Don., Md.. lead­
er of the house "wet bloc,”  an­
nounced today he would call a 
meeting of the bloc as soon as 
congress reassembled to map out 
an aggressive campaign for eith­
er modification legislation of re­
peal of the amendment.

Bishop Hay lir^es Preachers 
To Be Popular Without Sac­
rificing Principles.

Maple Is Glad 
f  Decision Of

HUNTSVILLE. Tex., Nov. 13.— 

Reverting to the stoical attitu lo 
that carried him unmoved through 
his murder trial, Jess J. Maple 
confessed slayer of two Houston 
policemen, calmly received tho 
news that the court of criminal ap­
peals had refused him the right to 
ask for a new trial. He will die 
in the electric chair nfter mid­
night Monday unless Governor 
Moody intervenes.

Warden \V. W. Wade and s 
newspaperman told the news of 
the court's decision to Maple tn 
his chll in death row late Wednes­
day.

"That tickles me.”  Maple said. 
"That’s good news."

Maple consistently refused to aid 
his attorney, F. O. Fuller, who waa 
appointed by the court to defend 
him in his trial for the murder of 
motorcycle officer E. D. Fitzger­
ald. He never faced trial for the 
death of W. B. Pharos, Fitzger­
ald’s partner.

When Warden Wade had ex­
plained the court’s action he add­
ed: "That means you’ll go to tho 
chair Monday night. Maple, unless 
Governor Moorfv intervenes."

"That's fine. Maple calmly 
answered.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 12 A bril­

liant array of counsel headed by 
John W. Davis appeared before the 
Supreme Court today to argue one 
of the most important pieces of 
litigation the motion picture in­
dustry has faced in many years.

It is the attack of the govern­
ment .through anti-trust injunction 
proceedings on the standard form 
of contract required of motion pic­
ture exhibitors by the motion pic­
ture producers and distributors and 
the 32 film boards of trade repre­
senting them throughout the coun­
try.

Two Appeal*;
Two appeals are to be argued 

One is taken by the government 
from the decision of the present 
Solicitor General Thomas D. 
Thacber, rendered by him as a 
district coure judge in New York 
City. This decree found there was 
no injurious restraint of trade 
shown on that part of the contract 
which provided that the exhibitor 
abide by the rule of credit com­
mittees of the various boards. 
Judge Thacher also upheld the 
practice of the boards in forcing 
purchasers and lessees of picture 
houses to take over the uncom­
pleted contracts of their predeces­
sors.

The other appeal, taken by the 
Motion Picture Producers and Dis­
tributors of America. Jnr., its mem- 
iters and the film boards of trade, 
is from another opinion of Judge 
Thacher which found the contract 
was a violation of the Sherman 
anti-trust laws.

Thatcher’s Finding
He based this finding on the re­

quirement of enforced arbitration 
of differences between the film or­
ganization and the exhibitors. The 
court found there was restraint of 
trade in that it excludes from the 
trade exhibitors who find the con­
tract unacceptable.

The members of the producers 
and distributors association, of 
which Will H. Hayes is president 
distribute about GO per cent of the 
movie film exhibited each year and 
the boards distribute about 98 per 
cent. Thus, the government ar­
gues they virtually control a total 
of between 22,000 and 25.000 mo­
tion picture houses.
