Those are the over-all results of
President Roosevelt's eight-day
meeting at an old czarist palace In
the Crimea with Premier Stalin
and Prime Minister Churchill.
The dark curtains of secrecy
were drawn from the conference
late yesterday. This revealed that
the big three had agreed not only
on mighty new blows to erush
naziism and permanently disarm

Japs Worry Over

Forty-three Dead
As Tornados Hit

Across Alabama

Tornadoes swirling over Missis-
sippl and Alabama late yesterday
took a toll of at least 43 dead, 200
injured, and property damage run-
ning into hundreds of thousands
of dollars.

Worst hit was § cresent shaped
area on the southern and western
outskirts of Montgomery, Ala.,
where more than 50 boxcars of a
freight were ripped and tossed
about like match boxes.

Montgomery alone counted its
dead at 26, gnd its injured at
more than 75, Two government
warchouses were levelled and in
Chisholm, a cotton mill commun-
ity, 35 homes were demolished
and many others damaged in a 20-
block area.

Nine were known dead at Liv-
fngston, 125 miles west of Mo_nt-
gomery, and one at York, nine
miles from Livingston.

The storm first hit Meridian,
Miss., leaving a path of destruc-
tion -before turning eastward into
Alabama. The dead in the Meridian
areza were placed unofficially at

"seven. More than 50 were injured.

Between 30 and 40 houses were
destroyed in the Meridian area.
Torrential rains hampered search
for the injured and the dead.

Gov. Cheuncey Sparks of Ala-
bama ordered three companies of
the state guard into action to pre-
vent looting.

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Heaviest Fight
0f Offensive Is
Now Underway

PARIS, Feb. 13 (AP) —
British empire troops made

“steady progress” east and

south of captured Kleve to-
day in the heaviest fighting
of the new offensive while
Canadians to the north en-
tered Greit Hausen, less than
a mile from the flooded Rhine
and 20 from the Ruhr city of
Wesel.

The Amerfcan Third army in
the center ripped 2 new hole
through the Siegfried line opposite
the Luxembourg frontier when the
Fifth and 80th divisions joined
their Echternach - Wallendorf
bridgeheads into a single salient
two miles deep and ten miles wide.
The west wall is thin and close to
the frontier in thal sector.

No further progress was report-
ed beyond captured Pruem, where
the Third army was 45 miles short
of Coblenz and the Rhine.

The Germans committed seven
first rate divisions, including tank-
ers. to the Kleve battle.

Allied lines for the first time
were thrust within 300 miles west
of Berlin at Greithausen, two
miles across the Rhine from the
Industrial town of Emmerich. The
Russians on the east {rpnt are 31
miles from the capital.

Continuing floods on the Roer
river kept the American First and
Ninth and the British Second
armies quiet along the crucial 50-
mile sector where the Germans
trumpeted repeatedly that Gen.
Eisenhower was massing men and
tanks for an offensive to the Rhine.

“From hour to hour we expect
the full scale Allied offensive to
roll into the Rhine plain,” the
German army radio said today.
“Stupendous forces massed west
of Dueren and Juelich are to carry
our enemies to the Rhine. Twelve
pioneer batialions are along and
huge quantities of bridge construc-
tion equipment as well as fresh and
reconditioned infantry forces are
awaiting the signal to strike.”

Already 78 combat divisions
composed of more than a million
troops have been identified on the
western front. Of these, 52 are
American divisions.

The last of Luxembourg was
cleared with the capture of Vian-
den by the Third army, giving Gen.
Eisenhower a continuous 145-mile
front inside Germany from Karken
to near Saarbruecken.

The Canadians, Britlish and
Scots powering Field Marshal
Montgomery's offensive in the
north had plunged clear through
the formidable Reichwald's thick
masses of fir trees to the eastern
edge. Weather was foul. Rains
and Inundations from the Rhine
tendced to slow the pace of Mont-
gomery’s divisions rolling up the
Germans west of the Rhine.

The Canhdians, wading and rid-
ing ducks and buffalo amphibians
through from one to four feet of
water in the lowlands, drove to
Griethausen, less than a mile from

ROME, Feb. 13 (#) — The U. S.
82nd Infantry division and its sup-
porting armor were mauled sever-
ly in weekend fighting attendant
upon their abortive attack in the
Ligurian coastal sector, 15th army
group headquarters sald today.

