Miss Cannon explained that the 
frame garden Is not intended to re­
place the old-fashioned reguUr out­
door garden. The frame garden, 
however, makM It poeaible for fami­
lies to have a  sufficient supply of 
fresh green vegetaUes long befo f 
and kmg after the usual gardm 
season. She recalled s that several 
families In this coimty had fresh 
vegetablea tn m  their frame gV ' 
dens tar Christmas dinner.

"Adequate diets aren't the only 
benefits to be derived from frame 
gardens, “Miss Cannon declared. 
"Almost eveTone knows that food 
takes the biggest chunk out of ths 
average'farm  family’s budget,. J\ut 
as It represents the Mggest lt«n  In 
the budget of the average ciW fami­
ly.

"Although a daily diet well-plan­
ed and well-cooked la worth a 
whole medicine cabinet full of pills, 
good gardens—frame and otherwise 
—means money In the bank for ev­
ery family."

When Miss Cannon lauds the 
farm wivea of Lynn County for 
their teterprlaing efforts a t gard­
ening. she saves a few bouquets for 
the farm men, too.

“Some ot our best helpers in the 
garden work last year were the 
farm men because they have come 
to realise that home gardening' Is 
much more than a hobby for the 
women and children In the family. 
’They erare quick to learn that the 
garden crop is actually one of the 
chief crops on the farm and an 
integral pari of the famihr*s farm- 
and-home-plan,” Mias Cannon said.

Farmers Obtained 
Big Feed Loans

Fsrmars obtained nearly 181,000 
emergency crop and feed loana in 
1940 for a totel of $19,470490 ae-' 
cording to figures released by 6. P. 
Undsey, Jr., Director of the Zkner- 
geney Crop and Feed Loan Section 
of the Farm Credit Administration. 
This compares with 199,403 loans 
made In 1939 for $19,079409 or an 
Increase of 10.4 percent in number 
of loans and 39.1 percent in amount.

’The early launching- of the loan 
program in the storm and flood af­
fected areas of the South, together 
with broadened activity In the W«x- 
stchee-Okanogan district in the Pa­
cific northwsst, was the chief fac­
tor In the greater voliune of loans 
made In 1940  ̂ the d irec ts  pointed 
out. ’IlMse loans are made for short 
periods to small fanners who can­
not obtain loans from other sources 
for the broductldn of crops or ths 
feeding of llvastoek.

Although these losns are niade 
only to fanners who cannot obtain 
adequate short-term financing from 
regular credit sources, ^ high per­
centage of them are being repaid. 
Mr. Lindsey pointed out. In the en­
tire nation 89 percent of the amount 
loaned in 1939 for an purposes has 
been repaid and on the 1939 spring 
crop loans 90.4 percent has besn 
coDectsd. Over the entire period 
during which these loans hsve bsen 
made,' 1919-1940, approximately 70 
percent of the amount loahed has 
been collected.

As an indication of the active 
character of unpaid loane made In 
previous years, farmsrs made rs- 
payments last year of more than 
93.000,000 on 1999 loans snd about 
$1,338,000 on loans mads in 1993 io 
1939. Repayments rsetlvsd on loans 
grantsd in 1931 and sarllsr total- 
sd 9333,000.

’Texas has repaid 9349 percent of 
the money loaned for spring erop 
production in that Stats In 1939. 
Ths Hastem District of ’Texas, which 
comprises 135 countlas In Best and 
South ’Texas, repaid 99.79 percent 
On these 1999 loans. 17m  Western 
Distrlet of Texas, whieh Ineludss the 
Plains, repaid 90.70 percent, and 
Southwest Texas, knowa as the 
Angelo Dlstiiet and Including the 
B  Paso region, repaid its loane 100 
percent.

Thus begins the Bible ‘ account of 

creation.
But 1q Orecian mythology, In the 

beginning there was Chaos, and from 
this Chaos, in some way, heaven and 
earth evolved. Heaven, personified, 
became the first of all the gods, Ur* 
anus; and earth, personified, became 
Qaea, or Terra to the Romans, the 
first of the goddesses.

To Uranus and Oaea, husband and 
wife, were bom many gods and god. 
desses, the twelve Titans being a* 
mong the number, of whom Saturn 
was the youngest. .

♦
After Saturn grew up he became 

ambitious and rebellious. He staged 
a revolt against his bewhiskered old 
daddy, Uranus, which proved to be 
successful, and he himself became 
the ruler of the heavens.

His wife was Rhea, who became 
the “Mother of th e’Gods”, the chief 
of whom was Zeus, or Jupiter.

