Johnson called Smith i n t o  
his office and presented him 
with a special bronze presi­
dential medallion, one of 31 he 
had struck soon after he took 
office last Nov. tZ.

From this evolved the idea

“ If Ih# opinionated among av­
erage foreigners could be 
straightened out. why can’t 
the opinion makers?”  He took 
his idea to large corporations 
such as American M o t o r s  
Corp., General Mills. -Hilton 
Hotels, International Business 
'Machines, National Cash Reg­
ister, Pan-American W o r l d  
Airways. Radio Corp of Am­
erica. Reader's Digest, Stand­
ard Oil of N'.L. and Junior 
Chamber of Commerce, and 
some g.50,000 was q u i c k l y  
raised MacAIester College in 
St. Paul. Minn., offered its 
campus for a “ World Press 
Institute" base. Editors .^nd 
managers of Readers Digdht 
offices abroad with the help 
of the U.F. Information 5^rv- 
ice selected candidates who 
met the qualifeations; that of 
being working, journalists of 
promising ability, y o u n g  
enough Jo  be open minded, 
and mature enough to evalu­
ate their experience. Tbe 
chosen visifoirii were also giv­
en courses at MacAIester Col­
lege in U S. history, politics, 
economics and social prob­
lems, as a background f o r  
what they would see while on 
lour Al.so, seminars consist­
ing of government personnel, 
l a b o r  bosses, corpioritiflir 
heads and laborers were pro­
vided. Ope of the first reac­
tions was that of surprise at 
“ the American's generous ca­
pacity for self -.criticism "  
Prejudices and misconcep­
tions began to crumble-7“ Ne- 
groes occupied high places in­
stead of a common laborer." 
“ An Army was mobilized to 
protect a man in Oxford, 
Misg..’ ’ “ A sign in New- York— 
‘Wong Rat; Kosher Butcher" 
convinced one writer t h a t  
“ where there is such a sign 
Is possible, no minority need 
despair" TTiey were interest­
ed in the government a n d  
rode busses with candidates 
during election time in Mas­
sachusetts. and watched los­
er; shake hands with winners, 
“ with no need tp run i n t o  
exile.”

During their I.'i.OOO mile lour 
through the grass roots of 
America, they worked in lo­
cal newspapers, were enter­
tained in average American 
workers’ h o m e s ,  teamed 
about wage scales, p r o f i t  
sharing, pension and retire­
ment plans .A news edition 
from one Latin American 
country, solved th« dilemma 
of poverty of Latin Amortca 
versus prosperity of North 
.America in one w o r d .  
“ Work "  The Idea of Amer- 
ran's desire for isolation also 
was dispelled with the inter­

est and curioaity exhibited in 
the questions asked of them 
by Americans, and one jour­
nalist defined it as “ T h a t  
wonderful American t r a i t ,  
compassion.”  Even the Amer­
ican woman was re-evaluated, 
and defined as “ The home’s 
heart, her husband's c o m- 
panion. her children’s confi­
dant. and her community’s 
volunteer, her church's bul­
wark ”  In summing up their 
experiences, it was generally 
agreed that "America’s great­
est gift to us all is y o u r  
o p e n  - hearted friendliness, 
which if given a chance, will 
help bring our nations togeth­
e r "

Mrs. Harrah closed this,por­
tion of her program by say­
ing. “ Geography can r^ake. 
us neighbors, hut only faith 
can make us friends.”  In dis­
cussing some of the n e g a- 
flve problems of the Ameri­
cans at home, Mrs.. Harrah 
cited the rise of problems of 
immorality, 'juvenile d e 11 n- 
quency, loss -of integrity, des­
ecration of natural resources, 
racial dissension, and need for 
educational reforms.. Mr s .  
Harrah presented two books. 
“ .Stretching TTieir Minds”  by 
Dr Benjamin Fine, and a new 
book just relea.sed, “ The Child 
Worshippers”  by M a r  t H a 
Weinmar Lear, and recom­
mended their reading. In clos­
ing. *Mr«. Harrah suggested 
That Twentieth Century Cltih 
send a donation to H a r r y '  
Morgan’s World Press Insti­
tute to further the project
