Begin On Aransas
Pass Highway

Motorists were warned this week
to be careful in travaling the
Aransas Pass Highway during the
next six months while workmen
widen and seal coat the road.

State Highway Department of-
ficials voiced the warning at a
briefing held in the courthouse,
and it was designed to help curb
accidents which generally increase
during construction over any sec-
tion of highway.

Senior resident engineer M. G.
Yoes, of the Hghway Department
office in Corpus Christi, accom-
panied by G. R. Scalf and G. B.
Rouse, also of the department
spoke to an audience composed of
people along the highway State
Highway patrolmen Glen Brothers
and Dick Berens, Sheriff A. C.
Shivers and the reporter for The
Pilot as well as Virgil Plemons,
Heldenfels Bros. foreman who will
be in charge of the job, which will
start this week.

Yoes said that briefing of in-
terested parties before highway
construction starts is now stand-
ard procedure under a new policy
recently adopted by the state.

He explained that traffic safe-
ty during the construction period
is depenaent upon public coopera-
tion and close liaison between the

contractor, sub-contractor, High-
way Patrol and State Highway
Department.

These details were given on the
work. The shoulders of the road
between here and Aransas Pass
will be widened, and the existing
paving will be repaired, followed
by coating with two and a half
inches of hot asphalt mix in the
same manner that the highway
north of Rockport to Copano was
repaired about a year ago.

The road is now 20 feet wide,
Yoes said, and it will be widened
to 24 feet with eight feet of addi-
tional shoulder on each side. The
contractor, he said, would work
one side of the road at a time and
both lanes will be kept open as
much of the time as is possible.

Barricades, flares and flagmen
will be used to warn motorists.
Yoes said, “Flagmen will be on
duty whenever the highway is
partly blocked. No equipment will
be left in place at night. And there
will be no blocking or flagging
at night.”

Yoes added that adequate bar-
ricades and warning signals will be
prominently displayed, but that
motorists should be extremely
careful in passing through any
area traveled by construction
equipment. The construction area
will be zoned and the public is
cautioned to slow down for the
protection of the workmen and
motorists. The public is also re-
quested to obey all traffic signals,
warning signs and speed limits.

Caliche for the construction will
come from the neighborhood of
Refugio, Voes said and shell and
asphalt from various places along
the route.

Plemons said that conventional
flares and barricades with Scotch-
lite tape would be used as night
warnings.

On Bids for Hangar
Wiring Wednesday

Members of the Aransas Coun-
ty Commissioners’ Court, at their
last meeting in September, dis-
cussed various highway problems,
let bids on airport lighting, con-
let bids on airport lighting and
formulated rules for county pur-
chases, authorizing County Judge
John Wendell to act as purchas-
ing agent for all departments
of the county government.

First on the agenda was a dis-
cussion of the dangerous curve on
FM 881, near the County Club.
After due consideration, it was
the opinion of the Commissioners
that T. O. Foster, District En-
gneer for the Highway Depart-
ment, should be contacted, and re-
quested to either lengthen or em-
bank the turn in such a manner
that the present dangerous condi-
tion should be remedied.

The Commisioners then proceed-
ed to formulate rules for officials
and employees of the county in
making purchases.

County Judge Wendell request-
ed that all purchases be made
through his office by the official
making such requisition, and that
the shop and road foreman also
make requisition through the same
method for all purchases except
in case of mergency due to break
down of equipment that would
hinder operation, maintenance and
building of roads in the county.

It was further requested by
Judge Wendell that no solicitors
be allowed in any office in the
courthouse or at the county ware-
house.

Bids were opened for the elec-
trical wiring of the two new T-
hangars at the local airport. C. L.
Hardin’s bid of $2,730 was accept-
ed by the Commissioners. Other
bidders were the Electric Service
Company, with a tender of $4,-
487.60 and the Slocum HElectric Co.
which bid $4,298.50.

The court then set the terms of
the Justice of the Peace courts
in the county at one month, be-
ginning each term on the first
Monday of each calendar month
and continuing until the opening
of court for the next succeeding
monthly term.

Offices in Precinct 1 and 3 are
the residences of the justices, and
in Precinct 2 at the court house.

