W ASH INGTON— In 20 or 
years the privately-owned 
forests of the country will be 
exhausted and an era of adobe 
huts is likely to begin in some 
communities.

This gloomy prediction pro­
bably can be regarded as fact. 
Tc comes from Major George 
P. Ahern, one of the outstand­
ing authorities on forestry, and 
is supported by Gifford Pinchot 
and other eminent foresters.

Depletion of the national 
wood supply has most of the 
alarming aspects of the drain­
ing of American oil resources 
and two of its main causes aro 
the same— uncontrolled over­
production and waste. But 
while oil wells cannot be made 

great to refill themselves, forests can
in time be regrown. And 
tiiere is an ^immense amount 
of waste in forestry fires which 
is not duplicated in oil fires. 
The trouble is that little if any­
thing is being done about'for- 
est replacement and the annual 
forest fire loss has been rapidly 
increasing.

Studies in Every State
With inexorable statistics 

and facts which do not appear 
to have been controverted by

Major Ahern 
ed in a cam­

paign to save forests. He pre­
sented his statement early this 
year in a pamphlet called “De­
forested America”, of which
10.000 copies were printed by 
the government and which has 
been praised by foresters 
everywhere as an accurate 
summary. He is now engaged 
on a series of individual sur­
veys of the forestland lumber

or situation in each of the 48 
0 states. 1

“Timber is being cut several 
times faster than it is being re^  
produced,” Ahern says. “Re 
forestation and industi 
forestry are negligible, 
eighth of our original virgin 
forest area nowVemains. Half 
of that is publicly owned. 
National Forest timber supplies 
but three per cent of our de­
mands. ’

“Destructive logging prac­
tices and forest fires, making 
large additions annually to 
our devastated areas, and re­
ducing second growth possibili­
ties far below minimum re­
quirements, are thereby seri­
ously menacing our principal 
hope for future- wood supplies. 
Our most urgent need is to 
stop destructive logging prac­
tices and forest fires.

“In 1920 there were 28,000 
forest fires which burned
500.000 acres of forested land. 
This destruction has risen until 
in 1928 there were 177,000 
forest fires which burned 34,- 
000,000 acres. The years from 
1923 to 1928 averaged 114.- 
000 fires annually and 28,000,- 
000 acres of burned forests. 
These figures could be very

radically reduced-if*Congress 
would appropriate adequately 
for the fighting of forest fires.

“The depressed li(mber in* 
dustry is rapidly liquidating 
its remaining asset:;, number- 
men insist that tatter logging 
methods, efficient fire control 
and reforestation tire almost 
impossible because of the cost. 
The chief interest of tho 
lumber industry is not in the 
forests, but in markets, better 
manufacturing and such mat 
ters as domination dl mam:- 
factarintr waste.
