Begin Beauty Care Early

Beauty care begins with babies. 
Mothers who want their daughters 
to be belles, not wallflowers, at the 
Junior Prom in 1967 must begin a 
regular beauty routine now.

At six months, your baby needs 
skin care, exercise, and hair care. 
Actually, skin care begins with her 
daily bath, given with water which 
is body temperature, baby powder 
and baby lotion. The lotion should

be used all over her body but par­
ticularly In the folds and creases 
of skin. Such lotion not only lu­
bricates her skin but protects it 
from diaper rash, heat rash, and 
chafing. Choose a creamy emul­
sion containing lanolin.

Teach Child 
Religion Slowly

By DAVID TAYLOR MARKE 
.AP Education Writer

Many parent« ask. “ Huw can 1 
help my child to undersund reli­
gion?”

The answer to these questions, 
says Dr. Edna Dean Baker, presi­
dent-emeritus of National College 
of Education, Evanston, Illinois, is 
dependent first of all on what is 
meant by religion. She says:

" I f  we h a v e  In mind dogmas, 
creeds, theological concepts, church 
history—any adult form of religion, 
' e have to say that a child can­
not have religion. Children are dif­
ferent from grown-ups. They are 
immature h u m a n  beings. They 
have not deve,oped the ability to 
think, as adults can, in abstract 
l«rm.s nor are they interasted In 
such formulations as creeds an d  
dogmas."

Dr. Baker, who will conduct a 
two-week course this Summer in 
"Child Guidance In Religion,” at 
the College, goes on to say, " I f  on 
the other hand, we think of reli­
gion as a way of living or an ex­
perience with life that resulU in 
confidence, faith, consideration and 
love for others, cooperation, a child 
can be helped to become religious. 
Such a concept meets the need of 
the child for security, a sense of 
belonging, a need for regularity and 
rhythm, affection and happiness.” 
Gradual Development

Continuing. Dr. Baker points out, 
the religion of the child is then a 
matter of gradual development in 
understanding his world, the peo­
ple and things in It. of learning 
to con.slder others, to l o v e  the 
members of his family, relatives, 
neighbors; of learning to share, to 
take turns, to cooperate in doing 
things: of developing purposes; of 
acquiring faith in the dependability 
of his world. In God. Parents have 
to be willing to study the growth 
and maturing processes of their 
children, to live with them, to know 
each one as an individual with his 
own uniqueness, In order to help 
or guide religious development.

Teach Child 
Religion Slowly

Many parents ask. ”HoW can 1 1 
heip my child to underitand reli­
gion?”

The answer to these questions, 
says Dr. Edna Dean Baker, presi­
dent-emeritus of National College 
of Education, Evanston. lUinola, is 
dependent first of all on what is 
meant by religion. She says:

'I f  we h a v e  in mind dogmas, 
creeds, theological concepts, church 

I history—any adult form of religion,
I ' e have to say that a child can­
not have religion. Children are d if­
ferent from grown-ups. They are 
immature h u m a n  beings. They 
have not developed the ability to 
think, as adults can, in abstract 
terms nor are they interested In 
such formulations u  creeds an d  
dogmas. ”

Dr. Baker, who will conduct a 
two-week course this Summer in 
"Child Guidance in Religion,” at 
the College, goes on to say, ” If on 
the other hand, we think of reli­
gion as a way of living or an ex­
perience with life that results in 
confidence, faith, consideration and 
love for others, cooperation, a child 
can be helped to become religious. 
Such a concept meets the need of 
the child for security, a sense of 
belonging, a need for regularity and 
rhythm, affection and happiness.”

I Gradual Development
Continuing. Dr. Baker points out. 

the religion of the child is then a 
matter of gradual development in 
understanding his world, the peo­
ple and things in It. of learning 
to consider others, to l o v e  the 
members of his family, relatives, 
neighbors; of learning to share, to 
take turns, to cooperate in doing 
things: of developing purposes; of 
acquiring faith in the dependability 
of his world, in God. Parent« have 
to be willing to study the growth 
and maturing processes of their 
children, to live with them, to know 
each one as an Individual with his 
own unlquenes-s. in order to help 
or guide religious development.

Regularity and system are im­
portant, says Dr. Baker, for chil- 

j dien are greatly in need of this 
j kind of dependability which makes 
i them feel they are in a law-abiding 
I world. "They need consistency and 
. firmness In control which should 
be neither too stern nor too lax.

