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U.5. New Year's: Safe and secure

NEW YORK (AP) — Revelers can
expect hovering helicopters and bomb-
sniffing dogs with their champagne
and confetti as cities hunker down for
their most heavily guarded New Year's
Eve in memory.

From Times Square to the Las Vegas
Strip and California’s Rose Parade,
police were rolling out unprecedented
security measures Wednesday, trig-
gered by a hike in the national terror-
ism alert to orange. its second-highest
level.

Armed helicopters were to prowl
the Las Vegas Strip. where 300,000
people were anticipated.

In New York. workers sealed man-
hole covers and removed mailboxes to
guard against any potential bomb
attack in Times Square. More than
750,000 revelers were expected to
gather under the guard of counter-
sniper teams and seven police helicop-
ters.

Mayor Michael Bloomberg said
New York City was well-protected.
“Sadly. terrorism is something that we
have to live with.” he said. “Leave the
worrying to the professionals.”™

“Drivers should allow much, much
more time than normal.” said Steve
Coleman, a spokesman for the Port
Authority of New York and New
Jersey.

Red Raiders rouf Navy in Houston Bowl

HOUSTON (AP) — B.J.
Symons’ trip from the NCAA
record book to the pros will
take a secretly planned detour
through the operating room.

There had been rumors
and hints that the injury he
suffered to his left knee while
leaping in celebration of a
touchdown toss on Oct. 11
was bad. Neither he nor
Texas Tech ever revealed
how bad until after he threw
for 497 yards and four touch-
downs Tuesday to beat Navy
in the Houston Bowl.

He told reporters he will

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Bird counts give idea of vafiety

LUBBOCK, Texas — Bird
watchers have seen everything
from an inexhaustible supply
of sparrows and grackles to
strikingly beautiful songbirds,
rare hawks and an occasional
eagle on some of their expedi-
’tioniiacross the Lubbock area.

“We are on the Great Plains
ﬂyw:ﬁy," said Anthony Floyd,
whq- organizes Christmas
coubis each year for the Llano
Estdeado Audubon Society.
“Typically tens of thousands
of water fowl move through,”
he "cxplained. “Some come
from as far north as Canada,
and - the ones that come
lhr()l:lgh our area are most
likely headed for the Gulf
Coast.”

'E'bis year’s drought has
regislered an impact.

“The numbers on all our
water fowl are down as far as
I can tell,” Floyd said in antic-

ipation of what the bird census
will show when all the counts
are in. “There is not as much
water for them to land on,” he
said. “But above and beyond
that, even given the amount of
water we have left, their num-
bers seem pretty low.”

Floyd thinks there may
‘have been some water quality
problems, along with some
kills.

“All of that has an impact
on the birds not necessarily
geese, but things like gulls and
cormorants,” he said.

Many. of the songbirds,
such as warblers, continue on
to the Mexican coast or as far
as South America after flying
through the Lubbock area.

The evening grosbeak,
somewhat rare in Lubbock,
comes every three to five win-
ters, Floyd said.

“If they show up, they are

eruptive, which means when °

they move south they move
south in big numbers. So, if

you wake up one winter morn-
ing in Lubbock and see an
evening grosbeak in your
yard, you might see 75 of
them.”

Even some of the endan-
gered whooping cranes come
through annually, according to
Floyd.

“Occasionally, one will

hang out at Muleshoe for a -

few days,” he said of the
wildlife refuge in that area.

Birders say 318 whooping
cranes are in existence, and
180 of those remain in the
wild. According to Floyd, the
population dropped to the 20s
before breeding and reintro-
duction programs began to
raise the numbers.

Some species, such as the
meadowlark, remain year
round across the South Plains,
but their numbers rise visibly
in the fall when others of their
kind migrate to this area for
food supplies.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) —
The San Antonio Spurs, win-
ners of |3 straight, are turning
up the defensive pressure
when it counts.

Their latest lockdown came
Sunday against the
Milwaukee Bucks, who were
held to their lowest point total
of the season in an 89-74 loss.

“The guys have been great
making defense their primary
focus all these games,” Spurs
coach Gregg Popovich said,
“because we have games with
tao many turnovers and a lot
of games where we don’t
shoot free throws.”

