Temporary Facilities

Because Western Texas
College is new and many of the
buildings are still under con-
struction, temporary facilities in
various parts of town are being
used this first semester of the
educational program.

The Child Development
Center houses the college
cafeteria and gymnasium, and
furnishes class rooms for
physical education, an-
thropology, chemistry, college
and advanced reading, and
basic adult education.

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India And Pakistan

Renew Feud

India and Pakistan are at war again, and as in
most such wars both sides are winning and neither
side is losing. Despite which side is winning or
losing, the conflict has caused the United Nations to
seek a ceasefire and a withdrawal of troops by both
of the warring countries.

U.N. Orders Peace

It is remarkable to think that a statement from
the U.N. will end violence between two countries.
This idealistic means of ending wars is sensational,
but not practical. If by chance India and Pakistan
respond to the U.N.’s order for peace by laying
down their arms and ceasing all combat, then this
one brief war has ended. Yet the reasons for
starting such a war cannot vanish as rapidly. The
animosities will remain and evenluallgierupl
icloianglher war.

U.S. Involvement

If, however, India and Pakistan ignore the
request for a cease-fire, the United Nations will
probably feel obliged to interfere in a more
"‘physical’’ method. Invariably when the U.N.
decides to intercede, the United States becomes the
chief-of-police. Evidence of such intervention by
the “United Nations’’ is the police action in Viet-
nam which is costing the U.S. $2.5 billilon a month.

War Is Disastrous For U.S.

Hopefully the United States has learned her
lesson from Vietnam and will be much more
cautious in acceptying the responsibility for the
entire U.N. organization if action in India and
Pakistan is necessary. Another war like the one in
which we are currently engaged would be
disastrous for the United States economically,
politically and socially.

Language No Longer
Required For Degree

lL.ancaster, Pa.-(I.P.) —
Students no longer have to take
language courses to meet
requirements for a degree at
Franklin and Marshall College.
Elimination of the language
requirement was voted by the
College Senate last spring.

The Senate's decision reflects
a natonal trend toward
abolishing language
requirements as a condition to
earn a Bachelor's degree.

The  Modern Language
Association recently found in a
strvey that 102 of 235 colleges
had abolished or reduced their
requirements, or expanded
options available to students.

Prior to the Senate’s vote, a
student had to pass a 4th level
course in a foreign language or
an equivalent level examination.

The Senate also approved the
Curriculum Committee’s
recommendation that courses in
foreign language departments
above level 2 be allowed to count
in fulfillment of the humanities
distribution requirement for
graduation.

Bring Home First Trophy

The initial basketball season
for the Western Texas College
Westerners has opened on a high
note despite a rash of injuries to
key players.

The Westerners opened the
season by trouncing New Mexico
Military Institute 90-72 in Scurry
County Coliseum. A good team
effort broke open a tight contest
early in the second half to give
the Westerners their all-
important first win.

The team then began a
grueling road trip which lasted
two weeks and covered some
2200 miles. At Kerrville the team
played what was probably its
finest game of the season,
leading a talented Schreiner
Institute team throughout the
game before succumbing to a
rash of free throws in the final
minutes 100-92. The Westerners
next traveled to Denison for the
Grayson County Tournament. A
travel weary squad was upset
79-72 by Eastfield of Dallas in
the opening round, but rallied to
win the consolation cham-
pionship by defeating Ft. Worth
Christian 8578 and a strong
Cisco team 98-95, thereby

bringing home the school’s first
trophy. Continuing their road
trip, the Westerners trounced
NMMI at Roswell 108-74. A top
rated Howard County team
