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DECISION IN ORIENT CASE

Sweetwatéer Again Loses “Yer Con-
tention Before Supreme

Court
— |
Higgins, Hamilton and Taylor of
counsel for the Kansas City, Mexi-

co and Orient Railway company of
Texas are today in receipt of a tel-
egram from their associate counsel
stating that the Supreme Court to-
day awarded the writ of prohibi-
tion songht for by the company and
the receivers against the Judge of
the 32nd Judicial District of Texas,
and the individual intervenors on be
half of the city of Sweetwater and
the minor stock holders of the rail-
way company prohibiting them
further interfering with the
railway company removing its gen-
eral offices, machine shops and ter-
minal facilities from Sweetwater to
San Angelo.

This case has been in the courts
for a number of years and was tried
before the District Court of Scurry
county and resulted in a verdict for
the city of Sweetwater, this verdict
was affirmed by the court of eivil
appeals at Fort Worth, but a writ
of error was sued out to the Su-
preme court of Texas which revers-

ed the judgment of the District
Court and the Court of Civil Ap-
peals and rendered judgment for

the defendant railway company.

A new injunction was sued out
then by some of the minor stock-
holders before the judge of the 32
Judicial district in vacation and the
railway company appealed to the
court of Civil Appeals which revers-
ed the case and dismissed the in-
junction and the Sweetwater side
applied for a writ of error to the
Supreme Court, Meanwhile the rail-
way company through its attorney
appeared before the Supreme Court
and sued oat a writ of prohibition,
the first one ever gramed by the
Supreme Court of Texas, to prevent
the Judge of the 22nd Judicial Dis-
trict from granting another writ of
injunction sought on the 18th day
of March and from further interfer-
ing with the jurisdiction of the Su-
preme Court in the first case and
from granting their writs of injune-
tion.

The Supreme Court granted the
temporary writ of prohibition, and
set the case for a final hearing on
the 22nd day of April, 1912, At
which time and place the relators in
the last writ o finjunction appear-
ed by intervention and all parties
being betore the Supreme Court the
cause was presented with much fer-

SHALL WORK ON STREETS,

2. He has been known in the same
way as an attorney for the brewers.

3 His attorneyship for the Pull-
man Palace Car Company is well
known. s

4 His views upon the tariff ques-
tion, are in my humble opinion the
same as those entertained by Nelson

W. Aldrich, James G. Blaine, Wm.
McKinley, Nelson Dingley, Reed
Smoot and others, all of whom at
one time or another denounced free
raw materials in our manufactures

and have done s0 because they knew
that when fréde raw materials had
been secured the manufactory would
be deprived of his compensatory duty
and two of the barriers in the way of
consumers of the United States would
fall. When the Payne-Aldrich bill was
under consideration in the United
States Senate, Reed Smoot said that
free raw materials means the death
knell of protection.

All of the eminent Republican pro-
tectionists whom | have mentioned
have said the same thing in different
words at one time or another in ex-
pressing their views upon the tar-
iff.

It would seem plain to the most
casual observer that Mr. Wolters is
doing his best to prevent the death
knell of protection from being sound
ed in Texas, if one may judge by his
strong fight against free raw mater-

ial

m a firm believer in the princi-
Ple of free raw material. 1 believe the
consumer is more entitled to compe-
tition than the producer is entitled
to protection. 1 would not allow any
man to filch from the pocket of the
tax payers of the United States that
which is not rightfully his, simply be
cause that man bappened to live in
Texas. I know that Senator Tillman
has said that the whole tariff system
is stealing and that he intended that
South Carolina should have her part
of the swag. I place my devotion to
Texas on a higher plane than that
and will strenuously object to her
becoming a recipient to stolen goods
especially those stolen by robber tar-
iffs from the poor and the needy,
either in her own borders or within
the confines of her sister states.

I believe that to lay with one hand
the power of the government upon
the property of the citizen, and with
the other bestow it upon favored in-
dividuals, to aid private enterprises,
and to build up private fortunes,
is none the less robbery because
it is done under the form of law and
is called taxation.

I believe that constitutionally a
tax can have no other basis than the
raising of revenue for public pur-
poses and whatever Governmental ex
action has not this basis is tyranical
and unlawful.

I feel that Justice Miller of the Su-
preme Court
and Cooley’s principles of Constitu-
tional law,
guoted, are pretty good authorities
for me to follow.

(Coke, Maxey, Reagan, Chilton and
Mills voted for free raw materials
whenever opportunity offered to do
so and 1 have yet to hear the Demo-
cracy of either ene of them question-
ed. The Democratic party in National
Convention has on more than one
occasion declared for free raw ma-
terials. It has never declared against
them.

The voice of the Texas State de-
moecratic convention of 1896 which
we hear so much about, does not over
ride the voice of all the States in Na-
tional Convention assembled and we
shoul!d not be expected to obey a State
convention which seeks to override
a National Convention on Federal
questions,

The Morrigon bill in 1886 embod-
ied the principles of free raw mater-
fals and the Committee of Ways and
Means so declared in its report when
presenting that bill to the house. The
Mills bill of 1888 did the same, as
the Wilson Bill of 1894,

All these were democratic meas-
ures, prepared in Democratic Con-
gresses and supported by Democrats
everywhere.”
