Unemployment drops slightly for county, city

Unemployment dropped slight-
ly in August for both Howard
County and the city of Big
Spring, according to statistics
released by the Texas Workforce
Commission.

County wide,» unemployment
dipped from 5.1 percent in July
to 4.9 percent in August. City
unemployment numbers were 5.7
percent in July and 5.5 percent
for August.

“This is attributed to the fact
that 138 workers left the civilian
labor force to return to school or
completed their summer or sea-
sonal employment,” said
Virginia Belew, Big Spring
Workforce Network aréa manag-

er.

However, Belew said unem-
ployment is expected to rise
again slightly.

“Our office antici-
pates a rise 'in
unemployment next
month when figures
will include the lay-
offs becoming defi-
nite this month,”
she said, referring
in part to layoffs at
Big Spring State
Hospital, which ear-
lier this month
announced it would let 32
employees go because of budget
cuts at the state level.

The Workforce Commission’s
monthly statistics for the county
look like this:

Howard County had a civilian
labor force of 14,344 for August.
Some 13,643 of those people were
employed, leaving 701 unem-
ployed, or an unemployment rate
of 4.9 percent.

A year ago, the county had an

estimated civilian labor force of

14,392, of which 13,448 persons
were employed. The jobless rate
at that time was 6.6 percent.
Comparing Howard County's
unemployment rate of 5.5 per-
cent, the commission noted area
county rates 5.6 percent for
Andrews, 2.3 percent for Borden,
6.9 percent for Dawson, 7.4 for
Ector, 4.5 for Glasscock, 4.3 for
Midland and 3.5 for Martin.
Belew said the local Workforce
Network is gearing up for those
anticipated layoffs in Howard

County.

“Next month we will have an
increase of labor force availabili-
ty in clerical, medical/technical
fields. We will have some highly
skilled and experienced workers
dislocated at the end of this
month that we would like to see
immediately re-absorbed into the
labor market,” she said. "I
encourage employers to call our
office with information about
any job vacancies they may
have, so that these workers will
not have to remain unemployed
too long.”

Belew said workers who have
been laid off will be eligible for
services that provide job search
assistance, job matching and

Heiland had barricaded himself in the trailer home
Monday morning after two officers were shot and
wounded when they went to the home to investigate a
shooting at a bar.

Officer Joseph McFadden was shot in the face and
was in critical condition. Officer Kenneth Buck was
treated at a hospital and released.

The two were investigating a Sunday night shooting
at Kennedy’s Bar, a half-mile from the trailer, in
which two workers from a nearby diner were shot in
the head. One worker was killed; the other critically
wounded.

Police returned to the trailer park Monday night,
evacuated residents and detonated what appeared to
be a bomb, Philadelphia-area television stations
reported.

Bush requested, for rebuilding Iraq’s economy, public
works and government.

“Make no mistake: this bill is the beginning of an
enormous, yearslong commitment to Iraq for a mis-
sion that may well be impossible,” Byrd said.

Republicans defended the reconstruction funds as
the best way to stabilize the country so that American
troops can be removed from a country where they are
suffering almost daily casualties.

WASHINGTON-(AP) — Justice Department lawyers
must answer a long list of questions before determin-
ing whether to initiate a full-blown criminal investi-
gation into who leaked the name of a CIA officer.

Despite growing outcry from Democrats for a spe-
cial counsel to avoid any conflict of interest, the
Justice Department had no deadline for concluding
its preliminary probe, Bush administration officials
said.

In fact, the CIA complaint two months ago that one
of its agent’s identities had been disclosed is only one
of about 50 the Justice Department receives each year
from the spy agency about leaks of classified infor-
mation. Very few ever get beyond a preliminary
investigation, which is handled by Justice’s coun-
terespionage section.

