SCISD trustees okay redistricting plan

Lupe Sanchez appointed to fill vacant seat

Schleicher County ISD trustees
voted unanimously Monday night
to adopt a new redistricting plan.
The plan includes six single-mem-
ber districts (SMD) and one at-
large district.

Present when the meeting be-
gan were trustees Jo Helen Kotsch,
Phil McCormick, John Paul Join-
er, Kurtis Homer and Berta
Nicholson. Trustee Eddie Albin
joined the meeting later; but was
not present at the time of the vote
of the redistricting plan.

The meeting began with a pub-
lic hearing on the redistricting
plan. Only one member of the pub-
lic, Albert Torres, was present for
the hearing. It was explained that
the plan would replace a 5 SMD -
2 at-large plan adopted last year.
The school decided to abandon the
5-2 plan after a lawsuit was
brought against the district by
Torres, his wife, and Victor Bel-
man. The suit alleged that'the 5-2
plan was.retrogiessive.and served
to dilute minority voting strength.

Ultimately, SCISD chose to
settle the suit and to cooperate with
Torres and Belman in drawing up
a new 6-1 plan. The vote Monday

night effectively closes the book
on the issue. One or two steps do
remain, however. First, the U.S.
Justice Department has to agree to
the plan. Secondly, the district
must agree to a sum they will pay
Torres and Belman’s attorney, Jose
Garza of San Antonio. It is be-
lieved that Garza is seeking
$10,000.00 for his part in the law-
suit. The school has already spent
$22,000.00 on the process.

In other business the trustees
voted to appoint Lupe Sanchez to
the board of trustees. She will hold
the seat vacated by the resignation
of Sam Whitten Jr.

Next, the trustees voted to set
a proposed tax rate of $1.4226 and
named August 28 as the date for
the public meeting on the budget
and proposed tax rate.

It was noted that property val-
ues have increased in Schleicher
County by more than $12 million.
With that increase comes a reduc-
tion in the amount of meney the
school receives from the state.
That means the school must in-
crease its tax rate slightly in order
to receive the same amount of
money as last year.

The trustees then voted to ac-
cept the certification of the 2002 tax
appraisal roll. The board also vot-
ed to accept County Extension
Agents Nancy Lester and Scott
Edmonson as adjunct faculty mem-
bers for the 2002-2003 school year.

Next, the trustees took up the
discussion of student transfers and
they approved a transfer into the
district for a second grade student.
The student’s parent is employed
by the district.

The trustees then turned their
attention to property and casualty
insurance. Only one bid was sub-
mitted for the coverage, and it rep-
resented an $8,400.00 increase
over last year. The bid came from
a self-funded insurance coopera-
tive in which SCISD participates
as a member. The increase means
that this year’s premium will total
$50,083.00. Finance Director Lor-
etta Edmiston told the board that
she sought bids from several com-
panies-but.received-only one.

Superintendent George Blanch

then updated the board on the Dis-
trict’s 2002 Accountability Rating
as well as the rating for all three
campuses. Elementary received a
Acceptable Rating, the Middle
School received an Exemplary
Rating and the High School re-
ceived a Recognized Rating. Over-
all, the Schleicher County ISD re-
ceived an Exemplary Rating.

The board then went into a bud-
get work shop where Financial
Director Loretta Edmiston ex-
plained the cost involved with the
school’s new health insurance
plan, known as “TR Active Care
(Blue Cross/Blue Shield).” The
district will pay $191.00 per
month, per employee and the State
of Texas will pay an additional
$75. Each employee will also re-
ceive $1,000.00 from the state and
may elect to use the funds to up-
grade their insurance or to take the
money as income.

Before the meeting adjourned,
Supt. Blanch advised the trustees
that the budget is still slim but that
he hopes for better days ahead.

Health insurance dominates City agenda

The Eldorado City Council
met Monday evening, August 12,
and spent much of its time choos-
ing a health insurance plan for city
employees. Bobby Zesch, repre-
senting Zesch Insurance, met with
the council and reviewed several
options. He noted that the premi-
um for the city’s current plan is in-
creasing by 22 percent and offered
a list of alternate plans for the
council to consider.

Ultimately, the council opted to
increase the plan’s deductible from
$250 to $500. The move will save
the city more than $4,600.00 per
year. Still, the city’s annual premi-
um will increase by more than
$9,000.00 over last year’s premi-
um.

