Several thousand Texas college
and university graduates receive di-
plomas this week during a com-
mencement season fraught with
grim prospects

Shadcwing every rostrum, stalk-
ing every academic gown, echoing
every speaker is the crimson-hood-
ed spectre of war abroad.

Most affected by international
events is Texas A. & M.—largest
military school in the nation. For
the first time, Gollege Station will
see two commencement exercises in
one season—<cne of them an army-
born affair.

Sixty-five graduate called to im-
mediate active service received ar-
my commissions and diplomas at
pre-commencement exercises Pr-i
day. With them were 19 other sen-
jors, called before graduation, who
received commissions but will re-
turn to school later to complete
graduation requirements.

At regular commencement exer-
cises next Friday, 451 more will be
commissioned and graduated. Of
these, 307 already have army Or-
ders and will stow diplomas to take
the sword.

Texas' largest graduating class—
some 1,200—will receive diplomas
at Texas university, June 2. Sev-
eral seniors plan to enter the ar-
my, navy, and air corps within the

For the first time in many years,
the University Board of Regents
granted a diploma two weeks be-
fore graduation to a senjor called
to immediate service through the
naval reserve.

Registrations for a new summer

thunderstorms Sunday and Monday, Little | here

Mexico Lines

Up With U. S.

MEXICO CITY, May 31 (# —
Asked if Mexico would follow the
United States into a war against
the Axis powers, President Avila
Camacho said tonight it would take
whatever measures are necssary to
assures its sons a future of honor
and independence.”
In the most comprehensive state-
ment he has yet made on foreign
policy, the president declared in
inswer to the question asked by
Icente Lombardo Toledano, head of
the Confederation of Latin workers:
“The collaboration of Mevico and
the United States is not the result
of a military alliance but of a re-
gional understanding of a defense
nature. Thus, if the government
of the United States should de-
clare war on any Asiatic or Euro-
pean power, this fact alcne would
not oblige Mexico to adopt auto-
matically, a like attitude.

“But it would be a mistake to
think that in the present state
of things the destiny of one of
the American nations could re-
main isolated indefinitely from
the destiny of the rest.
Geographically, historically, and
logically we form a democratic unit
which the dictatorial forces are,
undoubtedly, going to try to dis-
rupt in order to obtain a victory
which would imply sooner or later
the disappearance of the postulates
on which our existence as free and

Spectacular
Jersey Fire
Under Control

JERSEY CITY, N. J., May 31 (#
—The U. S. Coast Guard said tonight
that at 9:20 p. m. (8:30 CST) a
spectacular fire in the Erie roal-
road yards on the Hudson river
waterfront had been brought under
control after sweeping through two
grain elevators and causing heavy
damage to a warehouse, railroad
equipment and piers during its four
hour rampage.

A high official of the Erie who de-

that a $2,000,000 estimate of damage
to the elevators and grain would
be “conservative” dnd indicated the
total loss would exceed $2,500,000.
At least two men were injured.

The blaze, the second within a
week in Jersey City railroad yards
and the municipality’'s biggest fire
since 1917, came amid nationwide
precautionary measures to safe-
guard vital defense plants and ter-
minals after reports were received
of threatened sabotage during the
long Memorial Day week-end.

The fire dastroyed the eight-

story filled grain elevators, about
20 freight cars, many filled with
general merchandise, at least four
barges and 400 head of cattle in the
Jersey City stockyards south of the
rail terminal.
The coast guard said the fire was
brought under control when it was
confined to a section of the seven-
story mid-Hudson warehouse. Police
and railroad officials said the ware-
house was filled with $25,000,000
worth of bone, cresote, alcohol, crude
rubber and pulpwood.

Lyndon Johnson, speaking at Cor-
sicana Friday night, referred di-
rectly to the governor.

“How many of you ever heard
the governor say he'd fight for
Roosevelt, before he asked to go to
Washington?” He said at the Navar-
ra county rally.

