Experiments Of Past Week Indicate Prisoners 
W ill Be Employed To Work Roads Of This County

Coiinty prisoners were disturb­
ed from the restful solitude of the 
local jail and placed to work on 
the county roads this week in ac­
cordance with a plan now being 
considered by the commissioners 
court, according to the announce­
ment of County Judge Luther 
Gribble today.

"Since the prisoners are allot­
ted .$1 a day by the county for 
their board and room, the commis-

to work on the county roads. 
Through this method we hope to 
cut the jail expenses by about 50 
per cent. During the past year 
$3,800 was spent on prisoners and 
jail funds by the county. The dol­
lar which the prisoners earn from 
the road fund will be used in pay­
ment of their keep at the jail.” 

This new method can be applied 
only to prisoners held on misde­
meanor crimes and necessitates the

sioners.
“ The employment o f  prisoners is 

not only approved by the state

SOME LONG WORDS

What is the longest word in the Eng­
lish language? That is a hard question to 
answer, as writers have from time to time 
coined words of extraordinary length which 
have never gotten into general use.

The longest in Webster’s International 
dictionary is honorificabilitudinitatibus, de- 
fned as “ Honorableness,” a pedantic non­
sense word, used by Shakespeare in “ Love’s 
Labor Lost,” and containing 27 letters.

But in chemical treatises may be found 
even longer w’ordls more wonderfully com­
pounded than the chemical products which 
they describe. For example, tetrahydro- 
paramethyloxyquinoline, with 31 letters; al­
so paraoxymetamethozallylbenzine of 30 let­
ters, and others.

English must yield the plan to soone 
foreign languages, however, when long 
words are considered. In German, schut- 
zenfirabenvernichuangautomobile, with 35 
letters, is as formidable as the war engine 
it describes. In English this machine is 
commonly designated by the four-letter word 
“tank” , a saving of 31 letters going to the 
credit o f our mother tongue.

Longest of all so far discovered is a 
Greek word of 181 letters, which appropri­
ately enough is the name of a dish contain­
ing many ingredients. We call it simply 
“hash.”

Out of consideratibn for the linotyper 
we do not spell out the Greek word here.

Rev, T. M. Johnston brought me 

the following clipping of an art­
icle written by Prof. Joe Hump- 
rey of McMurry College. While 
the substance of this article has 
been published in The Leader be­
fore, it is something that I am 
glad to reprint.

Did you knqv that there is a 
ooonmunity in the United States 
where no city taxes are paid? 
where no city taxes have been paid 
for three years?

How is it possible, Especially 
when most of our cities find them­
selves caught in a world-wide de­
pression? The answer is simple. 
They own their utilities — gas, 
electricity and water.

Chanute, has a population of 10,- 
277. The city has the commission 
form of government.

The utilities have paid for them­
selves and many other impro-ve- 
ments have been made. In 1924 
the city built the memorial build­
ing at a cost of $376,200, voting 
$1,0,000 in bonds, the balance 
being paid out of the earnings of 
the utility plants. The building 
houses the city offices, the may­
or’s and commissioners’ offices, 
the fire department, police depart­
ment, Chamber of Commerce, 
American Legion, G. A. R., the 
district office of the Kansas High­
way Commission, and various civ­
ic organizations and auditorium 
seating facilities for two thousand 
people.

About a year ago the city pur­
chased 160 acres as an airport. 
The airport has been improved 
and is rated as one of the best 
equipped airports in the country. 
The equipment consists of a brick 
hanger, 80 x 100 feet, with con­
crete floor and aprons, and a 
brick administration building. 
The field is lighted with a 20KW 
flood light, and in tact all the 
equipment necessary to make a 
class A field was installed. The 
port, together I'vith the equipment, 

00,(V'■̂ vhich.- was 
paid without bonds being issued, 
being paid for entirely out of the 
earnings of the utility plants.

The gas and electric plants are 
debt free. The water plant has 
a bond debt of $142,000, which is 
being retired annually out of the 
earnings of the plant.

What are the rates charged in 
this little city? The gas rate to 
the consumer is 50 cents for the 
first ten thousand cubic feet and 
is furnished on a graduated scale, 
down to as low as 42% -cents per 
thousand cubic feet. Electricity 
and water sell at low rates.

uneconomical and unequal. It can 
be helped by national planning for 
and supervision of all forms of 
transportation, and of communica­
tions and other utilities which have 

definitely public character. 
There are many ways in which it 
can be helped, but it can never 
be helped merely by talking about 

We must act and act quickly. 
Banking Supervision 

“ Finally, in our progress toward 
resumption of work we require 

two sa/feguards against a return 
of the evils of the old order; there 
must be strict supervision of all 
banking and credits and invest­
ments; there must be an end to 
speculation with other people’s 
money, and there must be provi­
sion for an adequate but sound 
/currency.

“ There are the lines of attack.
I shall preently urge upon’ a new 
Congress in special session detailed 
measures for their fulfillment, and 
I shall seek the immediate assist­
ance of the several States.

Cautious Bankers
In operating under the rule pro-1 

viding for payments for food, med­
icine, wages, and other necessities, 
it was pointed out this function 
must be “ exercised with due care, 
the officers and directors of banks 
to be held accountable for faith­
ful comipliance with the spirit and 
purpose, as well as the letter” of 
this regulation.

It was pointed out that “every 
precaution must be taken to pre­
vent hoarding or unnecessary 
withdrawing of currency.”
