Candidly the Times does not know.
It has not progressed to that degree
Whére it can afford to maintain a legal
department; bug.is rather of the opin-
lon, from the rﬂdlng of Section 2 of
the law, that it does not apply td fa¥in
labor in any event. Section 2 of the
law is as follows:

“Sec. 2. The provisions of this Act
shall not apply to actions to recoyer
damages for the personal injuries“or
for death resulting from personal in
juriés sustained by domiestic servants,
farm laborers, nor to the employes of
any person, firm or corporation operat-
ing any raflway as a common carrier,
nor to laborers engaged in working for
a cotton gin, nor to employees of any
parson firm or corporation having in
his or their employ not more than five
employees.”
