Wales, and Scothmd, 
from the swift impoverishment which 
portends extinction. I t would put an end 
to  the precedents for government meddling 
with private contract which, unless pres­
ently arrested, will he carried from agra­
rian relations Into all other fields of in­
dustry. B u t above all, it would, in Lord 
Randolph's opiaion. sever at one blow the 
knot of the Irish problem by making the 
ten||Bt farmers Independent of the league 
through enabling them U> sell their pro­
ducts at such high figures as would in­
sure to them contentment and prosperity. 
He would hope in this .jray to take the 
wind completely out of Mr. Para ell’s 
sails by offering tbe Irish peasantry a 
larger income than thev-could have looked 
fur under the Dublin parliament pro- 
pxwed by Mr. Gladstone, whicli, it will be 
recalled, had. no control whatever over 
customs duties.

A concerted movement of this kind will

have to be beedeti—that is admitted on

lute command of the home market for 
animal products is he found the one 
safe aad efficient cure for the two gravest 
dangers to  which the social ami p ^ t ic a l  
fabric of the em pire Is exposed. It would 
rescue, be asserts, the land owning aris­
tocracy ii< Englaiid, Wales, and Sc^huid, 
from the awift impoverisliment whieh 
portend^ extinction. It would pot an end 
to the precedents for g«ivemmeot meddling 
with private contract, which, nnleaa pres­
ently arrested, will he carried from agra­
rian relations Into all other fields of In- 
dostry. But, above all, it wonld. In Lord 
Randolph's opinion, sever at one Mow the 
knot of the Irish problem by m aking the 
tenant farmers independent of -the league 
through enabling them to sell their pro­
ducts at Btx*h high figures as would in­
sure to them rontentmeut and prosperity. 
He wonld hope in this way to take the 
wind completely out of Mr. Parnell’s 
sails by offering the Irish peasantry a 
larger Inrrmie than ttie>' could have l<x>ked 
fc^ under the Dublfn parliament pnv 
p o s e d J y  Mr. Gladstone, which, it will be 
recaile<C had no control whatever over 
cnatoms d ities.

This has, andoulitedly, the a.spect of a 
rather clever project, but what are its 
chances of success ? Tlie adviKStes of Us 
feasibility maj,indeed,advaDce someapeci- 
nns arguments. They may point out that 
the protectionist rump which revolted 
agaiust Peel has expanded into the pres­
ent coosenrative party, whose nstenaibie 
acquiescence of latq years in free trade 
principles has never been nniveraal and 
whole hearted. They will argne that, 
had the first Reform act done what the 
la^_ oue d id—namely; enfranchise the 
agrlenlturwl lahnrer-- the Corn laws coald 
not have lieen repealed. They will con­
tend that ^  repudiating doctrines that 
have proved disaatrous to tillers of the 
soil in every sectUm of the United King­
dom, and by taxing lm(>orts, not of grain.

This n m m e r’s dmuth has | 
followed closely after, compelHng such, a I 
wholesale m arketing and sacrifice of cat- ! 
tie as has never been known. Tlie result j 
of this combiaation must be a very con I 
siderable rednetlnQ In the nunilier of eat- i 
tie to go on market in 1887 and 1888, and 
this in turn means a reartios to better 
prices. If  our judgment is not badly at 
fanlt all this is clearly outlined in the 
prospects of cattle production in the next 
two years. Tills may not he realized in 
this'w inter’s feeding, though there is good 
reason for believing that it will be favored 
by some measure of improvement; but 
that it will come in the natural course of 
things we most certainly believe. It does 
not seem probable that the extravagant 
values of a few years ago wHl again he 
realized under any circumstances which 
are proiiable, bqt cattle feeding must and 
will again be profitable, within a reasona­
bly short period. Btody the Signs of the 
times, and the course of other kinds of 
live stock, reader, and see if you do not 
reach a rim Bar conclusion.— National 
Farmer.

