A federally funded dam safety
program has inspected Comanche
Lake Dam and classified it as
“hydraulically unsafe,'’ an official
with the Texas Department of Water
Resources told the Herald.
Structurally, the DWR inspection
determined, the dam is in good shape.

He said a combination of the height
of the dam and spillway capacity (the
spillway is a stone structure to the
northeast of the dam) would not
channel any floodwaters entirely
through the spillway rather than over
the top of the dam.

“You want it to go through the
spillway — not over the top of the
dam,” he explained.

During more powerful floods, the
water has poured over the top of
Comanche Lake Dam as well as

the spillway, which naturally
catches water because of its lower
elevation. The water carried by the
channelled

Highway 87 bridge.

After the exercises, Alberto told
jurors that the trio had an urge for a
beer, because it was warm.

“Did your brother (Edwardo) leave
the house?” said Basden. Alberto
answered, “‘Yes,” and estimated that
he left between 8 p.m. and 9 p.m.

‘“How did he leave?’’ said Basden.

‘“He left in an automobile,” said
Alberto.

“Where is that automobile now,”
asked Basden.

Alberto told jurors that the car

owned by his brother was in the
wrecking Testimony earlier in
the morni y police officer Frank

Gonzales showed that Edwardo’s car
was involved in an accident near FM
700 and Mesa street. The car ap-
parently skidded out of control, and
hit a tree. Officers later came upon
the car after it had apparently been

abandoned.

‘“When was the next time you heard
anything about your brother?” asked
Basden

Alberto said that he and Balderas
were sitting on the couch at Alberto’s
home, drinking beer. ‘“That’s when
the officers arrived,”” Alberto said.

Officer Gonzales testified earlier in
the day that he and another officer
were alerted to the scene of an ac-
cident March 23. When they arrived at
the location, at about FM 700 near
Mesa, they found an abandoned car. A
check run on the car showed the car
belonged to Edwardo Maidique. A
further check of registration papers
provided the Washington address.

Gonzales said while on the accident
call, they heard a call come across the
radio about a prowler at the 1510 Mesa
address. Miss Esquibel testified
Tuesday that she called police to
report a prowler about 10:20 p.m.
March 23.

About an hour after he received the
call to report to the accident, Officer
Gonzales said he and a fellow officer
heard the radio report of a homicide
at 1510 Mesa. He and fellow officers
were dispatched to the residence at
100 Washington, the address on the

The city hasn't been notified yet of
any measures it must take, according
to Feazelle, and may resort to a bond
issue if the cost of modification runs
too high

There's a good chance the DWR will
let the city hang loose on the dam

“There's going to be some cases
where the dams stay the way they
are,” Clarke said. ““We don't always
agree with the criteria of the Corps —
there are some cases where-they're
more severe than we think is
necessary.’’

It's expected to be several months
before any recommendations are
issued by the DWR. The reports for all
the dams aren't due to be completed
until the end of September

Federal bribes help commuter airlines

Ed’'s Note: Commercial alr service is important fo the
pride, prestige and economic vitality of cities, In some Texas
cities, commuter airlines have fried fo fill voids left by the
major carriers. But the success rate of Texas commuter
airlines is less than one in three,

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Commuter airlines go
in and out of business, listen to pleas from small-
town mayors, and take federal ‘‘bribes’ to fly
into towns where few people climb into planes.

“Fifteen years agc '’d have said we’ll wake up
tomorrow and thev i be gone,”’ said Harry
Rodgers of the Texas \eronautics Commission.

'The toniorrows hav= passed and Rodgers, TAC
director for air carr. - administration, admits
he was wrong about -ommuter airlines. The
small carriers have weathered questions about
safety and high fares. In 1980, about six million
passengers boarded commuter flights in Texas.

Ten airlines now hold TAC certificates to serve
Texas points. Only Texas and Alaska issue such
certificates. Southwest Airlines still carries a
TAC permit, although it has outgrown commuter
status.

In all, 36 lines received TAC approval, but
many gave up. The brassy public relations that
preceded the airlines into small cities often
faded into silence when there were not enough
passengers to support the flights.

Several Texas cities have had many commuter
lines quit on them. Del Rio, Lufkin and Big
Spring, said Rodgers, have had many airlines
come and go.

Big Spring may be the champion loser, having
seen six airlines fly away.

‘I gave them my ‘Put your money where your
mouth is’ speech,” Rodgers said. That's when he
tells local officials to guarantee the airline at
least a small profit.

