Llko all such groupj, titled and
untitled, their "discoveries' 'have
ranged from good to bad; "In
Praise Of Lifo" fits somewhere In
between, "although because of Its
story, with its lesson for America,
we are Inclined to ine gooa siue,
particularly If we discount the
writing which perforce must bo
done In the case of a translation.

Tho author grew up In Berlin
during the war; his father was at
the front In telling tho story of
Peter Volkcrs, and his friends,
Bombard. Eugcn, Winschewsky
and Gottlieb, he tells the story of
youth caught In tho engulfing
despair that followed defeat of tho
German, armies and tho
attempts after the Armistice to re-

build anew from the bottom.

THOMl'SON treatment of

racial minorities,
The Czech governmentIs prepared
to meet all demandsthat are com'
patlblc with the sovereigntyof the
state, is willing to grant equality
to Germans, to appoint German
officials and civil servants to all
offices in the Getman areas, to
grant to these
aicas.

But It cannotgrant what Hcnlcln
dares to demand, namely, complete
autonomy, and recognition of the
right of the Germansto expressin
governmentalforma the Nazi Ideol-
ogy. For that would amountto per-
mitting 'a Fuehrer state to bo set
up Inside a democratic state, a
Fuehrer state 'moreover, which
would take its orders fiom Ger
many.

That these minority groups in all
countries taketheir orders directly
from Germanyand are In tho ser-
vice of Germany is now certain
This morning's papers announce
that not an Austrian Nazi, but Jo
seph Buerckel, a German Nazi
from the Saar, has been made gov
ernor of the newly-annexe- d Ger
man province

Furthermore nnd It Is high time
the United States woke up to this
fact every single person of Ger-
man citizenship is or will shortly
be cataloguedby the German em
bassyIn the country In which he is
a resident,and Is or will be under
the direct orders of the German
embassy or legation in the country
where he lives. There has never In
history been such a system of se
cret agents interfering in he In
ternal policies of other countries.

Konrad Hcnlcln's demands that
Czechoslovakia renounce Its' pro-
tective alliances with France end
Russiaarc from any point of view
unacceptable. It meansthat 23 per
cent of the populationare attempt-
ing to dictate foreign policy for the
other 75 per cent

True, it is unfortunate for the
moral prestige of Czechoslovakia
that the Czech majority in the past
has not treated the German and
other minorities as well as they
should have and that the very wide
concessions that they arc now pre-
pared to make should have been
forced on them.

But there Is not the slightest rea
son tp think that the Nazis would
have acted differently had the Ger-
man minorities been given from the
beginning everything that they
could legitimately demand. We now
havo the case of Austria as an Il-

lustration, where thero could be no
charge of persecuting Germans,
where more than 18,000 Nazis, guil-
ty of open rebellion and sedition,
wero amnestied after July, 1936;
whero a solemnly given agreement
between Austrian and Germangov-
ernments was scrupulously observ-
ed by tho Austrlans; where a gen-

tleman'sagreementexisted between
the chiefs ofstaffs of the German
and Austrian armies, and, never-
theless, the Germans Invaded and
annexedAustria.

It is, therefore, complete blind
ness on the part of certain liber-
als, particularly English liberals, to
see In the present policy of the
Sudeten Germans anything else
than a cynical and sinister attempt
to destroy the Czechoslovak repub
lic for the benefitof a powerful
neighbor. Professional agitators
supported by Germany and Hun
gary are busy stirring up tho other
minorities In Czechoslovakia the
2,300,000 Slovaks and the 750,000
Magyars, and again not with the
welfare of these minoritiesIn mind,
but purely as a part of power poll
cles.

The welfare of her minorities is
only a slogan that Germany Is using
for Imperialistic expansion. First of
all, If she had any tender-hearte-d

ncss about minorities, she would
not be exercisingthe most ruthless
policy of exterminationagainst her
own Jews, Including those who
have been domiciled In Germany
tor centuries.

Since German Interests, for the
time being, lie In an understanding
with Poland, Germany keeps very
quiet regarding the fate of her mi
norities there. Jlenlcln Is asking
for reparations for all the Injus
tices done to Germans In Czecho
slovakia sinco 1018. But no one Is
suggesting that ppland make re
parations for the far greater In
justicesthat were dune to Germans
In West Prussia (the Corridor).

I understand that In the Alpine
provinces of Italy, Germans arc
openly crying 'Hell Hitler!" In the
street. But we can depend upon
It that as long as tho Rome-Berli-n

axis is functioning, the German
governmentwill give this minority
no aid, although the Germans In
Italy have been more'i ruthlessly
suppressedthan In any other coun-tr-

The Czech situation Is really des-
perate. Germany hopes to disinte-
grate Czechoslovakia without an
armed attack. Incidentally she also
hoped to get Austria "by entirely
peacefulmeans,"hut In the endwas
wi te occupywe country.

When he first came Into power
ho used to be guarded by two
cordonsof troops when ho crossed
tho street to visit his mother.
Things are a bit easier now, but
he still doesn'tadvertisehis where-
abouts by lighting cigarettes on
his palacebalcony at nighttime..

Oriental Custom
Albania Is largely Moslem In

religion, and used to be under
Turkish rule. Many oriental cus
toms prevail. Queen Geraldlnecs--
capejUhc harem, however, for Zog
has abolished polygamy. Being
western In his ideas he has even
got away from the eastern pen
chant for plump girls, and picked
himself as svelt a queen as ever
graceda throne.

Geraldlnewill find no Hungarian
goulash In Tirana for the cooking
Is Turkish. One favorite dish is
slshkubub bits of mutton grilled
and served on a stick. So far as
breakfast Is concerned,the queen
will be able to see hers leaping
from crag to crag In the morning
sun as she looks from her bedroom
window that Is, If she likes the
goats'milk and cheeseof her adopt
cd country.

Tirana Is one of the smallest
capitals In the world a nice little
town of 30,000 people, nestling un
der me wing or a mountain. Tho
population of the entire country Is
only about a million, but they are
naru ana naray.

Near the Adrlatlo
The royal palace Is a long, low

building in beautiful gardens. If
Queen Gcraldino tires of the won--
aerrui scenery about her, Bhe can
be beside the Adriatic in forty-liv- e

minutes. She usesa motor-ca-r for
that speed, and not the horse and
buggy which is the chief transport
of the capital. They have mod-
ernized tho carriages by putting
auto horns on them.

Albania Isn't a rich country, but
that is compensatedfor by the fact
that its needs aro simple. The
state lncomo has been closeto 19,--
000,000 gold francs, and the budget
more than balances.

Somewhere there may bo a man
who can say what tho value of a
gold franc Is, but the writer never
heard of him. However, In the
good old days, when francs were
francs, we used to figure on about
five to the dollar. That would make
Albania's Income about $3,800,000.
