o f the Game and Fish Commia- 
aioR.

Kaniro conditions have improv- 
otl In both the antelope ran*es 
West of the Pecos and in the 
Panhandle, sUUd Wildlife biolo- 
guta. with the result that the 
pionghom* should be in prime 
•ondition for the October shoot.

The Chief Clerk said mail in 
quirirs about the two hunt* has 
been substantial since he announc­
ed that formal applications are 
ready for issuance to persons writ­
ing him at the Game and Fish 
Commission headquarter* in .\us- 
tin.

He added that more than or­
dinary interest concerned the pro­
vision that hunters may apply 
ia groups, so that their parties, 
providing that they qualify, may 
hnnt together.

When persona write in about 
the antelope season, they are for­
warded a regular application form 
containinig sdl pertinent informa­
tion about the conducted .«heot.

The Chief Clerk pointed out 
that if the applicationa exceed 
the number of antelope earmark­
ed for harvest, public drawings 
will be held in the Commission's

Aurtin headquarter* to determine 
the licensee«. Seimrate drawings 
would be held ^or West o f the 
Pecos, where approximately seven 
hundred head of buck and doe 
antelope have been declared sur­
plus. snd in the Panhandle where 
the excess population scheduled 
for reduction agregate* four hun» 
dred head

The deadline for applications 
is midnight Auguit 31. The hunt* 
will begin October 1 and con, 
linuc October IK.
