An in-
vestigation will show to any man
that taxes of the individual tax-
paver have not been increased but

have been decreased by these
laws, notwithstanding the school

money appropriated to each coun-
ty has been increased.

individual tax payers this year is]

While the State school tax, all of

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To the State Constitution Fixing
the Compensation of Gover-
nor and Lieutenant
Governor.

Joint Resolution proposing an
amendment to Article 4 of the
Constitution of the State of
Texas by amending Sections 5
and 17 of eaid Article 4 so as to

| fix the compensation of the
Governor at eight thousand
(8000) dollars per annum in ad-
dition to the use of the Gover-
nor’s mansion, fixtures and
furniture,and the compensatvion
of theLieutenanrt Governor at
twenty-five hundred ($2500)
dollars per annum,

Be it Resolved by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Texas:

SECTION 1. That Section 5
of Article 4 of the Counstitution
of the State of Texas be amend-
ed 80 a8 to provide that the uov-
ernor <f the State shall receive
ad compensation for his services,
sn annual salary of eight thous-
and ($8000) dollars and with the
use and occupation ! of the
(overnor’s mansion fixtures and
furniture, said 'Section 5 as
amened, to read as follows:

Secticn 5. He shall, at stated
times, recwive as comjpensation
for his services an annual silary
of eight thousand ($8,000) dol-
lurs, and no more and shall havs
the use and oocupation of the
Governor's mansion, fixtures
and furniture.

That Section 17 be so amend-
ed as to read as follows:

Section 17, If during the va-
cancy in the office of the Gover-
nor, the Lieutenant Governor
should die, resign, refuse to
serve or be removed from office
or be unable to serve or if he
chall be impeached or absent
from the State, the President of
the Senate, for the time being,
shall in Jike manner administer
the government until he shall be
succeeded bLy a Governor or
Lieutenant Governor. The Lieu
tens nt Governor shall receive an
annual salary of twenty-five
hundred ($2,500) dollars per
year, and no more. During the
time he administers the govern-
ment as Governor, he shall re-
ceiwve in like manner the same
compeunsstion which the Gover-
nor would have received had he
neen employed in the duties of
his office, and n2 more. The
President of the Senate, for the
time being, shall, during the
time he administers the govern:
ment, receive iu like manner the
same compensation which the
Governor would have received,
hud he been employed in the du-
ties of lis office.

Sec 2. The Governor ‘of this
State is hereby directed to issue
and have published the neces-

ing an appropriation therefor.
Be it Resolued by the Legisla
ture of the State of Texas:

Section 1, That Section 18,
Article 5, of the Constitution of
the State of Texas, be amended
80 as to hereafter reand as fol-
lows: !

Each organized county in the
State, now or hereafter existing,
shall be divided from time to
time, for the convenience of the
people, into justice precincts,
not lees than four and not more
than twelve. The present coun-
ty courts ehall make the first di-
vision. Subsequent divisions
shall be made by the commis-
gioners' court provided for by
this Constitusion. In each such
precinct there shall be elected,
at each biennial election, one
justice of the peace and one con~

stable, each of whom shall hold
his office for two years and un-
til his successor shall be elected
and qualified; provided, that 'in
any precinct in which there may
be a city of eight thousand or
more inhabitants, there ghall be
elected two justices of the peace,
Each county shall in like man-
ner and in the firist instance, be
divided into four commissioners’
precinct, in each of which there
shall be elected by the qualified
voters thereof one county com-
missioner, who shall hold his
office for two years and until his
successor shall be elected and
qualified. Subsequent divis-
ions of a county into commis-
sioners’ precincts shall be made

as ia now or hereafter may be)

provided by law. The county
commissioners so chosen,with the
county judge as presiding officer,
shall compose the county: com-
missioners’ court, which shall
exercise such powers and juris-
diction over all county business
as is conferred by this Constitu-«
tion and the laws of the State, or
as may be hereafter prescribed.

TAXATION—SUBMITTING
AMENDMENT T0 CONSTITUTION,

Joint Resolutivon amending Sec-
tion 3, Article 7, of the Con-
stitution of the State of Texas,
increasing the amount of tax
that may be voted on school
districts ard providing for a
majority vote of the property
tax paying voters of such dis-
trict to vote such tax.

Section 1. 3e it Resolved by
the Legislature of the State of
Texas: That Section 3 of Arti.
cle 7'of the Constitution of the
State of Texas be 8o amended as
to hereafter read as follows:

Section 3. One-fourth of the
revenue derived from the State
occupation taxes and a poll tax
of $1 on every male inhabitant
of this State between the ages of
twenty-one and sixty years shall
be eet apart annually for the
benefit of the public free schools,
and in addition thereto there
shall be levied and collected an
apnual ad valorem State tax of
such an amount, rot to exceed
twenty cents on the $100 valua-
tion, as with the available school

fund arising from all other sour-

ces, will be sufficient to main-:
and support the public free
schools of this State for a period
of not less than six months in
each year, and the Legislature
may also provide for the forma-
tion of school districts within all
or any of the counties of this
State by génerai or special law,
without the local notice required
in other cases of special legisla-
tion, and may authorize an ad-

ditional ad valorem tax to be

levied and collected within such
school districts for the further

maintenance of public free
schools, and the erection and
equipment of school buildings
therein, provided that a majority
of the qualified property tax pay-
ing voters of the district, voting
at an election to be held for that
purpose shall vote such tax,
not to exceed in any one year
50 cents cn the $100 valuation
of the property subject to taxa-

tion in such district, but the lim-

itation upon the amount of dis-
trict tax herein authorized shall
not apply to incurporated cities
or towns constituting separate
and independent school districts,

Sec. 2. The Governor of the
State of Texas shall and he is
hereby directed to issue the ne-
cessary proclamation for the
submision of this amendment to
the qulafied voters of the State
of Texas at the next general
election or at a special election
called by the Governor and the
sum of four thousand (4,000)
dollars, or 80 much thereof as
may be necessary, is hereby ap-
propriated out of any money not
otherwise appropriated tc defary
the expenses of publication of

such proclamation. At such
election the qualified electors
voting and favoring said amend-
ment shall have written or print-
ed on the ballot as follows:
“For amendment to Section 3,
Article 7, of the Constitution of
the State relating to
public free schools,”” and those
opposed to said amendment shall
have written or printed on the
ballot as follows: ‘‘Against
amendment to Section 3, Article
7. of the Constitution of the
State, relating to public free
schools.”
