Distressing Accident.—Andrew Bell, a farmer
from Charlton, Saratoga zounty, drove his way-
on the Columbia-street bridge yesterday; bul
finding a team approaching from the pier, which
he could not pass, backéd bis horses off on to
the dock, where, from fright or some other
cause, they got into the basin.

A gentleman of high respectability, arrived

of San Jacinto, to the Mexican army, left the di-
vision under the command of Felasola, at the
Colorado, on the 8th instant.

Felasola observed to Mr. Baker, thatas Gen.
Santa Anna wasa prisener, he did not acknow-
ledge him as general of the forces then in the
field, but would recognize him as President of
the Mexican nation, and as such he would obey
his order to withdraw the troops, and would ex-
ecute it assoon as possible.

He said he had no doubt but Congress would
acknowledge the independence of Texas, for it
was 1 country the Mexican people did not want;
and although it has been explored and known to
them for one hundred and fifty years, and though
a good country for the agriculturalist, it was not
one adapted to the Mexican people, there being
too many flies and mugquitoes for the conven-
ience of raising stock.

He acknowledged that the present campaign
in Texas had terminated to the great disgrace of
Mexico—that the crueldmassacre of Col. Fan-
ning’s division was able, and would meet
with the just indignatioWef the civilized world.
He further said that the invasion of Texas was
alone projected and carried on by the ambition
of Santa Anna; that had it not been for this,
Texas would have been admitted a stwte of the
Mexican Republic at the time she made the ap-
plication through her agent, Gen. S. F. Austin,
in 1833, and at this time would have had a local
government suited to her wants.

He was well aware, Le said, that the Texians
were receiving aid from the citizens of the U.
States, and that they had the sympathies of that
nation.

Camp-at HarrisBurg,
19th April, 1836.

This morning we are in preparation to meet
Santa Anna. Itis the only chance of saving
Texas. From time to time T have looked for
reinforcementsinvain. We will ouly have a-
bout 700 to march with,beside the Camnp Guard.
We go to conquer. It istwisdom growing out
of necessity to meet and fight the enemy now.—
Every consideration enforcesit, No previous
occasion would justify it. The troops are in
fine spirits and now s the time for action.

We will use’ our best efforts to fight the ene-
my to such advantage as will insure victory,
tho’ the odds is greatly against us. 1 leave the
result in the hands of a wise God, and rely on
his providence.

My country will: do justice to those who serve
her. The right for which we fight will be secu-
red, and Texas Free.

Melancholy Accident.—On Friday afternoon
last, as one of the canal packet sloops from Phila-
delphia for New York was lying at anchor near
South Amboy, the captain loaded his gun with
slugs for the purpose of shooting ducks.

Coroner’s” Report.—On Saturday an inquest
was held at the Hospital on the body of Caleb
Lathrep, a native of Connecticut aged 65 years,
who came to his death under the following
circumstances. The deceased, on Friday, was
engaged in raising stone from the hold of the
schooner Pocasset, of Boston, by means ofa
windless, and while at work a cartman acciden-
tally ran his cart against the capstan, and by the
shock unshipped the band. The weight of the
stone caused the capstan to revolve with great
velocity, and before the deceased could get out
of the way, one of the bars struck him a violent
blow on the head, which fractured his skull so
badly, that he died at the bospital, to which he
was conveyed, in the course of a few hours.
Verdict, **Accidental Death.”’

The coroner also held an inquest on the same
day over the body of a young man named Francis
Thompson, a native of England, aged 18 years,
who came to his death by a fall from the topsail-
yard of the ship Nile, on Wednesday last. Ver-
dict, ¢*Accidental Death.”’

T'THE CROPS.
[From the Richmond Enquirer, June 10 ]

We are informed that the fields beiween this
city and Fredericksburg present a wretched spec-
tacle.

A letter from Caroline county says, on ac-
count of the ravages of the Hessian fly, the
writer will not make more than 300 bushels of
wheat where he ought to make 2000.

The Winchester Virginian suys, the crop will
fall very short—perhaps not more that half the
usual quantity.

The Martinsburg Republican states,that ¢nine-
tenths of the growing crops of wheat are so far
in so hapeless a condition, that the growers des-
pair of having a sufficiency to re-seed and serve
their own consumption. It is
age product will fall short of four bushels per
acre. We have heard from Carlisle, and a good
way up the valley towards Staunton, from the
interior of Ohio, and from various directions
Eastward, and with a few exceptions on all allu-
vial land others well sheltered from winter’s cold
or otherwise favored by superior culture, or lucky
hits in seed time, our fields ot wheat present
the most discouraging appearance that our old-
est citizens have everseen.”’

The Baltimore Patriot states, ¢ that many
wheat fields in Washington and Frederick coun-
ties of this state, are, tobe ploughed down. In
the rich valiey surrounding York, Pa., we also
learn that the ravages of the fly have been serious,
and in numerous instances led ‘to the same re
sult.”’

The Frederick (Maryland) Citizen observes,
that “‘a large portion of our Farmers will not
make one half of a crop—and some scarcely as
much as they sowed. Very few will make a
tolerable erop.

In several parts of Pennsylvania and Delaware
the crop is unpromising.

