It will be noted from the . above
table that in the two boxes at Taho-
ka a‘total of B23 poll tax receipts
have been isued, which is 156 more
than were isued last year. At O°
Donnell the increase over last year
is 223. There has been quite a de-
crease at Wilson, the number  this
year being 34 less than last  year.
Since this is election year and since
there has apparently been an increase
rather than a decrease in the popula-
tion in that precinet, this  decrease
in the number of poll taxes paid is en
tirely unexplainable. In most of the
other precinets in the county, the
number has remained practically the
same as last year, New Home show-
ing the only substantial” * increase.
The new box of New Moore shows
