They were Registered Nurse Joyce 
J. Hoover of Dallas, representing the 
Texas Health Department and 
Wayne Johnson of Lubbock, repre-
sentative of Medicare."

rings on any student are not accept-
able. 

7) Facial hair, rattails, ponytails 
on boys or distracting hair styles or 
colors on any student shall not be 
worn. 

8) Hair length that exceeds the 
collar of a dress shirt (not a T-shirt 
collar) Boys. 

9) Shorts may be worn. Shorts are 
unacceptable if they are shorter than 
when the arms are held down the 
side of the body and fingers are 
straight. Shorts must either meet the 
end of the finger-tips or exceed them. 
Absolutely no wind shorts, bike 
shorts, or tight shorts may be worn. 
Tights worn under the shorts do not 
make them acceptable. Excessively 
baggy shorts will not be worn also. 

If your child comes to school 
wearing clothes that violate the dress 
code or in any other way violates the. 
dress and grooming standards, she/ 
he will be placed in In-School Suspen- 

knot. Shoulder seam must be at least 
3" wide on boys' or girls' shirts, girl's 
dresses. To test length, raise arms 
with hands over head and if the mid-
riff shows, it is too short. 

2) Fishnet type tops must be worn 
with an appropriate T-shirt under-
neath. 

3) Baggy or saggy pants, pants 
with holes or frayed at the bottom, 
extra long belts, top button on shirts 
buttoned only. Shirt should be unbut-
toned unless all buttons are buttoned 
or top button undone. Exposure of 
undergarments is prohibited. 

4) Headwear in the building is not 
acceptable for girls or boys, includ-
ing caps, hats, bandanas scarves, 
sock hats or visors. During athletic 
activities, athletic caps may be worn. 

5) Thongs or shower shoes are 
inappropriate footwear 

6) Earrings for males are not al-
lowed on campus or at school activi-
ties. Tongue or navel or eyebrow 

Motley County Principal, Robert 
Hand, recently released the Dress 
and Grooming Code for Motley 
County ISD for the 2000-01 school 
year. Mr. Hand stated, "We expect 
students to come to school in clothes 
that are clean and neat, and we ex-
pect students to exhibit basic clean-
liness and grooming that will not be 
a health or safety threat to them-
selves or to other students or staff. 
While we respect students' desire to 
express themselves in their clothing 
and grooming styles, we do not per-
mit students to wear clothing with 
pictures, emblems, or writing that is 
lewd, offensive, vulgar, or obscene or 
that adVertises or depicts tobacco 
products, alcoholic beverages, drugs, 
or any other substance that students 
are prohibited from having or using 
at school." Mr. Hand will make deci-
sions about dress and grooming vio-
lations after a discipline form has 
been brought by the student, to the 
office. 

Listed below are other types of 
student dress that is not acceptable 
at Motley County Schools: 

1) Halter tops, midriff tops, tube 
tops, backless dress or tops, or mini-
skirts; Spaghetti strap tops or 
dresses. Shirts with tails tied in a

Grasshopper populations have 
increased dramatically in the last few 
weeks, moving from fields and pas-
tures and heading for residential ar-
eas, the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service reports. 

Extension entomologist Emory 
Boring of Vernon said many crops 
and plants have dried up, forcing 
grasshoppers to concentrate on 
greener plants in home gardens and 
landscapes. 

"Grasshoppers are much easier 
to control when they are still confined 
to the hatching areas," he said. "Un-
til grasshoppers become adults, they 
are wingless and much more limited 
in their movements." 

Boring said it takes 40 to 60 days 
for nymphs to reach the adult stage. 
Most grasshoppers are still nymphs, 
but they are already moving out of 
their hatching areas to find food. 

"When trying to protect a garden 
or home landscape, treatment of the 
surrounding area will greatly in-
crease the probability of success," he 
said. "'II-eating a relatively large area 
will reduce migration of grasshop-
pers back into the protected area." 

Boring said treatment frequency 
will depend on the residual control 
provided by the insecticide and the 
number of grasshoppers. 

"When very large numbers are 
encountered, control becomes more 
difficult," he said. "This is because 
grasshoppers must feed some before 
they die." 

Extension entomologist Cliff 
Hoelscher of College Station and the 
number of grasshoppers per square 
yard has increased greatly in the past 
few weeks. 

"A few weeks ago, the populations 
were clumped with 12 to 15 grasshop-
pers per square foot," he said. "Now 
we are seeing 15-25 per square foot 
in some concentrated areas." 

Hoelscher said the biggest pest 
of the grasshopper population is the 
differential grasshopper.

WEANING WEIGHT VS 
RETAINED OWNERSHIP 
At a recent tour at the Texas 

A&M Center at Overton researchers 
discussed an experiment where 
calves are weaned and retained for 
grazing. With their cattle and under 
their usual conditions, calves are 
heavy at weaning and also after graz-
ing (often + 900 lb.), resulting in price 
penalties as feeders. Under such con 
ditions there appear to be three fea-
sible options: (1) sell at weaning or 
retain ownership for feeding without 
grazing; (2) continue grazing to 
heavy weights but retain ownership 
for short-term feeding; (3) change 
management and genetics (to cows 
more moderate in body size and milk-
ing ability) so that calves are lighter 
and less fleshy at weaning, then 
graze to acceptable feeder weights. 
The latter option lowers per-cow 
costs and shifts more forage utiliza-
tion from the cow-calf phase to graz-
ing. Genetic types should be matched 
to forage, management, and market-
ing conditions. If you retain calves it 
may be better to give up some wean-
ing weight in exchange for greater 
postweaning efficiency and market 
acceptance.

weeks," he said. "This species pro-
duces the largest number of individu-
als and covers the widest area." 

Hoelscher said Burnet and 
Hamilton counties, as well as much 
of central Texas have been experi-
encing a growing grasshopper prob-
lem. 

"A rancher in Hamilton County 
has reported the total loss of 40 acres 
of coastal bermuda grass because of 
grasshoppers," he said. 

Hoelsher has received about 30 
"panic" phone calls in the last few 
days alone. 

"I think the public is confused 
about grasshopper hatch-out," he 
said. "They think every time a new 
hatch arrives that it is from a single 
species. What people don't realize is 
that there are many different species, 
and each hatches at a different cal-
endar date. There is only one genera-
tion per year in every species." 

Hoelscher said between 15 and 20 
species of common grasshoppers are 
seen over the course of a year and 
many have already developed wings 
this season. Trying to control grass-
hoppers at their immature stages 
will give better results, since winged 
adults can migrate and cover larger 
areas. 

Both Hoelscher and Boring rec-
ommend using insecticides to help 
treat the populations. The best suc-
cess has been from ULV malathion, 
but it has to be aerially applied, which 
leaves it out of reach for most people. 

Other insecticides that can help 
are Diazinon, Orthene, Asana XL, 
Karate, and Sevin. Be sure to always 
follow the instructions on the label 
before application. For additional in-
formation on pesticides and grass-

FORAGE USE BY 
HEIFERS VS. COWS 

The US Meat Animal Research 
Center has studied utilization of high 
and low quality forage by heifers and 
mature cows. Compared to heifers, 
cows consumed, in relation to body 
size, about 25% more high quality for-
age and about 50% more of low qual-
ity. Rate of fiber digestion was faster 
in cows. What does this mean? As 
forage quality declines, heifers will 
need nutritional supplementation 
sooner than cows or else perfor-
mance, efficiency, and profit will be 
reduced.
