Here in Clarendon the city au­
thorities had opportunity to ob­
serve the newly completed con­
crete ditch in action, and in spite 
of the heavy tax on its capacity 
found it to be adequate for ordi­
nary drainage.

Terraced farms over the county 
withstood the washing rains in a 
most satisfactory manner and 
proved again the wisdom of this 
work. County Agent Broun is re­
ceiving many fine reports on the 
saving in soil erosion from his 
new jobs of terracing over the

CREAM GAINS IN 
AMOUNT SHIPPED

LOCAL MEN TO ATTEND
GENERAL CONEERENCE

MARK LESS THAN FOR 1929 
BUT IS UP OVER MARCH
SALES

With a total of 371 ten-gallon 
cans of cream shipped to users 
in all parts of the United States, 
a new record for cream shipped 
v. as set during the month of 
April for the present year. This 
figure falls below those given for 
the year 1929, when 409 cans wen- 
shipped, but registers u good gain 
for the month.

To the first of May this year, 
figures show that a total of 
.1,100 cans of cream have been 
shipned from Clarendon by pro­
ducers of this staple product. 
This represents u total ineorne of 
approximately $11,000 from this 
source alone, not counting the in­
crease in the sales of butter and 
the use of cream and milk in the 
homes of the county.

The record for the year is 
somewhat lower that that set 
in 1929, when a total of 1,180 cans 
had been shipped, showing a loss 
o f some 86 cans for the year.

Thus far in 1930 a substantial 
gain has been recorded for each 
month. January started the year 
with a shipment of 185 cans; 
February showed n gain with a 
shipment of 229 can and March
