PRISONER ESCAPES BY
SAWING JAIL BARS
Chester Newton at Large Since Tues-
day Evening at 7 O'clock—Is .
Charged With Forgery

Chester Newton who has been an in-
mate of the Floyd County jail the pas{

two or three weeks, held on a charge|

of forgery in two cases, made his es-
cape from the jail Tuesday evening
about seven o’clock. The bars over
the windows show to have been sawed.
Since his escape Newten has been at
large ,though the sheriff and his de-
puties discovered the escape within an
hour after he had gone and followed
all possible clues to his recapture.

Newton had been in the jail about
three weeks. He was arrested shortly
befote that time by Deputy Sheriff
H. S'.Bolin, after the sheriff’s depart-
ment had followed him through severx-
al northwestern states.

The work of sawing the bars of the
window was evidently accomplished
the same day the delivery was made
as on the day previous a close exami-
nation of the jail had been made by
officers. Two other prisoners made no
effort to escape with Newton.

The Floyd County jail, according to
the sheriff’s department, offers an
easy escape to the prisoner who is
really anxious to escape. The fact that
it is located in the basement of the
court house, with windows opening on-
to the ground, with a public walk in
some twenty feet, makes it easy for
confederates or sympathizers to pass
saws, fire arms or other weapons in
very easily. A number of times a
search of the jail has brought to light
various weapons which the prisoners
did not carry into the jail with them.

Certain physical ailments with
which the young man who escaped, is
afflicted, are expected to make it easi-
er for the sheriff’s department to lo-
cate him than it ‘would be otherwise.
Newton is abcut 20 years of age and
of fine physique.

Indicating that practically every jail
on the south plains is not proof
against delivery of prisoners the Lub-
bock and Hale County jails have both
been the scenes of escape of prisoners
in the past few weeks. Only last week
a negro being held in the Hale Coun-
ty jail, made his escape from the jail
which is situated similarly in the Hale
County court house to-the situation of
the Floyd County jail. At Lubbock

It has come to be recognized within
recent years that the world is largely
“dependent upon the farmer for its liv-
ing. Concrete.and steel, produced
from the earth, may build great struc-
tures to house us; wool from the backs
of sheep may clothe us; but the farm-
er alone can feed us.

Along with this realization came the
knowledge that the farm boy was
turning toward the city in greatly in-
ereasing numbers, and that -<there
threatened a great shortage of men
qualified to carry on the business of
agriculture on the proper basis. The

~ agricultural colleges have done much
to offset this by pointing the way to
real scientific farming and therefore
to real profit for the farmer. But
despite this fact a large number of
farm boys, even those who had had an
agricultural college eduction, were
turning toward the-city as soon as
they camé of age.

One thing more than any other lay
at the bottom of this trouble, and that
was the difference between living con-
ditions in the city and on the farm.
City life meant shorter work hours
with complete leisure when the day’s

- work was done. It meant freedom
« from chores. It meant the material
comforts of living such as running
water and electric lights in the heme.
Unquestionably these things, coupled

with natural ambition and a failure|=

to realize the business possibilities of
farming, led many farm boys to seek

their futures in the city rather than

PROGRESS IN SWEET POTATO

partment of Agriculture for better
utilization of the Nation’s sweet po-
tato crop by better storage and dis-
ease preventive methods has aroused

sweet potato producing States, which
include more than 20 of the 48.

WHAT TO EAT, WHEN AND

* Only four percent of the children in
the plains section in the United States
are normal, according to a survey re-
cently made by the American Red
Cross and the United States Public
Health Service jointly, A large per-
centage of these subnormal children
are so because of malnutrition. Mal-
nutrition is answerable for more ills
in the child life of America than any
other one cause, it has been ascertain-
ed, and this condition is found as fre-
quently among the children of the rich
as in the families of the poor.

The Red Cross, through its nutrition
classes and diet educational work, is
endeavoring to correct this wide-
spread condition of under-nourish-
ment and to lay the foundation for a
healthier next generation by building
up the strength of the children. In
the United States there are over a
thousand nutrition classes in which
more than 22,000 children are enrolled.
In addition to this there are 163 class-
es in Food Selection with over, 1,500
students, all of whom either are in
advanced school grades or are adults.

With a work of this magnitude, with
an effort constantly to increase its
scope, the Red Cross hopes in the next
few years to teach American children
what to eat, when to eat it, and how
much of it to eat, so that under-
nourishment will no longer be a men-
ace to the health of the nation.

- FROM THEIR SALARY EARNINGS

Most of the presidents since Hayes
have had money enough or means of
_earning enough to permit them to
live comfortably ,says Richard Barry
in Leslie’s. e -

Mayes is said to have saved $44,000
a year during his term as president.
At that rate, he had at the end of his
term some $176,000, whith, invested
at 5 per cent would give him an an-
nual income of $8,800.

Garfield was in office only five
months before he died, but his suec-
eessor, Arthur, is believed to have
saved $50,000 during his three and a
half years in office. Cleveland was
a poor man when he went into the
‘White House, but he retired to pri-
vate life with a comfortable estate,
due largely to wise investments of
his savings. Harrison is said to have
spent but about half of his salary.

McKinley Paid Off His Debts

MecKinley went to the White House
in debt, but during his five and a half
years in the Presidency he paid his
debts and saved enough more to pro-
vide adequately for Mrs. McKinley
after his death . 2 e

Roosevelt saved money while he

7as in the White House. He receiv-
" »d legacies from his father during his
ifetime which totaled nearly $200,-

000, but at his death he left an es-
tate of half a million dollars, more
than half of which was saved by him
during his term as President, or re-
ceived by him for his writings.

Taft went to the White House in
debt, as did McKinley; in four years
he was out of debt and had saved
money.

Wilson Bought $150,000 Home

Woodrow Wilson had practically
nothing before 1912, but in 1921 he
bought. a home in Washington for
$150,000, paying for it in cash or its
equivalent. He is planning to spend
a similar amount on a country home,
and he casually refused an offer of
$150,000 for an article on the Peace
Conference. He is evidently much

better off than the college professor
at Princenton, who, 20 years ago, ap-
plied for a Carnegie pension.. Mrs.
Wilson had a small fortune, but no
such amount as the ex-President has
today.

Associates of the ex-President esti-
mate that he saved $50,000 a year
for eight years. Here is $400,000,
which, added te the income from his
books, an income greatly accelerated
by his increased prominence, should
enable him to live well during the rest
of his life.

President Harding has manifested
a tendency toward personal economy
during his few months in the White
House, which indicates that he, too,
will save something out of his lmonth—l
ly check of $6,250.
