farms for oompllance In the 1626 
farm program about June Ifth.” 
says C. A. Lawrence, aecrslstry of 
the Lynn County Agricultural Con­
servation Association. In a stote- 
ment Issued to the farsaers of Lynn 
county through the columns of The 
News.

"It Is neueasary that we check 
farms at an early date this year 
to order that a farmer may have 
the prtvUegt of destroying any ex- 
osas eotton that he may have above 
his allotted acreage.

‘HTie regulations provide thst the 
farm operator or his representative 
be present when the farm U meas­
ured. For this reason no farm wUl 
be checked unlem the farmer or his 
repressnteUve Is pressnt. By this 
means we hope to eliminate any 
dissatisfaction over measurements. 
As soon as It la determined Just 
who will be the farm checker for a 
cooununlty, any producer who Is 
ready to have hie farm cheeked 
should eonlact this checker and ad­
vise him that hla farm Is ready to 
be WMaeured.

“We want to ask that all farwMrs 
be as patient ss posSbls about hav­
ing hie faim SMasured.
