“‘Divide the clump of Daylil-
ies and replant in full sun in
soil that has been deeply dug
(18 inches) and enriched with a
3 inch layer of rotted manure,
plus bone meal at the rate of
6 oz, per square yard and you
will have many blooms,

spread over four to five months
by choosing early, midseason
and late bloomers.
