neighbor, If you d so choose to 
among 4 group of steep up-andalowns, quite re 
moved from a wagon road, a little nearer to a 
trail, and yet a greater and laborious overland 
distance from a sawmill, it ts obvious that you 
will have to depend, to a great degree, upon your 
own resources and upon your ability to create 
with your own hands from those things which 

nature has provided in a well-wooded country. 
Imagine yourself placed in one of these val 

leys or upon one of these foothills, with no great- 

er amount of baggage, tools and provisions than 
could be conveyed over a country of this char 
acter with a yoke of oxen. Then, to be com- 
manded, “Here is the forest and all ft contains; 
go, prepare for yourself your future abode.” 

This ts a story of home making under such 
conditions. The progress of the work is illus- 
trated and tn its completion no other than the 
raw materials of the forest entered into the atruc- 
ture or Its furnishings, eave a smal! amount of 
hardware and incidentals forming a portion of the 
initial supplies brought in as a settler’s outfit 
Two young men, homesteaders, both city bred, 
completed the entire work, unassisted. 

Of the tools used the double-bitted ax per- 
formed the greater portion of the heavy work, It 
followed tn the wake of the cross-cut saw after 
the felling of the trees, and, from then on was 
the chief implement of construction, With tt 
every duty of preparing the logs for raising them 
into their positicns {n the building was most ade- 
quately performed. First it scored the logs 
lengthwise, on two opposite sides, ready for wedg- 
ing and splitting Into semicircular halves. Then 
it followed as the tool for hewing the flat sur- 
faces of the half-logs, which, completed, formed 
the smooth inside walls of the dwelling. After 
each log had been raised into position came the 
task of “notching down,” which required even 
more skill in the use of an ax. Those few of the 
native inhabitants of the forest who are most pro- 
fictent in making the dovetailed notches which 
are necessary in completing a perfect set of 
interlocking timbers are known as “corner men.” 
At a native house raising the ones chosen for the 
work are usually skilled woodsmen residing in 
widely separated settlements among the hills. 
How well this part of the work was done by two 
young men totally unaccustomed to pioneer life 
is better {llustrated in the series of photographs 
which shows each suecessiveoperation of preparing 

the logs and raising the framework of the structure.

inclined to encircle the trunk lke a corkscrew. 

Nor Is it always possible to make perfect boards, 
even if the markings of the bark are in accord 
with governing rules. Native intuition, difficult 
to define, alds considerably tn selecting the best 
trees. The practice of “chipping” is a final test. 
In the most remote forests, many miles from a 
railroad, it is diMcult to find an area, even on the 
crest of a mountain, that has not been penetrated 
by the ploneer In search of splitting timber. Far 
from the nearest settlement, in the depth of a 
Virgin foreet, the intrepid hunter frequently ob 
serves these notchings for board trees, even when 
there fs entire absence of other signs of advance 
ing civilization, 

Out of 21 trees selected and chipped, while ob- 
serving these ruies, 17 were discarded. The re 
maining four supplied all the lumber necessary 
to complete the buitlding operations and a suff- 
clent quantity of choice boards for the mission 
furnishings, After sawing into eight and ten foot 
lengths the loga were rolled into position for aplit- 
ting. Then followed the scoring preparatory to 
eplitting with malleg, Maul and wedges. In the 
diagram of a cross-section of a piece of pine board 
timber the entering wedge points the line of the 
first seam which separates the semi-circular 
halves. The timber is then quartere’ and again 
split the third time. An 18-inch log will produce 
eight well-shaped bolts, the most practical and 
convenient size for epiltting with a frow. Each 
of these bolts ie placed upright Into a) oak crotch, 
which ts staked firmly to the ground to act as @ 
support tn prying. The cutting edge of the frow 
blade fs the lower side of the tool when the 
handle ta held upright with the blade resting 
across the V-shaped end of the bolt. The heart 
is waste, which fv split from the bolt with a 
wedge, When the cutting edge of the frow blade 
is placed across these markings the upper or 
broad edge of the biade is tapped gentiy with the 
mallet, This operation starts the board. by rock 
fhg the upright bandle to and fro the blade opens 
a seam and is entered deeper with little exertion, 
Ten or fifteen seconds of this prying operation 
will release a perfectly amooth board from the 
bolt, All of the lumber used is the building oper 
ations was produced by this method.
