No Extraneous Matter
Will Be Allowed To
Creep In Says Man

AUJSTIN, April 23.—A demand for
an immediate special session of (he
lepislature to enact a law validating
-all the Texas vroud bonds will be made
today on Governor Miriam A. Fer-
guson by a committee officially ap-
pointed for that purpose by the road
conference held at Fort Worth on
April 14,

The governor recently announced
that she would not call an extra ses-
sion ‘unless she was convinced the
legislation could provide a remedy
tor validating the bonds which have
been held invalid under a decision of
the United States supreme court in
the Archer county case.

“At a conference soon after their
arrival here, the meémbers of the
committee agreed that the governor
will be: assured. that in the event a
speciat session is called, 1ts business
will be confined to bond legislation
and that no political matters will be
permitted to creep in.

'l‘he eneral imnression at the cap-
ital is “that the governor after hear-
ing the eommitteec will take the mat-
ter under advisement and later dn-
nouncedithat no special session will
be ‘held before the dJuly prithareis.
There arz some who think' that the
governor will not call any svecial
session at this time, allowing the bord
questlon to be handled by the regu-
lar session next January.

To the father or mother of five,
on a wage of, for men, from $22 to
$38 a week—I guess $110 as an av-
erage monthly wage—-the loss of 10
per cent is just that difference be-
tween being able to make ends meet
and not being able to live at all
Passaic is a high-priced ~district.
Housing is scarce and expensive, and
the children are the worst sufferers.
I know that those Passaic children
have lost two years in ten from the
general situations cf their lives.

Mothers Work.

The mothers and chilren work —
sometimes the full 48-hour week or
more. Only 62 per cent of the chil-
dren of grammer school age attend
school.

On the othér hand the textile in-
dustry as a whole has a very bad his-
tory of conflict. Again and aoain
|there have been these same troubles.
One of the elements in the situation
has been the lack of franknss among
th mill owners, and the complete
breakdown of morale among them. I
have checked through financial rec-
ords and found that the mills have
beon profiting more than they have
admitted. In 1924 the earnings per
share of the botany mills class A
stock were $6.43. The Gera mills,
the New Jersey worsted mills and the
Forstmann-Huffman company, among
others, all have a record for large
sales and profits.

. Of New Garments

NEW YORKK, April 20.—+This year
many shops are featuring after-Eas-
ter saleBiwhen nothing /but new gar-
ments are sold at fromone-half to
one-third of the last week’s price. A
few years ago we were dubious about
spring sales that came so early in the
season as many winter frocks ‘and
garments were included among the
so-called spring stock.

Lately, however, women buy five

frocks . where ‘they' once bought one,
and so stores can well afford to offerjon. Some of them were made to sell

vast reductions on new goods. Some

frocks are placed on sale when they

are shown since they are ‘specials’|

sent out to establish a style.

It doesn’t pay to wait for the mid-
season sales and reductions these
days. - By the time mid-season has
approached most of the unusual mod-
els have been sold off and those re-
maining are soiled through handling.
The frocks and suits shown early in
the season are usually “picked’” stock
which has been selected to promote
interest in the new season. Many
such models are sold at very near
their cost. since their manufacturer
finds that he cannot duplicate them
to sell at a profit. Thus one gets an
individual model at practically = its
cost price.

18 growing somewhat serious, and
many farmers are contemplating
abandoning their corn acreage and
planting the land in cotton. The A.
and M. College feels that this would
be a serious mistake, and wuold en-
courage the replanting of corn where
necessary, and the planting of such
other crops as will insure an abund-
ance of forage.

Frost Damage

Frost damage to corn is never as
serious as it-appears. It is seldom
i that corn is absolutely killed by frost,
| and in many instances, it will sprout
| out quickly and recover sufficiently
i to make a good crop. . If there is
i'sufficient corn left in the field to
insure two-thirds of a stand, it would
be better to leave it and work it
out, rather than to plow it up and
replant. it.

Latc Planting
While the season tor planting corn
is getting late, if measured by the
.calendar, at the same time, it should
be remembered that this has been a
very. backward spring, and the sea-
son is not late when the growth of
other ¢rops is considered. Much corn
land was replanted last week, and it
is ‘advised that the planting be con-
tinued until a full crop has been
planted: If the land has been bedded
up for a considerable length of time,
or if it was planted in March and
failed to get a‘stand, it would prob-
ably be best to cultivate the beds
before: planting. This will kill out
the grass, weeds, and give the corn
a better chance to make a rapid
growth: Don’t plant in a water fur-
row. The ground is too cold and
the corn will be too late in coming
up. In the order of their preference,
the varieties for late planting are:
Surcropper, Chisholm, Ferguson’s
Yellotw Dent, and, in the southern
part of the state, Thomas.
d "Ferage Crops
Sudan grass and sorghum should
be planted as soon. as possible for
forage and hay. These crops can be
planted either in rows or broadcast.
If planted in rows 36 inches apart,

five pounds of sudan grass seed per
acre. - If sown broadcast, use 100
pounds of cane seed or twenty pounds
When plant-
ing in rows, in’order to put as much
as thirty pounds of sorghum segd per
acre in rows 36 inches apart, it will
be necessary tosuse a cotton plate in
the planter, or drill an extra large
number of ‘holes in the corn plate.
Grain Crops. for.Late Flanting

In the event that late planting of
corn should fail to get a stand aft_er
the first of May, it would be advis-
able to plant grain sorghums. These
crops do fairly well in East Texas.

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Nebraska fCity:
Defends Right
To Sell Gasoline

LINCOLN, Neb., April 19. — The
right of a municipality to enter re-|
taii business in direct price cormpeti-

tioir with privately owned companies
will be fought out before the ‘Ne=
graska supreme conrt this week. .
Lincoln, which has enjoyed -lower
retail gasoline prices than'any. other

ity owned gasoline filling station, will |
defend its constitutional right to re-|
main in businezs. Suit to close the
municipal station was brought by the!
Standard Oil Company. |

The question brought up by the oil |
company invelves the moral and con-:
stitutional right of a city .to enter
private business and compete with i
privately owned firms.

The city gasoline station was open-
ed to combat high gascline prices.
By selling at practically cost, the
municipal station forced filling sta-
tions of the city to meet the compet-
ing price. Whereas gasoline former-
ly sold for about 23 to 25 cents a
gallon, the general price today is 17
to 18 cents a gallon. This price is
said to be lower than that of retail
filling stations in the oil feilds of
Oklahoma.

At the same time the voters' of
Lincoln voted to open the gasoling!
station they agree to operate muni-.
cipal coal yard, which retails ¢oal aty
cost prices. After a bitter court bat-
tle against the coal companies; the |
¢ity won the right to cperate its owa
¢oal yard.

In its fight to retain the muni=
cipal gasoline station, the city de-;
feated the Standard Oil Company in
lower court and has received one fa-|
vorable verdict:from the supreme;
court.  The hearing this week will be!
a reargument of the higher tribun-'
al’s last decision, which authorized ;
the city to operate the filling sta-'
tion. !

A few weeks ago, automobile own-'
ers of Columbus, Neb., near Lincoln, !
subscribed to 'a fund to open a gaso-|
line filling station to be owned and
operated by the automobile owners
of the city. The station sells gaso-

i

city in the country for the past two fi
years as a result of the municipal-

line at cost and has resulted in lower- |
ing gasoline prices in Columbus froni |
23 to 17 cents a gallon.
