“Their (Wellington and 
Panhandle) backs are against the wall, and Pan­
handle will be out for revenge after our last game. 
Wellington is so athletic, and they need to win 

“Both o f their gyms are tough places to play 
in. The gyms are so noisy, and they really pack the 
fans in We need a lot o f people there to cheer us 
on These games are important We need to win 
them to assure a play-off berth and keep our mo­
mentum going if we make the play-offs.”

Clarendon led Wellington 12-10 in the first 
quarter Jan 27 in Clarendon after Scotty Elliott 
made a trey, a bucket and two free throws Kareem 
Abdullah found his mark from behind the arc as

he made two treys and a free throw, and the Bron­
cos took a 21-16 lead into the locker room.

The Broncos had their most productive quar­
ter in the third as they outscored Wellington 15-12 
for a 36-28 lead entering the final period

But W ellington’s shots began to fall, and 
Clarendon struggled offensively and defensively. 
The Broncos led the entire game until the final 
minute

The Skyrockets failed to convert their free 
throws while Clarendon went 3-for-7 from the char­
ity stripe After Wellington missed a shot, Nathan 
Sears brought down a big board, and Clarendon 
called a time-out with : 15 remaining and the score 
knotted at 42 Abdullah dribbled but could not pen­
etrate And he got «ff a shot at the buzzer and was 
fouled He missed the first shot but made the sec­
ond to secure the 43-42 win.

“They matched up with us real well,” Avery 
said “ I’ve said from the beginning of the year that 
Wellington is very athletic and can play good bas­
ketball. They played really good defense.

“They were missing one of their starters too, 
so we will have a tough time with them at their 
place ”

Scoring for the Broncos were Abdullah, 14;

Elliott, 13; Brent Gaines, 10; Blake Bass, 2; Chris 
Bruce, 2; and Sears, 2.

Abdullah made seven steals, four assists, and 
14 points in the Broncos’ 74-47 blistering attack 
on Quanah Friday in Quanah as all nine Broncos 
scored.

Keith Kidd was on fire the first half, scoring 
his team-high 16 points all in the first two quarters 
as he made four baskets, two 3-pointers, and two 
free throws shooting 100 percent from the field.

Clarendon led 19-12 after one quarter and 43- 
17 after two. Chris Bruce made three baskets and 
two free throws in the 24-point second quarter.

“We really got after it and hustled,” Avery said. 
“Our shots just fell. We shot 48 percent overall and 
61 percent inside the 3-point circle.”

Quanah outscored Clarendon 15 -14 in the third 
quarter, and both teams scored 15 points apiece in 
the fourth quarter for the 74-47 win. Pat Church 
nailed a 3-pointer in the closing period.

Abdullah, 14 (4 rebounds); Elliott, 10; Gaines, 9

The ceiling on Class 2A contin­
ues to be raised every few years, 
Jeffers said

“I don’t know if schools are in­
creasing their enrollment or the (UIL) 
wanted to increase the Class 4A and 
pushed some out of 3 A to 4A "

Spring enrollm ent is 
up eight percent at 
Clarendon College

Enrollment for credit students at 
Clarendon College for the Spring 1998 
term is up approximately eight percent 
over last spring, according to College 
Registrar Beth Johnston.

The college has enrolled a total 
of 857 credit (semester hour) students 
this spring, an increase of 66 students 
in headcount over last spring , 
Johnston noted.

The college's overall enrollment, 
Johnston explained, is calculated by 
adding semester hour students to those 
in clock hour programs Thus far that 
to tal is 1.028 students over last 
spring's total of 910 — or an II per­
cent increase so far. O f particular note 
is that the college's academic enroll­
ment is at its highest level for the 
spring term since 1990, and it total 
spring headcount is the highest since 
1993.

“We don’t report clock hour en­
rollment to the state until November,” 
Johnston said, “but so far our enroll­
ment in clock hour programs is up to 
171 students, versus 119 last year 
We re hoping th ings look even 
brighter by the final reporting date.”

College President Scott Elliott 
attributed the increase to the quality 
o f the faculty and staff and the con­
tinued success of the institution's out­
reach programs

“ I think things are looking up.” 
Johnston said. “We have formulated 
an excellent recruiting plan for this 
spring and I'm confident that our en­
rollment will continue to rise.”

