In all flelds it is wise to get
good plants, but particularly so
with shrubs. Make sure they are
state inspected and that they have
been handled with utmost care. A
safe way is to deal with a nursery-
man who plans to live in the com-
munity with what he sells.

If you want evergreens, Ari-
zona cypress tops the list. Italian
cypress is recommended only for
tall screen by close planting or
for tall buildings. Red Cedars are
thirfty as are arbor vitae (but
spray against aphids to eliminate
fly drawing honey-dew). Some like
the cedrus deodora.

In cases where shrubs are es.
tablished and you are not of a
dispesition to. start over with a
balanced plan, then trim back to
give each ample room. Don't
prune early blooming shrubs umtil
after the | blossoming period. In
most cases prune with restraint by
shaping and thinning. Don't buteh-
er. Shock |can kill plants, too.

Water Survey
Is Proposed

The United States Geological

Survey has been urged by Rep.
George Mahon to make an in-
tensive study of the underground
water supply of the High Plains
of Texas.

Mahon made it plain that he
had invited the USGS to survey
the situation purely from an in-
formational point, and that it had
no possible connection with any
federal controls which he felt
would “be both Illegal and im.
proper.”

Mahon was instrumental in 1038
in securing an appropriation for
study of the problem, which has
continued on a reduced basis since.
Information, however, is yet not
conclusive. Indications are that the
underground water supply on the
plains Is replenishing by rain
which falls on the plains area and

flows underground from outside
the area.

Pro Grid Rules
Against Gaming
Are Tightened

CHICAGO, Jan. 24 (#— Na-
tional football league clubs owners
started sparing on the 1947 play-
ing schedule today after empower-
ing Commissioner Bert Bell with
dictatorial authority to combat the
gambling peril which the owners
<aid was menacing sports.

In their initial session, delegates
of the 10-member lesgue shoved
all other matters aside and unanl-
mously gave Bell the power to
exile for life anyone connected
with | the league who becomes in-
volved with gamblers,

The constitutional amendment
provides that he can banish any
player, official or employe:

(11 Who fails to report know-
ledge of a bribe offer, or

(2] Who received an offer di-
rectly or indirectly by insinuation
or Emplication to control or fix
or apcept or bet anything of value
on R professiory]l game In any
manher whalsoever.

Furthermore, the amendment
provides that any such knowledge
by a player should be reported.
at opce to his coach: any club of-
ficials having such knowledge of
a gambling tieup must report It
at once to Bell himself.

Violations may be punished by
Bell| by (1) indefinite suspension;
i2) |suspension for a specified
time: (3) banishment for life; (4
a fine of not more than $2,000;
(5) forced sale of stock held by
the guilty party within 30 days.
