ALEXANDRIA, Va. (AP) — Unless the
government quickly fdegotiates a plea agree-
ment with defense lawyers for a retired Air
Force master sergeant, he’ll become the focus
of the first espionage trial in nearly 50 years
that could end in a death sentence.

Jury selection was to begin Monday in U.S
District Court for Brian Patrick Regan,
accused of offering satellite secrets to Iraq’s
Saddam Hussein and others for more than $13
million in Swiss currency.

Although a plea arrangement was possible.
many experts said they would be surprised if
the government agreed to a deal so near the
trial’s start.

“I think you can assume any offers that
were put on the table have been long since
rejected.” said Lawrence S. Robbins. He was
the losing deferise lawyer in the last espionage
trial, in 1997, when a federal jury convicted a
married couple of spying for East Germany

Regan’s lawyers waged a late, unsuccessful
fight to delay the trial because of a possible
U.S. invasion of Iraq, one of the countries
Regan was accused of offering to sell secrets
to.

All sides said they expected jury selection
to take as long as two weeks, mostly because
of the death-penalty question.

Spy trnials in civilian courtrooms are rare
The Justice Department nearly always negoti-
ates a plea agreement, even in cases where

espionage has resulted in the deaths of

America’s foreign agents.

That is because the government could suf-
fer embarrassing disclosures of sensitive
information in a public courtroom, including
hints that could help other spies learn to evade

-

detection and capture. The government also
often needs the defendant’s help to learn what
secrets might have been handed over to tor-
eign governments.

Citing national security, U.S. District Judge
Gerald Bruce Lee already has barred the pub-
lic and reporters from attending some earlier
hearings in Regan’s case. Inside a secure room
where cellular telephones and pagers are
banned. detense lawyers have pored over clas-
sified documents tor weeks at the tfederal cour
theuse.

I'wo other lawyers in the 1997 espionage
case with Robbins, James Clyde Clark and
Joseph John McCarthy, are among tour court-
appointed attorneys for Regan. In that case,
Therese Marie Squillacote, a former Defense
Department lawyer, was sentenced to nearly
22 years in prison; her husband. Kurt Alan
Stand, got more than 17 years.

Regan’s other lawyers are Jonathan Shapiro
and Nina Ginsberg. who helped negotiate a
guilty plea in 1997 for Earl Edwin Pitts. an
FBI agent who admitted selling secrets to
Moscow for $224 000. Pitts got a 27-year sen-
tence.

Regan retired from the Air Force in August
2000 to work for a defense contractor in the
National Reconnaissance Office, which
designs and operates spy satellite

He was pulled off a flight to Zurich,
Switzerland. at  Washington  Dulles
International Airport a year later by FBI
agents. They said they found him carrying a
spiral notebook with codes describing images
of a missile launcher in the northern no-fly
zone over lIraq and of another launcher in
China.

Lawyers allude to long-term
conspiracy at El Paso Corp.

HOUSTON (AP) — A conspiracy
among some EI Paso Corp. traders to sup-
ply the market with fraudulent information
dated back at least two years, prosecutors
said Monday in a hearing for a former trad-
er facing trial. _

Todd Geiger, 38, has been charged with
one count of wire fraud and one count of
reporting false trade information. He was
arrested in December for allegedly report-
ing 48 fake natural gas trades in November
2001 to an industry newsletter, “Inside
FERC Gas Market Report.™

The newsletter uses such information
submitted each month to calculate index
prices for the subsequent month, and move-
ment in index prices often affect the level
of profits traders can generate.

Geiger, the only El Paso trader who has
been charged, has pleaded innocent. His
trial is set for March 24.

“Even though he is not charged with
conspiracy. we believe his actions are part
of a conspiracy that goes back two years,”
Assistant U.S. Attorney John Lewis said,
referring to Geiger while talking with U.S.
District Judge Nancy Atlas during a pretri-
al conference.

Lewis said the government is continuing
to accumulate evidence and last week
obtained a recording containing 140 tele-
phone calls taped by El Paso of ‘“‘other
traders at El Paso and Inside FERC."

