Two Die In Crash
At Bovina Saturday

Two Hereford youths died
simost instantly Saturday
morning when their car rammed
8 tree two and one-half miles
east of Bovina on Highway 60

The dead were identified as
Bobby Gene Province and
Harley Earl Davis both 20,

Investigating officers said the
driver apparently went to sleep
at the wheel since there were
no skid marks before the crash

E. Plank, a truck driver from
Dallas, discovered the tragedy
and called deputy sheriff Henry
Minter. Plank said the mishap
must have occurred about 4
am

Minter said tire marks at
the scene Indicated the car,
which was headed west, left
the road and ran for about 100

yards on the shoulder of the
wrong Side of the road. It hit
the tree on the left side, throw-
ing one of the occupants out

Plank said one of the young
men was still alive when he
stopped, but both were dead by
the time officers arrived

The car, a 1954 Dodge con-
vertible was stripped from its
frame and the entire left side
torn away. The speedometer
was stuck on 39 miles per hour
but Minter said this was not an
indication of the auto's speed
at the time of the crash.

There were no eye withesses
to the wreck, The tree involved
gave mute testimony to the force
of the impact, It was stripped
of bark all the way up one side
about four feet from the ground.

The Simple Economics
C! Irrigation Water

According to the High Plains
Underground Water Conser-
vation District, almost every
farmer in the southern High
Plalos who has a well is either
irrigating with it or is seriously
thinking about the need to water
his crops

just as In other business
enterprises, to make a profit
{s the motivating goal of farming
operations. Economists tell us
that many of our farmers have
paid about $10 per acre-foot for
the water that {s in storage be-
neath their land

I'hey say further that when
we irrigate grain sorghum as
a cash crop we can expect to
make a little more than $10
in additional income for each
acre-foot of water used over
what we could make {f we farmed
iryland

l'o begin with, you can readily
see that to ralse grain sorghum
by firrigation is just about a
break-even proposition. If an
irrigator wastes even a small
amount of water, he probably
Is giving away the little profit
that he would have otherwise
made

The trouble with the way most
of us think, is that we completely
{isregard the factthat the water
in the ground costs us money,
cr has a definite monetary
value. It is not free. We pay
good hard-earned cash for it;
‘onsequently, when we pump
water to the surface and ir-
rigate with it, we have more

involved than just operational
costs. We also are using upa
portion of our capital invest-
ment.

The High Plains Water District
urges all who are watering, and
all who will be watering in the
near futire, to use the water
that is needed but to use ft
without waste. Water that is
pumped but not used to produce
a cropis costly. Waste indicates

a complete disregard for
adequate management prac-
tices

We live during a time when
almost everyday we see more
of our rights as individuals
being consumed by govern-
mental decree behind the guise
of public welfare. Even so, we
in Texas still maintain the right

to privately own underground
water, Do we lilke It that way?
Once again, the High Plains

Water District emphasizes -~
i we are to continue down the
road of private ownership we
must minimize waste. Wasteful
exploitation of our underground
water supply would be playing
into the hands of more govern-
ment control

the other hand, to use
what we need without waste is
merely good common sense and
conservation. The result of con-
servation Is continued pros-
perity even for future gen-
erations that must look to us
for the resources necessary gor

scattered sprigs of living grass
are usually found in thedisease
areas. Leaves die back from the
tip end.

The disease is caused by a
complex of Helminthosporium
Curvularia and Fusarium
species of fungi. These solil
molds are most active follow-
ing a heavy rain or watering
on grass that has previously
been weakened by drought
There is an indication that soll
nematodes may be assoclated
with fading-out in some cases

Fading-out is controlled by
proper management of the lawr

Proper watering, fertilizing,
mowing and aeration are im-
portant

In lawn areas that respond
slowly to proper management
practices in the summer, zine
saptan fungicide drenches ma,
prove helpful. Use the above
fungicides at the rate of 2 to
4 pounds per 100 gallons of
water.

Marketing
Orders

Increase

[exas producers have re-
cently shown considerable in-
terest in establishing marketing
orders om carrots, onlons,
citrus and lettuce, Such market-
ing orders and agreements are
designed to help producers
achleve orderly and efficlent
marketing through industry-
government cooperation. Con-
trary to many government regu-
lations, marketing orders are
not initiated by the govern-
ment-~the growers and hand-
lers must {irst make a request
for the desired regulations.

The Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service has recently
published a leaflet, L 489, that
discusses the items that may
be authorized in a marketing
order, the way an order
operates and the way to obtain
a marketing order. This leaf-
let may be obtained from the

Irrigation
Increases
Barley Yield

lrrigation on barley increased
returns $29.56 per acre over
dryland barley at the High
Plains Research Foundation in
the 1959-60 test. Cardova bar-
ley was used In the test which
compared yleld and returns be-
tween dryland barley and that
of irrigated, fertilized barley
The dryland barley yielded
9 bushels per acre comparedto
67.5 bushels per acre from the
irrigated barley
The irrigated barley received
two four-inch applications of
water along with 200 pounds
of 10-20-0 fertilizer per acre
At 75 cents per bushel, in-
come {rom the dryland acreage
was $6.72 per acre. Irrigation
cost was $6.00 per acre and
the fertilizer cost totaled $7.72
per acre. Deducting these costs
from the $50.00 received, the
net Income from the irrigated,
fertilized test was $36.28 per
acre. James Valllant, water en-
gineer at the Foundation, con-
fucted the tests

If you are a farmer you know
that your farm is differentfrom
any of your neighbor's farms.
Your soll is different from
the soll of your neighbors and
even the soll on your farm may
vary from field to field. The
principles of soll and water
conservation are complicated
for this reason.

There are certain principles
that soll and water conservation
must conform with., These In-
clude Hydrology (properties of
water), engineering, and agron~-
omy (principies of field crops).
Both training and experience

are necessary for these
principles to be carried out
satisfactorily.

Under the Soll Conservation
Service program for Parmer
County many conservation
measurers are being used to
assist the farmer inasclentific
manner. Not all conservation
practices are used on each farm
but some are used with each
acre on your farm to protect
it and at the same time improve
it. "Use all land within its
capabllity.”

By signing a conservation
agreement with the Parmer
County Soil Conservation
District you, the farmer, be-
come a district cooperator and
are elgible to recelive technical
assistance with your farming
problems. This assistance in-
cludes a land capability inven-
tory and a conservation plan for
your farm.

Land capabilities are deter-
mined by the kind of soll
(texture, depth), the slope of the

land, the amount and kind of
erosion present at any
particular time. Also de-

termined will be the best way
to conserve your soll and water
through your farming methods.
This may be done through soll
improving crops, properly
using crop residues, crop
rotation, or many other sound
conservation practices. A con-
servation plan can be of great
benefit to you in carrying out
& sound, profitable farming
operation. A good conservation
plan will help provide soll for
your sons and their sons to
farm in years to come.
