Ship Propeller 
Has Principle Of 
A  Variable Pitch

Bz United I’rag*
GLOUCESTER, Mass.— A new 

type ship’s propeller which has a 
variable pitch mechanism to 
change the ” bite” of the blades is 
the invention of millionaire John 
Hays Hammond, Jr., and George 
Colley, Washington naval archi­
tect. They predict it will revolu­
tionize marine propulsion and re­
duce operating expenses.

The inventors are seeking pat­
ents on the propeller, which, they 
explain, works on the combined 
principles of auto gears and mod­
em airplane variable pitch prop­
ellers.

Hammond demonstrated the in­
vention by using a regular set of 
auto gears. He explained how the
results would compare with those | be announced 
obtained when a motorist shifts | At 8 p. m. the 
gears to climb a steep grade. He 
said the new propeller would 
change its pitch to increase or 
decrease the “ bite”  in the water 
according to prevailing conditions.

He added this would enable the 
vessel to ‘shift gears’ in midocean 
thereby retaining the efficiency of 
its motors while bucking a storm 
and continuing its journey with­
out having to reduce speed.

Idus Echols of the 
Staff Comunity also has teveral 
acres of vetch making excellent 
growth.

He warned if colleges do not 
do more to provide educational 
opportunities for boys in the low­
er income classes the government 
may assett its right to the college 
properties.

MrConaughy said that whute\- 
er the result of the war, colleges 
are ceitain to be tremendously 
affected. Those with no state aid 
or control are going to be tested 
as never before. Many sources of 
their income, he went on, will dry 
up; mid gifts to colleges will 
shrink. The state no longer will 
give freedom from taxation un­
less citizens arc convinced th..t 
these independent institutions arc 
serving the public welfare.

Dr. McConuughy said tha! a 
majority of American famiilc- 
have incomes of less than $2,000 
a year; a child in such a hoitu has 
one chance in 10 of going to col­
lege, despite the fact that he may 
show as great intellectual prom­
ise as a chikl in a wealthy hm <•

Said McConuughy:
“ We must do more in the wa 

of providing an educational op­

portunity for boys from the- 
lower incon.e groups, from tho- 
homes where no member has ptv 
viously attended college. It we <!o j 
not the state may assert its right !
