* NEGOTIATIONS ABROAD

According to telegraphic ad-
vice received in Dallas last night
by W. B Yeary, Vice President
of the Southern States Cotton
Corporation, from headquarters
at Macon, Ga., a cablegram was
received vesterday from George
Dole Wadley, who is at present
in Bremen, Germany, to the ef-
fect that his negotiations with
the German syndicate to finance
the Southern States of the
United States of America, have
terminated entirely successful-
lv. ;
The gnod news, for such it is
considerad by those interested
in the movement which is sadid
guarantees the Southern farmer
15¢ per pound for his cotton, was
immediately telegraphed from
the Dallas office, headquarters
for the state of Texas, to more
than 288 people, Seventy-five
counties in Texas have been or-
ganized by the eorporation and
others are falling in line daily,
according to a statement made

by E. M. Baily, Secretary for.

ration. '

Presider®Wadley and two of
his as¢ ; parted for KEu-

rope % 16, at the invi-
tation ofv. /German syndicate,
which signified its willingness to
finance the cotton crop ef the
South, providing the represent-

_atives of the sarporation . were

able to convince the financiers
of the feasibleness of their plan.
Mr. Yeary said, ““the object of
the corporaiion is to fix the
price of cotton grown in the
South at fifteen cents per pound,
middling basis.

The plan is topay fifteen cents

per pound, middiing basis, for

cotton at each shipping point,
payment to be made as follows:
all of the price of fifteen cents
in ninety-day seript, bearing six
per cent interest, or if the own-
er prefers, eleven cents will be
paid in currencv and the re-
maining four ecents per pound
paid in ninety-day script bear-
ing the same rate of interest.

The contract between the
corporation and the owner of
cotton under which this price is
paid calls for the payment of
one dollar in cash per bale by
owner of the cotton, and with
this pavment the liability for
further expenses for the owner
or farmer ceases, and the cor-
poration assumes all charges
from the |point of delivery to
the mills.

The general office of the cor-
poration is located at Macon,
Ga., and is to be a clearing
house through which the vari-
pus state offices will clear their
busiess. it

aeh of the cotton growing
states have been provided with
a general office, through which
the business for that particular
state is to be handled.

The corporation is to have fif-
ty directors, to be selected and
elected by the stockholders,
each state being entitled to its
proportionate number based on
its growth of cotton in 1911
compared to the total growth of
300,000 bales each representing
a director.
A capitalization ‘of 86,000,000

is proposed, divided as follows:
One million is common -voting
stock, aud five million in partic-
ipation certificates. The stock
is to be sold while the corpora-
tion is in formation so as to net
par to the ecorporation, after-
wards the value raised to such
price as the directors deem ad-
visable. When the entire stock
is sold it is believed it will rep-
resent something like $10,000,-
000 cash to the treasurer. This
capital, together with the cer-
tificate fees, should bring the
cash capital of the corporation
up to approximately $20,000,000
or $25,000,000 with which to be-
gin business. With such a cap-
ital under the present spstem of
marketing, any man or firm
could eonfidently count on doing
a business of 1,000,000 bales of
cotton.

Under the plans of the cor-
poration the amount of business
which could be handled with this
same capital would be augmented
since each bale which passes
through 1ts hands would add to
its capital $20 over the cash
price paid to the owner for it,
as under the contraet or certifi-

$20 per bale has been arrang-
ed, which is to run ninety days
or longer if necessary. ‘There-
fore, each bale delivered to the
corporation would strengthen 1ts
reserve instead of weakening it.
Under this plan cotten at every
railroad station, town or city in
the South would have one value,
as gold has its staple value in
all parts of the worlk.

Should more cotton be pro-
duced than the world needs for
its consnmption at fifteen cents

to the grower, the four cents
which 18 praovided to be with-
held in the payment between
‘the corporation and the grower,
provides the funds to hold the
surplus and this surplus will re-
main the property of the growers
until the cotton has passed
into the hands of the mills.
Should, at the end of any year,
there be a surplus of one miilion
bales more than the world need-
ed, ohe cent a pound on the to-
tal croo would provide the mon-
ey for holding the one million
bales off the market.

As to whet‘her President Wad-

ley agrees with the German
syndicate confirms with the
above remains to be seen. He
18 expected to sail for America
next week and the details, it is
presumed, will be made public
upon his arrival.—Dallas News.

LEGISLATION PROPOSED
T0 ASSIST FARMERS

Sweeping recommendations
for legislation designed to help

 development of agriculture in

the United States are contained
in an elaborate report forward-

ed to Washington by the Ameri-
can Ambassador to France, My-
ron T. Herrick, who has com-
pleted an exhaustive investiga-
tion of the systems of agricultu-
ral credit facilities in operation
in Europe, says the Dallas News.
Ambassador Herrick wrote the
document after receiving re-
ports from other American dip-
lomatic representatives in Eu-
rope and conferring with others.

The work of gathering and
compiling material for the formu-
lation of plans for an efficient
land and agricultural system
has been carried on under in-
structions from President Taft,
and Ambassador Herrick has
been assisted by a commpission
which reached Paris from the
United States in July. Edwin
Chamberlain of San Antonio,
one of the commission who rep-
resents the American Bankers’
Association, will report to the
organization.

The Ambassador’s report rec-
ommends the adoption by the
United States of the Reiffeissen
system of agricultural co-opera-
tive credit societies. Thie sys-
tem has been particularly suc-
cessful 'in Germany, where its
operations represent half the
business of the commercial
banks. It includes organiza-
tions composed of small co-oper-

ative societies, whereby farm-
ers are able to borrow money for
a short time on their. collective
guarantee. These societies have
become the nucleus of a series of
central co-operative banks.

complementary to the co-opera-
tive loan societies, which the
Ambassador favors as a first
step in the financial relief of
farmers, As in the case of co-
operative societies, these new
loan institutions in the various

states would makeestablishment
of credit banks in large commer-
cial centers necessary. These
central banks could handle the
securities of the state loan insti-
tutions and sell them in the in-
ternational markets. Such banks
have a better prestige if pos-
sessed of a Federal charter, and
the report recommends the en-
actment of legislation to that
effect.
