Sun Oil company’s No. 2 W. 1.
Tubb was pgeparing to rathole
ahead Thursday. Over the week-
end 5 1-2 inch pipe was set at
6,146 feet, with open hole extend-
ing to 6,208 feet

Drillstem tests taken last week
showed a good recovery of oil and
gas and it is expected to become
the eighth producer in the Jame-
son field near Silver. No. 2 Tubb
is a west offset to No. 1 Homer
Jameson and is a half mile west of
the discovery producer

Sun’s No. 2 Homer Jameson was
drilling ahead Thursday at 5,397
feet in shale and lime. Location is
a quarter mile south and a quarter
west of Fred Jameson No. 3.

Sun No. 4 Fred Jameson
cemented intermediate pipe Thurs-
day at 1,680 feet. Drillers ex-
perienced considerable trouble the
past week when they lost the
bottom joint of surface pipe which
had been cemented to 1,450 feet.
It is a south offset to Homer
Jameson No. 1.

Being reworked in an effort to
improve production, Sun No. 1
Homer Jameson perforated casing
from 6,122 to 6,225 feet. Thurs-
day operators had drilled out the
Baker retainer at 6,077 feet and
was reaming cement out of casing
In a test completed Monday the
well flowed 120 barrels of oil in 21
hours.

Sun has filed application for a
permit to deepen No. 1 Allen
Jameson, the pool opener, from
6,245 to 6,360 feet, in an effort to
increase its production. The well
was completed Dec. 13, 1946, only
20 feet in the pav, for a 24-hour
flow of 168 barrels of high gravity
oil. It recently has not been
making its daily allowable of 108
barrels.

Amendment Given
Scant Support Here

Only a light vote was cast in
Coke county at the special election
last Saturday, but voters were de-
cidedly against the proposed
amendment and the result was:
For 45, Against 173.

By means of the admendment
which the legislature had submitted
to the people, 16 stare colleges and
universities would be able to be-
gin a 30-vear building program in-
volving 60 million dollars.

It takes the unused 5-cent por-
tion of the authorized 7-cent state
property tax for Confederate pen-
sions and assigns the revenue to a
special building fund for 14 colleges
other than the University of Texas
and A & M college.

LANARK, ILL.—Renouncing his
church salary because of a ‘‘steady
decline in revenue,"” the Rev. Har-
mon H. Bro, 27, pastor of the Chris-
tian church, has taken a job as a
railroad section hand to support his
family.

The minister, a Harvard graduate
and son of a college president, told
his congregation he will continue to
the church without salary,
which was $200 a month, including
parsonage rent. He is married and
the father of a baby daughter,

His job as a railroad section hand
pays 85 cents an hour for a 48-hour
week, a total of $177.66 a month,

In announcing his decision to take
the job, Mr. Bro told his congrega-
tion:

The illustration is that of the man

who is lazy, who is void of under-
standing.

Going to his field and vineyard, he
finds it grown over with thorns, cov-
ered with vetches, and the stone
wall broken down.

Instead o citing the particular

lessons learned, the Preacher
simply observes that he looked on,
thought deeply, and received instruc-

tion Perhaps the best antidote
to laziness is$ to see it in its inac
tion. The squalid conditions, the in-
ability to cope with emergencies
that we normally see in the life of
the man who wants only ease are
sufficient to warn most of us against
it

Entirely apart from the dignity
of labor, the homely recompense
of being able to meet our own
needs is the compensation of selfl-
respect that initiative and re
sourcefulness bring. May we have

a higher goal as we labor than
merely providing for our own
needs, though this is certainly im
