All public lands, or rather their ownership and 
CBBtrol. were retained by Texas in the transition of a re­
public to a state of the union. All the handling of treasure 
wealth in these lands retained should be subject to the 
control, or rather conservation, of the Texans of today, 
speaking through the conservators named by the votes of 
the people and functioning as rail commwaioners assisted 
by all other officials of the state government.
