SKYROCKETS ON POWELL FIELD
Wellington High School’s 1978 football season opens here at 8:00 p.m. Friday, Sept. 8 when the Rockets entertain the Hollis Tigers.

R ockets O p e n  S eason A g a in s t H o llis  F rid a y
Wellington Skyrockets open 

their 1978 season against their 
traditional first-game rival, 
the Hollis Tigers, Friday, 
Sept. 8, on Powell Field.

They have shown up well in 
both scrimmages, but their 
coaches and the team, itself, 
are eager to see what they will 
do under game conditions.

Starting time is 8:00 p.m.
Wellington coaches have 

respect for the Hollis team and 
expect some stiff competition.

“ This first game is real 
critical for the season ,” 
believes Head Coach James 
Williams. “ It will be Oklaho­
ma trying to beat Texas again 
and we’re looking for a real 
good game.”

Scouting reports from both 
Hollis scrimmages, with Altus 
B team and Memphis, indicate 
they have good depth.

“ We don’t look for too much 
change from last year in both 
the offense and defensive 
sets,” Williams speculated.

During Williams tenure 
here, Hollis has defeated

W ellington twice and the 
Rockets have taken three 
victories off the Tigers.

Hollis posted an 8-4 record 
last year, going into two 
play-off games after the 
regular season.

Back from that fine team is 
running back Mark Tarpley, 
whom Williams calls “ one of 
the better running backs we 
will face this year.”  He 
considers quaterback Todd 
Taylor a “ pretty good 
operator.”

Also back from the 1977 
team is Paul Almaguer, who 
plays at tight end position on 
offense and defensive comer- 
back. He was not an offensive 
starter last year.

Returning are Eddie Krom- 
er, 6’, 190 pound junior in 
tackle position, Ricky Whit­
field 160 pound linebacker and 
Curtis Craddock, defensive 
end and offensive tackle.

Although the Rockets made 
four touchdowns to the one 
Wheeler accounted for Friday 
night, Wellington came out of

the contest a little bruised, 
according to Coach Williams.

Ricky Jones was hit in the 
leg and is not at full speed. 
Jam es Thomas, who was 
faster even than last year, got 
a knee injury. ‘ ‘We may not be 
at full s treng th ,” Coach 
Williams acknowledges.

The Rockets are a lot lighter 
than last year, being without 
huskeys Dane Dodge and John 
Birkey.

“ We don’t have a boy over 
200 pounds, so our asset is our 
quickness,” Williams contin­
ued. “ Experience is another 
asset. Carl Taylor goes to the 
quarterback position with 
three years experience behind 
him. He knows offense and he 
is a good team leader, ’ ’ say his 
coaches.

Taylor’s backup this year is 
Marty Warrick, who came off 
last year’s B team. However 
should both these be out of 
action the coaches can rely on 
David Baumgardner to move 
back to that position.

Wheeler is married to the 
former Valerie Graw of San 
Antonio, who he met while 
both were in Dallas Christian 
College.

79 fiscal year. The City 
Council voted its approval in a 
regular meeting August 21.

A grant of $17,315.60 has 
been approved from Criminal 
Justice Funds as part of the 
financing for the combined law 
enforcement program for 
Collingsworth County and the 
City of Wellington.

Previously, the county 
paid 60 percent of the cost and 
the city 40 percent.

Quail Group to Ask Portion of School 
District be Annexed to Wellington ISD

A group of approximately 50 
Quail school district residents 
and taxpayers said they vvill 
circulate a petition next week 
asking that 61 percent (see 
map) of Quail Independent 
School District be detached 
and annexed to Wellington 
Independent School District.

Under the Texas Education 
Code, a majority of qualified 
voters of an area of a school 
district may petition the 
county school board to 
“ detach from and annex to 
any school district territory 
contiguous to the common 
boundary lines of the two 
districts.”

The area must meet a 
required ratio of students and 
assessed value of the area 
compared to students and 
assessed value of the total 
district. Spokesmen for the 
taxpayers group said that the 
area they planned to petition 
for included approximately 61 
percent of the assessed 
valuations of the district and 
approximately 45 percent of 
the students in the district, 
and they said this fell within 
the ratio required by law.

Other provisions of the law 
state that the county school 
board must notify all boards of 
schools affected by the change 
and hold a public hearing on 
the matter. And the board of 
the school to which the area is 
to be annexed must approve 
the annexation.