British Troops Push Ahead Past Kleve

Dr. Schoch’'s suggestions were:

1. Gas to be used in quantities
such as 100,000,000 cubic feet or
more per year for purposes for
which lignite or other cheap solid
fuels could be used, shall hereaf-
|ter be excluded by the railroad
commission’s estimate of market
demand; but this provision should
not be used to decrease the total
Ivolumes allowed for existing gas
|lines below the amounts they now
carry.

2. The price to be pald to gas
owners by pipeline operators shall
be gradually ralsed from its pres-
ent figure to a figure near or
ahove 10 cents (per 1,000 cubic
feet), In accordance with the mar-
ket demand as defined above,

3. To increase the market de-
mand in Texas, there shall be in-
stituted an effective program of
industrialization aided by specific
provisions for new industries, par-
ticularly those using clays, cot-
ton, and natural gas itself as a
material for manufacture,

4. Gas supplies such as those
used for carbon black and for oil
lifting, which are now disposed of
through other means than com-
mon carriers, should be given spe-
cial technical study with the view
of reducing unprofitable or waste-
ful outputs of gas.

Today On The Home Front—

Change Seen In Soldier Insurance

(Editor's Note: This is the
first of three stories on veter-
ans’ insurance—changes likely
and changes wanted.)

WASHINGTON, Feb. 12 UP)\—
At least one change—in the gov-
ernment’s insurance program for
servicemen—seems certain this
year.

Veterans organizations and the
Veterans Administration, which
handles the insurance, agree:

That the present 5-year term in-
surance should be extended two

or three more years. And for this
reason: :

This insurance was created by
congressional act Oct. 8, 1940. It

was to cover servicemen for five
years. ;

But the policies taken out five
years ago will expire this year un-
less congress extends the cover-
age for them.

So, many servicemen, after pay-
ing premiums for five years,
would be without insurance at all
after Oct. 8.

It was issued as term Insurance,
not as the usual life policy, be-

cause term insurance is the cheap-
est that can be bought.
The cost of the premium [n-

creases according to the age of the
serviceman buying it. The rates

are almost identical with those
charged for term insurance In
World War 1.

This is how the cost of the in-
surance increases with the age of
the man buying it:

A boy 18 would pay 64 cents
monthly for $1,000 worth; a man
30 would pay. 71 cents; and so on
up the scale.

No one ean buy less than $1,000
nor more than $10,000. The aver-
age policy is for about $9,000.

This term insurance Is strictly
the emergency kind. It simply
covers the person buying it for
the five years in which he pays
premiums.

At the end of that time his pay-
ments and his protection end. The
policy has no loan or cash value.
The money he has put into it is
gone if he lives through the five
years.

1f he Is killed during that time
his benificiary receives the insur-

ance in monthly installments.

But—and this is good to re-
member—any time after the first
year in which he has this insur-
ance the ‘serviceman can convert
it into an ordinary life, 20-pay-
ment or 30-payment insurance

ley.
poBgyw kinds of insurance — the
term and the other kind -— are
called national service life Insur-
ance,

The ordinary life policy means
he’d pay premiums the rest of his
life; the 20-payment means he'd
pay for 20 years; the 30-payment
means he'd pay 30 years. In all
cases he’d be protected for life.

It would cost him more in
monthly premiums to convert.
Ordinary life is higher than term
insurance; 30-payment Is higher
than ordinary life; and 20-pay-
ment is higher than 30-payment.

Shortcut For Money
Orders On Sale Now

POSTAL NOTES — A shortcut
or substitute for money orders on
the lower registers — are on sale
at the Big Spring post office now.

In the first week they have been
offered for sale, there has been no
great demand for them, Postmas-
ter Nat Shick reported. This may
be, he indicated, due to the fact
their presence is not generally
known.

Originally the notes were to
have been placed on sale at the
first of the vear and the postal de-
partment fired a considerable vol-
ume of publicity to this effect.
However, there was a slipc between
the ballyvhoo and delivery.

The notes (and stamps) may be
bought at the window in denomin-
ations up to $10 for a flat five cent
fee. There is no application to fill
out before going to the window.
Having made the purchase the
customer then retires from the
window and f{ills out the name of
the person or firm to whom the
stamps are to be dispatched at the
bottom of the note and mails it.

The notes come in dollar series
with stamps affixed to cover the
amount up to the mnext dollar.
Thus, a note with two stamps can
cover any amount up to $10.