As Batura had overthrown Uranus, 
so Jupiter In time also became ambl* 
Uous and went on.the war path a* 
gainst Saturn. There doesn’t seem to 
have been much paternal and filial 
affection among the gods. Jupiter 
overcame Batura'and threw him out, 

^or rather he bsmlshed Saturn to 
Italy, which he probably thought 
would be punishment enough for the 
old gentleman.

Etit Saturn was not willing to be 
laid On the shelf. Over in Italy ha 

" established a kingdom of his own, 
set up a New Deal, and became the 
daddy of Agriculture. So far as we 
know, he never started any Trlple-A 
program over there, and the. records 
do not reveal that he even ha<l any 
secretary of agriculture In his cabi­
net, but he did teach the men folks 
how to farm and to gather in great 
harvests In the fall, according to 
Roman mythology, and In his honor 
the ancient Itallaxu, or Latins, es­
tablished the custom of holdlg a

These festlvlUec ran from Decem­
ber 17 to December 24 each year, 
during which time the aehool kids all 
got a tmcatlon, the buriness men 
closed up their stores, the women 
folks put up thrir knitting, and all 
went to the festival. For sevro days 
they drank wine and ate barbecued 
gcat meat, and by the end of that 
time everybody was so soggy that 
they were ready to go back homa and 
sleep it off.

Thia fsetival, named for Saturn, 
was called the Saturnalia; and the 
word has coma down to us through 
the thousands of years that have 
Intervened, and we still speak of a 
feast often as a regular saturnalia.

Bacchus was ths real god of wine, 
however, and tt was when they had 
a feast in h it honor that the drunks 
really littered up the sidewalks and 
the sewers. That was called a Bac­
chanalian feast—and we stJU hear of 
‘em now and then.

+
But ainee there ware at leaat SOJKK) 
gods In the time of the Oeaaan which 
the Greeks and the Rcmane wor­
shipped, ws haven't the space here 
to five the low-down on aQ of them. 
Their names, however have tvxnUti- 
ed many words for our ttigllah vo­
cabulary. Martial, for inatanca. eomes 
from Mara, the god of war; earaals 
from Ceres, the goddee of grain and 
the harveet; vestal from Vesta, the 
goddess of tha homa and the flrt- 
■Ide: etc.

.Vulcan was tha god of tha art of 
blaric-smithing, and hanea wa have 
tha word VulcaniM. Wa viaak of 
a handsoma man as A|>ollo and of 
a beautiful woman and now and 
then ae Venus, .wbds, after all these 
thoucands of years Cupid ia still on 
tha job.

+
Tharg are bundrada and hun­

dreds of Islands la tha Aegean Saa 
that borders Oreaea and a number 
of much larger ooee down in the 
Mediterranean proper.

One of theee, Crete, situated near 
Greece, has a long and Intersetlng 
history. In tact. It had become pop­
ulous and powerful in the affaire of 
the world before authenttc history 
dawned upon the lands of tlm Medl- 
terranaan.
, The Greeks believed that it was 
the birthplace of this same Zeus, or 
Jupiter, that wa have been talking 
about

A story about King iCnos of 
Crete and the Minotaur, an animal 
that had tha body of a  man and 
the bead of •  taUf. which was fegpc 
in an undergraund labayiinth and 
to which the king aacrifiead aeven

Athenean youths and seven Athen­
ian maidens every ninth year, has 

'come down to us through the cen- 
tiuiaa ae a myth. Raoent excava­
tions have revealed, however, that 
there was a  real King Minot and 
pictures painted S.MO years ago on 
tha walls of the labyrinth Indicate 
that he did sacrific boys and girls 
to a ferocious bpll. Apparently he 
staged In thoae ancient days a kind 
of Mexican bull-fight in which boys 
and girls were used as the victims 
of ths monster.

+
But as Crete begiits to emerge 

from the mists of antiquity and to 
come out into the sunlight of au­
thentic history, she ia found to h*ve 
been a powerful nation, with fleets 
that controlled the eaatcra Medi­
terranean.

The Phoenicians, that powerful 
little nation that had Its habitant 
on the eastern shoreline of that 
great sea and whose tra d m  p\ish- 
ed out westward to Spain and on 
out between the Pillars of Hercules 
Into the monster-infested Atlantic, 
had a mighty rival in Crete. The 
Phoenldant are credited with hav­
ing first invented an alphabet, from 
which ours Is derived, but recent 
discoveries have diaeloeed the fact 
that tha Cretans taught the Fhoe- 
niclana to write.