Dies On Island

Owner of St. Joseph Island Found Dead in Bed
Wednesday Morning After Flying In the
Night Before From Ft. Worth With Doctor

Sid Richardson, one of the
world’s richest men, whose fortune
was variously estimated at be-
tween $300,000,000 and $500,000,-
000, was found dead in his bed
early Wednesday morning at his
home on St. Joseph Island.

He had arrived there Tuesday
afternoon by plane, accompanied
by his personal physician from Ft.
Worth and had seemed in good
health and spirits. ,

Richardson’s body was flown to
Ft. Worth in his private plane.
Cage-Marshall Funeral Home of
Rockport was in charge.

Evangelist Billy Graham and the
Reverend H. Guy Moore will of-
ficiate at funeral services at 10
a.m.

At 68 he had accumulated vast
holdings throughout the country,
and in an age when the odds are
spectacularly against one man
piling up a tremendous fortune,
he was classed with Clint Murch-
ison and other oil tycoons, having
only a handful of current rivals.

Richardson, although rumors
flew thick and fast a year or so
ago that he was contemplating
selling out to one of the major oil
companies had never put a price
tag on his oil and other properties,
but estimates by outsiders ranged
from $200,000.000 to $400,000,000

These properties included pro-
ducing and refining operations and
his net production was estimated
a year or so ago at approximately
25,000 to 35,000 barrels daily, from
practically every producing county
in Texas and many of the parishes
of Louisiana.

His production operations were
conducted mainly through Rich-
ardson and Bass, in which Perry
Bass his nephew and heir apparent
was a partner, Sid Richardson,
Inc. and Richardson Oils, and some
of them were spectacular. For in-
stance, several years ago, one of
these companies drilled a well ex-
ceeding 25,000 feet in depth in
Louisiana.

Other oil properties included the
Sid Richardson Refining Company,
in Texas City; the Sid Richard-
son Natural Gasoline Company,
at Kermit; and the Richardson
Carbon Black Company near Odes-
sa.
These made up only a part of
his empire, and non-oil holdings
included the Jack Collier Drug
Store chain in Texas; a majority
interest in the Texas State: Net-
work and ownership of several in-
dividual radio and TV stations in
Texas; as well as the Del Mar
Race Track (in partnership with
his long-time friend and business
associate Clint Murchison) and a
string of cattle ranches, including
the one on St. Joseph’s Island, 8
miles east of Rockport.

This was an empire in its own
right—separated from Matagorda
Island by Cedar Bayou, and best
known for its associations with the
pirate Jean La Fitte. On the south
it is divided from Mustang Island
and Port Aransas by Aransas Pass.

This was one of Richardson’s
favorite retreats and here he en-
tertained many persci.ages of state
and national prominence, for in
addition to being a ranch where
he raised Santa Getrudis cattle, it
was a fishing and hunting pre-
serve where he delighted to take
his friends.

The island is dominated by the
huga Richardson home, with its
air strip and wharves.

The house itself looms against
the landscape in its setting of salt
cedars, and part of it was furn-
ished from the island beaches.
Tropical hardwoeds cast ashore
by the waves were cured, then saw-
ed to make lumber for the par-
quetry floors and furniture made
on the place at the time the house
was built.

For years Richardson engaged in
friendly rivalry with the Ilate
Amon B. Carter, another Ft.
Worth magnate, for possession of
the works of two painters of the
early West—Frederic Remington
«nd Charles Russell, and for the
bronzes that these two men had
made of some of the things that
they painted—with the result that
the great house on the island was
crammed with glowing canvasses
of the old West. )

And it was in the huge bed in
the master bedroom on the second
floor that Richardson was found
as though asleep, under the gaze
of an Indian brave in what many
people considered his favorite
gainting—a gigantic canvas by
Cogxf'ngton entitled “Indian Love

all.

This friendship with Carter is
well illustrated by an wnecdote
told by friends.

On a return trip from Europe
aboard the Queen Mary some years
ago Richardson got a phone call
from Ca~‘er who wanted the oil
man to ..ve $37,500. Carter said
that he was giving a like amount,

Law and Belief

Qur laws have their roots deep
within our beliefs.