, There should be some free time 
for children and some opportunity 1 
to choose. They need a few belong- 
Ings including play toys, treasures j 
they want to keep, pieces of hand­
work; and they need a place to 

' keep these things. A child cannot 
respect the property of others until 
he has some property of his own 

. which others respect.”
Emotional security is very de­

pendent upon a sense of belonging­
ness, upon receiving genuine affec­
tion from one or more persorrs. It 
helps a child very much to have 
his personality difficulties under­
stood by his parents, and to have 
them show him respect as a per­
son. I f  questions about God. death, 
suffering, accidents and disasterous 
storms are m«t frankly and with­
out emotional upset, it does much 
to Increase emotional security, she 
says.

Certainly most healthy people 
can travel in commercial airplanes 
at the usual heights or with pres­
surized cabins without suffering any 
harm. At extreme heights, such as 
flying over the "hump” between In ­
dia and China many passengers 
suffered temporary loss of consci­
ousness during flight, If they were 
not given oxygen.

The lungs and heart are the or­
gans most vulnerable to changing 
altitudes. A few—very few—acci­
dents to the lungs or heart have 
been associated with flying. In one 
case, a young man developed a col­
lapsed lung (called pneumothorax) 
after flying to an altitude of only 
8,000 feet.

This, of course, is unusual, but 
patients who are under treatment 
with pneumothorax (artificially 
produced to treat tuberculosis or 
some other condition) should not 
be transported by air because they 
are liable to special risk/ It is 
wise, therefore, for people with a 
collapsed lung or with some other 
lung complaints not to travel by 
air or, if they do, to make sure that 
the flight is not to go above 5,000 
feet. For specific information they 
must, of course, consult their own 
physician.

People with Infected sinuses may 
have some difficulty psatlcularly 
since coming down fast is likely to 
cause pain. Some substance which 
can be Inhaled or nose drops (|hlch 
shrink the membranes lining the 
nostrils may be used nelpfuUy to 
lessen this type of pain.

With ordinary precau­
tions and with very few exceptions 
there does not seem to be any rea­
son why airplane travel should be 
any more dangerous from the stand­
point of health than travel on the 
ground.

It 
has 400,000 members, largely So­
cialist. The Catholic Labor Move­
ment comes next with 285,OQO mem­
bers. The Christian National Labor 
Union, a Protestant group, is third 
with 150,000 members. The Com­
munist group Is smallest with an 
estimated 80,000 members, though 
there are no accurate figures. 
Wartime Measure

During the .ar, the three non- 
CJommunlst federations decided they 
could contribute the most to Neth­
erlands recovery by trying to work 
out their problems with manage­
ment in such a way that It would 
cause both the least injury.

After the liberation, tne Founda­
tion of Labor formally was organ­
ized. It has equal representation of 
union men and management. Every 
major industry is represented. The 
foundation meets weekly.

In addition to the foundation, at 
a lower level, there are councils” 
which represent each industry— 
electrical goods, transportation, and 
so on. Problems affecting any in­
dustry first are discussed In these 
councils. There apparently Is In­
dustry-wide bargaining in these 
councils.

Recommendations of the council, 
however, are submitted to the 
foimdation for approval. There are 
numerous cases of record In which 

i the foundation has told a council to 
! modify Its recommendations—on a 
wage Increase, for instance—in or- 

! der to make it fit a general wage 
‘ policy for the entire cotmtry.

If the foundation approves rec- 
I ommendations from an Industrial 
! council. It Is passed on to a Board 
' of Government Conciliators. The 
Netherlands government still regu­
lates wages — which the United 
States government abandoned after 
the war. This is an important dis­
tinction which might make the 
Dutch Foundation of Labor plan 
unworkable in this country. Neither 
employers nor unions here wrilllngly 
would submit to government wage 
regulation In peacetime.
Work With Government

The Dutch Foundation of Labor, 
however, has been given advisory 
status to the Board of Government 
Conciliators. Because of this close 
relationship, almost all of the rec­
ommendations which have been 
adopted unanimously by the foun­
dation are accepted by the govern­
ment conciliators without question.

It is only when the foundation Is 
spilt, and its labor and management 
groups submit conflicting recom­
mendations, that the government

conciliators act as arbitrators. De­
cisions of the Board of Conciliators 
are binding on both parties. lu  
decisions are Issued as government 
regulations which have the effect of 
law.

At the present time, the Board of 
Conciliators has a case which may 
test the soundness of this whole 
system. Late In 1949, labor repre- 
senatives on the foundation pro­
posed general wage increases to 
meet Increases In the cost of living. 
Management representatives held 
out for making the increases effec­
tive only on an industry-wide basis, 
for those industries that could af­
ford to pay them.

With split rec onendations from 
the two sides of the foundation, the 
Board of Conciliators had to arbi­
trate. It decreed that wages could 
bt raised five per cent, effective 
last January 1. About 80 per cent 
of the Industries have put such 
wage increases Into effect.