Sunday fit both of those
categories: San Antonio had
17 turnovers, though only five
in the second half, and the
Spurs went 19-for-35 at the
line.

Those

defense down the stretch.

The Spurs have held their

opponents to an average of
less than 78 points during
their winning streak, the
longest in the NBA this sea-
son. San Antonio has limited
opposing teams to 80 points or
less 15 times in 32 games,
winning each time.

On Friday, Orlando was
within a basket midway
through the fourth quarter and
the Spurs ended up winning
by 15. On Sunday, Joe Smith
hit a 16-footer to pull the
Bucks to 66-63 with more
than 10 minutes remaining.

67 Spurs.

“We've had our moments
that we haven't been playing
as well as we should,” con-
ceded Manu Ginobili, who
scored 25 with nine rebounds
and three steals.

Tim Duncan, Tony Parker
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and Hedo Turkoglu each
scored 12 for the Spurs.

Duncan, who aggravated a
left ankle sprain on the open-
ing jump ball and struggled
offensively all night (3-15 FG,
6-16 FT), had 15 rebounds
and Turkoglu grabbed a sea-
son-high 12.

San Antonio broke the
Bucks’ three-game winning
streak.

Milwaukee coach Terry
Porter, who finished his play-
ing career in 2002 as
Duncan’s teammate.

The bird observers' often
endure bitter winter cold and
occasionally the small hours
of the night to fulfill their mis-
sion. Rasa said he starts at 4
a.m. when counting owls in
this area.

Rasa said he enjoys the out-
doors, the thrill of the hunt
and the comradeship of those
who have the same interest.

“The counts give us yearly
information about the birds in

of species on South Plains

our area, and the information

is funneled back to the
Audubon Society,” he said.

“The Muleshoe count espe-
cially has its moments. It is
usually the coldest, but this
pain can be chased by some
great, hot chili brought by
Cliff. It also may be low in
species count, but‘ it usually
produces some surprise. My
favorites up there are the long-
eared and short-eared owls
and the occasional golden
eagles.

“Some others like trying to
identify the longspurs' on the
wing. We usually leave that to
Cliff and Anthony, our super-
birders,” Rasa said. “We are
very blessed with a nice vari-
ety of birds. People from all
over came in to see our gyrfal-
con and varied thrush that
Anthony identified for us.

“On occasion we have had
some red crossbills. Where we
have water, such as the
Lubbock lakes and Ransom

and Buffalo, the wintering
waterfowl will bring in some
new ones occasionalby.

“Part of the love of birding
is that on any given day you
can be surprised with a new
and special bird.”

Floyd said it takes only a
pair of binoculars and a field
guide to become a bird watch-
er,

“The bottom line: If you
just want to go out and look at
big birds, you don’t need any-
thing,” Floyd said. *‘It helps to
have a field guide so you
know what you're looking at.
For smaller things, you will
want to buy a reasonably good
pair of binoculars. A good pair
now is about $75.”

Like other hobbies, birding
can have' its upper levels.
Floyd said one individual he
knows owns a $9,000 pair of
binoculars that can be
attached to a digital camera.
The equipment comes with a
tripod.

Two Texans among USOC athletes

Hammer
thrower John McEwen tested
positive for modafinil and the
newly discovered steroid
THG, and cyclist Adham
Sbeih tested positive for the
endurance-boosting hormone

urine tests from each of the
athletes, and following a 30-
day review of the tests by the
U.S. Anti-Doping Agency.
All seven athletes are

appealing their test results, the

USOC said in a news release
from its base in Colorado
Springs, Colo., and any sus-
pensions or other sanctions
would come only after those
appeals are exhausted.

White, of Union City,
Calif., already faces the loss
of her two gold medals at the
World Championships
because of modafinil use. The
USOC said Tuesday that
White also tested positive for
modafinil at the U.S. track
and field championships at
Stanford, Calif., in June —
where she also swept the 100
and 200 meter titles.

By winning at the national
meet in June, White qualified
for the world meet in August
in France. She has claimed
she was prescribed modafinil
for the sleep disorder nar-
copelsy — awvclaim that has
been ridiculed by internation-
al track officials since word
emerged of other athletes
using the banned stimulant.