The disclosure of the intelligence officer’s identity
by syndicated columnist Robert Novak came shortly
after her husband, former Ambassador Joseph C.
Wilson, undermined Bush’s claim that Iraq had tried
to buy uranium in Africa. In what turned out to be a
major embarrassment, Bush acknowledged he could
not back up his statement.

Clark’s past performance troubling

=ghe important Democrats
eager to run retired Gen.

The trouble with
the general is pointed
out by a bizarre inci-
dent in Bosnia nearly

a decade ago. ROBERT
Clark was a three- NOVAK
(lieutenant gener-
ho directed
strateglc plans and policy for the
Joint Chiefs of Staff in

Washington. On Aug. 26, 1994, in
the northern Bosnian city of Banja
Luka, he met and exchanged gifts
with the notorious Bosnian Serb
commander and indicted war
criminal, Gen. Ratko Mladic. The
meeting took place against the
State Department’s wishes and
may -have contributed to Clark’s
failure to be promoted until politi-
cal pressure intervened. The
shocking photo of Mladic and
Clark wearing each other’s mili-
tary caps was distributed through-
out Europe.

Last week on CNN’s “Crossﬂre."
I asked one of Clark’s new sup-
porters — Rep. Rahm Emanuel of
Illinois — about that indiscretion.
“Well, I don’t know about the
photo,” he replied. He and other
Clark backers, led by Rep. Charles
Rangel of New York, might want
to dig more deeply into the gener-
al’'s turbulent military career
before getting too deeply commit-

For Emanuel, Rangel and other
well-connected Democrats, Wes

_ Clark seems a dream come true.

He is walking the libéral line on

taxes, abortion, racial quotas and
Iraq. But he has military creden-
tials and decorations that George
W. Bush lacks. Even before for-
mally announcing last week, Clark
had 10 percent in Gallup’s first
national listing of him among
presidential candidates and was
just 6 percentage points behind the
front-runner. Clark comes over on
television as a square-jawed
straight-shooter, not the stormy
petrel that the Army knew during
34 years active duty — inc¢luding
his conduct in the Banja Luka
incident.

U.S. diplomats warned Clark not
to go to Bosnian Serb military
headquarters to meet Mladic, con-
sidered by U.S. intelligence as the
mastermind of the Srebrenica mas-
sacre of Muslim civilians (and still
at large, sought by NATO peace-
keeping forces). Besides the
exchange of hats, they drank wine
together, and Mladic gave Clark a
bottle of brandy and a pistol.

This was what U.S. Ambassador
Richard Holbrooke’s team seeking
peace in Yugoslavia tried to avoid
by instituting the “Clark Rule”:
whenever the general is found
talking alone to a Serb, Croat or
Muslim, make sure an American
civilian official rushes to his side.
It produced some comic opera
dashes by diplomats.

Clark attributed one com-
ment to a Middle East “think
tank” in Canada, although there
appears to be no such organiza-
tion. After claiming that the White
House pressured CNN to fire him,
Clark later said, “I've only heard
rumors about it.”

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DALLAS (AP) — The
bodies .of two young sis-
ters tound dead last week
in their Plano home
showed no obvious signs
of trauma, ' the Collin
County medical examiner
determined Monday.

The news came as coun-
ty officials released a
search warrant affidavit
that revealed new details
about the case against the
girls’ mother but provid-
ed little insight into how
the girls were killed.

The deaths of 6—year—
old Briana Diaz and 3—
year—old Kameron Diaz
have been ruled homi-
cides but the medical
examiner has not ruled
on a cause of their deaths.
That decision is expected
to come later this week,

said Plano police
spokesman Xavier
Badillo.

The girls’ mother, Lisa
Ann Diaz, 33, remained in
the Collin County Jail on
Monday, charged with
capital murder in her
daughters’ deaths.

Lisa Diaz sitting in the
passenger side of a vehi-
cle in the garage.

When he opened the
door, the affidavit says,
LLisa Diaz told him, “I

the criminal investiga-
tions division, said inves-
tigators were considering
that possibility.