The city currently pays for
health insurance for each of its 17
employees. Last year, that came to
$307.93 per employee, per month.

The new plan see the city pay-
ing $352.40 per employee each
month. City employees must pay
for the insurance for their families.
Under the new plan, an employee
will pay $379.17 per month to cov-
er his or her spouse, $259.79 to
cover children or $638.94 per
month to cover their family.

The meeting was called to or-
der by Mayor John Nikolauk at
6:05 p.m. Council members
present included Juaquin Rojas,
Toni Sudduth, Tommy Minor,
Dora Bosman and Richard Men-
dez. Councilman Robert Bybee
was absent. Also on hand for the
meeting were City Administrator
Randy Mankin, City Secretary
Carolyn Mayo and Utility Super-
intendent Jack Dean.

Among other items of business,
the council met with Judy Chris-
tian representing the Eldorado

Woolen Mill foundation. She
asked the council to consider waiv-
ing the Mill’s deposit on its water
account. It was explained that the
foundation recently took over pay-
ment of monthly water and sewer
fees after those services were dis-
connected for nonpayment. Chris-
tian said that the foundation would
continue to pay the fees and that
Natural Fibers of Texas, the busi-
ness currently operating in the
mill, would be paying the sanita-
tion, or garbage, fees. After much
discussion the council chose to
return the Woolen Mill Founda-
tion’s deposit, but only after a de-
posit for sanitation services was
paid. :

Jack Dean, who of-
fered updates on progress in the
city’s various departments. He ad-

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Commissioners opt to borrow funds in
order to complete Civic Center project

After a long discussion about
how to fund a renovation project
that will transform the county AG
Bam into a Civic Center, the Schle-
icher County Commissioners vot-
ed unanimously to move forward
with a process to issue Certificates
of Obligation. While no final
amount was decided upon, dollar
amounts as high as $365,000.00
were discussed.

The decision came after a meet-
ing with Architect Henry Schmidt
and building contractor Micky
McCrea. Financial advisor Larry
Skiles also discussed the project
with the commissioners.

During the lengthy discussion
it was decided that the facility
would need to be upgraded soon-
er or later and the prospect of bor-
rowing the money while interest
rates are low appealed to the com-
missioners.

Skiles advised the men that cer-
tificates of obligation could be is-
sued, in much the same way as
general obligation bonds; except
there would be no need to put the
question to a vote of the people.
Instead, the commissioners could
schedule a public hearing then vote
on issuing the certificates.

Skiles said the county could

casily schedule a 15-year payback
on the certificates at 5 percent in-
terest. At one point the commis-
sioners ~ discussed using
$100,000.00 of the county’s Gen-
eral Fund reserves to help fund the
project, thereby limiting the
amount of debt that would be in-
curred.

The meeting was called to or-
der by Schleicher County Judge
Johnny Griffin. Commissioners
Johnny Mayo, Bill Clark, Kirk
Griffin and Ross Whitten were in
attendance.

Turnover rate costly to state

The current employee turnover
rate in state government is 18 per-
cent, Sen. Jeff Wentworth said at
a recent hearing of the Senate Spe-
cial Committee on State Employ-
ee Compensation and Benefits.
The rate in some state agencies,
Wentworth said, is two to three
times higher than that.

“When turnover rates are this
high, the taxpayers of Texas lose,”
the senator said. “We lose the
younger employees who would

He has an
amazing collection of Elvis stuff:
all his movies, all his records, all

Indiana. He calls his place Little
Graceland, named for Elvis’s
home in Memphis.

Simon was in the Army with
Elvis from 1958 to 1960. Photos of
Elvis and Simon fill a showcase. “I
knew him real well,” says Simon.
“We used to talk all the time while
we were in Germany. He did ev-
erything we did. He didn’t ask for

favors. They wanted him to go to -

special services and entertain, but
he said no. He wanted to serve with
his buddies. He pulled guard, he
pulled KP. He liked being with us
because we wouldn’t ask him for
autographs or anything. He said his
Army years were the best two years
of his life because he felt so free.”

~ Simon was an Elvis fan before
meeting Elvis. “I bought some of
his records here and there, and a
few of his things. Then after I met
him and came back, I started buy-
ing more and more.”

Simon wanted to keep Elvis’s
name alive. He couldn’t afford to
buy all the Elvis paraphernalia he
wanted to because he just didn’t
have the money. He went back to
college, got his degree and started
teaching. When he got a little
ahead financially, he started buy-
ing more and more Elvis items and
eventually opened his museum.
Simon’s car license plate reads
ELVIS V.