“Was the Texas governor the
only democratic govermor in all
the United States who, not one
time, but several times, refused to
speak a word for Franklin D.
Roosevelt when he was under at-
tack last September?”

Gerald Mann drew in the governor
and at least two of his opponents
when he said at Greenville:

“The office of congressman is a
defense post. Those congressmen who
are closest to and most trusted by
the president should be at his side
now . ..

22 Dead And 30

Dublin Bombing

(By The Associated Press)

LONDON, May 31.—German air-
men who went belatedly to Irag
to belster the Axis-inspired war
against Britain were reported
fleeing the country tonight as
Iragi resistance -collapsed.

British imperial advance forces
entered the disorderly capital
Negotiation of armistice terms for
the whole country is under way with
the Iraqi commander, General Mou-
rad Mahmoud, and the mayor of
Baghdad, Arshad El Umari, British
authorities said.

“As between ourselves and the
rebels, the whole thing is over,” they
added.

The mayor, who with a committee
of four sought to restore order in
Baghdad and put down the wander-
ing band of looters, announced that
the people desired Regent Emir Ab-
dul Ilah to return and restore @&
constitutional government for the
peace and independence of Iraq.
The emir was last reported in Iraq,
closely following the British march
on Baghdad, and may already have
returned to his capital.

The pro-German Premier Rashid
Ali Al Gailani, who seized power for
the emir April 4 and started fight-
ing the British on May 2, had made
good his flight to Iran (Persia).

Darlan Denounces
Great Britain

(By The Associated Press)

VICHY, Unoccupled France, May
31—Vice Premier Admiral Jean Dar-
lan denounced Britain today, evi-
dently with the approval of Chief
of State Marshal Petain, for what
he called piratical attacks on French
shipping.

Coincident with Darlan's state-
ment, made before French editors
in Nazi-occupied Paris, it was re-
ported reliably that the French
North African Port of Sfax had been
attacked by British planes for a
third time and the 3,313-ton Italian
freighter Florida 11 set afire.

“I remain decided, more than
ever,” Darlan sald, “to force res-
pect for France's right to free use
of her ports and her routes of com-
munication.”

Ranging himself squarely on the
German side in his expose of French-
British relations, the No. 2 man in
the Vichy regime asserted that
“even in the improbable case of
British victory,” or in “a triumphant
anglo-saxon world, France would
be only a dominion of second order.”

Most of Gray county cotton grow-
ers have signed their intention to
participate forms in the federal sup-
plementary cotton program, the coun-
ty farm agent’s office said Saturday.
The office estimated that 98 per
cent of the farmers qualified had
indicated their intention to jcin the
movement.

June 14 is the last day on which
Texas cotton farmers planning to
earn cotton order stamps can sign
their forms.

B. F. Vance, state AAA admin-
istrative officer in charge, points
out that producers failing to sign
will not be eligible to earn cotten
stamps or to earn food production
and storage payments under the
AAA program, he said.

The supplementary cotton pro-
gram, a joint effort of three agen-
cles of the United States department
of agriculture—the Texas A and M.
College extension service, the Sur-
plus Marketing administration, and
the Agricultural Adjustment admin-
istration—is designed to encourage
voluntary reduction dn the acreage
planted to cotton in 1941 by pay-
ment of cotton stamps to farms on
which such reudction -is made. The
stamps can be exchanged for fin-
izhed cotton gocds.

Under the supplementary pro-
gram, farmers on those farms quali-
fying for cotton stamps, can each
earn an additional $3 payment for
meeting specified food production
and storage practices.

WHOBSE IDEA OF EQUAL FREEDOM I8
TO BE AUTHORITY?

A Portales, New Mexico, reader asks this ques-
tion, “Whose idea of equal freedom, then is to be
final authority?”