Some men bare  counted unduly upow 
the preatige of locality, as identifled and 
known as the home of the beat cattle of a 
given breed, and -faava also given undue 
herbage, and have retied upoa thia laWar 
influence to g^ye character and create a 
demand. There are, it is true, diatricta 
p t  country where cattle do better and 
grow larger In a given tim e than in others, 
but thia is the outgrowth of the simple 
fact of abumlance of feed, and, to a ren 
aonabie degree, of the absence of severe 

■' climatic cbangea. In  other words, jro>d 
cattle can be grown in Joat as good form 
for the show ring or for the butcher in 
one localltjn^  in another, within reaaraa- 
b tf distaoeea from the home of eternal 
icd or egceaalve beat. All th is baa been 
thorongbly proven within the last two de­
cades. .I t  ia out the fact of apimala bav 
ing certain croarea that lit them for this 
or that locality, but rather the fact of poa 
sesalng ia h e re a t . adherent adnpubility. 
I f  wanted fur a  nortiieni locality^ they 
should poaaess heat-generating power, and 
th is is as likely to be present with three 
croeala as with three tim es three.

Hardiaeea, as dne to the influence of 
, wise selection of crnreea. Is as eare to 

maintain as that the feeding cap ab ilra«  
of cattle are maintained or increased in 
the same iaanner. F raita and vegetoUea 
are lim ited to a narrow range of beat and 
cold, aimpiy because they are seif lim ited 
in the peculiar quality that eoablertbem  
to stand cold. Specimens of wheat --and 
the same is trne of many other plants—

. have been discovered m w in g  among 
others of their own kind that gave evl- 
denol of capacity to endare far greater 
expoaure than other pianto growing-along­
side. T h b  is a mere bappening. and mit 
the result of any crnaa or eroaaaa, but the 
hardy plant so found fumlskea a  basis for 
growing seed that will bring a hardy crop. 
Cattle—and it matters not what the b r e ^  
—can be bred in like manner with a view 
to hardlneea^ as with a view to any other 
desired quallte, singling out toe indi­
viduals that fmm day to day stand out in 
the cold without apparent diaoomfurt 
Such are found in nearly all herds, and It 
does not reqaire that a mao be forty years 

. a breoder to be able to Judge which par. 
tlcular aolmals in a given eolledion are 
wbat ‘ ore known as teodar, ahowing la 
cold weather no fall comfort aaeept with­
in the Btoble and under a  blaake^ while 
others eat akocked corn from off the fronen

CutCAao, III., 'Septem ber 19.—The 
State Veterinarian yesterday slanghtered 
on the farm  of a Mr. Carne, at Rldgelaod, 
a suburb of Chicago, two cows and a calf 
affected with plearo-poeumooia. All poa- 
sible efforts «||U1 be made to thorongbly 
disinfect tbe place.

Tbe presence of tbe disease was d is­
covered early in the week, aa were Indi­
cations that the disease was communicated 
by a cow from the farm ef a milkman 
ilknied Harvev. The state veterinary 
surgeon and the  comniiaaioners made a 
visit there and were alarmed to find five 
head of eattle on the place that were snf- 
ferlng with tbe disease, two of which 
were prom ptly killed and buried. (>ne of 
them was dlasectod and the Inngs plainly 
Indicated that it moat have been tainted 
w kb tbe disease for Biany months.

The usnal notice of a quaraotine has 
been served on Harvey but there are grave 
doubts aa to whether be will be abie to 
e n fo ld  Thera are 118 bead of cattle 
no tbe place, nearly all of them  belonging 
to different milkmen wbo merely paatuce 
them.

There ia very little fencing on tbe farm, 
aod the cows have wandered at will all 
over that aeetioa of country. Three that 
show symptoms have been iaolated, but 
with tbe present plan of one man taking 
cJiarge of each milk n an 's  herd, no rigid 
z)uaraotine can pooslbly be enforced.