““They think it's fine in theory, but at this time
no one has put his money where his mouth is,’’ he
said.

The people of Paris, Texas, have the system
beat. The federal government puts its money
where Paris’ mouth is to keep air service in the
Northeast Texas town.

Metro Airlines is paid about $333,000 a year to
guarantee a profit on its two flights a day into
Paris, the only Texas city still getting federally
subsidized air service.

It's “‘money down the rathole...so the people in
Paris can say they have air service,”’ Rodgers

said.

Bob Soltys of Metro said the airline also gets
federal money to fly to McAlester and Stillwater,

Okla. The Clear Lake City-based airline took
over the Paris route when Frontier, which got a
federal subsidy, pulled out in 1977. Smaller cities
have had federal financial help in attracting
airlines since 1947, according to Rodgers. The
o;’iléginal program ended with the deregulation of
1978.

“To cover their rear ends, (congressmen)
established another subsidy program,” said
Rodgers. “It's another bribery ... a different
version."”’

Soltys said Metro ‘‘lost a lot of money’’ in the
first 18 months — before deregulation — that it
served Paris. After deregulation, Metro said it
would pull out of Paris unless it got a federal
subsidy.

Out of the 72 seats available daily on Metro
flights to Paris, only 12 to 15 are usually filled,
Soltys said.

Metro, Eagle, Rio and some of the other
succesful Texas commuter lines have managed
to overcome ‘‘small-plane syndrome,” ac-
cording to Rodgers.

‘‘Some people won't fly on small planes. My
mother, your mother, lots of people’s mothers,"”’
he said.

For many years the TAC has said it's the
Federal Aviation Administration’s job to check
on commuter plane safety. However, the FAA,
until 1978, did not make close checks of the
commuter lines.

The Texas Legislature this year told the TAC
to hire a safety inspector. The FAA also has
tightened its watch over the commuter lines. Bob
Hazlett of the FAA in Fort Worth said federal
inspectors now have almost daily contact with
larger commuter lines like Rio.

“The requirements are virtually equal (to
rules for major airlines) and the surveillance is
probably greater on the commuters,”’ Hazlett
said.

Texas commuter airlines suffered a black eye
in March 1980 when eight people died in an Eagle
flight in Houston. Rodgers said the National
Transportation Safety Board blamed pilot error.

The plane lost one of its two engines on takeoff,
but could have landed safely, Rodgers said.

“‘But he (the co-pilot) elected to turn right, into
the bad engine. Survivors testified they heard
screaming in the cockpit ... and the copilot said,
‘My God what do we do now,’” he said. The plane
skidded to a halt on the ground after hitting five
cars, four planes and a hangar. The victims
burned to death.

In addition to safety, some passengers are
concerned with the cost of plane tickets on the
commuters, said Hal Salfen, consumer affairs
director for the Airline Passengers Association.

‘‘The fare discrepancies are tremendous,’”’ he
said. “We tell passengers that under
deregulation that's the fare they're going to have
topay.”

He said you can now fly from Dallas to Los
Angeles for $99 on a major airline, about the
same it as it costs to fly to San Angelo on a
commuter line. “‘Itisn’t right,”’ he said.

However, the 100,000 frequent flyers who
belong to the association are pleased with the
commuters.

‘‘We think they have done an outstanding job in
fillng the void left by the trunk lines who pulled
out of certain markets,” he said. ‘‘Overall we
have had very few complaints about the service
provided.”

When Mr. George Bush, as U.S. delegate to the United
Nations, gave the seat of the Republic of China at the
U.N. to the Communist government of China, Mr. Bush
gave the communists the necessary diplomatic immunity
to bring 1,400 tons of heroin into the U.S. per year.

When Mr. David Rockefeller put a branch of the Chase
Manhattan Bank in Peking and this bank started buying
U.S. government bonds, this had the effect of subsidizing
the Communist government of China's heroin traffic
when we taxpayers pay the interest on the national debt
that is held by the Peking branch of Chase Manhattan.

With
all the elaborate, and seemingly
endless, planning involved, it's no
wonder the couple is petrified

BUT WOULDN'T it be nice if the
couple spent as much time discussing
their marriage as they did their
wedding”? Not the “‘what mouthwash
shall we use’’ and ‘‘are you a Pepper”’
but the things that are really im-
portant

Many elements in our society make
it increasingly difficult to have a
happy marriage, much less tell
someone else how to make one. One of
the major culprits is television, not
only because of the time it takes from
family life, but because of the
misconceptions about marriage that it
promotes. Turn on the TV, and you
will usually see either a ‘‘soap opera’’
marriage, or an ‘‘instant’’ marriage.