The Lynchburg Virginian states, that the
ravages of the Fly “seem tobe much less ex-
tensive than in other sections of the country.
As far as our information extends it seems to
be thonght that a full average crop will be made
in the country imumediately adjacent to this

place.”’

On some of the lowel parts of the James River
the destruction is not so very extensive.—
Some farms will make pretty nearly an average
crop.. On others, the loss is seriously felt.

SICK AND DISABLED SEAMEN.

On motion of Mr. Davis the Senate took up
tor consideration a bill, in addition to the act,

Mr. Crittenden subsequently moved a recon-
sideration of this vote in order that he might
move an amendment so as to give the persons
employed in rafts and flat boats in the western
waters an exemption from the tax of 20 cents a
month, still reserving to them the privileges of
the Hospital fund in cases of disability. He
placed his motion on the ground of the diminish-
ed and decreasing reduction of this species of
craft.

After a debate between Messrs. Davis, Porter,
Clay, €rittenden, and others, the motion was
agreed to, and the amendment was engralted in-
to the bill.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
BREACH OF PRIVILEGE.

During the reading of the Journal, this morn-
ing, great confusion ensued in consequence of
an attack, made by one of the Repoiters of the
House, upon an individual who had taken ‘the
seat next to that usnally occupied by the repor-
ter. The causes of the attack will appea~ here-
after from the report of a committee; but while
the reporter was applying blows with a can:
amidst loud cries of order, the Speaker ordered
the Sergeant at-arms to take the reporter into
custody, whereupon he surrendered himself ar
once. Greatexcitementand confusion followed:
and 1t was made a question whether both the
persons shold nat b arrested.
the blows from hLis head.

On the other hand it was contended, that no
man in his senses, could make such an attack
without the deepest injury or insult; and thougl.
the offince of the person attacked might not
have been seen, it might still have been none the
lessaggravated.

Many suggestions were made of the probable
causes of this occurrence, and the House finally
oruered both the persons into cust:dy. The
Clerk continued the reading of the Journal, and
Mr. Adams interposed some objections to sever-
al of the statement thercin made of yesterday’s
proceedings: but after some discussion. the
House determined not to amend the Journal.

The Journal having been read, it was sug-
gosted that the case of the individuals airested
for a disturbance in the Hall, should be uispos-
ed of, .

The Chair stated that it had precedexnce of all
other business.

After some conversation as to the mode of
proceeding, Mr. Judson offered the following
resolution:

was very precious. With a view to get rid of the
difficulty, be offered the following substitute for
the resolution under consideration.

W heeler and Robert Codd, who are now in the
custody of the Sergeant at-Arms upon a charge
of disorderly conduct, in the presence of the
House be delivered over to the civil authorities to
be dealt with according to law.

SURPLUS REVENUE.

The following article is copied from the Far-
mer’s Register, published at Petersburgh, Va.,
a periodical work of great merit,  devoted whol-
ly to agricultural matters. It has nothing in it
of party; but it presents considerations of the
deepest interest to men of all parties, and in ev-
ery class of society, who wish to see their coun-
try prosperous and happy. The evils that threat-
en us are portrayed in strong but true colors;
and no reader, we apprehend, who dispassion-
ately peruses these 1emarks, will fail to acknow-
ledge their uresistible force, and to concur with
the writer, that the distribution of the surplus
revenue regularly among the States, is the only

means of averting the threatened danger. The

the correctness of the writer's reasoning: thirty
millions of the circulaling medium have been
boxed up in the deposite banks; and money
commands an usurious interest of two and two
and a half per cent per month. Let the excess
of public revenue for the coming year be added
to this thirty millions, and one half of our mo-
ney will be withdrawn from circulation, or loan-
ed to the partisans of the government, to be em-
ployed in speculation or in promoting the clection

of Martin Van Buren.

There is no subject which at present seems to
command a larger share of the public attention
than that of our surplus revenue. The immense
moral and political influence which an overflow-
ing treasury is likely to exert throughout the
whole extent of our wide-spread territory, is a
matter of too palpable and striking a nature to
escape the public view. The consequences of
this character are really alarming, and calculat
ed to inspire the patriot with serious apprehen-
sions for the continuance of that virtue and po-
litical integrity in our people, which Montes-
quieu has but too truly asserted to be the vital
smaiooln epublicanistn. I have not taken
forced the public mini o ute rrveiEeter
the subject under this particular aspect. Be-
sides, an agricultural journalis not, perhaps,
the proper receptacle for discussions of this
character.

There is one view, however, of this important
subject, (of a politico-economical character,)
which seenis, as yet, to have made no serious
impression on the public, though ccrtainly 1
think of the highest moment.