One of the college's goals for this 
year. Elliott noted, was to improve 
retention in the residence halls from 
fall to spring Last year the college’s 
residence hall count fell as low as 153 
(or 70 percent occupancy) This 
spring the residence hall count is at 
180 (or 82 percent occupancy).

District can afford to upgrade 
Medical Center Nursing Home
Dear Editor,

I am writing in regard to the full 
page ad the Directors o f the Donley 
County Hospital District published in 
th e  January  29th issue o f  The 
Clarendon Enterprise. I feel qualified 
to comment on it as I served as Ad­
ministrator o f Medical Center Nurs­
ing Home for over four years begin­
ning in August 1992.

In the ad, the board members o f 
the District presented only two options 
for the opinion poll: I) to sell the 
Medical Center Nursing Home, or 2) 
to not sell the Medical Center Nurs­
ing Home and to support an increase 
in taxes to make renovations, replace 
equipment, and to add beds.

Are the board members insulting 
the taxpayers’ intelligence by suggest­
ing that these are the only two choices?

An additional choice, which is 
entirely feasible, would be to continue 
to operate the District and to gradu­
ally make the needed improvements 
out o f surpluses as they become avail­
able. The expense o f  adding addi­
tional beds is a moot point if the cur­
rent beds are not full.

In the ad under “Why Sell Medi­
cal Center Nursing Home — Advan­
tages,” it states that MCNH does not 
have the resources from patient rev­
enues and taxpayer collections to add 
beds, replace heating and air condi­
tioning units, and update the facility 
in general. My question is: Why 
doesn’t it? During the four years I was 
Administrator, $40,000 in notes to a 
local bank were paid off, a $30,000 
fire sprinkler system was installed, all 
beds were replaced, new lobby furni­
ture was purchased, and dining room 
tables and chairs were replaced. Also 
during this time, the fund balance (the 
difference between assets and liabili­
ties increased from $74,804 for the 
fiscal year ended 6-30-92 to $447,879 
for the fiscal year ended 6-30-%, and 
$ 140,000 in bonded indebtedness was 
paid off. The above figures may be

verified in the District’s independent 
auditar’srapoft which b  public record. 
I f  the finds available as o f  June 30, 
1996, ($193,000 an deposit in a local 
bank) have not been depleted, this 
would pay for much o f  the needed 
improvements.

With the reduction o f $40,000 to 
$30,000 in the annual expense on 
bonded indebtedness when the bonds 
are paid o ff in 1999,1 would have se­
rious questions as to why the District 
would have to raise taxes if  we do not 
approve the selling o f  Medical Center 
Nursing Home.

In regard to indigent care, a hos­
pital district has a lot o f  discretion in 
the policies it sets in handling indigent 
care while a county is bound strictly 
by state guidelines. Much has been 
said about the potential liability o f the 
Hospital District for indigent care. 
Have there been any major expenses 
for indigent care in the twenty-five 
years or so that the District has been 
in existence? How much has been 
saved for the taxpayers o f  the District 
(which are the same as the taxpayers 
fo r Donley County) by using the 
District’s ability to have a say in its 
indigent policies? Does anyone really , 
think that if  the Hospital District is 
dissolved, the County could absorb the 
expense o f indigent care without rais­
ing county taxes?

To answer in advance the com­
ment that I am sure someone will make 
that I am just wanting to return as 
A dm inistrator o f  M edical C enter 
Nursing Home, I will state that I am 
quite happy as Administrator o f  the 
Quanah Parker Nursing Center in 
Quanah, and I am not and never will 
be a candidate for any opening which 
might occur in the future at Medical 
Center Nursing Home, lam  speaking 
as a concerned taxpayer in Donley 
County and the Donley County Hos­
pital District.

Your tax dollars will soon have 
the bonded indebtedness against the 
Medical Center paid.

2) Care for Indigent People (those

4) We are not assured that the 
Ambulance Service will be available. 
Present service is provided by com ­
bined efforts of the Hospital District, 
the City, and the County.

5) The sum possibly offered for 
the facility is ridiculously low. Buy­
ers will be expecting to make a profit

on their investment. Why else?
Why not keep what we have paid 

for and use the taxes, after paying the 
indebtedness, to improve the facility 
and if  necessary ask citizens to con­
sider voting bonds for improvement 
and expansion?