El Paso recorded the calls because com-
panies tend to do that “‘as evidence of the
transactions,” Lewis explained to Atlas.

Defense attorney George Murphy com
plained about Lewis” comments in open
court about the possibility of a “vast con
spiracy.”’

“(Geiger) believes he's not guilty and |
believe he's not guilty,” Murphy said.
whose trnal date was pushed back Monday
from a Feb. 3 setting.

Outside of court. Lewis declined to
comment on whether more charges are pos-
sible. He also declined to claborate on the
conspiracy he described to Atlas.

El Paso spokeswoman Norma Dunn said
Monday that reporting inaccurate transac-
tion information violates the company’s
code of conduct and that the company con-
tinues to cooperate with the company’s
actions.

“We have previously stated that any
inaccurate reporting is unacceptable and
this company is determined to take whatev-
er steps we need to ensure our operations
are conducted within our high ethical stan-
dards and all legal requirements.’" she said.

Geiger, a former vice president at the
Houston-based company, took a leave of
absence Nov. 6 and resigned Nov. 12. The
next day, the company issued a vague news
release stating ‘“‘at least one incident in
which it appears that inaccurate pricing
information might have been provided to a
trade publication.”

Murphy has said 4¢hat nothing ever actu-
ally appeared in “Inside FERC™ and that
anything his client may have done had no
effect on the price,of natural gas.

New NCAA president off to good start

ANAHEIM, Calif. (AP) —
Myles Brand is off to a good
start as NCAA president.

Making his first speech dur-
ing the organization’s conven-
tion on Sunday, Brand appeared
to impress the group of some
1,400 delegates that included
many college presidents.

Among other topics, Brand
said there is a place for “com-
mon sense”’ commercialism in
college sports and that presi-
dents of the institutions should
control NCAA reforms.

In some of his strongest
comments, he decried the lack
of black football coaches.

“I thought it was a very

impressive  speech,”  said
Dartmouth president James
Wright, a member of the

Division I board of directors.
“It built on the things we dis-
cussed on the board the past
several years.

“It directed us, and I think
that’s what were eager to hear,
and I think we're eager to work
with him.”

Talking about how sports —
as well as schools’ business and
music programs — need com-
mercial backing, Brand said,
“Admittedly, there are no iron-

clad, specific criteria for judg-
ing when commercial interests
overwhelm college sports.

“Good common sense and
an open, unbiased perspective
should be the tools by which we
measure appropriate commer-
cial involvement.”

He also said that the educa-
tional institutions’ presidents are
“best positioned to change their
campus’ perspectives and behav-
jor.”

“When missteps in athletic
programs occur, universities are
open to criticism and the presi-
dents are the ones on the front
line,” said Brand, who drew
criticism from some students
and fans when he fired Bob
Knight as the Hoosiers’ basket-
ball coach in 2000.

There are only four black
head coaches in Division [-A.
Brand called that “simply unjus-
tifiable” and said he will work to
change current hiring policies.

“Another, related issue con-
cerns access to AD and other ath-
letics department leadership
positions for minorities and
women,” Brand said. “We
should not accept excuses for
lack of success in these matters.”

KAPALUA, Hawaii (AP) — Ermnie
Els, caught up in the whirlwind created
by Tiger Woods, decided to quit changing
his game to try to catch the world’s No. 1
player and simply let his own enormous

talent take care of the results.

The plan is working to near perfection.
He captured the British Open last sum-
mer, his third major championship. He

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WASHINGTON (AP) — Members
of Congress say North Korea’s nuclear
threats are escalating toward a crisis
that requires the United States to at
least open a dialogue without making
promises.

“It might not be in a cnisis stage at
the moment, but it’s going to get there
if something is not done about it,” Sen.
Richard Shelby, R-Ala., a senior mem-
ber of the Senate Intelligence
Committee, said Sunday on CNN’s
“Late Edition.” “It's a question of
finding out, I believe, what does North
Korea really want here?”