Approval of the school 
board from which the area is to 
be detached is not required 
unless the petitioners fail to

Skunk at Dodson Found to Be Rabid
On August 22 a Dodson 

family found their three dogs 
and a skunk fighting in the 
front yard. The skunk was 
destroyed and its head was 
shipped to the Texas Depart­
ment of Health Laboratory, 
where it was found to be 
positive for rabies. Because 
the family’s dogs had never 
been vaccinated, they had to 
be destroyed. A three year old 
boy was given six (6) 
anti-rabies shots before it was 
determined that he had not 
been exposed to the skunk.

In the past two (2) years, 
Collingsworth County has 
reported seven rabid skunks to 
the Texas Department of 
Health. This represents 
one-half of all the skunk rabies 
reported for the upper 
twenty-five counties of the 
Panhandle during this period.

According to Dr. Henry C. 
Moriz, regional director of the 
Texas Department of Health, 
said while in Wellington 
Tuesday, Sept. 5, that any 
time an animal which is 
suspected of rabies is killed, 
its head should be removed 
and kept cool, the Department 
of Health notified, and some 
member of the regional staff 
will pick it up.

Of the 389 cases of rabies 
verified in Texas for 1977, 256 
were found in skunks. Since 
skunks live in close proximity

to man-particularly in rural 
areas and small towns- there is 
always the chance that a pet 
and rabid skunk will make 
contact.

Rabies is possible in any 
warm blooded animal, and all 
wildlife should be left alone, 
especially skunks, bats, foxes, 
and raccoons during daylight 
hours since these animals are 
more prone to be moving 
during the hours of dusk till 
dawn. Normally these animals 
are shy and avoid human 
contact; therefore, if a wild 
animal is friendly or overly 
aggresive, it should be left 
alone or handled with care by 
an adult.

“ It is important that a local 
animal cjontrol program with 
leash laws be enforced to 
eliminate stray dogs and cats. 
Everyone should have dogs 
and cats vaccinated for rabies 
once a year. Domestic pets on 
farms and ranches are 
especially vulnerable to rabies 
from wildlife. By vaccinating 
pets and breaking the 
wildlife-to pet-to human chain 
of contact, the chances of a 
human case of rabies are 
lessened. Although human 
cases of rabies have been rare 
in the last few years, this 
disease is almost 100 percent 
fatal if symptoms appear,” 
Dr. Morityz said.

Identify and confine (when­

ever possible) the biting 
animal for observation by a 
licensed veterinarian and/or 
later laboratory examination. 
If the head of the animal is not 
damaged a licensed veterinar­
ian can package and ship them 
to the Texas Department of 
Health Laboratory for examin­
ation of the brain for rabies.

Wash the wound throughly 
with soap and water as an 
immediate first-aid procedure.

A physician must be 
consulted as soon as possible 
concerning the advisability of 
anti-rabies treatm ent, he 
emphasized. Anti-rabies

Council Approves $548,545 Budget Thomas Nursing Center News

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Not one taxpayer appeared 
at the budget hearing for the 
city of Wellington or for its 
revenue sharing budget hear­
ing Monday evening, Sept. 4, 
and in no more than a minute, 
the city council approved both.

The city budget for the fiscal 
year July 1, 1978 to June 31, 
1979, amounts to $548,545, in 
expenditures. The budget 
passed on a motion by Tom 
Wilkins and second by Lyndon 
Crelia. Ralph Owens, the 
other member present, voted 
for it.

The revenue sharing funds 
of $37,000 are already pledged 
to pay on the new trash 
collection system and a fire 
truck, and this passed 
unanimously on a motion by 
Owens and second by Crelia.

Mayor Bill Hatch reported 
to the council on disburse­
ments, to date on the $98,000 
HUD* Community Develop­
ment Block Grant, which is 
being used for improvements 
in the northwest sector of 
town.

Altogether, $59,683.40 has 
been spent. Paving costs 
account for $35,550.04; pro­
perty clearing $12,649.60; 
supervision costs $9,580; loan 
costs, $15,000; and incentive 
monies $15,000.

Remaining in the fiind is 
$38,316.60.

Thirty-two houses have 
been weatherized under the 
program, and 9 complete 
’•esidential blocks have been 
cleaned and the buildings 
painted.

Only a portion of the paving 
has been completed, and city 
employees will be back on this 
work within a short time. City 
Manager Glen Taylor has told 
the council.

The loans. Mayor Hatch 
explained, are in small 
amounts to low-income famil­
ies to be used for improving 
their homes. Of this $1,377.32, 
has been repaid. This money 
is earmarked for the develop­
ment of a city park in the 
northeast part of Wellington.