Tboea Cretans too knew how to 
build striietures tha* were amaw» 
Ingly permanent. I tie  city of 
Cnoaeos built on the laland of Crete 
4,000 yearg ago was so aubetantlaOy 
built, we are told, that Its stone 
sewers are etin In fit condition to

Crete is about IflO miles long east 
and west but has an average width 
of only about twenty mllea not 
quit# four times as largs as Igmn 
county, its area being M 4I square 
milee. But It hea a population of 
about 250.000 Moat of whom. are 
members of the Greek Orthodox 
Church.

Situated about sixty muss' from 
the main land of Greece. It eonstl- 
tutee a part of the country; and tf 
the Nasia do over-run OreeeSk they 
will doubUees bet»voleoUy aaelml- 
lata Creta also. Crete already has 
been playing a part In thla war.

♦
Up in the Aegean proper are two 

tiny each containing pos­
sibly less than a hundred square 
mllsa, which hold dasp Initrsat for 
us.

Daloa, tha smaUar of the two and 
lying Dearest to tha main land of 
Oreeoa. was reputed by tha ancient 
Greeks to have been Ute birthplace 
of those mythieaL twin kiddies. 
Apollo and Diana, born to Jupiter 
and Lato, sa mentioned In Utla 
oolumn last week. They became two 
of the most popular of all tha Orask 
dMnlttes. and many tamptaa ware 
erected to each of them throughout 
the Oredsn world.

It was addressed to the “Sevan 
Churches In Asia” which had been 
plantad there by Paul and other dis­
ciples of Christ, in Grecian cities 
then under the sway of Rome one 
of which was lk>hesus, where was 
situated the great Templs of Diana.

Thus Christianity and Paganism 
soon after the death of Christ came 
into sharp and relentless, conflict, 
waged incessantly for years In the 
very region where another and dif­
ferent kind of conflict la now im­
pending.

Christianity finally prevailed on­
ly to be driven out of much of the 
conquered terrttpry later by the 
coming of the Turk and the spread 
of Mohammedanlam.

While Christianity, in a sopiewhat' 

corrupted form, holds sway in a l l ' 
of the European countries bordering 
the Medl^.iranMn, It must now a- 
galn light for ita life agalnat the 
inroads of infidelity and atheism 
and religious Intolerance iriiich 
have swept over Russia and Ger­
many and are now threatening to 
set up a “New Order” deslfned to 
control the world.

But Whatever the result of thla 
conflict, the old gods of Pagan 
Greece and Rome have long since 
been consigned to the junk heep— 
not however until they had wielded 
a mighty Influence on the history of 
the world. I t waa a bUghtlng tn- 
fhienoe, but—thank Heaven—Pan is 
dead I

IMESTTAL—Courage is found in 
the mind, not in conduct.

it must put off the crisis monetary; 
it must so believe in the ix>tentiall- 
ties of the democratic process that 
the crisis moral cannot develcq?.

According to President Bowmen, 
this nation is determined to preserve 
its own dem(x:racy and to help other 
democracies. This involves confllet 
whether we are at war or not. There 
is but one way of meeting the costs 
Involved— b̂y lowering the standards 
of living. This cost will be chiseled 
out of schools, museums, art galler­
ies, quality and amoimt of food, 
clothing, house furnishings, soil pre­
servation, care of the Mind and in­
sane, hospitalization, road repair 
and hours of leisure. Oiur economic i 
condition will call for heroic rem­
edies. The "general good” must b e ! 
won, kept, OUARANTXED.

The problems of peace are infin­
itely more difficult than the prob­
lems of war. Peace will bring re­
sponsibilities. If we wish , to share 
the “grandeurs” of victory we must 
be prepared for its miseries also. 
America must assume responsibility 
for participation in an after-war 
order: schools have an indispensable 
part to play in national defense; 
schools have‘the right and obliga- 
tlon to criticise and anabrse cur­
rent concepts of American purpose 
and duty. Pres. Bowman said.

Congressman Starnes called the 
present war one of ideologies in 
which democracy or dictatorship 
will survive. • In  the struggle the 
strengthening of the spiritual and 
intellecttial life of the nation is more 
Important than bombers. For two 
decades, h« said, subversive forces 
have been a t work to destroy our 
nation. I t is now known that they 
are agents and tools of foreign gov 
erments. The ultimate ansi 
them Is not in repressive legislation, 
freatly as this Is needed, but in 
fields of SXX :aT1DN and KM 
PLOYMKNT in order that Ignorance 
and poverty, the food upcm which 
the "fifth column” f e e ^  may be 
destroyed.

The case of AMERICANISM a 
gainst Totalitarianism Is proved by 
many particulars. Democracy 1 a 
bouiMl to win because it appeals to 
the fundamental desires of human­
kind—FREEDOM on the one hand 
and SECURITY on the other.