And the laws shift as our beliefs
change. Thus working backwards,
you can find a people’s deepest
beliefs by discovering their notions
of justice—about adults, children,
nature, animals, and other things.

Until this century, the laws
held children fully responsible for
crimes. Like adults, they faced
trail and punishment—often prison
or death. Today we seek mainly to
reform child offenders, rather
than to punish them.

Some primitive people hold in-
animate things like stones and
rivers guilty of offenses.

For centuries the laws held ani-
mals morally responsible for their
acts, and therefore try-able in
courts.

“And if an ox gore a man or
woman to death,” Exodus XXI
says, “the ox shall be surely ston-
ed.”

Says Plato in The Laws: “If a
beast of burden or any other ani-
mal shall kill anyone, except while
the animal is competing in the
public games, the deceased’s kin-
folks shall présecute it for mur-

der.”

Courts in the Middle Ages duly
summoned animals to appear. As
late as 1750, a French court tried
a she-donkey and condemned her
to death, but it later pardoned her
because of “good character.”

The philosophers Descartes and
LaMettre taught that animals
automatons, highly complex ma-
chines without feelings.

As a result the laws came for a
time to allow much cruelty to ani-
mals. :

But in recent years, the laws
have changed back again to protect
animals from abuse. We have evi-
dently changed our minds about
the nature of animals.

Our beliefs about crime—what
causes it, and who’s to blame, and
how to control it—find expression
each year in our legislation, in our
court decisions, and jury verdicts.

County and State
Still Tax Lost
Mustang Town

For nearly 50 years Miss Min-
nie Talbot, of 1523 N. Chaparral,
Corpus Christi, has been paying
tzxes on a lot in the town of New-
port, only to find out recently that
no Nueces County official knev:
where the elusive municipality was
located!

And that touched off a search
that has dipped into the history
©f the Republic of Texas, when
/S.m Houston ordered the original
;survey of Mustang [sland.

County Attorney Franklin Smith
pulled that old map from the files
at Austin, trying to find out
whether Newport actually exists,
or whether it was only a figment
of some real estate promoter’s
imagination.

Newport has been lost  since
April 3, 1911, and it’s not even a
ghost town, for apparently it never
was. Since the day it was platted
on that date surveyors have never
‘been able to pin it down, although
the plat shows that is wag on the
south end of the island, next to
Corpus Christi Pass, which is also
lost.

Smith is tryng to trace any
transfers of land made in New-
-port since 1911.

“We're not trying to decide
‘title,” he said. “We just want to
make sure the people paying taxes
have title.” But, more than that,
he’d like to take the entire town
of Newport off the Nueces Coun-
ty tax rolis.

But that’s not as easy as it
.geems, for attorneys around the
attorney general’s office have nev-
er been faced with a similar prob-
‘lem and have no precedent by
which they can be guided. It
:seems as though losing towns just
jsn’t done in the best regulated
circles, and they say they do not
"know whether the vanished village
©an be removed from the rolls or
mnot.

But Smith says that the state
mxy take the town off the tax rolls
if Nueces County commissioners
will review the problem and find
good cause for taking the lots off
the rolls of the county. Otherwise,
if the state did not drop the prop-
erty and the county did, the coun-
ty tax-assessor-collector would still
have to collect on the thousand or

so lots that are involved.

In the meantiine, the town is
actually platted and has at least
one taxpayer—Miss Minnie—who
never saw the lot but has kept
taxes paid on it ever since it was
given to her by S. D. Beach, who
had the township laid out.

Apparently no one thought to
ask, during all the furor, whether
Miss Minnie will. get her money
back.

Ruined By Cannon Shot

High in the rock-built belfry of
La Bahia at Goliad, where for
more than two centuries they have
looked down at the faithful as they
came to prayer, swing two bells
that have seen much of the color-

ful history of Texas, from Indian
raids to the Texas Revolution and,
later, modern day living.

The rfirst, in the north arch, is
silent now—except when some boy,
more daring than his fellows,
eludes the caretaker and climbs
to the tower on feast days to tap
it lightly.