The holdouts are faced with 
threats of strikes. I f  they come, the 
usefulness of the foundation plan 
may be ended.

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Physical Handicap Proves Incentive to Polio Victim THE REPORTKR-TKLEORAM. MIDLAND, TEXAS, APRIL 27. 1990—1

SEATTLE—fiP)—To some people a 
physical handicap is a death of the 
spirit. To others it is only a spur 
to victory. ,

There is a woman here whose life 
story is a living example of the 
truth a courageous heart can rise 
above any affliction. She is Mrs. 
Elmil Mehline, better Imown as 
Hildegarde, one of the leading res- 
tauratuers of the Northwest.

At the age of nine Hildegarde— 
born Hilda Drahold, one of nine 
children of a landscape gardener— 
was stricken with infantile paraly­
sis.

“For eight long years I  had to 
wear a plaster cast from my hips to 
my neck,” she recalled. “But it 
made me determined to lead a nor­
mal life—to be like other girls." 
Parachute Jumper

When she was 17 she drove with 
some friends to the Tacoma air­
field. “Stub” Campbell, an oldtime 
daredevil who wanted a new stunt 
to thrill crowds at a forthcoming

Fourth of July air show, asked the 
group c f spectators:

“ Is there any girl here daring 
enough to make a parachute jump?

“ I will," volunteered Hilda.
And jump she did—from 2,000 

feet.
“ I  was still supposed to be wear­

ing my cast at the time,” she said. 
“But I  wanted to prove to my six 
brothers I  could do something they 
couldn't. I  didn't get paid for it, 
but someone jJassed the hat and 
collected $27.”

In the next two years she made 
26 parachute jumps in bemistonn- 
ing tours with such fliers and stunt 
men as Campbell, “Tex” Rankin 
and Jimmy Doolittle. The most she 
ever earned for a jump was $50.

“My second jump was the worst,” 
she said. “ In those days the chute 
was tied to the wing, and when 
you leaped your weight broke the 
lacing and opened the parachute.

“ I jumped, but the lacing failed 
to break. I  was too light. For 20 
minutes I  dangled a few feet below

the wing while the plane circled 
the field. Finally “Stub” climbed 
out on the wing and tore the lacing 
loose with his hands. H iat released 
the chute and I  floated down and 
landed in a cottonwood tree.” 
Starts With Hamburgers

Hildegarde later started selling 
hamburgers at a fair. She saved up 
$300 and started her first restau­
rant, which menued—those were 
the days!—a 25-cent turkey dinner. 
She did all the cooking and table- 
hopping herself.

Then she opened a larger restau­
rant near McChord Field, and likes 
to remember how once a general 
helped her wash dishes at 5 o'clock 
in the morning.

Today she and her husband, Emil, 
a mechanical engineer, plan a chain 
of West Coast restaurants featur­
ing fried chicken prepared by her 
own secret formula. They also have 
formed a firm to market pre-cooked 
frozen chicken on a national basis.

Hildegarde still is in recurrent 
pain from the after effects of her

childhood ailment, but she has 
schooled herself never to show it.

“Many people think a handicap is 
a detriment to them," she said. 
“Mine was an asset. I nude it into 
one. I kept telling m3rself that if I 
developed my personality and learn­
ed to be nice to everyone that I'd 
overcome this handicap I  knew I 
would have all my life.” ’

The Catholics are the only noD-

Protestants represent about 60 per 
cent of church population. Catholics 
33 per cent. Jews account for six 
per cent.

The 16ng-range figures make plain 
that religion’s ii^easing hold on the 
people Isn’t strictly a post-war af­
fair. They lend weight to the Idea 
that a search for deeper spiritual 
values to balance the material- 
mindedness of our Industrial society 
may be a sizàble factor In the reli­
gious boom. In other words, not all 
who turn to the church are seeking 
a haven from the fears stirred by 
today’s tense times.

The upsurge in religion finds some 
more statistical support In data on 
church contributions. From 1940 to 
1947 gilts for all purposes Increased 

|100 per cent. This year theyll prob­
ably total a record of $1.500.000,000. 
On a per person basis contributions 
Jumped 73 per cent from 1940 to 
1947.

The churches part In its own suc-v 
cess story Is manifold. I t ’s try’lng 
to make basic religious services more 
meaningful. Church prayers are 
more down-to-earth. Sermons dwell 
Increasingly on the thmgs really 
troubling the average man.

Preachers are doing a better Job. 
Tliey’re getting more money, too, ac­
cording to the Federal Council of 
the Churches of Christ in America. 
But figures arc skimpy.