Also testing positive for

modafinil at the U.S. track
and field championships were
sprinter Chryste Gaines, of
Lithonia, Ga.; 400-meter run-
ner Sandra Glover of
Sugarland, Texas; McEwen,
of Ashland, Ohio, and hurdler
Eric Thomas of Houston.
Hurdler Chris Phillips of
Little Rock, Ark., tested posi-
tive for modafinil at the World
Championships.

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Corps of Engineers will no longer supervise oil imports

WASHINGTON (AP) Just
weeks after Pentagon auditors said
Halliburton may have overcharged
taxpayers to import oil to Iraq, the
Defense Department is removing the
Army Corps of Engineers from its
role in supervising the program.

I'he Defense Energy Support
Center, which buys fuel for the mili-
tary throughout the world, will
supervise the shipments and choose
new contractors to replace Houston-
based Halliburton, Vice President

Dick Cheney’s former company.

“We're taking over the mission,”
the center’s spokeswoman, Lynette
Ebberts, said Tuesday.

Democratic lawmakers have criti-
cized the prices charged the U.S.
government by Halliburton’s KBR
subsidiary, which has been importing
refined petroleum products into Iraq
under a mission awarded without
competitive bids. Cheney headed
Halliburton before running for vice
president.

Earlier this month, the Defensé
Department’s auditing agency sup-
ported  the Democrats’_allegations,

finding the company may have
charged up to $61 million too much
for delivering gasoline to Iraqi citi-
zens. '

Ebberts would not comment on
whether the audit prompted the
change, which was ordered Dec. 23.

President Bush tried to calm the
controversy, saying Halliburton
should repay .the government if it
overcharged for fuel, whith was
imported from Iraq’s neighboring
countries.

Halliburton has said it expected to
be cleared by the Defense
Department. The company said its

pricing resulted from a contract with
a Kuwaiti firm, the only company
approved as a supplier by the Corps.

Halliburton got its, contract to
rebuild Iraq’s dilapidated oil industry
as an”outgrowth of a contract with
the Army to provide emergency
logistical help for situations such as

the Iraq war. The Army Corps of

Engineers opened the oil rebuilding
process to competitive bidding earli-
er this year and was preparing to
award up to $2 billion in replacement
contracts.

Those contracts will still ‘be
awarded for the rebuilding of Iraq’s

oil industry, but will no longer
include oil imports, the Corps said.

Richard,J. Connelly, director of
the support center, said the existing
contract would remain in place for
now, so that fuel deliveries will not
be interrupted.

Corps spokesman Robert Faletti
said, “I don’t believe the report had
anything to do with the transfer.”

The support center said it would
award contracts under ¢ompetitive
bidding, a process that could take
two to three months, but would con-
sider a short-term contract until the
bids are awarded.

Democratic  presidential
candidates have seized on the
mad cow emergency to criti-
cize the Bush administration
for policies they said have left
the nation more vulnerable to
such problems.

Several Democratic law
makers said they would push
for a statutory ban on downed
inimals, notwithstanding the
new regulation announced by
Veneman, Sen. Charles
Schumer, D-N.Y., said his bill

to create a national tracking
system would help overcome
opposition from meatpackers,

Dan Murphy, spokesman
for the American Meat
Institute, the meatpackers’
trade association, said his
group generally supported the
announced changes, although
he called them “aggressive
and extraordinary compared to
international standards.”

Terry Stokes, chief execu-
tive officer of the National
Cattlemen’s Beef Association,
said his group also agreed with
USDA’s actions. “As USDA
reiterated, the beef supply is
safe, and these steps taken
today are being done out of an
abundance of caution,” he
said.

Senate Democratic leader
Tom Daschle of South Dakota
said he would press legislation
to. mandate country-of-origin
labeling on meat products.
Such a measure would have
made clear that the diseased
Holstein, which officials
believe was born in Canada,
did not originate in the United
States, Daschle said.

Under the new U.S. regula-
tions, the sick cow slaughtered
in Washington state carlier this
month would not have been
allowed to 'enter the food
chain. The cow was sent to
meatpacking plants almost
two weeks before test results
showed that it had mad cow
disease.