“We're .not ruling out

Meanwhile, Badillo said
some officers in the Plano
Police Department have
sought counseling from
chaplains as they struggle
with the horror of the
case.

“It’s just not your typi-
cal-, type of homicide.

WASHINGTON (AP) The
on-again, off-again national do-
not-call list is moving ahead for
now With a second federal
agency stepping in to enforce
the program so people pestered

by telemarketers can get some -

relief beginning Wednesday.

Even before the Federal
Communications Commission
intervened, many of the largest
telemarketers said they will not
call the 50 million phone num-
bers on the list, though the pro
gram is mired in legal confu
sion.

In less than a week, the bewil-
dering battle between the gov

involved two federal judges, an
appeals court, both houses of
Congress, the White House, the
Supreme Court and two federal
agencies.

With the Federal Trade
Commission blocked from
enforcing the registry by a
judge’s ruling, FCC Chairman
Michael Powell said Monday
his agency would take over.
Telemarketers who call listed
numbers could face FCC fines
of up to $120,000.

“What you've got is virtually

.everyone in federal government

here working to leave no
avenue unexhausted to-makes

legally possible,” Powell said
Monday, a day before he was to
testify at a Senate hearing on
the do-not-call list.

Late Monday, the judge that
blocked the FTC warned that
the agency could face more
legal action for using the FCC
“to skirt the order.”

U.S. District Judge Edward
W. Nottingham in Denver
denied an FTC request to sus-
pend his decision. while the
agency appeals. In his ruling,
he said he clearly prohibited
the FTC from operating the reg-
istry and the law prevents any

The FTC is encouraging peo-
ple to keep signing up for the
list. Consumers can register
and file complaints about tele-
marketer violations at
www.donotcall.gov or by call-

FCC officials said complaints
will be forwarded to their
agency for enforcement.
Consumers can also file com-
plaints directly with the FCC

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Rangers find new direction under Showalter

ARLINGTON (AP) — The
results were much the same for
the Texas Rangers in manager
Buck Showalter's first season,
with one huge exception.

Alex Rodriguez put up more
MVP-type numbers and the
Rangers hit more homers than
any other team. And the pitching
was miserable ‘again, the worst
staff in the majors with a 5.67
ERA that was the second-highest
in team history.

Texas finished last in the AL
West for the fourth straight sea-
son, at 71-91 and 25 games behind
division-winning Oakland.

But this time, the Rangers did-
n't wallow in last place without
making changes. They started to
find out about their future.

“The biggest thing is we know

what direction we're headed in,”
said second baseman Michael
Young, 10th in the AL with a .306
batting average. “Last year, we
were kind of trying to find our
identity and didn't know what it
was heading into the winter.”
Out of contention long before
the All-Star break again this sea-
son, Texas committed to young
players. They traded away veter-
ans Carl Everett, Ugueth Urbina,
Doug Glanville and Ruben
Sierra, and even had a deal
worked out to get rid of two-time
AL MVP Juan Gonzalez.
Showalter kept third baseman
Hank . Blalock and rookie first
baseman Mark Teixeira in the
lineup every day, and rookie
Laynce Nix got an extended look
in the outfield. There were 15 dif-

ferent pitchers, about half of
them rookies, who started
games, and Francisco Cordero
replaced Urbina as the closer.

“It was not a total loss for the
season because a lot of young
players got a chance to play and
got valuable experience,” said
Rafael Palmeiro, whose future
with the Rangers is uncertain.

Showalter used the second half
of the season to determine what
pieces he had, and what he need-
ed.

“l wasn't naive coming in. I
knew there were a lot of things
that I was going to have to learn
about the situation, but I feel like
we are shortening up the learn-
ing curve,” Showalter said. “We
have a lot of keepers.”

Teixeira hit .259 with a rookie-

best 26 homers and 84 RBIs in 146
games, playing above Double-A
for the first time. Blalock hit .300
in his first full season and had
the game-winning home run in
the All-Star game.