He has a replica of the house
where Elvis was born in Tupelo,
Mississippi. A walkway around his
house carries the names of some
of Elvis’s most popular songs. The
museum is a two-story affair built
in and above Simon’s garage.
Nothing is for sale. He bought the
lot next door for two annual events
held the weekends closest to
Elvis’s birth and death.

He’s expecting a big crowd this
year, the 25th anniversary of Elvis’s
death in Graceland (August 16,
1977). This year, an Elvis festival
will be held August 17 featuring
music, food and fun. The day-long
celebration is topped off with an
appearance by an Elvis imperson-
ator. Simon has bleachers for the
fans and they’re usually full. Chil-
dren come dressed like Elvis.

Simon wrote a song about Elvis
called “All Hail to Elvis Presley.”
Once he and Elvis attended a foot-

'ball game on their post in Frieburg,

Germany. The game was between
the post at Freiburg and a post
around Frankfurt. It was open to
civilians. Thousands of German
residents flooded the stadium.
“They all came fo see Elvis, not
the game. So the Military Police
escorted Elvis from the stands.
They thought he might get hurt.”

Elvis’s Dad Vernon took up res-
idence in Freiburg while Elvis
served in Germany. A BMW deal-
er gave Elvis a new sports car for
the daily commute from the post
to his Dad’s house. Elvis left the
service as a sergeant.

“Elvis seldom went out. A lot
of girls hung around the front gate
in hopes of getting a glimpse of
Elvis. One of those girls was a 13
year old named Priscilla. She and
Elvis later married.”

. Research probes water usage

Next time you pay your month-
ly water bill, imagine keeping your
yard green with cheap low-quali-
ty water instead of the more ex-
pensive H20 you get from your
regular provider.

The possibility of someday be-
ing able to do that is one of sever-
al interesting water-related re-
search projects recently approved
for funding through the Texas-Is-
rael Exchange Fund Board, a
project run by the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture. In fact, pre-
liminary research already has
shown that trailing lantana, sumac,
oleander, snapdragon and several

other landscape plant varieties are
tolerant of salt water.

Established in 1985, the pro-
gram also will provide money for
scientists to look into developing
drought resistant or tolerant wheat,
cotton and peppers. Other projects
being funded are continuing study
of land-based fish production, rice
growing through drip irrigation
and cut flower propagation.

advised the group that construc-
tion is nearing completion on the
city’s new animal shelter and that
he expected to have it in operation
by Labor Day, the date tentatively
set for enforcement of the city’s
new animal control ordinance.
City Administrator Randy
Mankin then told the council that
treatment to kill algae in the city’s
wastewater treatment plant had
been successful and that the plant
came into compliance with state
guidelines almost immediately. He
noted, however, that the algae was
killed in the final pond only and
that it soon began spreading from

the first two ponds into the final
treatment pond.

Mankin said the experiment
proved “once and for all” that the
only problem at the wastewater
plant is algae. “The plant is oper-
ating exactly as it was designed,”
Mankin stated. “Now that we’ve
identified algae as the only culprit,
we can begin working on a way to
defeat it.”

Mankin went on to update the
council on the ongoing paving
project, and a recent inspection of
the city’s gas system by the Texas
Railroad Commission.

The council then took up dis-
cussion of old business and ap-

State Comptroller delivers sales tax payments

AUSTIN — Texas Comptrol-
ler Carole Keeton Rylander deliv-
ered $378.8 million in monthly
sales tax payments last week to
Texas cities, counties, transit de-
partments and special purpose tax-
ing districts.

So far this year, sales tax col-
lections in Texas counties and spe-
cial purpose taxing districts are
higher than they were at this time
last year, while cities and transit
systems are seeing somewhat low-
er sales tax revenue.

Sales tax allocations of $10.2

~million to 71 special purpose tax-

ing districts are up 6.1 percent com-
pared to August 2001, and up 9.1
percent for the year to date. Sales
tax rebates of $21 million went to
Texas counties, down 4 percent
compared to one year ago. Howev-
er, counties’ year-to-date rebates are
up 2.6 percent compared 2001.

Comptroller Rylander sent sales
tax rebates of $257.5 million to
Texas cities, down 4.7 percent com-
pared to August 2001. Year-to-date,
city sales tax rebates are down 1.3
percent compared to 2001.