Equal is impersonal and eternal. It is a prin-
ciple or law that always existed. It is not the
idea of any person, or group of persons. - It.is not
a man-made law any more than the law of gravity
is a man-made law, or changes with the ages or
the wishes, or efforts of men.

But all people, not just part of our people, or
the majority, or those permitted to join and stay
in a labor union, or some corporations, must always
have . the right to help keep values or freedom
equal, if we are to havé justice and a free econ-
omy, and true democracy. That is, every person
must have the right to réduce the wage, or the
profit on any service he thinks is too high: that
he thinks is unequal to the rewards for other
services. The purpose of a true democratic -gov-
ernment is to prevent any man or group of men
from  interfering with  others from having this
right.

If a man cannot understand ‘“equal,” then he
has no ability to compare or to reason.

The Portales reader also asks, “Must not equal
freedom simply mean equal opportunity ?”

That depends upon what is meant by oppor-
tunity. If, by opportunity, is meant equal prob-
ability of accomplishment, then it does not mean
equal opportunity. But if it means equal rights
to try to create, then it means equal opportunity.

Every man's probabilities of accomplishing
things from day to day are not the same. They
are not equal. They are either greater or less.
But each  person should every day have an equal
right to try toaccomplish an objective.

Inferring Capital Has Special Privileges

The reader infers that the employer now has
rights that the worker does not have by asking
the following question: “Does equal freedom give
to one group of men, the sfockholders in a cor-
poration let us say, the right to pool their resources
and to bargain collectively for greater returns on
their cash investment while it denies the same
right to another group of men who invest only
their labor in the same enterprise?”

Equal freedom gives neither the capitalists
nor the laborers the right to interfere in any way
with other people's right to use their capital or
their labor to create wealth. Employers now have
no such right as organized labor demands.

. The Sherman Anti-Trust law denies capital the
right to combine for restraint of trade but the
Clayton Amendment to the Sherman Anti-Trust
law permits labor to do this. This is not equal
freedom or rights to try. It is discriminatory.
Laws like these lead to unemployment and finally
to dictatorship.

The same reader contends that justice is never
exact and mathematical.

Where he errs, it seems to me, i€ that he
seems to think that because man's eonceptions of
justice change, that for this reason justice er
equality of rights also change. . But justice is
mathematical. It never changes. Would the
reader contend that equal is not the same today
as it was a thousand years ago?

And if the contributor thinks that man ean
make, at will, justice and truth and right and
wrong, then of course, there can be no starting
point to measure right or ‘wrong or justice or
equality of right.

When we are measuring distance, we must
have some unit, or norm of distance by which to
measure. When we are measuring justice, we
must have some impersonal, eternal unit of jus-
tice by which to measure.

Draws Conclusions Like an Atheist
His conclusions are like an atheist—that there
no eternal truths, no everlasting principles,
no eternal order in the universe. He seems to
think that man creates truth and justice out of his

are

brain; that these things change from time to
time. He quotes: “Time makes ancient gond un-
couth.” This is a similar quotation to Shake-
speare's, that, “Nothing is right or wrong, but

thinking makes it so.”

If these statements be true, then the state-

ment of Jesus, as reported by both Mark and Luke
that “Heaven and Earth shall pass away; but my
words shall not pass away” ‘are not true. Jesus
meant that God’s, or nature’s, laws never change;
that is, justice and mathematical laws never
change.
It is true that people's ideas change and what
some people thought was good and right years
ago, have changed with time. The principles of
goodness and truth, however, never change.

It is man thinks equality,
truth, change, ‘as this Portales reader seems to
think, that we have suc¢h confusion. Tt is bécause
we have gotten away from belief in eternal prin-
ciples and come to the belief that the majority
can make any laws it wants to and call them jus-
tice and not suffer the consequences that we are
having such confusion.

We have made laws that

because justice,

were not equal be-

We can prove anything to be right or just, if
we say there is no eternal truth, no etermal jus-
tice, no eternal equal freedom.