Mr. Caswell, th e ' state veterinary sor- 
geon will call a meeting o f tbe board of 
commiaelooers early this week, and b it 
first ttep  will be an elfnit to induce them 
to pot a force of men at work to watch the 
Hirvey cattle night and day.

There aras a pnaaibilt^, be Uionght, 
that all the cattle would have to be killed, 
bat be ooold not tell a t present. He is of 

opinion that the pleuro-pneamonia 
bren about tbia immediate region

A writer in the D<tlUu A'ctu says that 

the principal cumplaiut of many stock- 
men just DOW is the low price of cattle. 
Tills is the natural result, and nothing 
elae could be expected after reading the 
columns of “bear" talk indulged in by the 
gentlemen'of the range for tb^ past three 
nioutha Tbe everlasting cry of cattle 
“Starving to death," “no grass and less 
water," etc., given to the public both in 
and out of Texas, has, as 1 have stated, 
naturally brought stock down to bed-rock 
prices.

Had aome of our strrkm en been as in­
dustrious in digging wells and caring for 
their cattle as they have beeii in circulat­
ing report* in regard to the drouth 
and starvation, etc., they and their 
breCbren throughout the state would be 
far better off. You see they (tbe “bears") 
shot over their mark. They hoped to be 
able to discourage tbe gendeman with the 
hoe, called by some the “neater," fmm 
moving west, aod no doubt they did keep 
a good aaany fnim going went aod caused 
not a few that were west to return east. 
But while all this was going ou those 
“bear” reports were doing their work in 
northern, northwestern and eaigem Watea. 
Parties wbo had intended to engage in 
the cattle business in Texas c h a n g ^  their 
mind and came to tbe conclusion that they 
did wantnay cattle in a country where 
there*was aach a  scarcity of feed and 
water. The re*alt is that there are ao 
buyers, and cattle are going a  begging, 
and must continue lo till tbe facts become

known. There are a few of our cattle 
kingi who will no doubt be benefited by 
the present state of the m arket I  refer 
to those wbo are able to buy. They can 
aod will now stock up tbeir ranges at their 
own figures, and the small fry, who have 
lieen howling wolf with the big fish, will 
in time take a tumble, so as to speak, and 
realize who got left aod who are ^ n e r s .  
The neater who left the west, will drift 
back again next year, or perhaps this win­
ter, and will wrHider wbat he left for, a ^  
the <uiu)e ol|d work will commence a n in , 
viz,: that of the plow going west and the 
cattle “just a little further," that is, the 
cattle that have to depewd no nature for 
everything, t^ ick  that are in the bands 
of luei^ w hn put down wells aod provided 
feed w ^ , 'with their owners, mingle witb 
the mai^ .with the hoe and prosper.

Now. d im t think for a moraeot that tbe 
writer is trying to make your readers be­
lieve that this has not been an off year in 
Texas, fOr it has. Y'es it certainly has 
beon a pretty hard sewsen, aod espeeially 
with Ulnae wbo have not provided their 
slock with water. But it m ight have 
been a grett deal worse, and there has not 
been one-tenth part of the loss that one 
would think tiiere was by reading those 
“bear" report* referred to. I t  would keep 
both a granger aod a cattle king on the go 
ctiDtinuuu^' to keep up with the good 
reason.*. Tlie country has not yet been 
discovered that has'good seasons every 
year, and 1 /reckon it ia safe to hint,4f not 
tb say, Uiat “old Texas" will average with 
most any other state or territory; but the 
(4der we get aod the more population we 
have Uie more it becomes necessary for 
man to ainUt nature a little. We cannot 
always have free grass aod abundance of 
runuiug water and no lim it of range. We 
must change with tbe times and depend 
on our owa efforts a little more as tbe 
range is cut short by the man with the 
plow and the hoe. At least this Is the 
iiumble opinion of ons of your stocJP aod 
farm subscribers.