In the soap opera marriage, the
couple usually gets married on the
rebound or in order to get even with
someone.

Following their honeymoon (to
wherever happens to be the rage at
the time) they return to
Soapoperaville and find that
numerous forces have joined together
to wreck their marriage. Each
eventually falls in love with someone
else’'s husband or wife, and a year or
two later, the marriage ends in a
nasty divorce. Each then remarries
and it's the same song second verse

On the opposite extreme are the
“instant’’ marriages, commonly seen
on such shows as ‘‘Fantasy Island”
and ‘‘Love Boat’’ During these little
one-hour masterpieces, lonely Miss
Right meets depressed Mr. Perfect
Their problems, which at first seem
unsurmountable, magically disap-
pear after only a week or so. Before
you can say ‘‘Ricardo Montelban'
the couple has met, fallen in love and
become engaged. Isn't that sweet?

But the location — in the Chicago
suburb of Wheaton, Il1l. — was plagued
with problems; it had in fact been
rejected by ZIP'Z officials for an
earlier franchise applicant. So Bar-
bara Boghetich told the House
Commerce, Consumer and Monetary
Affairs Subcommittee

“THREE MONTHS AFTER we
opened, all development stopped near
our store,"’ she recalled. ‘‘We learned
things that an experienced gite locator
would have found out for us'’ — things
like a court fight over a proposed site
for development, and a planned school
that was actually five years away

As for the SBA, officials there ap-
proved the Boghetich loan even
though the agency's files showed four
defaults by ZIP'Z franchise holders in
the two previous years

Instead of warning the Boghetiches
that their franchise dream might not

come true, according to the un-
published subcommittee transcripts,
the SBA required them to put up their
home as collateral for the govern-
ment-guaranteed loan. So when their
ice-cream parlor failed a little over
two years later, they lost not only
their dream but their home as well

But the General Accounting Office
and the House subcommittee, headed
by Rep. Benjamin Rosenthal, D-N.Y .,
are investigating SBA's handling of
loans to franchise holders. One basic
problem is that the SBA does not
require the franchisors many of
which are among the biggest cor-
porations in the country — to shoulder
any share of the loan risk to their
franchise holders

When a franchised outlet goes
under, the franchise holder loses
everything he put into it, the govern-
ment loses whatever amount of the
loan is left unpaid by sale of the assets

and the franchisor corporation
loses little or nothing. In fact, it can —
and frequently does — peddle the
franchise to the next sucker who
comes along, and the whole process
starts over again

Rosenthal characterized the SBA's
policy as ‘‘a kind of welfare for Mobil
0il, Phillips Petroleum, Ramada Inn,
U.S. Suzuki, Lafayette Radio, Gulf Oil
and Texaco."

Most SBA-guaranteed franchised
loans are for auto dealerships, gas
stations and fast-food outlets. And the

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Body metals market booming

Dear Dr. Donohue: We have been
told that if you take zinc tablets it
helps prevent prostate trouble. Also I
read that zinc can be a heart disease
risk. Will be looking for your com-
ments. — B.B

Metals are a hot topic in health
today. They are like the gold and
silver market. Interest in them grows
and grows, and since the body has its
own supply-and-demand economics
with regard to trace metals, I'll try to
answer your questions in some detail.

Medically, zinc is a trace metal, so
called because there are such tiny
amounts of it in the body. Zinc is found
in many foods — animal products,
seafoods and eggs especially.
Deficiencies are not common, but will
occur in peculiar circumstances.

Much of the talk about zinc
surrounds the symptoms that are
found in zinc-deficient persons. For
example, deficiencies were found in
children in two Near Eastern coun-
tries. They grew poorly, lost their
appetites, their sense of taste and
smell, and had poor healing of wounds
and skin rashes. When they got the
zinc they needed the symptoms
disappeared.

Some imaginative zinc en-
trepreneurs have made the most of
these findings, arguing that if a little
zinc is good, more is better. As with
vitamins, this is just not so. And
whether zinc will restore smell or
taste or promote wound-healing in
people who do not have the deficiency
is questionable.

You ask about the prostate gland.
There is a relatively high con-
centration of zinc in the prostate gland
and in prostate secretions. I have
found no documentation that zinc will
prevent prostate problems.