Our surplus revenue does, and must mevitably
continue, to produce such disorder and vaeilla-
tion as [ bave just spoken of. Mr. Gallatin,
some years ago, estimated the money in actual
circulation in our country at about &120,000,-
000. Now, suppose our surplas revenue to be
$40,000,000, and of course, liable to be collect-
ed in money. Here, then, we have the govern:
ment in possession of one-third of all the mo-
ney in the country. Suppose that government
should suddenly collect the whole of this reve-
nue, and lock it up, if you please, in the strong
boxes of the treasury, what would be the conse-
quence? Why, one third of the money is sud-
denly abstracted from the circulation, and the
consequence would be a pressure in the money
market, as sudden and terrible as an earthquake.
Destroy one-third the corn, wheat, or meat,now
in use, and we all know what would be the
dreadful result. This abstraction of the curren-
cy is precisely equivalent to a destruction of one
third of the noney of the country as long as it
is withheld from the ciiculation. How would
this pressure be relieved? By gradual importa-
tion of specie, from ubroad, and by gradual ex-
tension of bank issues, until the deficit occasion-
ed by the abstraction of $40,000,000, and the
trading community were again in the possession
of $120,000,000, the sum necessary for the
functions of circulation, s€
government-shoutd-determiti to disburse the mo-
ney, no matter in what manner, which has been
for a time withdrawn, what would be the effect?
You would then have the money of the countr
suddenly raised to $160;000,000—g40,000,000
beyond the usual amount. The effect of this
would be a sudden elevation of - prices, soon fol-
lowed by a rage for speculation, finally to be cur-
ed by large and extravagant importations from
abroad, which would create a money balance
against us, and drain us of specie, aud force a
system of curtailing on the entire banking sys-
tem throughout the coun’ry. In the meantime,the
accumulation of another surplus would force the
country through the same melancholy routine
of grinding pressare and bloated prosperity, e-
qually hostile to a pure and sound state of mor-
als, and to a steady and constant accumulation
of wealth. But I have said this effect would be
produced by -a. large sarplus’ revenue, in spite
even of all the efforts of government to prevent
it.  In our country the revenue is deposited in
certain banks-chosen for the purpose; and where
the revenue annually collected is anmually dis-
bursed, there isno danger of a pressure from this
causebecause the deyosites of the government are
made and withdrawn with some degree of regu-
larity, and the deposite banks can easily conform
theiroperations to those of the government with-
out auy detriment to the public.

Distributions of such revenue
regularly among the states, seems to be the only
remedy left, if the tariff compromise of 1832 is
to be considered as sacred or iaviolable. ~ That
would not perhaps be found a complete remedy,
but it is certainly the best that bas yet been of-
fered.

If ever the Congress of the United States
was called upon to settle a diflicult and momen-
tous subject, it is this subject of the surplus rev-
enue. 1 wish that every min in the United
States could be made to see tie truth, that the
whole property of the country isinvolvedin this
question of the surplus revenue If itis suffer-
ed to advence until it absorbsall the money of
the country, the value of everyhouse, of every
foot of land, of every species of produce and
property, will be at the mercy of these fluctua-
tions, occasioned by the contractions and expan-
sions of the carrency, caused by the existence
of an overgrown surplus revenue. ~And all this
will happen, whether the governinent should
wish to oppress or not. The power of the gov-
ernment becomes most fearfully great, with a
large accumulated revenue, and the best govern-
ment in the world with sucha fund, becomes
like Ahmed, the Pilgrim of Love, ia the Tales of
Alhambra, when cased in the enchanted armour,
and mounted upon the enchanted steed: an im-
petus was given to him which diove him furious-
ly against friend and foe, in spite ot every effort
to restrain himself, until he had prostratedin
universal ruin all who lay before him.

“TALLAHASSEE, June lst, 1836.

“H wrote you a few linesa short time
ago to acquaint you with the cause of my not
writing to some of you. I enteredas Surgeen
into the service of the U. S. on the 10th of
March. On the 15th took up the line of march
for Charles’ Ferry, wherea military fort was es-
tablished. - Left Charles’ Ferry in a few days
for Suwanee Old Town, where Major MecLe-
more, under whose command I was, had made
his Head-Quarters.

After remaining here a few days, Major Mec-
Lemore, the Adjutant and myself, together with
the Major’s servant, paid a visit to Newnans-
ville, where I remained two days, and at which
place an express reached Major MeLemore,
through whom he was directed to bring on some
corn for the use of the army, to the Withlacoo-
chee river, where we were ordered to remain
until relieved by Gen. Scott, or Major Mecle-

o had returned to Suwannee Old Town,

(Tuesday) for Charleston, returned this morn-
ing at five o’clock. This is said to be the short-
est voyage ever made between New York and
Charleston. On her outward passage, she took
out one hundred and ten United States troops,
destined for Fort Mitchell. Captain Spinney
landed them at Charleston in fine health and spir-
its.

‘“Disastrous Accounts from the Santee.—We
learn from Capt, Martin, of the steamer James
Boatwright, arrived yesterday from Columbia,
that the rice plantations on the Santee, from the
Canal to the mouth of the river, are all under
water, presenting the appearance of an inland
sea. The consequence, it is feared, will be great
destruction to the rice crop—in many cases
amounting to a total loss.”

and dug out a spring near the edge ot the Fort,
when, on the morning of the ninth of April, at a
little before dawn of day, we were allacked by
the Indians, who had encompassed us on three
sides, and numbered about 150 or 200 warriors.

The engagement lasted one hour and three
quarters, when they found out, to their sorrow,
that our reception was not only too warm, but
but that they had ventured too near us without
due reflection.