Dissolving the District will take 
a vote of the Citizens made possible 
by the State Legislature. If we ever 
hope to have a Hospital, preserving the 
District would be a first step. Don’t 
confuse selling the Medical Center 
with dissolving the District.

Why not keep what we have paid 
for and maintain a voice in the care of 
our citizens?

W ith his 
S tate o f  the 
Union Address 
last T uesday 
night, President 
Clinton showed 
us once again 
that he has an amazing ability to put distractions 
aside and present a well delivered speech on some 
o f the most pressing challenges facing our Nation.

If nothing else, the President’s speech provides 
a good starting point that will help frame this year’s 
debate in Washington.

On the one side, you have what the President 
is proposing: $42 billion in new government spend­
ing; new federal programs that give even more

power to the Washington bureaucracy; and, lim­
ited tax credits that essentially make people jump 
through hoops to keep a  little more o f  the money 
that’s rightfully theirs in die first place.

On the other side o f  die debate is what 1 and 
many others in Congress hope to achieve this year: 
first, providing real and across the board tax relief 
for die American people, and taking the first step 
toward scrapping die tax code itself; second, im­
proving education - not by giving more power to 
federal bureaucrats, but by giving parents more 
control over what their lrids learn in school and 
sending more dollars directly to the classroom; and 
third, shoring up our defenses in spite o f the de­
cline in defense spending that began 13 years ago 
and is hurting our armed forces today.

Still, some things have changed. The federal 
government will have the first balanced budget in 
30 years. When you consider that only three years 
ago, the President was proposing budgets with defi­
cits as far as the eye could see, this is a  step in the 
right direction. But unfortunately, the President 
continues to look to Washington first to  solve most 
o f  our problems, and continues to believe the fed­
eral government knows best how to spend our 
money.

I believe the opposite is true. I believe that the 
American people themselves know best, and that 
i f  we trust you to make decisions that are in the 
best interest o f  you and your fiunily, our whole 
Nation will be stronger and more secure.

New state legislation gets tough on graffiti artists
AUSTIN — You’ve seen their work — 
on stop signs, on billboards, under bridges, 
on building walls. To graffiti artists any 
surface is a canvas. Despite the fact that 
graffiti is seen practically everywhere, it 
is against the law, unsightly, and unsafe. 
Legislators have gotten tougher on people 
who practice the craft, and according to 
the Texas Department of Transportation, 
whose signs are often graffiti targets, it 
couldn’t come at a better time

A new law, passed this last legisla­
tive session, increases criminal penalties 
for graffiti offenders. Under the law, of­
fenses range from a Class B misdemeanor 
to a first degree felony, depending on the 
cost to repair the property that is vandal­
ized.

grandma should write, in 100 words or less, why 
the nominee should be considered and enclose a 
non-returnable photo. Nominations should be sent 
to Granny Smith, P.O. Box 18, Wenatchee, WA 
98807, and received no later than April 3, 1998.

“We’ve extended the deadline this year so 
more grannies can participate," said Thomas. 
“Nominees don’t need to have the last name 
‘Smith,’ and the photos sent to us, like our Granny 
Smith apples, should be in good taste.”

Last year’s winner was 66-year-old Suzanne 
Lafond o f Nashville, Tenn., a small business owner, 
community volunteer and avid exerciser. Lafond 
was selected out o f  thousands o f  entries from all 
SO states to be the official “spokes-granny” for 
Washington's apple growers.

She’s been busy.
“It’s been a great year,” Lafond said. “I’ve 

traveled quite a bit making TV appearances and 
talking to senior groups. Getting to meet so many

people and seeing so much o f the country has been 
a tremendous experience.”

Twenty grandmothers, and the person who 
nominated each o f them, will be chosen to partici­
pate in the “Granny Finale,” held in May at the 
W ashington State Apple Blossom Festival in 
Wenatchee, Wash.

The winner will be featured on grocery store 
posters and make promotional appearances in the 
upcoming year.

“We have another bumper crop o f high qual­
ity Granny Smiths this year, so we need an even 
bigger crop o f  granny nominees," Thomas said. 
“The search has really turned into something spe­
cial. We give people a chance to tell us why grand­
mothers are a special part o f  their lives.

“From the nominations we’ve received, it 
seems many grannies have traded in their rocking 
chairs for tennis shoes.”