Also urging diplomatic steps was
Senate Majonity Leader Bill Frist, R
Tenn. “We’re not at a crisis level, we're
at a serious level,” he told NBC's
“Meet the Press.”

They and others spoke hours before

a senior American envoy said in Seoul,
South Korea, that the United States is
willing to consider energy aid for North
Korea if it ends nuclear weapons devel-
opment.

“Once we get beyond nuclear
weapons, there may be opportunities
with the U.S., with private investors,
with other countries to help North
Korea in the energy area,” Assistant
Secretary of State James Kelly told

reporters.
The communist country withdrew
from  the landmark  Nuclear

Nonproliferation Treaty last week and
has threatened to resume long-range
missile tests and to begin reprocessing
spent fuel rods from its nuclear reactor
to make atomic bombs.

Sen. John McCain, R-Ariz., urged
the Bush administration to take “vigor-

ous action” with U.S. allies, or if nec-
essary, alone. To start, that would
include economic sanctions. He also
said it would be a mistake to rule out a
military response.

“So the question is not what dan-
gers do we face if we have to confront
North Korea,”” McCain said on ABC'’s
“This Week.” “The question is, what
are the dangers we face if they contin-
ue — as they show, have every indica-
tion of doing — to develop a nuclear
inventory?”’

Sen. Carl Levin of Michigan, rank-
ing Democrat on the Senate Armed
Services Committee, criticized the
administration for failing to have a
steady plan to deal with North Korea
and at times trying to provoke leaders
there.

“The question isn’t whether it’s a

Congressional leaders fear North Korea edging toward crisis

threat. It’s a threat. The question is how
you deal with the threat,” Levin told
CNN. “And it seems to me, we ought
to be working with allies, with South
Korea, Japan and other countries there
that are willing to work with us.

New Mexico Gov. Bill Richardson,
a Democrat, on Saturday completed
three days of talks in Santa Fe, N.M.,
with North Korean diplomats. Talk of a
“holy war” against America and other
menacing statements mask a desire to
start a dialogue with the administration,
said Richardson, a former U.N. ambas-
sador and energy secretary.

“They don’t negotiate like we do.
They don’t have our same mentality,”
Richardson said Sunday on ABC.
“They believe in order to get some-

thing they have to lay out additional
cards, step up the rhetoric, be more bel-
ligerent.”

Richardson, who reported on the
meetings to Secretary of State Colin
Powell, thinks talks could start soon.

Richardson suggested a bilateral
nonaggression binding pact that says
the United States will not attack North
Korea, in exchange for steps such as
freezing the North’s nuclear program
and allowing interntional inspectors
back into the country.

“The North Koreans said they're
ready to do that, but only after a nego-
tiation,” Richardson said.

“What you don’t want to do 1s give
the North Koreans a feeling that
they're under siege internationally,” he
said Monday on NBC's “Today”
show.

Pope weighs in on issue of cloning

VATICAN CITY (AP) —
Pope John Paul II on Monday
outlined a fresh defense of
what he calls the “*dignity™ of
human life, denouncing abor-
tion and euthanasia and saying
human  cloning  reduces
humans to mere objects.

In his annual speech to
Vatican-based diplomats, the
pope called the right to life

“the most fundamental of
human rights.”
“*Abortion, euthanasia,

human cloning, for example,
risk reducing the humin per-
son to a mere object: life and
death to order, as it were!™ he

said.

“When all moral criteria are
removed,
involving the sources of life
becomes a denial of the being
and the dignity of the person,”
he said.

The pope has long voiced
opposition to abortion and
euthanasia: in a 1995 encycli-
cal, he declared they were both
crimes that no laws can legit-
imize.

The Vatican has more
recently voiced condemnation
of cloning and research using
stem from human
embryos.

Vatican spokesman Joaquin
Navarro-Valls, for example,
called the recent claims that a
cloned baby had been born ““an
expression of a brutal mentali-
ty, devoid of any ethical and
human consideration.”

The Vatican is expected to
issue a document, possibly this
week, touching on cloning,
abortion and other issues that
clash with the Roman Catholic
Church’s moral teaching.