The budget, which was

given preliminary approval at 
the August 21 council 
m eeting, shows cuts in 
expenses of most departments 
from the past year’s budget.

The budget prepared by 
City Manager Glen Taylor also 
shows receipts of $585,890.

A major item in the receipts 
is from the city-operated water 
department, and it is projected 
that the city will derive 
$198,450 from this source, 
which includes water and 
sewer charges. It is up 
approximately $10,000 from 
last year.

Taxes collected by the city 
are projected at $60,000. This 
takes into account homestead 
exemptions and the exemp­
tions given persons 65 years of 
age and over.

The city will receive a 
projected $55,000 from its 
sales tax, and 24,000 from 
franchise taxes. Machine hire 
should account for $30,000. 
Another $30,000 should come 
from paving and curbing 
which the city does for 
individuals. The sanitation 
department will bring in a 
projected $40,000.

The rem ainder of the 
income will be derived from a 
number of sources and in 
smaller amounts.

Salaries account for the 
largest expense item in the 
budget, $171,040.

Departments covered in this 
are the administration, $49, 
500; streets, $68,000; water 
and sewer $27,000; police 
departm ent $10,840 (this 
includes the salary of the night 
watchman, required for the 
city to maintain its fire 
insurance rating); Ellison Park 
and Marian Airpark ball park, 
$2,300; sanitation, $6,900; fire 
department, 1,200; municipal 
building $4,700; swimming 
pool, $1,600.

There are operational ex­
penses in addition to salaries.

It will cost the city $22,250 
to administer the operation of 
the city; $9,500 for the 
municipal building; $800 for 
ihe  airport; $4,400 to operate

Ellison and Marian Airpark 
Ball Parks.; $3,600 to operate 
the city shop; $6,400 to 
operate the sanitation depart­
ment; $10,400 for the fire 
department; and $2,800 for 
the swimming pool.

A figure of $50,750 for the 
police department expenditure 
is the amount the city 
proposes as its 50 percent in 
paying the cost of the 
Combined Law Enforcement 
program. The county pays the 
remaining 50 percent.

The water and sewer

department is budgeted for 
$177,905.

This includes $39,830 for 
the actual operation of the 
department. Bonds covering 
the cost of the new water 
system installed several years 
ago are paid off from this 
departm ent, and in the 
1978-79 fiscal year, bonds and 
in terest will amount to 
$48,075.

In addition, the department 
will transfer out to the general 
fund $90,000.

“ Don’t get discouraged in 
your search for library funds. 
We were turned down 32 
times before we received our 
first grant from a foundation,’’ 
Mrs. Morris Higley, president 
of the Childress Library 
Board, told a group from 
Friends of the Library in their 
meeting Thursday, August 31.

Because a group of 
Childress^ citizens would not 
become discouraged, their 
town now has one of the finer 
libraries of the Panhandle. It 
receives annual funding of 
$11,(X)0 from the county and 
city.
Mrs. Higley was chairman of 
the library building commit­
tee.

Five of these women, 
devoted to the goal of 
providing their town with a 
new library, filled an evening 
with down-to-earth advice to 
the Wellington group, which is 
struggling to get its organiza­
tion off the ground. Mrs. 
Morris Higley was spokesman 
on the library funding and 
Mrs. Glen Stiner on work of 
Childress Friends of the 
Library.

A new library building is in 
the long-range plans of the 
Wellington supporters, who 
requested early information on 
Childress’ successful pro­
gram.

“ We were told it would take 
20 years to build a library. It 
took us 18 months,’’ Mrs. 
Higley said.

The first step should be the 
selection of an attorney to 
advise on all legal matters.

A library board should be 
appointed without delay. It

has been around 20 years 
since the Collingsworth Coun­
ty Library has had a library 
board.

The Childress Library board 
did not seek federal fudning to 
build their library.

Applications were made to 
private foundations in many 
parts of the United States.

Hospital Board Asks Loan
Collingsworth General Hos­

pital board voted unanimously 
Tuesday, Sept. 5, in a special 
meeting to authorize acting 
administrator Anne Langford 
to borrow up to $27,000 to 
meet the hospital’s expenses 
through September 30.

The board already has 
borrowed $66,500 in several 
loans over the past few months 
to meet the hospital’s 
operating deficit.

The board postponed hiring 
an ambulance driver/mainte- 
nance supervisor until a later 
date. The slot has been vacant 
since July 31 and volunteers 
from the Collingsworth Volun­
teer Ambulance Service have 
been providing all daytime 
ambulance service in the 
county.