It was cast just seven years
after the little chapel was built
atop a steep and rugzged hill in
the wilderness- of the Sa:. Antonio
River bottoms, ard on itz side is a
Spanish c¢ross. Around its edge
are words and a date—“El Santis-
simo. Cramento. 1756.”

In the western arch is a similar
hell, likewise bearing a cross and
and inscription: “S. Santonio.
1749.” But, unlike the first, which
is in fair condition despite its
200 years, thig second is riven with
a crack from rim to crown, and
half way up one side iz a hole
through the metal,

Tradition says that when Fannin
and his men were quartered in the
old presidio surrounding the mis-
sion, they tried to signal for help
by ringing the bell, which was
silenced by a cannon shot from

the Mexican forces.

Nobody knows just when the
bells came to La Bahia, but th\e
story is that the priest in charge
had asked for bells from any
mission to replace the small ones
t'at were used after the mission
was founded, and that had become
cracked and useless. Fifty cows
were eventually traded to the
fathers at Refugio mission for a
bell, supposed to be the one dam-
aged by the cannon shot.

A third bell, placed in the tower
of La Bahia in 1910, is larger and
more modern, and is mounted on
a yoke in the center of the belfry
floor. It is used regularly to call
the worshipers and for observance
of feast days, such as that of St.
Isidor, on May 15.

On that day there is a big pro-
cession around the old church on
the grounds of the mission, and
young boys stationed in the tower,
tap the old mission bells. And
for many years, a traditional cus-
tom during this celebration was
the sprinkling of water of the fowr
cardinal points—perhaps taken
from the rites of a more ancient
Indian gpring festival. Afterwards
celebrants took part in Los
Matachines or the Indian rain
dance.

“In the limestone regions of
Central Texas, there lives a bat
species known to mammologists as

Rockport Texas
September 29, 1959
To The Editor:
A Statment From Councilman
V. A. Dullye Jr.

I deem it botk expedient and
mecessary to explain why  have
been active in seeking adjustment
of the plans for the highway con-
struction in the vicinity of Busi-
mess Loop 70 and State Highway
36 the details of which are now
complicated and tedious and will
mot be dealt with herein.

Being the newest member of the
council, my motives in pressing
for certain changes in the orig-
mal highway plans have been
brought into question presumably
because my business is located in
the vicinity under discussion.

I will justify my actions solely
on the record of my having acted,
with certain of my council col-
leagues, on petitions filed with us
by reputable citizens of Rockport.
The right of American freemen
to petition their governing bodies
is a right solemnly vouchsafed
them in the Tenth Amendment to
the Constitution along with the
right of free speech and and re-
ligious freedom.

As an elected representative of
my fellow citizens, I feel the duty
and obligation to respect their
petitions and explore fully the
matters for which they petition.

Briefly, let me summarize the
sequence of events and officials’
actions incident to this matter:

On October 6, 1958, the city
council with the mayor, all four
councilmen present and a delega-
tion of citizens, passed the fol-
lowing resolution: i

“That the city council go on rec-
ord not to accept the proposed
plans as submitted by the High-
way Department, but would ac-
cept altered plans showing a traf-
fic circle where Business Route

35 intersects Highway 35 in the
north section of the city, and that
| access is provided to Wood, Laurel,
Nopal and Sabinal streets.”

As a private citizen, I joined
many others in seeking these
changes at that time. I appreciate
the consideration given we citi-
zens by the engineers of the State
Highway Department who altered
their plans to provide egress and
ingress on three (3) of the streets
named, to thus make it possible
for all Highway traffic to have
access to my business and other
businesses located in this vicinity.

On the matter of the inter-
change, the majority seem to have
been misinformed. They believed
the altered plans called for an
interchange similar to that one
which has .erved an almost identi-
cal location in Aransas Pass, giv-
ing free access to ALL areas by
traffic going either way on the
Highway. Our investigation show-
ed this Aransas Pass interchange
had handled traffic without in-
cident and served local businesses
and taxpayers in a commendable
way.

Without our having seen the en-
gireering plans for this inter-
change, the THEN city council,
on December 12, 1958 in a special
meeting attended only by the
Mayor and two (2) councilmen,
with State Highway Engineer M.
G. Yoes, being the only visitor
present in the audience, passed a
formal acceptance of the alterd
Highway plans, and the easements
required.