Back in 1940 about 90 per cent 
of the clergy. Including part-time 
pastors, drew le.ss than $2300 a 
vear. Only 1.2 per cent had salaries 
of $5,000 or more. Some churchmen 
think many have now doubled their 
1940 income.

Protestant preachers are handi­
capped by the existence of so many 
splinter denominations.

IGodget Determines 
Ice Floe's Strength

WASHINGTON —lÆV- The Air 
Force has developed a gadget to 
help filers find out from the air 
whether an Ice floe la strong enough 
for plane landings.

The device Is dropped on the Ice 
by parachute. The Impact deto­
nates a small charge which aets 
up vibrations in the ice. A seismo­
graph, similar to those which db- 
tect earthquakes, records the vibra­
tions. Its report is transmitted au­
tomatically by radio to the plsme.

An idea of the depth and strength 
of the ice mass can be obtained 
from the radioed recording.

The device Is expected to be of 
special value In Arctic operations. 
It was tested last Winter on Lake 
Superior. Research was done at 
the Air Force’s Geophysics Labora­
tory at Cambridge, Mass.

Airline Stewardess Service ' 
Founded Twenty Years Ago

NEW YO R K —On May 15, 1930, 
a young woman wallced into the of- 
ilc « of Steve Simpson, San Fran­
cisco airline traffic manager, with 
an idea which was to create a new 
career for women and. therefore, 
jobs for thousands of girls.

■ senger planes needed another per- 
I son, in addition to the co-pilot, to 

take care of passengers and an­
swer their questions. Simpson 
agreed but explained that they had 
not yet decided on the type of per­
son.

“ What about girls?” Miss.Church 
asked. "Girls who are registered 
nurses?”

“That's It.” Simpson said. “That's 
Just the idea!”

So Ellen Church was hired by 
United" Airlines as the world's first 
airline stewardess. Air transporta­
tion was very different 20 years ago; 
it was not streamlined. The planes 
were chiefly single - engined, al­
though some were lumbering slow 
trl-motors. Most of the passengers 
flew on emergency trips only, to 
save time. The planes went through, 
not over or around, weather.

Ellen Church, and the seven stew­
ardesses sh e  selected to pioneer 
with her, heated large pots of cof­
fee, helped mechanics start balky 
engines, and slept on the floors of 
numerous small weather stations 
whenever thé planes were ground­
ed by reports of storms ahead.

In addition, they were Instantly 
and heartily disliked by the pilots 
and co-pilots, who felt that a plane 
was no place for a woman.

Miss Church had her first brush 
with a pilot on her second flight 
from Cheyenne to Salt Lake City. 
One of her passengers suddenly be­
came ill. Miss Church asked the 
pilot to land at Rock Springs, and 
to radio ahead for a doctor. The 
pilot refused to delay the mall over 
what he felt was a simple case of 
indigestion. Miss Church assured 
him that It was acute appendicitis 
and that unless he landed she 
couldn’t be responsible.

The pilot landed th e  plane at 
Rock Springs, where a doctor and 
ambulance were waiting. An emer­
gency operation saved the pa.ssen- 
ger's life and the pilot changed his 
mind about the "sky girls.”

From the original eight sky girls, 
the idea has spread until there are 
7.000 stewardesses serving on air 
carriers all over the world. United 
alone has 675 stewardesses who han­
dle five times as many passengers 
on each plane as did the first girls.

“ I'll bet the glrla flying the air­
lines today don’t have as much fun 
as we did,” Ellen Church says. )  
"We'd get stuck at whistle stops In 
the Great Salt Lake area of Utah 
all the time. I ’d be embarrassed ; 
when I had to take pa.ssengers over | 
to the nearest railroad station for 
their meals. The railroad clerks 
always found it hilariously funny,"

Ellen Church entered the Army 
Nurse Corps In 1942, served on evac- | 
uation squadrons in Africa an d  
England, and later was on the Nor­
mandy beachhead .shuttle to Eng­
land. She wears the air medal un­
der her p.lr nurses’ wlng.s. At the 
end of the war she left flying and 
Is now director of nurses at Sher­
man Hospital. Elgin, 111.

interest has centered about the effects 
of this element in diet. Particular con­
cern was voiced that poisoning might re­
sult from eating the extra quantities of 
aluminum which were dissolved out of 
the pan Into the food. Baking powders 
containing this element were also ques­
tioned. Rather extensive studies have 
shown no evidence of aluminum poison­
ing from amounts in excess of ^ose 
which would ordinarily be Ingested. It 
has been estimated on the average, a 
human being eats approximately 1 ounce 
of aluminum in 6 yean. About half of 
this occurs naturally In the foods; the 
remainder Is dissolved irom the cooking 
utensils.