Rodriguez's 47 homers led the
majors for the third straight
year, tying Philadelphia's Jim
Thome after none the last week.
He hit .298 _ one hit shy of his
seventh .300 average in eight sea-
sons _ while leading the AL with
124 runs scored and ranking sec-
ond with 118 RBIs. The All-Star
shortstop also had just eight
errors in 699 defensive chances.

“The optimism is obvious. I
hope that this winter we get a
few small pieces and keep
going,”said Rodriguez, the oldest
of the infielders at 28.

movement.

And, two of the team's
top performers this sea-
son, closer Billy Wagner
and right fielder Richard
Hidalgo, were guessing
where they'll be playving
next season.

Wagner, who had a
career high 78 appear-
ances and 44 saves, criti-
cized McLane for not
making a move to get
another starting pitcher
for the 2003 season and he
expects more of the same
for next season.

“It's going to be a tape
job,” Wagner said after
what seemed like final
goodbyes to his team-
mates following Sunday's
season finale. “It's not
like we're going out there
and getting any marquee
pitchers. It's just going to
be nip and tuck and try to
compete.”

Hidalgo overcame being
shot in the arm in a rob-
bery attempt prior to the
start of the season. He
had a big-comeback sea-
son, hitting .308 with 28
home runs and 88 RBIs. A
year ago, he hit .235 with
15 homers and 48 RBIs.

“I've just got to thank
sod that I'm here,”
Hidalgo said.”"l feel sad
that we didn't make the
playoffs. Now there's
nothing we can do about
it.”

Hidalgo is due a raise
from $9 million to $12 mil-
lion next season while
Wagner, with one year
remaining on a three-year
deal worth $24 million,
will get $9 million in 2004.

Back to Dayton

The Wrights did not get much
attention from the press about their
first flights. They returned to Dayton
and decided to conduct tests at a
pasture called Huffman Prairie.

They also worked on getting a
patent, a special document the
government grants to inventors that
prevents others from copying the
invention.

Starting the business

The Wrights got their patent in
1906 and set to work finding buyers.
In order to attract customers, Wilbur
flew demonstration flights in Europe
in 1908. He stayed up for more than
two hours.

Orville flew in Fort Myer, Va., near
Washington, setting a world record
for staying in the air with a
passenger along for over an hour. He
won a contract to build planes for the
US. Army.

Last years

The brothers started the Wright
Company to build airplanes in 1909.
They had many legal problems trying
to protect the rights to their invention.

Wilbur died of typhond fever at the

age of 45 in
1912.

ain, no rain. Sun, no sun.

It's the saga of the

farmer. None know it bet-

ter than those who grow
cotton.

Ask around about this year’s
crop and you’ll get as many
answers as there are fields and
farmers. And that's a lot.

“Honestly, it’s hard to say. Plants
are looking good, but this was a
very unusuil year for us. Some
fields will ¢ » well and some won'’t
do worth flip,” ‘said. Tommy
Yeater, .exas Cooperative
Extension agent for Howard

o Experts finding it very difficult
e to predict what harvest will be

County.

Heavy May rains led to wide-
spread replanting throughout the
Permian Basin and much of West
Texas. Crops then didn’t get anoth-
er decent rain until late August.

“Assuming optimum weather
conditions, some growers say their
crop might produce as much as a
bale per acre, while others esti-
mate half that amount. All agree
that lack of rainfall in July severe-
ly affected potential production in
a negative way,” said Rick Liles,
Farm Service Agency director.

“It appears that of the 110,000

acres of cotton in Howard County,
virtually all will be carried to har-
vest. Local producers believe that
a warm dry fall will result in most
cotton acres being stripped,” said
Liles. “Just how much cotton will
be produced seems to be anybody's
guess, though.”

“The plants are looking real
good, but went you walk out into
some fields, you’ll notice a lot of
problems,” said Yeater. “It’s been a
bunch of things that have con-
tributed to it.”