County Commissioners move forward
on Civic Center renovation project

struction project at the Ag Barn,
the men heard from Architect Hen-
ry Schmidt and contractor Micky
McCrea regarding a number of
optional approaches to carrying
out the work. The first option, re-
ferred to as Alternate Bid #1, calls
for adding a new addition to the
existing building at a cost of about
The whole project would cost ap-
proximately $92,893.00. Alternate
Bid #2 would involve replacing
the green metal siding on the north

_portion of the existing building
with a new material at a cost of .

$8,775. Alternate Bid #3 included
adding a 25 foot by 75 foot open
sided bay on the end of the new
activity pens, including a structural
frame, metal roof, wire insulation,
concrete slab, plugs and lights. Es-
timated labor and material for that
option came to $31,000.00.

The original plan involves re-
modeling the existing building and
upgrading the sewer system. The
price tag for that project came in
at $282,968.00, But the total
comes to $322,743.00, if the three
options are included in the project.

It was explained that county
crews would carry out as much of
the work as possible in hopes of
keeping costs down. McCrea was
advised to be ready to start on the
building sometime after the third
week in January, 2003. He estimat-
ed the job would take 90 days to
complete.

In other business the commis-
sioners voted to 4.4 acres of land
Jlocated on FM. 2129, from Mr.
WZEF. Edmiston for a caliche pit.
The county will pay $800.00 an
acre for the property..

Next, Melissa Stanford, repre-
senting the Volunteer EMS, sub-
mitted a proposed 2002-2003 bud-

get for the service. She noted that
the EMS will continue to request
$5,000 per month from the coun-
ty, with that money being generat-
ed by the half-cent health services
sales tax.

Stanford further advised that
the ambulance service has two em-
ployees, herself and Paramedic
Tim Vasquez. All other personnel
are volunteers. Stanford also not-
ed that the service receives other
income by processing claims for
Medicare, Medicaid and private
insurance,

The men then moved to discus-
sion of the West Texas Rural
Counties Association insurance
risk pool. The commissioners opt-
ed to continue participating in the
pool for another year, despite the
fact that the agency has experi-
enced financial difficulties in re-
cent months. It was noted that
much of the cause for the problems
are counties that pull out of the
pool while leaving the remainder
to foot the bills for the entire
group.

Next, the commissioners saw a
demonstration by Guardian Secu-
rity Service of Lubbock. The com-
pany presented several different
devices that can be used to en-
hance courthouse security. Includ-
ed in the demonstration was a
mobile walk-through scanner.
Guardian personnel advised that
the equipment is capable of detect-
ing guns, knives, and other metal
objects. It includes a panic system
along with digital security camer-
as. The price tag for the system is
$21,500.00.

Judge Griffin noted that the
county currently has $32,000.00
that has been designated for secu-
rity systems. The commissioners
directed Griffin to consult with

State District Judge Barbara
Walther to see which security sys-
tem she prefers.

James Kosub, representing the
Schleicher County Chamber of
Commerce, then met with the
court and asked that the county
consider installing more electrical
outlets around the courthouse
square. He noted that there weren’t
enough outlets available during the
most recent Schleicher County
Day festival. Mr. Kosub was asked
to get an estimate from an electri-
cian for the upgrade and to report
back to the court.

Several complaints about oper-
ations at the county swimming
pool were then discussed. The
major complainant dealt with lack
of supervision at the pool by life-
guards and improper language
used by children. The commission-
ers considered the possibility not
having a contract operator next
year. It that happens, the county
would operate the pool itself, or
close the facility.

The commissioners ended the
session by reviewing a budget pro-
jection submitted by County Trea-
surer Karen Henderson. It was
noted that the county’s budget is
likely to increase by $140,000.00
next year due to the rising cost of
health insurance and other increas-
es in the cost of doing business.

Henderson told the commis-
sioners that her forecast did not
include the monies generated from
fees and fines collected from the
Justice of the Peace and the Sher-
iff’s Department. Last year, the
county operated on taxes totaling
just over $1.2 million. The coun-
ty’s tax base grew by $12.8 mil-
lion, however, meaning that the
effective tax rate will decline.
Each year the effective tax rate is
calculated by figuring the rate nec-
essary to raise the same amount of
tax revenue as the year before. Last
year’s total effective tax rate stood
at 75.25 cents per $100 valuation.

This year a rate of 71.09 cents will -

raise the same amount of revenue.