There can be no in-
telligent discussion with a man who says there is
ro eternal truth, no eternal justice, that equal
ehanges with time. Then we have words without
meaning., Then there can be only confusion and
eventually anarchy, with this. idea that justice is
changeable.

Induction of many registratns who
had been barred from military
training because of statutory law vi-

olations is now possible because of a
revision of selective service regula-
tions resulting from modification of
army requirements.

This is the information contained
in a letter received by the Gray
County Selective Service board frocm
state headquarters, Austin. |

The revision of the regulations,
General J. Watt Page, state se-
lective service director, said today,
removes the sweeping disqualifica-
tions of all men who had been con-
victed on an offense which the laws
of the jurisdiction in which it oc-
curred defined as a felony. Instead,
he said debarment as felons is lim-
ited to perpetrators of certain “hei-
nous” crimes and habitual criminals.

The new ban is specifically
against the following law violators:

Those who have been convicted
of certaln heinous crimes; who
have been convicted on two or more
occasions of coffenses which come
under the generally accepted defi-
nition of a fslony; who are chronic
offenders with pronounced crimi-
nal tendencies who have been con-
victed on at least three occasions
of offenses punishable by jall sen-
tences; who are being retained in
the custedy of any court or crimi-
nal jurisdiction, or other civil au-
thority.

WASHINGTON, May 31 (# —
Secretary Ickes was given the job
today of solving gasoline and oil
problems arising from the defense
program, and the justice depart-
ment immediately placed in his
hands a potent weapon—the veto
power over negotiations in anti-
trust suits against 22 major oil
companies.

Attorney General PJackson said

| in a statement thai the suits would

not be permitted to impede regula-
tion of the oil indusry by Ickes, and
mentioned that negotiations were
underway to reach an agreement
with the oil companies on the anti-
trust actions. Then, he added:

“To avoid any conflict with the
administrative program which may
be established by the secretary of
interior, further negotiations in the
pending proceedings will be sub-
mitted to him, to the end that na-
tional defense objectives of the new
oil control shall be in no way im-
peded.”

Although Ickes' appointment to
be “petroleum coordinator for na-
tional defense,” was only announced
today in Hyde Park, N. Y., by Presi-
dent Roosevelt, it was learned that
the interior secretary already had
conferred with representatives  of
the oil industry.

Aides said he was arranging for
conferences soon in Washington  of
all federal agencies dealing with
oil, industry representatives, ralil
and water carriers and officials of
oll producing states.

It was not clear exactly how ex-
tensive Ickes’ powers were.

President Roosevelt directed HIm
to make “specific recommendations”
for “action which is necessary or
desirable” and cited these as prob-
lems for immediate action:

1. Development, production and
utilization of reserves of crude oils
and natural gas that are of “stra-
tegic importance both in quality
and location.”

AUSTIN, Junel—In a stepped-up
effort to prepare this nation to de-
fend  itself, and to maintain the
rights of life, liberty and freedom,
many of the persons learning the
art of defense are being killed and
causing death in Texas on our streets
and highways, Col. Homer Garrison,
Jr., state police director asserted.
Exactly 50 persons were killed in
accidents which involved military
personnel during the first four
months of this year. If this toll
were taken in each of the other 47
states, 2,400 persons would be dead
as a result of defense activities
since January first, according to
state police statisticians,

Col. Garrison stated that seven
of those killed during this period
in '_I'exu died in accidents involv-
ing " ‘government- military vehicles.
The remaining 47 died in accidents
invelving private vehicles.

Burns letter was in response to
a request from Byrd for a report on
actual losses of lease-lend equip-
ment due to sinking of vessels on
the high seas. Burns said:

“Because of the status of our
stocks and current production, to-
gether with the needs of our own
forces, the foreign aid programs de-
pend in most part upon procure~
ment under the $7,000,000,000 ap-
propriation.