Tlie startling newt relative to the out- 

break of pleuro-pneumoaia among the 
Cattle in the Vicinity of C'bicago, which 
comes to us this week, may well excite 
spprebensioo and alarm in the mind of 
every cattle raiaer of tlie country. Fol- 
lowing so close upon the violent outbreak 
of the dread disease in Canada, the coun­
try must awake to the fact that the exist- 
ance of pleuro-poeumouia b  no longer a 
mere chimera, as many people have 
claimed when the signs of distress have 
sppesred, snd the herds were rapidly be­
ing thinned out 4n different portions of 
the country. It has seemed h> the tbougiit- 
ful ones who have accepted the theory of 
the exceeeding contsgiousoess of pleuro­
pneumonia, that the cattle industry of 
America needed just sm-h an outbreak as 
b  DO# recorded as having occurred near 
Chicago to have it realize as one man, the 
great danger which sUnds constantly as s 
menace and a possible quick destruction 
of oar bovine stock. Men fnmi mercer 
nary and other considerations have main 
tained that there was nothing to fear 
when Uib insidious disease made Its sp- 
pearaoce and cattle were dying on every 
hand, and the live stock holdings of tlie 
land were being jeopardised by negligence 
In arreatlng the spread of thedlNease. The 
history of the efforts made by the far see ­
ing tinea to have suitable.legislatioa en­
acted by congress to protect the herdx is ' and in tellifeot action b  required
familiar to all who have taken an interest 
In this important m atter. Some headway 
has been made toward lurrounding oor 
vast stock interests with such protective 
features ss tlie exigeociee and poosilAli- 
ties of the industry require. In the 
eomiog of pleuro-pneumoaia we canr'take 
a lesson from the action of tlie Dominioa 
authorities In the management of the 
case on tlielr bands: They dkl not tem ­
porize or sssume that some one must act 
for them in the premises who might lie 
bgally invested, with greater autliority, 
but recogniziug the enormity of the 
danger staring them in the face, and the 
probability that unless they themselves 
were heroic sod spplied instantaneously 
(be pmp& remedies, their cattle interests 
would be wiped out, they acted in the 
right way at once and saved tlieir bovine 
stock frtHD utter eitinctioo. If reports 
are trustworthy there are now nearly

L- Parka and G. T- Thomp- 
MU (should be hereafter elect to sue oe a 
citizen of the United States) of any and all 
damages which may be awarded to them,

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BevertI years ago Mr. C. F. Spencer, a 
Kentucky breeder, who had been engaged 
in raising mules for some thirty years, 
wrote a letter for our coiuinus, in which 
were many suggestions that are of value, 
and, are here  repredneed.

The raising of mules is not profitable 
in Kentucky or the w est unless of good 
M>6 i 'any fr«xn |# |^  tn hand# k ig a  
(a hand is four inches)—for the reason 
tha t all things else being equal, size is 
the measure of strength. 1 mean by say 
ing all things else being equal, tliat a 
m ule 1 5 ^  bands high, with the activity 
of anaule only 13 hands high, is a better 
m ale  for all purposes. I will not discuas 
the size of the m ale raised in Texas nr 
Mexico a t  to profit for they are raised in 
either country at so little cost that if tliey 
will sell for anytliiagthe prrxlucer is |)sid. 
In  order to raise the kind of mules which 
1 ha re  aaaamed to be pmlltahie, and which 
will always command a good price, tlie 
size of both sire and dam become import­
ant factors, and must be taken into con­
sideration. The very best Jacks fur this 
class of mules should not be less tlian 15 
hands, and Uteir size should come fn>m a 
aocoMsion of crosses giving them size by 
ligh t of inheritance—for oo stream can 
rise high unleaa the fisaatain is h ig h ; and 
no animal will produce a superi«>r class 
unless well bred. This proposition is now 
so  ̂ well established among well posted 
breeders, that to state it is proof enough. 
The dam is o f equal importance. Tlie 
Terr beat moles I have ever seen in Ken- 
tocay were bred from the kind of jack 
mentioned above, and not of improved 
blooded mares—in fact, the finer the 
mare, the better has been the mule, un­
less too small.