Your other question: In high doses,
zinc lowers the high density
lipoprotein (HDL) levels, and those
are the ki of lipoproteins now
thought to be helpful in preventing
hardening of the arteries. That's the
m risk of heart disease I know of,

zinc levels would have to be quite
high

U.S. slows filings
of antitrust suits\

WASHINGTON" (AP)
Justice  Department  of-
ficials, acknowledging that
the Reagan administration
has created a ‘‘more
favorable atmosphere for
mergers,”’ have virtually
stopped filing major new
antitrust suits.

Since March, when
Assistant Attornev General
William Baxter became
chief of the department’s
antitrust division, only four
antitrust  suits have been
filed, according to depart-
ment records.

Those four cases involved
price-fixing charges against
highway pavers in Kansas
and Tennessee and resulted
‘from investigutions beégun by
the Carter administration

“There's no question that
businesses see a more
favorable atmosphere for

mergers and acquisitions,”
said one Washington lawyer
who specializes in antitrust
law.

“I'm having to restrain the
enthusiasm of some of my
clients (for mergers) by
reminding them that even if
the government isn’t likely
to sue them, private firms

has not yet been completed,
but a decision is expected
soon.

If the case is dropped, “I
think you'll see widespread
resignations in the antitrust
division,” said a department
staff attorney, who asked not
to be identified.

CHICAGO (AP) — President Reagan
says ‘‘good foreign policy is the use of good
common sense’’ and it’s best not to tell the

nation and the world exactly how he will
handle international relations.

In a speech in which he also declared
that Congress has a choice between his tax
cut or none at all this year, Reagan took
issue with press criticism that he has been
inconsistent on foreign policy and that he
has not made a major speech on the
subject since taking office in January.

Reagan, who said during the 1980
campaign that the nation’s foreign policy
should be clear and predictable, told an
Illinois Republican fund-raising dinner
Tuesday night: “I just don’t happen to
believe it is necessary to spell out in detail
and in advance a formula which will guide
our every move in international relations.

‘‘Basically, good foreign policy is the use
of good common sense in dealing with
friends and potential adversaries,” he
added. ‘‘Now, I assure you, we know where
we are going and we think it might be
counterproductive to make a speech about
it.”

The president said he has ‘“laid the
foundation for a long-range buildup of our
armed forces,” and has started solidifying
ties with Japan and with European allies

consistent

and has ‘‘further developed our
relationship with China” while standing by
commitments to Taiwan.

In addition, he said, special envoy Philip
Habib has ‘“helped avert war’” in the

Middle East. ‘‘The mission continues,”
Reagan added. ‘“He’s on his way back
there.”

Tuesday’s dinner, which grossed an
estimated $1.5 million for Illinois Gov.
James Thompson's re-election campaign,
came on the eve of Congress’ midsummer
session. Reagan returned to Washington
late Tuesday night.

Dan
Rostenkowski, the Democratic chairman
of the House Ways and Means Committee,
Reagan said that unless work on a tax bill
is finished within four weeks, ‘‘there won’t
be a tax cut this year.”

Party chief says Gramm is Demo ‘in name only’

AUSTIN — The political party that for many years has
been broad enough to harbor Allan Shivers and Ralph
Yarborough appears to be pointing an exclusionary finger
at U.S. Rep. Phil Gramm.

In a prepared statement last week, state Democratic
Party Chairman Bob Slagle showed publicly what he and
other party leaders have been muttering privately for
some time: that they consider Gramm a Democrat in
name only.

The statement starts off with an almost lull-to-sleep
recitation about how a broad array of philosphies is an
asset to the Democrats.

It ends with a pledge ‘‘that we will support each and
every Democratic nominee, irrespective of philosophy,

NEW YORK (AP) — “No hype or promotion is
necessary’’ for his world welterweight championship

' bout with Thomas Hearns, said Sugar Ray Leonard.

Then, just to make sure everyone was paying at-

. tention, Leonard started to hype and promote the

much-anticipated fight set for Caesars Palace in Las
Vegas Sept. 16.

*“This will be what I consider the greatest boxing
match in history,” Leonard, holder of the World
Boxing Council version of the title, said at a news
conference with Hearns Tuesday.

While far less flamboyant than Leonard, Hearns, the
unbeaten World Boxing Association champ, also did

his bit to push the contest.

‘“This is going to be a real great fight, a tough fight,”’
said the champion known as “‘the Detroit Hit Man,”
who has 30 knockouts in 32 pro bouts. ‘‘It's hard to say
how long it will go, but I don’t think it will last 15
rounds.”’