On the next day (Wednesday) we had 1 man
killed on his post by an Indian rifle, fired from
the opposite side of the river. On Friday the
15th of April, we were attacked by abody of the
savages who had completely surrounded us, and
whose number we computed at 4 to 500, though
we have siuce learned that Powell had 1000 to
1500 of them. This was the hottest engagement
we had during our stay on the Withlacoochee.
They fired their guns by hundreds at the same
moment at our Block House, and succeeded in
taking our only means of escape—our boat—
which they took down the river and destroyed
after the battle. The engagement continued 2
hours and 45 minutes, and we had 3 men slight-
ly wounded.

On the 24th, wehad a very ‘severe battle in

which they displayed their ingenuity by shoot-
ing arrows on fire upon the roof of the house,
which destroyed the roof and left us exposed to
the inclemency of the weather; this arrow firing
was performed by 26 of their men, whilst about
3 or 500 used their guns. We had on this occa-
sion 2 or 3 of our men wounded. It is my opin-
ion that in the engagement we must have killed
between forty and fifty of them. On the night
of the 24th, after the battle, we heard their chief
hail us and say, ‘““that be was going away inthe
morning, and would trouble us no more.”” He
kept his promise very well, though he did give
us about 100 guns the next morning ere he left.
He kept a continual watch upon us, however,
from that time until we were relieved by about
80 gallant volunteers under the command of Col,
Reed, of the Florida Militia, who came up the
river the night of the 24ih May, and brought us
all away in safety. Our Captain, Hollman, was
killed on the 3d May, whilstendeavoring to for-
tify and strengthen our pgsition. The Indians
continued to give us a passing shot, from 50 to
100 guns every five or six days, though he kept
aspy upon us at other times.” To God, and the
bravery and gallantry of the Volunteers under
Col. Read, are we indebted for our lives, as I
despaired of ever receiving aid from human
hands, and was almost resigned to my fate. The
officers were twenty-one days living on corn,
without salt or meat, and the men about 28
days.
In a few days I will write you® again and be
more explicit, and will soon send you a copy of
our letter of thanks to Col. Read ‘and the Vo-
lunteers under his command. I am very weak
and can say no more at present.”’

VERY LATE FROM EUROPE.

By the packet ship Independence, Capt. Nye,
arrived this morning from Liverpool, whence she
sailed on the 24ih of May, the editors of the
Commercial Advertiser have received their Lon-
don and Liverpool papers. The former to the
morning of the 23d, and the latter to the 24th
inclusive. 'The news is interesting.

The Independence made her outward passage
in fourteen and a half days, and has returned in
twenty days, performing the voyage out and
home in thirty-four days and a half—a shorter
period than was ever before known.

GREAT BRITAIN ANDIRELAND.

Mr. O’Connell took the oaths and his seat, as
member from Kilkenny, on the 20th. His first
act was to present « petition from sundry eleet-
ors of Dublin against the return of the sitting
members from that city; the very gentleman in
whose favor the committee had a few days be-
fore reported. He then gave notice that on'the
21st June he would move to bring in a bill to re-
form the House of Lords. Mr. Grove Price
gave notice that on the first supply day, he would
move to expunge Mr. O’Connell’s notice, just
given, from the journals. The House adjourned
on the 30th of May.

The old ¢Catholic association’”’ in Dublin,
which fell to pieces on the passage of the Catho-
lic emancipation bill, has been revived. A meet-
ing was held on the 17th of May, at which vi-
olent speeches were made by Mr. Shiel and oth-
ers, and open war was declared against the
peers—or at least against those of them who are
conservatives.

The corporations reform bill for Treland went
back to the House of Commons from the House
of Lords on the 19th, with numerous amend-
ments, which Lora John Russell said had totally
changed its character; that the bill, as amended
did in fact destroy the corporations in Ireland;
and that he never would participate in any meas-
ure which deprived Ireland of Municipal govern
ments.

Mr. O’Brien, an Irish member, gave notice
that he should move to read the amendments
that day six months—-equivalent to a summary
rejection.

Mr, Hume said that the collision between the

Lords. Theamendments were to be considered
on the 2nd of June, when a fierce conflict was
expected. The plot thickens.

Mr. O’Connell has published a long and
furious letter to the people of England—the
first of a series—calling upon them to reform
the House of Lords, as the only means of
maintaining the Union.

New Voyage of Discovery.—1t was stated at
the annual meeting of the Geographical society,
on Tuesday, that on account of the discoveries
of capl. Back in his recent expedition, a depu-
ta.ion from the society, consisting of the earl of
Ripon, Sir John Franklin, and captain Back,had
waited upon the lords of the admiralty with the
different views that had been given to the so-
ciety upon the subject. On their representa-
tion bis majesty’s ship Terror had been placed
under the command of captain Back, to proceed
to the Mayne river, on the western coast of
North America, near Sir Thomas Ross’s Wel-
come. His first directions were to ascertain the
most convenient place for the transportation of
boats and stores across the intervening isthmus,
and, having placed his ship in security, he was
to proceed with the resources placed at his
command along the shores of Prince Regent’s
Inlet, and connect the point whence he will start
with Hecla and Fury Straits and Pomnt Tuina-
gain. Ths utmost exertion is being used in fit-
ting out the expedition, which, itis expected,
will sail the first week in June.