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Texas Tomorrow Fund April deadline is fast approaching
AUSTIN —  State Comptroller John 
Sharp has rem inded paren ts and 
grandparents in the Lone Star state that 
the Texas Tomorrow Fund's April I 
enrollment deadline is fast approach­
ing.

“April I, like the warm spring 
weather, may seem like it’s a  long 
ways off. But Texas wildflowers will 
be blooming in a matter o f  weeks, and 
the Texas T om orrow  F u n d ’s 
enrollm ent deadline will be here 
before you know it,” Sharp said.

The Texas Tom orrow  Fund, 
proposed by Sharp and approved by 
state lawmakers during the I99S 
legislative session, allows families to 
lock in the costs o f  their children's 
future college tuition and required fees 
for about what they would pay today.

Just a few weeks before the third 
enrollment period opened on October 
14, the Texas Prepaid  H igher 
Education Tuition Board, which Sharp 
chairs, determ ined that a prepaid 
tuition contract paid in a lump sum 
during the current enrollment period 
for a Class o f 2020 graduate will cost 
SI0.904. The current rate, which is 
about 12 percent higher than that of 
the second enrollment period, reflects 
the rising costs of tuition and required 
fees at the state’s public four-yeur 
universities. The Texas Tomorrow 
Fund covers up to 128 academic hours 
o f tuition.

“The Texas Tomorrow Fund is 
the best school bargain this year. For 
as little as $92 a month, until that child 
graduates from high school, the 
parents of a newborn Texan can sign 
their baby up for four years o f tuition 
and required  fees at a public 
university,” Sharp said.

During the program’s first two 
enrollment periods, more than 65,000 
families took advantage o f the pay- 
now, leam-later program. The seven- 
member board that oversees the Texas 
Tomorrow Fund also approved an 
expanded marketing program with the 
Texas A ssociation o f  L ife 
Underwriters. For the first time, life 
insurance agents will be able to sell 
prepaid tuition contracts during this 
enrollment period.

The board also includes John C. 
Anderson, president o f Hale County 
State Bank in Plain view, Michael D. 
Gollob, head o f the Gollob, Morgan, 
Peddy and Co. accounting firm in 
Tyler; Dr. Roy McClung, former 
president o f  W ayland B aptist 
University in Plainview, now retired 
and living in Lubbock; Charles Miller, 
chairman of Meridian Advisors, Ltd., 
an investment firm in Houston; Jere 
Pedersen, executive vice president o f 
the University o f Texas M edical 
Branch in G alveston; and Beth 
Weakley, senior vice president o f 
Frost National Bank in San Antonio.

Dr. McClung encourages Texas 
parents and grandparents to  take 
advantage o f the opportunity to invest 
in their children's and grandchildren’s 
future.

“The Texas Tom orrow Fund 
program is practical— it makes sense 
especially for families with pre-school 
aged children," McClung said.

M em ber John C. A nderson

credits the prepaid tuition program 
with providing parents the option of 
sy stem atica lly  sov ing  for their 
children’s college years at current 
costs.

“The program allows parents to 
m ake long-term  p lans fo r their 
children’s higher education costs that 
s till fit in to  to d a y ’s household  
budgets,” Anderson said.

Member Beth Weakley said the 
extended enrollment period will give 
more parents and grandparents time 
to research the program.

“By extending the enrollment 
period to six months, families will 
have more time to find a payment 
option plan that best suits them,” 
Weakley said.

Member Michael Gollob said the 
program is such a good deal he bought 
a four-year public university tuition 
contract for his grandson during the 
program’s debut two years ago.

“My grandson is a senior in high 
ichool th is  year, and the Texas

T om orrow  Fund contract is an 
incentive for him to go to college. 
Now if he could only decide which 
one,” Gollob said. This semester some 
500 college freshman and sophomores 
are using their Texas Tomorrow Fund 
contract at Texas universities and 
community colleges. Their top three 
public university  choices are the 
University o f  Texas at Austin, Texas 
A&M University’s main campus in 
College S tation, and Texas Tech 
University in Lubbock.

Sharp said nearly 83 percent o f  
the prepaid contracts purchased during 
the two earlier enrollment periods 
were for the senior college plan, which 
covers tuition and required fees for up 
to 128 credit hours at any public senior 
co llege or u n iversity  in Texas. 
A nother 10 percent were for the 
junior-senior college plan, covering 
tw o years at a public  ju n io r  or 
technical college, plus two years at a 
public senior college or university.