Attorney Charles Darter 
reviewed for the board the law 
which organized the hospital 
district and funding provisions 
of the law. Under the law, the

hospital district must use 
county valuations of property 
and cannot raise the tax rate 
above $.75 per $100 valuation. 
The current hospital tax rate is 
$.70 per $100 valuation.

The board also asked Mrs. 
Langford to explore the 
possibility of floating more 
bonds to pay for physical plant 
improvements required by 
federal regulations.

They received a complete 
tour of the Union Equity 
facilities and watched as 
wheat was unloaded at the 
rate of 20 rail cars and 30 
trucks per hour.

The Dodson visitors went on 
board a freighter out of Hong 
Kong, being loaded with 
Union Equity wheat for China 
at the rate of 90,000 bushels 
per hour. Approximately 20 
hours is required to load the 
average ship.

Most of that crew was from 
China, and the young man 
who guided them on their tour 
of the ship was from Korea, 
according to Mrs. Barton. It 
will take approximately 40 
days to reach China, he told 
them.

When the cooperative 
bought its 640 acre site in 
1962, no other industry was 
located in the area. Now it is 
surrounded.

Union Equity Co-operative 
Elevator is located on historic 
land, for this is where the 
Battle of San Jacinto, which 
lasted 18 minutes, was fought 
on April 21, 1836.

Just a short distance away is 
San Jacinto Battleground 
State Park. Here they visited 
San Jacinto monument, com­
memorating that battle. The 
570-foot fossil limestone shaft 
is the world’s tallest shrine 
and tallest man-made monu­
ment.

Dodson members visited the 
Battle ship Texas, berthed in 
its own slip in the park. It is a 
veteran of the Vera Cruz, 
Mexico landing in 1914, action 
in world War II, and the 
invasions of Normandy, Iwo 
Jima and Okinawa in World 
War II. It was the first 
dreadnaught to become a state 
shrine. It was decommission­
ed April 21, 1948 and
recommissioned as the Flag­
ship in the Texas Navy.

That night, they were 
among more than 17,000 who 
saw Houston and San

The stadium 
occupies 9V2 acres and whole 
sections of seats are mounted 
on track and can be shifted by 
electric motors to convert the 
stadium for baseball, football, 
rodeos, circuese or other 
activities.

Its total power consumption 
is more than enough to supply 
a city of 9,000 the Dodson 
people were told.

The Manned Spacecraft 
Center was their first stop next 
morning. They drove over the 
grounds and at the new 
Mission Control Center and 
saw displays of launch 
vehicles, equipment, and 
space craft on display from 
Projects Mercury, Gemini, 
and Apollo.

This was only a short drive 
from Galveston. They had an 
overall view of the city, one of 
Texas oldest, from the 20th 
floor observation deck of the 
American National Building.

A highlight of the Galveston 
visit was the Bishop’s Palace, 
said Mrs. Barton. “ It was the 
most beautiful and well-built 
home I’ve ever seen,’’ said 
Mrs. Barton. “ It is the only 
building in Texas designated 
as one of the 100 outstanding 
buildings in the United States. 
It’s cost in 1886 was $250,000 

and now its value is estimated 
at $5.5 million.’’

“ In each room, there is a 
fireplace, which was built 
first, then the room built 
around it. One of the mantels 
received first prize in the 
Philadelphia World’s Fair in 
1876. Many rare woods make 
up the structure of this lovely 
landmark- rosewood, satin- 
wood, white mahogony, and 
American oak and maple.’’

COLORFUL DAFFODILS come in many sizes and 
shapes from the familiar yellow trumpets to the small- 
cupped bicolors.

The Daffodil--a Garden 
Flower of Different Names
If daffodils are your favorite 

heralds of spring you should 
be aware of two facts.

First, daffodils are some­
times called jonquils or 
narcissus, but botanically they 
are all members of the 
Narcissus family.

Second, regardless of what 
you call them, they are not all 
yellow with trumpet-shaped 
cups. A vast number of 
daffodils have white, pink, 
lime, orange and even 
bicolored flowers.

Others, popularly called 
double daffodils, have row 
upon row of petals forming 
flowers that resemble roses in 
full bloom. Regardless of their 
shape or color, they are all 
remarkably easy to grow.

There are close to ten 
thousand varieties of daffo­
dils. Here is a list of the major 
categories;

Nine out of ten gardeners 
grow the trumpet daffodil, 
characterized by its long cup.

Bicolored options include 
“ G oblet,”  “ M agnet,”  and 
“ Music Hall,” all of which are 
white with yellow trumpets.