Only after the contract was
awarded and work was under way
did our interested taxpayers real-
ize that the Interchange was not
like or similar to the une in Aran-
sas Pass, but, rather was designed
to penalize certain business areas
and public beach areas by tedious
means of egress and ingress.

Whereupon on September 29,
1959, a large delegation of citizens
presented a petition with 214

signatures asking that the city

council take all necessary steps to
bring this matter before the High-
way authorities with a request
that the plans be altered to con-
form more closely to the Inter-
change at Aransas Pass and make
all business areas accessible to
traffic.

As Mayor Pro Tem, the Mayor
being out of the city I called the
council into special meeting to
consider this petition. All four city
councilmen were present. A mo-
tt'on was made and Seconded,
which, instructed the .ouncil to:
“go to the utmost of their limits
to carry out the requests petition-
ed for.”

It was passed by a unanimous
vote uf all four councilmen.

This is the present status of
this vexing problem.

Having been -in the middle of
ths controversy from the begin-
ning; first as a privte citizen in
business, now as an elected coun-
cilman I believe that much of it
could have been avoided had the
citizens been called into a PUBLIC
MEETING LAST FALL and had
all these engineering details ex-
rlaned to thewm. Failure to do this
has resulted in the present mud-

dle.

In am sure I speak for my es-
teemed col eagues on the council
when I say that we implemented
our declaration of September 22
and respected the 214 signatures
on the petition in our request to
the State Highway Department to
review this entire matter of the
Interchange layout which num-
erous citizens thought was in-
cluded in the plans adopted last
December 12, 1958.

HISTORY

Rockport, Fulton,
St. Meary’'s, Lamar
and El Copano

The governor and his nephew,
Joseph E. Smith, became of the
opinion that Power and Hewet-
son’s titles were absolutely void by
reason of failure to obtain the
consent of the Supreme Executive
thereto. This view was after-
wards sustained by the courts, as
we shall presently see. The Smiths
concluded, if the grants were void,
as they believed, that then the
lands covered thereby were va-
cant public domain and open to
location by holders of valid land
certificates, of which many thou-
sands were in existence. The
Smiths also inclined to the view
that practically every Mexican
grant in Refugio ounty was void
for want of definite legal descrip-
tions or provable corner markers,
If they were correct in this con-

clusion, then every colonial family
could be lawfully dispossessed and
his lands be thrown open to new
'ocations.

The Smiths exeited great in-
fluence in Texan political circles
and were able to get enacted such
laws as might be beneficial to
them; Such as, the Act of Feb. 1,
1845, requiring, “that all persons
owning lands in the counties of
Refugio and San Patricio, by titles
from the Mexican government, or

| government of Coahuila and Tex-

as, the lines of which have not
been correctly and permanently
marked and designated, shall with-
in two years of the passage of this
act cause the same to be resur-
veyed at their own expense, by the
coun. v surveyor of said county in
which land is situated, and shall
cause permanent corners fo be
fixed to said surveys; validate
titles not otherwise valid.”

Unlocated land cerificates were
plentiful in those days ard could
be bought for a song from soldiers
or their heirs. The Smith family
either owned or controlled hun-
dreds of these certificates. In 1838
or 1839 Joseph F. Smith made a
contract with Trrzah Ann William-
son, wife of General Thomas Tay-
lor Williamson, of Shreveport to
locate eighty certificates for 640
acres each, held by her. These
certificates were part of those
issued by the Republic of Texas
on June 20, 1838, in settlement
of the first Texas loan. In addi-
tion to the Williamsons, Joseph
F. Smith owned or represented the
cerificates of Elisha Maxey, Wil-
liam Bloodgood and others.

The Smith family was not alone
in the idea of locatability of cer-
tificates on these apparently al-
ready ttled lands. Stuart Perry,
Cyrus W. Egery, James W. Byrne,
G. R. Hull, George Armstrong,
Joseph E. Plummer, Colonel Sam-

uel A. Plummer and even Presi-
dent Lamar, entertained similar
ideas. Perry simply took posses-

sion of a part of the Robert Pat-
rick Hearn headright and laid out
the townsite of Port Preston there.