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’'s time for a new vision in
economic development in
West Texas, according to
Kent Sharp, executive direc-

tor of Moore Development for Big
Spring Inc.

“Too many of us have had the
old-fashioned view of economic
development,” Sharp said, noting
that too many times, communities
expect economic development pro-
fessionals to recruit large indus-
tries from outside the state that
would bring hundreds of jobs.

“We have to be more diverse
than that today,” Sharp added.
“We’'ve got to look at what we have
to offer here in West Texas and we
need to market ourselves in a
much broader scope.”

While West Texans are used to
suffering through the highs and
lows of commodity-based markets
in agribusiness and the oil and gas
industry, the trend to technology-
driven trades is leaving its mark
on the region.

According to the Perryman
Group, a Waco-based economic
research firm, the population of
Texas grew by almost 4 million
between 1992 and 2002 with 71.7
percent of that gain experienced in
the state’s six largest metropolitan
areas.

Yet, in the last 20 years, much of
West Texas has seen a decline in
population growth as the popula-
tion seems to be shifting more
toward those metropolitan areas.

Compared to the population with
most of state, West Texas is quite
sparsely populated.

Out of all the communities in
five councils of governments in
West Texas, only six cities have a
population count of 100,000 or
more if Midland and Odessa are
included as one area.

Big Spring and Plainview are the
only towns with a 20,000-plus pop-
ulation in the area.

The slowest growth change was
generally concentrated in mid-size
cities such as Abilene, Odessa-
Midland and San Angelo.

Those areas have been hampered
by weakness in petroléeum and
refining segments of their
économies

In the Permian Basin, which is
largely dominated by the energy
producing field, a change in com-
modity prices can clearly impact
the area’s economy.

“For instance, in 2001 the 17
counties comprising the Permian
Basin produced almost 166 million
barrels-ef oil,” Sharp said. “The
top four producing counties in
2001 in the Basin were Gaines
County at 33.3 million; Andrews
County at 26.2 million; Ector
County at 21.8 million; and
Midland County at 11.4 million.

“Howard County was the eighth
largest in terms of oil production
at 7.5 million barrels,” he added.
“A $5 rise or drop in the price per
barrel of oil on 166 million barrels
can have an $800 million impact
on the area’s economy. And that is
at the producer level which does
not take into consideration the
value added processes and numer-
ous service sectors associated with
oil production.”

The fluctuation creates a domino
effect for the rest the area’s econo-
my, Sharp continued.

But commodities do not com-
pletely rule West Texas.

Major West Texas cities such as
Lubbock, Amarillo, San Angelo
and Abilene and Wichita Falls
used to have two things in com-
mon when it came to economic sta-
bility — a university or college
and governmental/military institu-
tions that helped insulate the

effects of the agriculture and ener-_

gy markets’ swings, Sharp said.

While military bases and govern-
mental agencies have become
somewhat of an endangered
species list, making the future
even more uncertain, there are
some exceptions to the rule..

For example, Howard County,
the third largest in the 17-county
Permian Basin area, has a estab-
lished state mental health hospital,
federal veterans health care sys-
tem and five prisons — allowing a
strong portion of the county’s
workforce to be employed in some
type of governmental or govern-
ment-related iob

« -2 Veteran’'s Affairs could
dramatically impact the way West
Texas veterans receive health care
in the future.

In early August, the Capital
Asset Realignment for Enhanced
Services (CARES) Commission
released a restructuring plan to
realign medical services for the
VA that includes major mission
changes at 13 facilities including
closures of hospitals in
Canandaigua, N.Y.; Pittsburgh;
Lexington, Ky.; Brecksville, Ohio;
Gulfport, Miss.; Livermore, Calif.;
and Waco.

Locally, the recommendation
calls for closing inpatient surgical
care at the Big Spring VA Medical
Center and performinga feasibili-
ty study to move veterans health
services from Big Spring to the
Midland/Odessa area.