I f  I intended going into the raising of 
mules, here or elsewhere, with a view to 
profit, after the type of Jack I have de 
s c iib ^ ,  I  would secure, as nearly hs^I 
Conld, well bred or improved blooded 
mare.

The most important improvement in 
Jacks in  tbls.statie, was througb»tbe intro­
duction of the well known Spanish Jacks 
Mammoth and W arrior. These were im ­
ported from Spain between the years 1SS5 
and 1840—1 am not precise as to dates. 
These Jacks, at date of arrival, were val- 
ned at, and ^ th ink cost, $5,000 each, and 
were full sixteen hands b l ^ .  As breed­
ers, they were remarkably fine, and great­
ly improved the size of toe Jack stock by 
crossing on the common Jennet of Kenr- 
tucky. Later importations from the same 
aontce mode additinoal improvements, 
but none so decided as the two above 
named. Then to Spain, and the isiknd <if 
Ma)t% we are Indebted for the impmyed 
Jacks of America.

I f  k ^  for mares only, the ewner m ast 
use i  stud for a teaaer. f«r but few Jacks 
afe fit for tiiat branch of the operatiua 
A ^ack intended for mares only, shoolfi^be 
raised witk a filly; and Iw letting them 
ran  together f«»r tw« years,\he Jack will

aadbecome food of the honie species, 
take easily to mare.s when brew ing.

AMiring'tlig breeding senwia, begianli^- 
harg in March, t h h ^ f  ahoalfi hard a kit 
sufficiently large m supply him with 
grass, at uight; but in the day, lie shonid 
be kept in a tight stable. The lot .Hho'nid 
be located, i f , possible, w here no horse 
stock Con come to the fence; for if they 
do, a vigorous Jock will fret tlim agb the 
night, and may become vicious and some- 
tlmea wUl Mbe knraas through the fence.

They frequently fret from this cause 
unfil ^ e y  get poor in flesh and unservice­
able. If permitted to run in the lot dur 
Ing tha d q r. yeu may feed him three 
tim es a day four to six ears of gixxl sound 
com and two bandies of sheaf oats, cut 
up to the band. I have found by experi­
ence tM» to be the better plfn.* If  the 
breeder baa no grass lot, he should feed 
com and oata, the latter cut fine enough 
to make chop feed. This is a feed com­
posed of oats cut up and com meal 
gronnd fine—floe enough for family por- 
posea. Mix witk a srlck, aad not with 
your hands, sod put a Jittte  salt, if not 
every time it is f ^ ,  at least frequently; 
and do not feed too much at first, to avoid 
founder—or the new meal may cause 
colic.

A Jack should be permitted to serve one 
or two mares at two years of age, but be 
careful not to lireed the Jack intemled 
for mares to Jennets before you have bred 
him to  at lea.st half a dozen m ares; and, 
in breeding, do not let him serve more 
tlian two mares a day—one in tlie morn­
ing and the otlier in ithe evening—and 
not over forty mares the first year, nor 
more than sixty any year. If  more are 
bred, permanent injury to the Jack is like­
ly to resu lt In litigated cases which 
k-ive come-xinder iny n ^ c e ,th e  testimony 
has generally slinwn that more Jacks bare 
been Injnred by breeding to too many 
mares at three years old than at any other 
age. I

If yon have Jennets, yon may have to 
nse a mare to. induce the Jack to serve 
them ; nr if your Jack baa been raised 
with Jack Btnck, a ^  never run with a 
filly, as described, a jennet may have to 
be used at first, to iodneethe Jack to serve 
mares. I have occasionallv found, is  my 
experience, a more very lAmoxious to  a 
Jack. I have known the Jack, inotesd of 
servinar the niare, seize her with his mrmth 
as if attempting to kill her; and I hod, on 

$ t>ue occasion, at some risk to myself, to 
seize the Jack by the ear before be would 
relax his hold.