Hearns and Leonard, 30-1, even engaged in a bit of
dialogue reminiscent of Muhammad Ali at his prime.

“It’ll be like this all day,” started Leonard, rapidly
smacking his left fist into his right palm. “Allday.”

“All it's going to take is one shot, Ray,” replied
Hearns. “‘One shot, and you wake up in a hospital. One
shotis all.”

“I'm not saying you haven’t fought anybody,”
countered Leonard. ‘‘You've had knowkouts. You've
knocked out ... Who have you knocked out?”’

Answered Hearns: ‘“‘I'yf knocked out everyone you
wouldn't fight.”

The bout, arrangeg’ by rock-concert impressario

No one
cuild be happier than John
McEnroe and Jimmy
Conners.

“I lire playing in New
York anain front of the fans
here,” sand Connors, who
will be playirg his first Davis
Cup match sinee 1976.

Connors has won three
U.S. Opens and been run-
nerup twice at the New York
tournament. One «of his
victories was in 1978, the
year the U.S. Open was

moved to the National
Tennis Center in Flushing —
the site of the Davis Cup
quarterfinal clash between
the United States and
defending champion Czecho-
slovakia.

McEnroe, who lives here,
has won the last two U.S.
Opens.

Czechoslovakia will
counter with Ivan Lendl,
Tomas Smid, Pavel Slozil
and Stanislav Birner.
Besides defeating Italy to
capture the 1980 Davis Cup,
the Czechoslovakians also
won the Nation's Cup in
Dusseldorf, West Germany,

earlier this year.

‘“We have two strategies,”’
said Arthur Ashe, the U.S.
captain. ‘‘One strategy is to
beat Smid twice and win the
doubles’ in the best-of-five,
three-day series. ‘“The other
strategy is to try to win 5-0.”

Lendl, ranked fourth in the
world behind McEnroe,
Sweden's Bjorn Borg and
Connors, is considered the
key for Czechoslovakia. He
defeated McEnroe in the
quarterfinals of the French
Open, losing the final to
Borg. He has never beaten
Connors in seven meetings.

UNM coach found guilty

ALBUQUERQUE (AP) —
Former University of New
Mexico basketball Coach
Norm Ellenberger, who still
vows he’s an innocent man,
faced sentencing today for
convictions on 21 counts of
fraud and making false
public vouchers.

The flamboyant former
coach who was as well
known for his courtside
antics as his winning teams,
could receive maximum
sentences of 18 months in
prison on each of the 21
counts, all fourth-degree
felonies

Sentencing was set for

today by District Judge
Phillip Baiamonte after a
seven-man, five-woman
district court jury returned
the guilty verdicts Tuesday.
The jury found Ellenberger
innocent on one count of
fraud over $2,500, a third-
degree felony carrying a
maximum penalty of three
years imprisonment.

“I don’'t like it,”” Ellen-
berger told reporters when
asked about the guilty
verdicts as he emerged from
the courtroom. ‘‘This is not
right. It isn’t right. It is
wrong, this is an absolute

He and his attorney, Leon
Taylor, said they would
appeal.

“We're not through yet,”
Ellenberger said. ‘‘Maybe
we've just begun to fight.
More than one case has been
reversed.”

“It’s not over yet,”’ Taylor
said. “There’'s an appeal
coming. A wrong has been
committed against this man.
It will be reversed.”’

Ellenberger, 48, was in-
dicted by a state grand jury
in May 1980 on 12 counts of
making false public
vouchers, one count of fraud
in excess of $2,500.

Clayton denies
water plan will

increase taxes

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) -+
Speaker Bill Clayton says
it's not true that his proposal
to channel half the state
treasury surplus into a water
fund would lead to future tax
increases

He spoke at the first
meeting of a Texas Water
Task Force created by Gov
Bill Clements, who backs
Clayton's idea to use future
surpluses for water projects.

“Some have linked it to a
necessity for a tax bill)”
Clayton said. ““We can dispel
that right readily.”

He said the same
arguments were used to
oppose dedicating funds for
public education, univer-
sities and highways in
Texas. Predicting the water
trust fund would lead to new
taxes is ‘‘a whitewash to try
to oppose the issue,’’ Clayton
said.

He opened
the trunk and found five
more men crammed inside.

“If we hadn’'t heard them
knocking, they'd have been
in there all morning,”
Andrews said. ‘“There's a
good chance they could have
been killed."

The sheriff said the five
men in the trunk apparently
became restlesy and began
banging to gain tHeattention
of others in their group. _