Suicide of the Hon. Berkeley Craven.—A con-
siderable sensation kas been produced in the
fashionable sporting world by the suicide of the
Hon. Berkeley Craven, so well known on the
turf, who puta period to his existence by shoot-
ing himself through the head with a pistol,at his
residence, No. 17, Connaught-terrace, Edgeware
road. The particulars of the melancholy affair,
are as follows:—The deceased, it appeared, was
a loser by the Derby Stakes toan enormous ex-
tent, some say as much as £30,000.

As soon as the resolt of the race became
known he was observed by his fritnds to be ex-
cessively agitated, and in this state he left Ep-
som, and arrived at his residence, as above, the
same (Thursday) night. He flung himself on
the sofe in the parlour in a state of mental dis-
traction, and all attempts to solace him being in
vain, the domestics were forced reluctantly to
leave him, and retired to bed at a late hour.

About six o’clock on the following (Friday)
morning, one of the female servants came down
stairs, and on entering the parior a most
appalling'spectacle was presented te her view:
the body of her master was found extended on
the floor, deluged in blood, which had flowed
from a frightful wound in the head,and near him
lay a large duelling pistol, with which it was
evident the deed had been perpetrated.

Froman examination of the wound, it ap-/
T N almost 1nstan-
taneous—but it is rather extraordinary that the
report of the pistol was not heard by any of
the inmates. He was abont 50 years of age.

At the latest accounts, the British and Car-
lists maintained the same positionin the neigh-
borhood of St. Sebastian. An engagement be-
tween the main bodies was, however, expected

daily.
PORTUGAL.

Considerable alarm and anxiety were caused
in Lasbon, in the early part of May, by the
sudden illness of the prince consort, who was
attacked with a complaint almost precisely
similar to that of which his predecessor died.
A difficulty arose on a point of court etiquette,
the Portuguese court physician insisting upon
preseribing for the prince, after the Portuguese
fashion, and the latter refusing to take any thing
except from the hands of the German physician
who had accompanied him from his native
country. The German was equally resolute in
having the exclusive charge of the royal patient,
or taking no part in the matter. The obstinacy
of the prince and his physician prevailed, and
the consequence was, as the papers significantly
allege, that the former was very soon con-
valescent. The prince had already made
himself very popular.

There bad been a slight disturbance in one of
the northern provinces (Tras-os-montes), an
individual baving orgamzed a small band of
guerillas and proclamed Don Miguel; but the
attempt at insurrection was soon put down.

Some idle ramors had been in circulation at
Lisbon, of Don Miguel’s having landed in Spain;
but it was soon found that there was mno
truth in them.

Some dissatisfaction —existed among the
Euglish_resident_merchants, in consequence of
the expiration of the commercial trealy with
England; but affairs generally were in a
prosperous condition.

From the Columbus Sentinel of June 3.
PROGRESS OF TH! CREEK WAR,
We are almost as barren of incident here, 1n

relation to the movement of the Creek for the
past week, as we should be were we entirely re-
moved from the seat of action. Aclive prepara-
tions are making by those in command to con-
centrate the men, arms and wunitions of war
in this place, for the purpose of passing into the
nation as soon as all things arein readiness.——
In the mean time a considerable force has been
sent down the river stationed along the Chatta-
hocchee, for the purpose of protecting the fron-
tier inhabitants of the river below us. A large
number of troops have already come in, and
many more are on their march and will be here
in afew days. Those that are sent down the
river, are encamped on the Alabama side of the
river, opposite Columbus, with the exception of
the volunteer corps and drafted men of this city
and county, who we presume will be kept here
for the protection of the place.

The Indians in this vicinity and below are sup-
posed to be encampedin two bodies. One of a-
bout 4 hundred under Ne-ah Micco in a swamp
below the stage read about 20 miles from this
place; the other, under Ne-ah Mathla, amount-
ing to perhaps 8 or 900, in another swamp some
distance below him. Both the chiefs profess to
be friendly, and it is said keep a white flag flying
at a prominent point of their encampments. But
those who know the Indian character, know that
cunning and treachery are amongst their strong-
est characteristics. Oseola played Gen. Gaines
amaost arrant trick by this same mancevering
with his white flag, gained time to remove his
women and children, and then ran away him-
self.

On Sunday evening two chiefs and seven oth-
er Indians, and a white man by the name of
Baily, came in as a special embassage from Ne-
ah Micco and Neah Mathla, to learn what terms
would be granted to them in case they should
come over to the whites. A lopg consultation
was held at head quarters, and the deputation
sent back on Tuesday morning. We have heard
nothing further of the conference or the deputa-
tion since its departure,

A half-breed by the name of Jim Henry, pret-
ty well informed, having been much with the
whites, seems to be the most active among the
Indians in their predatory excursions. - We take
the following account of his career of the last
week from the Herald:—¢On Saturday night
last, a rumor reached the city, that himself and
band were within 12 or 15 miles of the river.—
General MeDougal promptly called upon the
troops to cross tlie Chattahooehee in pursuit of

in the night. vet we are proud to sav. that vo.
from Columbus Guards, and Capt. Evans” Rifle
corps, amounting in all to 80 or 100 men, who
marched into the nation at the hour of midnight
in search of the savage foe—and after having
travelled all night without being able to discover
the enemy, returned to their encampments the
next morning. The following night, Jim Hen-
ryand his gang approached within six miles of
town and burned the Uchee bridge; and during
the night he crossed to the Georgia side of the
river, and committed depredations by killing,
and destroying the house and property of Mr.
John Vietory, whose plantation is about 20
miles below Columbus.