Large-cupped daffodils have

Small-cupped daffodils have 
cups less than one-third the 
length of the petals. “ Barrett 
Browning” is white with an 
orange-red cup. The colorful 
“ Birma” has yellow petals 
and a rich red cup.

The double daffodils are 
among the most spectacular of 
all, with two or more rows of 
petals, often in contrasting 
colors.

“ Texas,” a double delight, 
features yellow petals with an 
orange center. “ Mary Cope­
land” has creamy white petals 
with a bicolored--yellow and 
red-orange-center.

Use them in borders beds or 
rock gardens, and to flank 
driveways, sidewalks and 
paths.

Naturalize them in clumps 
of 15 to 25 on the lawn, under 
shrubs, around trees, or 
beside gates, posts, or 
doorsteps.

Too Much Protection
Is it possible that 8 to 11 percent of the retail price of 

ground beef is directly attributable to the iqipact of 200 
legal statutes, 41,000 regulations and 111,000 percedent- 
setting court cases on production and distribution?

Not only possible, it’s a fact, claims Consumer Alert 
Council, which quotes the flgures from a National Science 
Foundation study. The organization is pressing for 
reduced government involvement in the marketplace in 
cases where such involvement causes a needless burden on 
the buying public and the business community. The 
organization also plans to support regulation when it is 
essential to health, welfare or safety of Americans.

“The American consumer. . .is the victim of gover­
nment policy which denies the public its inherent right to 
free choice in the marketplace in the name of public health 
and safety,” says Barbara Keating, chairman of the con­
sumer group.

Keating is presenting a symposium at Texas Tech, 
Lubbock, on Sept. 22 on overregulation in the beef in­
dustry. The meeting is sponsored by the school and six 
livestock and ranching-related organizations, including 
Texas & Southwestern Cattle Raisers and Texas Sheep & 
Goat Raisers associations. It should be enlightening. If 
consumer groups push hard enough, perhaps Congress 
one day will listen.

AUSTIN—Texans will be 
voting on nine constitutional 
amendments November 7— 
including the tax relief pro­
posal advanced in special ses­
sion last month to the general 
election ballot.

The amendments, in order, 
include:

—The tax relief measures 
—broadened exemptions and 
special assessment of farm 
lands.

—Direction for state buy­
ers to consider purchasing 
products from the handi­
capped where available.

—Authority for cities and 
counties to issue industrial 
development bonds.

—Provision for tax incre­
ment financing of urban re­
newal.

—Property tax exemptions 
for solar and wind-powered 
energy devices.

—An increase in civil case 
jurisdiction of justice of the 
peace courts from $200 
maximum controversies to 
those involving $500, with 
the legislature empowered to 
increase the limit to $1,000.

—Provision for adding 
more judges to the 14 three- 
judge state courts of civil 
appeals.

—Abolishing the State 
Building Commission and 
building fund.

—Permission for water 
districts to furnish fire-fight­
ing services and issue bonds 
to finance them where voters 
approve by a two-thirds ma­
jority.

Campaigns already are 
shaping up on the tax relief 
measure. Gov. Dolph Briscoe 
is urging support. Texas 
United Labor Legislative 
Committee is opposing the 
amendment as of small bene­
fit to small taxpayers.

Port Files
Texas Deepwater Port Au­

thority has filed its plan to

build an offshore oil termi­
nal with Transportation Sec­
retary Brock Adams in 
Washington.

The $800 million super­
port would be constructed 26 
miles offshore from Freeport 
in Brazoria County. More 
than $1 billion in revenue 
bonds would finance the 
project. First sale would be­
gin in January 1980.

Oil companies will be 
called on to sign user agree­
ments to offload oil from 
giant tankers through the fa­
cility.

The application is about 
the same as that filed earlier 
by Seadock. Inc., a consorti­
um of oil companies. Sea- 
dock’s application was with­
drawn after red tape 
connected with the applica­
tion left only a handful of 
sponsors ready to assume the 
financial risk. The major 
change in the new applica­
tion is the provision for pub­
lic ownership.

If approved and actually 
constructed, the Texas termi­
nal—in 100 feet of water— 
probably will be the second 
in the nation. Another is 
planned near New Orleans. 
About 1.8 million barrels of 
oil arrive at Texas ports 
daily.

Gas Cut-off
LoVaca Gathering Com­

pany held a Capitol press 
conference to announce the 
company was about ready to 
cut off gas to the city of 
Pearsall unless past due bills ' 
are paid. Lo-Vaca cut off 
Crystal City’s supply of gas 
several months ago for lack 
of payment.