The study would also include
building a nursing home, a service
currently provided by the Big
Spring hospital, and expansion of
an existing clinic to a multi-spe-
cialty out patient clinic.

This shift in health care services
would essentially mean the closure
of the Big Spring facility — a pro-
posal that has drawn vocal con-
cern from a large number of West
Texas veterans.

Serving veterans for more than
50 years, the VA Medical Center is
located at 300 Veterans Boulevard
in Big Spring and is a secondary
care level facility, offering pri-
mary medical care, subspecialties
in medicine and surgery, mental
health and extended care.

Ithough underused,

aggressive treatments,

such as complete removal

of the prostate gland, can
improve the survival of older men
with early prostate cancer, new
research suggests.

Men younger than 60 years of age
with early prostate cancer are 25
times more likely than men age 70
years of age or older to undergo
“radical” surgery, authors of the
research report explain, perhaps
because of a perception that older
men are unlikely to benefit from
such therapy.

Dr. Shabbir M.H. Alibhai from
University Health Network in
Toronto and Canadian colleagues
used a special statistical model
based on past data to compare rad-
ical surgery, radiation and regular
observation in older men with
prostate cancer.

The new findings are published
in the Journal of Clinical
Oncology.

For most men over age 65 with
really early disease, regular obser-
vation seemed to produce the best
balance between increasing sur-
vival and not impairing quality of
life.

For men with slightly more
advanced disease, the best treat-
ment was less clear. Surgery
seemed to be the best choice for
men younger than 65 years of age,
but it was unclear whether obser-
vation became the best option
starting at 65 years old or at 75.

For otherwise healthy men with
the most advanced disease, sur-

besity has been a prob-
| lem in people for a very
‘long time, but children
" are now facing it more
than ever. The surgeon general’s
office says that the prevalence of
overweightness in children has
tripled over the past two decades.

According to dietitian with
Rolling Plains Memorial Hospital
in Sweetwater, Brenda Hollis, 34
percent of U.S. adults are consid-
ered overweight while an addition-
al 31 percent are obese. In addi-
tion, 15 percent of our children
ages 6 to 19 are considered over-
weight while 10 percent of chil-
dren ages 2 to 5 are considered
overweight.

What’s even scarier is the fact
that more children are developing
what we consider adult diseases
due to obesity or being overweight.
Eduardo J. Sanchez, M.D., com-
missioner for the Texas
Department of Health says that
already a million kids have devel-
oped cardiovascular problems. The
surgeon general’s office says that
risk factors for heart disease, such
as high cholesterol and high blood
pressure are seen more in over-
weight children or adolescents
compared to children with a
healthy weight.

Type 2 diabetes, which was also
considered an adult disease, has
increased dramatically in children
and adolescents. Diabetes, if not
controlled, can cause blindness,
the loss of limbs and other ail-
ments.

There are a variety of reasons
that children are more overweight
these days. The number one rea-

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son is a lack of physical activity
linked with unhealthy eating.

More and more children spend’

time inside playing video games,
spending time on the computer or
Internet and watching television
and spend less time outside doing
any type of physical play or activ-
ity. The surgeon general says that
43 percent of adolescents watch
more than two hours of television
each day.

The surgeon general’s office also
points out that children, especially
girls, become less active as they
get older.

Genetics also plays a role in
determining if a child will be
obese or not. Overweight parents
have a pretty good chance of pro-
ducing overweight offspring, not

only due to genes.but also due to
the lifestyle that they teach their
children. Overweight adolescents
have a 70 percent chance of becom-
ing overweight or obese adults.
This increases to 80 percent if at
least one parent is overweight or
obese.

In addition to health problems,
the obesity epidemic is costing us
$33 billion per year on weight loss
products and services. The overall
economic cost of obesity in the
United States, according to Hollis,
was $117 billion in 2000.