Cautioa shonid be need daring the sea­
son to have tbe Jack, securely kaHered in 
the dpy, for some few will watch fiir an 
opportunity, when the groom is off his 
guard, and bite seriously. I once.had a 
jack, seemingly docile, seize his groonl by 
the bock and bite bira severely. Jacks, 
generally, are docile, but until yon find 
out tbe disposition of yonr Jsck, yon had 
better, dsring  the breM ing sesson, give 
him DO chance to do miaebief. The ap- 
pllcatloa of a good irickory will soon cure 
hla viclnnaneas.

A Jennet will carry her foal twelve 
monibs, and a Jack foal often 
montba; and tbe owner should be prea^ 
ent, if possible, when she foals, for the > 
young o f  this kind of stock are moSe Itxpq 
Me to he smothered than mule or horse 
eohsi

I t should be borne in mind that a 
young, healthy Jack will g ^  his best cidts 
tiie first'season; and if yon are ksing 
your Jock yourself, never permit him to

be over bred. I bred nine jennets in the 
spring of 1884 to a th r  e-year-4>id that liad 
been sired by the faim us Jack M iViuolh, 
referred tp la my furv er roaiAUjilcsIiuo, 
in vour Aj>ril number, Dflien hands h ig h ; 
sod although the dam was not very large, 
tbe foal grew to lie si [teen hamit. This 
was kia first get, and here is an Instance 
showing tlie stream will rise high where 
the fountain la high, 1 or the sire of this 
Jack was sixteen hand). The young Jack 
was used by the pure! aser,/mostly to Jen 
nets, and proved a fi moul breetier. I f 
w u r  Jack is fifteen 1 i  fifteen and a liaif 
hands, and has tliat lie ght b>- inberitaOi e 
tbrangh his ancestry jM i caa, by lireed- 
ing him to  mares of Biod size confidently 
rely upon having gnna sized mnles.

If your mule, when fioded, is of a good 
mare, or rather an improved b lo ^ed  
mare, and measures, i fter getting proper­
ly upon Ita feet, Uir «  feet five inches, 
and you give it guot care, it will, when 
matured, make you n fine mule. If its 
dam Is a good snckle -, a t^  Js not worked 
much during the se looo'i Her mule will 
Riiw two inches each nooth until weaned. 
Wbep mules are fon ed in April or May, 
they should be wea led by the 25th of 
September following. , I f  there are two or 
more, tbe better pfa i is p> fence a lot 
with rails, or any oi her kin<l of str<>ng 
fencing, large to I cep them without 
crowding, and with ti e fence high enough 
to prevent their If aping over, strong 
enough to restrain ti em fmin pushing it 
down, and close enc ugh to prevent the 
colts getting their teads through, they 
are l i a t^  to hang th< mselres. 1 lost one 
in that Hay. They s lonid remain in this 
close lot for a month and be broken thor 
(iOghiy of Jumping; otherwlae they may 
acquire this habit, ind thus heqome an- 
Doring and troublesc me to you.