Two or three other incursions have been made
into this State across the Chattahoochee some
twenty-five or thirty miles below this place. Mr.
Burdit, the overseer of Mrs. Brewer, was mur-
dered on Saturday night, and all the buildings on
the plantation burnt. = The buildings on Mr.
Quarles’ fine plantation have elso been destroyed.
About one hundred and eighty Indians are said
to have been present at the burning of Mrs.
Brewer’s houses. They were afterwards pursu-
ed by troops from Randolph county, and tracked
to the river swamp. At Quarles’ plantation,
the citizens had a skirmish with the Indians, and
we regret to state thata Mr. Jackson of Stew-
art county, was killed in the rencontre.

Almost daily incursionsare made into the In-
dian country by small parties from this place,
but hitherto with but little effect. On Monday
a party of about a dozen went outaboutas far
as the Ochee Creek, and in the evening a squad
of Indians came over to attack them. The
whites, fearing they would be too strong for
them, fled, and were pursued about the woods
nearly the whole night, the Indians at times,
being close upon them. They got into Fort
Mitchell about 3 o’clock in the morning, and
came up to Columbus the next day.

The Indians have destroyed both bridges across

.the Oochee. -

Dr. Hozxey, with a scouting party, went down
10 Broken Arrow- Bend, about ten miles below
Columbia, on the river, on Wednesday last.—
They heard the yells of a few Indians and the
report of two guns. but saw no Indians.

We learn of no hostilities recently among the
upper Creeks. We think the great mass of
them are disposed to be friendly. Apothleholo
Tuskena and Jim Boy are friendly. and will as-
sist the whites. An express who arrived here from
Tuskegee on Wednesday states that he passed
about 200 Indians on the road, all of whom ap-
peared to be friendly.

We- have not heard of Gen. Woodward and
his partysince their departure from this place,
but presume they have arrived safe at Tuske-

ee.
General White returned on Wednesday
with his command of Talbot Volunteers, from
a scout on the Georgia side of the river, as low
down as Fort McCreary. Saw no Indians.

LATEST FROM TEXAS.
New-ORrLEANs, May 30.

The rumor that had reached here some eight
days ago via Natchitoches, was confirmed or re-
peated yesterday by an arrival from Opelousas—
that 1200 Mexicans, one division of the army un-
per Col. Wall, had surrendered themselves pri-
soners of war to between 300 and 400 Texuns,
agreeably to the request of Santa Anna that
they should lay down their arms.

It was also stated that the Texan force under
Col. Burleson had overtaken the main division
of the Mexicanarmy under Felisola and Sesma,
when crossing the Colorado; and that the Mex-
icans merely requested to be undisturbed in their
retreat from Texas. It wasalsostated that they
had thrown into the river a large qunantity of
ammunition, lest it should fall into the hands of
the Texans; and it is fortunately stated that the
latter have pursued the prudential policy of
building a bridge for the escape of the enemy—
who are still nearly 3 to 1.

Arms were looked for constantly.

New Orreans, May 30.

The vessels that came up the river last even-
ing report the Mississippi had overflowed its
banks at the English Turn; and did considerable
damage—particularly on Morgan’s plantations
where several hundred acres are cov. red.

THE MISSOURI EXCITEMENT.

We havebeen favored with the following ex-
tract of a letter from a gentleman in Missouri,
giving a somewhat different version of the affray
between Col. Muldrow and Dr. Bosley, fron
that before published. We presume this is a
true statement of the affair.

Near Parmyra, May 27, 1836.

A committee of fifty men appointed by a
meeting who pledged themselves to drive every
abolitionist out of the country, was sent to the
Upper College to order a Mr. Garritt and a Mr.
Williaws to quit the State before the coming
Saturday, or abide the consequences; after
which they went to the house of Dr. Nelson
with a similar intention, but the Doctor came
out, made them a short speech, and they depart-
ed without disturbing him further than by
threats. This, however, roused the Doctor’s
congregation, and #s he was to preach his fare-
well sermon on the next Sabbath at the camp
ground, it was feared that there might be an at-
tempt to interrupt the meeting, and several of
his friends accompanied him armed, among
them Colonel Muldrow. At the close of the
meeting Col. Muldrow handed a paper to Dr.
Nelson to read, proposing to subscribe $10,000
himself, and asking others to subscribe, to in-
demnify masters for their slaves when govern-
ment should think proper to abolish slavery in
that way. Upon this a Dr. Bosley came for-
ward, abusing Dr. Nelson and charging him with
being the cause of all'the disturbance. Colo
nel Muldrow then proclaimed himself the author
of the paper, and that he, if any one, was to
blame. An eltercation immediately ensued be-
tween them, during which Bosley struck Mul-
drow with his eane. Afier receiving the blows,
Muldrow drew his knife, opened it deliberately,
and laid it at full length in the palm of his hand.
Bosley then drew a pistol, and snapped it at
Muldrow, and then attacked him with a sword
cane. Muldrow immediately closed with him,
and in the scuffle Bosley was stabbed under the
shoulder, the knife entering his lungs. Col.
Muldrow voluntarily delivered himself up the
next afternoon, and was committed to jail to a-
wait his trial for stabbing with intent to kill.—
Bail was retused, and his trial will take place in
August. Bosley was alive on the 27th May, *
and some hopes were entertained of his recove-
ry. The original cause ofall this excitement
and disturbance was a box marked ¢Glass,”” but
containing abolition pampblets, papers, &c.,
brought from the Eastby the Mr. Garritt before
mentioned.