So, what do we do to keep our
children from becoming over-
weight and later becoming over-
weight adults? As far as nutrition
goes, the Center for Disease
Control offers six recommenda-

tions:

« Eat a variety of foods;

« Balance food eaten with physi-
cal activity to maintain or improve
weight;

« Eat plenty of grain products,
vegetables and fruits;

» Choose a diet low in fat, satu-
rated fat and cholesterol,;

* Choose a diet moderate in sug-
ars; and

* Choose a diet moderate in salt
and sodium.

Hollis also says to “eat sensible
portions.” She pointed out that
today most people think a regular
portion is much larger than it real-
ly is and that most restaurants
serve huge portions that should
probably be cut in half.

The surgeon general's -office
offers more advice on nutrition:

* Encourage your child to eat
when hungry and to eat slowly;

» Eat meals together as a family
whenever possible;

* Don’t place your child on a
restrictive diet;

* Avoid the use of food as a
reward and avoid withholding food
as punishment;

* Encourage children to drink
water and limit intake of bever-
ages with added sugars, such as
soft drinks, fruit juice drinks and
sports drinks;

« Plan for healthy snacks;

* Aim to eat at least 5 servings of
fruits and vegetables per day;

« Discourage eating while watch-
ing TV; and

» Eat a healthy breakfast to start
off the day.

Many Texas schools are now
offering their students breakfast in
the classroom as a way to help
them get a healthy start to the day.
Sweetwater ISD is currently doing
just that. J.P. Cowen Elementary
started a pilot program during the
2001-2002 school year, as requested
by the cafeteria manager.
Principal, Leesa Tolver, said that
since beginning the program, J.P.
Cowen has seen improved student
behavior as well as fewer trips to
the nurse’s office for stom-
achaches and headaches.

Other positive results of this pro-
gram include better test scores.
Although Toliver and the school
district cannot directly link the
improved scores with the break-
fast program, she says that giving
them a nutritious breakfast that
they may not get at home, com-
bined with a before-school exercise
and a water bottle on each stu-
dent’s desk does not hurt. Those
activities also help fight obesity in
those students.

Physical activity is a must for
children te stay healthy. Here are
some suggestions offered by the
surgeon general on that subject:

* Get at least 60 minutes of mod-
erate physical activity 5 to 7 days

“Based on all of the data accu-

Even greater amounts of
activity may be necessary for the
prevention of weight gain or
weight loss and for sustaining
weight loss;

» Plan family activities that pro-
vide everyone with exercise and
enjoyment;

* Provide a safe environment for
your children and their friends to
play actively; encourage swim-
ming, biking, skating, ball sports
and other fun activities; and

* Reduce the amount of time you
and your family spends in seden-
tary activities, such as watching
TV or playing video games. Limit
TV time to less than two yours per
day.

Sanchez says he believes that the
first step in fighting obesity is to
make sure that everyone knows
that there is a direct link between
obesity and disease and illness.
Not only are overweight people
more apt to become diabetic or
have heart problems, obesity is
also linked to increasing a per-
son’s chances of getting cancer.

The second step is to concentrate
on school-age children and to help
them develop life-long good eating
habits while they are young as
well as to teach them the benefits
and fun of physical activity.

Some people may wonder if their
child is considered overweight

“Many men aged 70 to 80 who are
generally well or have well-con-
trolled, stable diseases such as dia-
betes, asthma or hypertension,
will benefit from aggressive thera-
py for (serious) disease,” said
Alibhai.

One way to determine that is by
measuring the child’s Body Mass
Index (BMI), which can be calcu-
lated by measurements of height
and weight.

For -a child who is overweight,
his diet should always be safe and
nutritious and include all of the
Recommended Dietary Allowances
(RDAs) for vitamins, minerals and
protein and contain the foods from
the major Food Guidg Pyramid
groups.