lliey  should, whi e being weaned, be 
fed bountifully. Tq do this, place a suit- 
hide trough, fully t i ^  feet wlae and alaiut 
t f ^ t y  inches higl|, and. of sufficient 
lengtii to bold feed lenuu^ and to spare; 
and then keep coqjstantTy in this trough 
common abeaf osta, cu t very floe, and iHd 
com in tha ear. The mules, for a day or 
two, will run around frantically, b u t^ i l l  
aoun begin to eat; and as at that age tbev 
,eat but Tittle at a time, food should ol- 
%aya be in tbe triaigh. A gisid sized 
water trongfa should also ba placed in the 
lot, along w e fence, and it should be kept 
full of water. After the month has ex­
pired, you may turn your mules on a blue 
grass {lastore, which has t^en reserved 
for that purpose, off fmm .auy passage­
way through it, aud enclosed by a ^xal 
fence; for altbougb you may have kept 
them idside your first enclosure,yet if the 
fence here be fanlty, they will Jump, sod 
once having thorunghly learned to Jump, 
there la no W*y of Ireaklng them of tliis 
ruinous practice tliat I know of. If, 
when you have placed your mules on 
grtss, tbe gram is abnndant,;^yoa may, for 
a time, diapenae with the oat f e ^ ,  and 
feed corn in the ear only. Feed Just as 
much at a time os they will eat up clean. 
I f  any ia left in tbe trough, after feeding, 
diminiah the next ration by so mooli, or 
increase it if it seems necessary. Borne

?'ive as much at one feed as will last them 
or a  w eek; but this is not advisable^ for 

the moles will muss it over until they re­
fuse toi eat it uniem very hungry. 
aides, this treatment will bring on a con­
stipated habit of tbe bowels, which is 
more easily acquired by ninies than boraea. 
If  snow covers the gnus, the cut oats may 
be given, and occasionally a little wheat

bran, not mixed with, but only sprinkleii 
over tbe oata. The tiran acts as a laxa 
tive; i t  also otuttalizee Ih* b«nt egfond- 
•fed  by the rhtn- . v •

In this climate, my prefbirvce' la to 
winter mules in an open sited, or hard by 
a thick w m o l, but in oo instance in a close 
shed. Tbe feed t r o u ^  shotild he pro­
tected against rain and snow. In winter, 
in addition to the fiaid above meotlooed. 
stock fodder may be given advantageous 
ly if w>u have it -as much as they will 
eat. Hude racks luav lie made by cross- 
ing comnion worm fence rails oo a log 
placed on forks eighteen inches high, let­
ting avevy other rail He to tbe right 
left, by which space enough will be left 
th ro n g  whlcb t to  mttlee can pvli the 
fodder from tbe stalk. Mules are very 
food of this arrangement; and then the 
Stalks, which, after a short time, are 
thrown oo the ground, furnish a fine dry 
bed on which Um  moles can repiwe.

Tbe well bred mule, if properly treated 
after being weaned, will grow the flrvt 
year six, a ^  the second year three inches; 
sod If well kept in tkis way for two ygars 
will have attained ita height. Of cuilrse, 
if poorly fed and cared for during the 
first and second years, they will not ma­
ture until three years old; bat tbe stnot- 
ing husloess LsmU the owner one year’s 
additional interest, feed, attentiuo, and 
care, which never pays.

Tiie inrest- 
ments on the part of tbe Prairie Cattle 
companv were safe and Jud^Ioua, and 
were followed by other conservative pur­
chases. A year later, however, people 
were mad and reckless investmeats were 
made, which. In many instaocee, have 
been dlaappointraents. The same bistorv 
marks the mining busineM, and yet iegiti- 
niate mining is as profitable as ever.**

The valoe of a bold croas between two 
well bred oppoaite breod*—oppoalte not 
by reaaon of there being such avast differ­
ence between well selected Herefnrda and 
Sbortboma aa many would bare  im be­
lieve, but *>y the blood of each having 
been kept apart and distinct for so lung 
a period is not generally well understood, 
hence not prized at its value. One of the 
best individual aniu<als we have ever seen 
—that is best for profit as a feeder—was 
a cross between a Devon and a Shorthorn, 
both having a hrrd  book record. When 
the  experim ent is tried ^etw een two 
breeds of awineV clearly not mixed in 
their Mood, the rMdlt is prompt and man­
ifestly towai^f^im p a v e m e n t Some most 
decided improvementslpive been wmoglit 
upon a stock of aw lnel^  using fresh blood 
from an outside breed, t b ^  carrying on 
the experim ent with a view to obliterat­
ing any surface m ark in g  that may have 
come of the cross.