The U. S. sloop.of war Vincee eroav iz vey-
age around the world, had sailed 53;500 miles
since leaving the United States in November
1833. Says the Norfolk Beacon:—

¢“The Vincennes proceeded to the Navigator’s
Islands, at one of which, (Otewhy,) a part of
the crew of the whaleship William Penn, had
lately been cut off. Having approached within
a few miles of Otewhy, the ship was disguised
to prevent premature alarm, and soon received
a visit from the natives. These were all detain-
ed on board, while an armed force of seamen
and marines was sent on shore, with ordersto
take, alive or dead, the Chief Popetuno, who
had committed the outrage upon the William
Peun’s boats, or, in case of escape, to burn all
the property which could be ascertained to be-
long to him. Landing, in obedience to these
orders, the party proceeded, under the guidance
of a European resident,several miles into the in-
terior, searching the villages through which
they passed for the criminal, but carefully avoid-
ing all violence toward those who bad not been
engaged in the murder. During these proceed-
ings no interruption was experienced from the
natives, who were themselves frequent sufferers
from the aggressions of this sanie Popetuno, ane
seemed generally desirous to be relieved of his
presence; he had, howeve_, taken the alarm,
and made his escape into the interior of the is-
land, so that after a fruitless search of several
hours, his houses were reduced to ashes, and
his property destroyed wherever it could be
found. Having effected this end and taken
measures to ensure a friendly reception to any
ships that may in future visit the Island, the
Vincennes took leave of Otewhy, in the confi-
dence that the punishment which had been in-
flicted on a real aggress: r, had not been produc-
tive of better effects than the justice with whieh
the innocent had been carefully exempted from
the smallest share ofit.

MEETING OF THE ALDERMEN.
Monpay Evening, June 13th.

All the members met in the Aldermen’s Cham- |/
ber, a quarfer before eight o’clock. Alder-
Ima.n Randall was called to the Chair unanimous-
y.
On motien of Ald. Clark, the Board resolved
to proceed to ballot for a President. Aldermen
Clark and Purdy were appointed by the chair,
tellers to receive and count the votes.

The first ballot being taken, resulted in 8
votes for Alderman Taylor, and 8 votes for Ald.
Varian; no choice. The 2d ballot resulted in
the same manner. The 3d, 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th,
8th, 9th, 10th, 11th, 12th,-13th, 14th, 15th,
16th, 17th, 18th, 19th, 20th, and up to the 36th
ballotings inclusive, were had, all resulting
in an equality of votes for each competing can-
didate. !

Alderman Tallmadge then arose, and stated
that they had had nearly 40 ballotings without
coming any nearer to a successful result than at
their first ballot; that to relieve this difficulty,
he would propose two resolutiosn, whichihe held
in his hand, for the adoption of the members.
and which he hoped his political friends, as well
as all others, would support. He read the reso-
lutions, which were to the effect that the presid-
ing officer of the board duringhis term of office,
shall be vested with all the powers of the Presi-
dent; that he shall hold his office only from one
meeting of the board to the other; and that the
presiding officer shall be appointed at each meet-
ing of the board, on the nomination of the mem-
ber who had previously acted as President,com-
mencirg either with the first and going through
to the 16th, or at 1the 16th and going down to
the 1st. ward; and that these resolutions become
the standing rules of the board, repealed only
by a vote of two-thirds of the members. These
resolutions he subsequently modified so as to di-
vest the person so acting as President of a por-
tion of his power, by the appointment of a com-
mittee whose duty 1t should be to nominate the
standing committee to be appointed.

He urged the adoption of these resolutions as
calculated to cure the existing evil, and to cause
a speedy organization of the Board. He cared
not, he said, which of the members was first ap-
pointed to the office; they might begin at the
First ward and so go through, or at the 161h
Ward and pass down to the 1st, whereby every
member would have an opportunity in his turn
to nominate a President. = He read a portion of
the charter, and said that the plan he proposea
was perfeetly compatible with its provisions,
would enable each party to rule in tarn, and
thereby enable them to proceed to and successful-
ly carry on the public business. He said that his
plan embraced the appointment of a committee
of an equal number of each party, to nominate
the first President.

Ald. Brady replied at length to the remarks of
Ald. Talmadge, denied the legality and expedi-
ency of the proposition he had submitted; con-
tended that Ald. Varian had received a majority
of the votes when he received 8 votes, Mr. Ben-
son 7, and Mr. Judd 1, which he considered,
elected him to the office.