Any weight-loss diet should be
low in calories only, not in essen-
tial nutrients, according to the sur-
geon general’s office.

All weight loss should be grad
ual. A lifestyle change should be
the goal, not a quick fix through
crash diets or diet pills, which can
compromise growth and are not
recommended by many health care
professionals.

If your child is in fact obese or
overweight, remember to let that

That child, more than most,
needs support, acceptance and
encouragement from their parents.

Most importantly, be a good role
model for your child and live
healthy yourself.

According to the surgeon gener-
al, if your child sees you enjoying
healthy foods and physical activi-
ty, he is more likely to do the same

It is also important to remember
that an appropriate goal for many
overweight children is to maintain
their current weight while grow-
ing normally in height.

Of course, it is also important to
ask the advice of a physician
before changing a child’s diet or
exercise patterns drastically, and
any child who is severely obese
does need to see a physician.

Among those negative contribu-
tions have been pests, specifically
boll worms and weevils.

“We’ve been flushed with boll
worms and weevils in some
areas,” said Yeater. “I walked out
into some cotton the other day,
about two-foot high, and normally
a plant would have 10 to 12 bolls on
it, and the worms have just
knocked it out.

“Boll worms penetrate the boll
and will ruin some of the cotton in
the boll. Usually it’s not that big of
a problem because the plants are
normally mgre mature by this late
in the season,” he explained. “But
with the late start, it’s a real prob-
lem.”

Compounding that has been an
infestation of boll weevils from the
south.

“Where the Permian Basin
Eradication Zone is getting a
migration of weevils from is the
northern Glasscock area,” said De
Ann Yates, zone manager.

An attempt to annex Glasscock
County into the zone earlier this
year failed and there is no weevil
eradication project going on there
at this time.

The St. Lawrence Cotton
Growers Association, which has
had a weevil suppression program’
since about 1968, began spraying at

mid-month, but that doesn’t
include northern Glasscock
County.

“The problem is contained to
mainly southern Howard and
southern.Martin counties,” Yates
said. “The northern part of
Howard — and even as you go up
into Dawson and Borden counties
— has very few to no weevils. Our
year-to-date count in Dawson
County is less than 12 weevils.
That is compared to the area south
of 1-20, where we’'ve caught some-

where around 3,000 weevils.”

There are about 760,000 acres of
cotton in the Permian Basin zone
of which 245,000 are in the Big
Spring district. Of those 245,000,
approximately 40,000 have been hit
by the weevil migration, Yates
said.

“Because we have good cotton
crops in the southern area and
they were having good crops in the
northern Glasscock area, which is
not in the zone, we were anticipat-
" said Yates,
who added that the foundation is
working tediously to control the
problem.

“The treatments the foundation
provides have eliminated repro-
duction at this time in the
Permian Basin zone. We can deal

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with migration; it's the reproduc-
tion that causes a problem, not just
this year but in the future,” Yates
said. “However, even with that
problem (migration) we are able to
keep it contained to mainly south
ern Howard and southern Martin
counties.”

Crop dusters are working over-
time throughout much of the zone.

“I still feel very positive we can
.reach a level of suppressed eradi-
cation,” said Yates, referring to
the eradication foundation’s defi-
nition of .025 weevils per trap.
“We're working with producers to
keep our treatments aggressive.”

While cotton maturity varies
widely across the three-quarter-of-
a-million acres, gins in the
Howard County area don’t expect

to be in full swing before mid
October.

Only then will the impact of the
weather and insects be known for
sure

“What we need right now is
some warm weather. We need
more heat units. We need some 90-
degree weather. And the cotton
farmer, well he doesn’t want rain
right now,” said Yeater, the day
before heavy rains crashed down
across the Permian Basin.

“Of course, the wheat farmer,
what he needs right now is rain.

“Then again, if we get a lot of
aphids, well, then the cotton
farmer will want the rain to wash
those off the plant. It's a real
Catch-22 situation,” Yeater said.