Ald. Talmadge rejoined, and contended that
where 16 votes were given, 9 and no less were a
majority, and that a mojority ofthe whole num-
ber of votes, and not a plurality, was absolutely
necessary for achoice. He argued that a ma-
jority of a mere quorum was not meant by the
word méjority when all the members voted; but
that the majority of a quorum could appoint only
when less than all the members were present
and voting; and added, “that if the Alderman
of the 6th Ward had appeared inthe cham-
ber and voted when only eight other members
were in attendance, there might before this have
been a President appointed.

Ald. Ingraham said he was opposed to
the resolution asillegal, inasmuch as this
Board could not delegate their power to appoint
a President to any one of its members, but that
he must be appointed by a majority of the
Board. He also advanced other reasons why it
should not be adopted, and was followed by Ald.
Talmadge in some additional remarks, to whom
Alderman Brady again replied.

Ald. Banks was decidedly opposed to the re-
solutions, and spoke at length against them, as
an ingenious device to enable his political op-
ponents toobtain and hold the office of President.
He said the charter required that the Board
should appoint @ President, and not a succession
of sixteen Presidents.

Ald. Talmadge replied and said that he had
been misunderstood by the gentleman of the 5th
Ward, and that he had been sincere in making
the proposition he did. That he had made it, in
good faith, as a compromise to remove the pre-
sent difficulty, and not with a view to obtain any
advantage. That he was willing to go half-way,
to meet gentlemen, but he would not go one
inch beyond it, but if nothing would suit the
gentlemen opposile except always to eternity
having the power, he for one would never aid
them in such an effort. -

Alderman Banks rejoined, at length, and was
followed by Alderman Clark, who spoke for a
considerable time in favor ot the resolutions,
that the members had an incipient p tmh'r
the
resolutions were in strict accordance witly the
resolutions were rejected 8t0 8. e

Ald. Wheeler then expressed a wish that the |
gentlemen opposed, would submit some proposi-
tion of their own for consideration, as he had
exhausted his skill in devising and submitting
propositions, all of which had been rejected, and
he called upon gentlemen to produce some plan
for adoption that the present difficulty might be
removed; none, however, was offered.

Alderman Clark then stated that he wished to
submit a paper for their adoption, which had
passed the Board of Assistants, and which was
an application of the South Dutch Church,
whose property is to be sold this day, for the re-
moval of the remains of their dead, as that was
one of the conditions of sale. This Alderman
Banks opposed, as impracticable, owing to the
want of organization, &ec. Alderman Clark
thought the Board could now dispose of it with-
out compromiting any of the rights of members,
in relation to President, &c. After some desul-
tory conversation, Alderman Clark laid the peti-
tion on the table, and the Board resumed their
balloting for the 37th  time, which resulted as
before. The 38th ballot stood 6 to 6, the 39th
the same, and the 40th, 41st and 42d, the same.
The Board was still balloting when our Reporter
left.

He had
been sent to convey money to pay laborers un
Mr. Ot.s’s section of the West Philadelphia rail
road, having very frequently gone upon the
same errand with the most entire success. This
sudden dispensation of Providence will be heart-
rending to his highly respectable father and
other relatives in Massachusetts. The remains
of the deceased weie yesterday interred in the
family vault of Isaac Otis, Esq. at tle Central
Presbyterian chureh corner of Eighth and Cherry
streets, attended by the numerous friends of
Mr. Otis. The impressive solemnities of the
occasion were performed by the Rev. W. A.
Idc Dowell.

Duel in High Life—Our London coregpon-
dent, under date of May 14th, states that a duel
had taken place between the premier (Lord Mel-
bourne) and the husband of the Hon. Mrs. Nor-
ton, author of *“The Undying One.”’” The pre-
mier received a pistol wound though not of a
dangerous character. Mr. Norton is a Police
magistrate. The cause of the meeting we for-
bear to state, although spoken of as a thing no
longer to be concealed. Probably the next arri-
val will bring the particulars. *You will not
find (adds our correspondent) more than a few
half meaning hints about the whole affair in the
papers. As soon as his lordship received his
wound, a cabinet counsel was summoned—the
result of the deliberations isnet known. Last
night, lord Lyndhurst did not make his appear-
ance 1n the house, though he ought to have gone
on with the Irish municipal bill. ~ This was out
of compliment to the premier and his absence.”’

The probuble cause of the duel above spoken
of is no secret, either here or in London. Ru-
mors of a rather too great intimacy between
lord Melbourne and Mrs. Norton, who is one of
the most beautiful women in England, have been
rife, tor the last two or three years. Mr. Nor-
ton, however, has always been represented, hith-
erto, as conveniently blind to the existing state
of affairs; and it has been said, even that his ap-
pointment “as police magistrate, was obtained
through the influence of lord Melbourne, as the
reward of his discreet lack of observation.

The parties
met with four pistols apiece, at fifty paces with
the privilege of advancing. = Ward fired his pistol
without advancing, and without hitting his
opponent, though the ball passed close to his ear.

Ward’s second shot struck Allston on the hip
but a silk handkerchiet saved him from injury.
The third shot of both parties were likewise
ineffectual.  Allston’s fourth shot, fired at
twenty-five paces, hit hisadversary in the shoul-
der, which staggered him; but he recovered and
fired again and inflicted a severe wound on Alls-
ton. Both genileman were likely to recover.
