= EW ORLEANS, Oct, 4. — A
small tornado passed diagon-
ally across the residential
portion of the city about 3
a. m. today, taking off the
goofs and tearing down fences anl
doing other damage. No one is re-
ported injured. The tornado crossed
Jhe river about Jena street, in the up-
town district, and cut across to the
gear of the Third ward, one side of

which is bounded by Canal street.
The air was filled with flying planks
"ud other debris., Great excitement
was caused in the districts affected by

the twisted winds.
A warehouse at

=

the corner of Lib-
erty and Poydras streets was blown
down. A heavy iron car there was
turned upside down.

Streets Full of Debris

The tornado, crossing the river near
Audibon Park, swept in a northwest-
erly direction over ‘the city, crossing
the canal to Woodside and Clairborne.
It was preceded by a thunderous noise.
Along ite whole path of three miles
or more damage was done.

Both telephone and telegraph poles
were prostrated, and communication
with many parts of the city rendered
impossible.

Debris was the car

_tracks and put the Peters avenue line

temporarily out of business.

At the corner of Toledano and Sara-
toga streels, a new market In process
of construction was leveled. Five new
residences in that neighborhood were
razed.

A negro In Douglas Square wus

<picked up bodily and blown away.

Some damage was done at the gas
works in the rear of the Third warl.
Much damage was done at an oil mill
in the same neighborhood.

Houses Blown Down

Further reports of the tornado indi-
eate that a number of houses were
blown down by the wind in different
parts of the city, lying in the track
of the storm.

At First and Magnolia streets a
house is reported demolished and a
woman and child severely hurt. A
factory at Erato and Magnolia is also
reported to have suffered severely.

Skating Rink Destroyed

The Jai Alla skating rink, at the
corner of Milan and Carondalet streets,
was blown to pieces, and the debris
from the structure was scattered In
every direction.

As reports come in the damage In
the way of houses destroyed is iIn-
ereasing. There are reports also of
people hurt by flying timbers.

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RESCUED FROM
JAWS OF DEATH

Twenty-six Undergo Terrible
Suffering at Sea

NEARLY STARVED

Party Overcome With Joy
When Ship Is Sighted.
Boy Dies

By Associated Press.

HONG KONG, Oct, 5.—Further de-
tails have been received of the wreck
of the emigrant steamer Charter Hous2,
voyaging between Hoi Pow and Hong
Kong, which foundered off Hainan
head on Sept. 80, with the loas of more
than sixty lives,

The North German Llovd
Kohsi Chang picked up a raft be-
longing to the Charter House, on
which were Chief Engineer Dowse,

twenty-three of the crew and two
women, after they had been drifting
for forty-three hours.

On the third and last evening, Oect.
2, the survivors on the raft discovered
smoke on the horizon. On observing
the Kohsi Chang’'s hull, there was
great joy and the Chinese of the par-
ty became frantically happy at the
prospect of quenching their maddean-
ing thirst and appeasing their hunger,

Little Boy Dies

Captain Rosiefsky of the Kohsi
Chang rescued the survivors, includ-
ing a little boy. They had almost col-
lapsed from exhaustion, and were
carried on board the Kohsi Chang, be-
ing unable to walk. Despite the doc-
tor's unremitting attention the boy
died an hour after being taken aboard.
Chief Engineer Dowse has been re-
moved to a hospital. The crew of
the Kohsi Chang gave unbounded at-
tention” to the survivors.

Among those who went down with
the Charter House and were drowned,
were Captain Nelifton, Chief Officer
Farqueharson, Second Officer Grigor
and Engineers Forbes and Maurmann,
besides the ship's doctor and sixiy
others.

Enginger’'s Story

Chief Engineer Dowse, who was
among those picked up, in hls state-
ment made today said:

Previous to starting on the voyage
to Hong Kong, the Charter House
Janded 700 emigrants at Hoi Pow. She
departed at 3:30 o’'clock the afternoon
of Sept. 28, bound for Hong Kong with
ninety-seven people on board, including
six British officers, the doctor and a
full cargo of sugar. 8ix hours Jater
ehe was overtaken by a typhoon and
preparatien was made to ride out the
gale. The officers werc posted at their
respective stations. The wind Iin-
creased, carrying away the masts and
rails, the vessel sustaining considerable
damage from the se€a,

‘The engines were slowed down, but
the wind increased and the chances
were slight for the vessel to weather
the stor:n. Be‘ween 8 and 9 o’clock
on Sept. 29 the weight of the storm
was encountered and the word was
passed that the ship was fuunderm.r.
the poats were made ready and tae
crew was lined up on deck.

People Keep Calm

Owing to the heavy sea it was
found impossible to launch the boats,
but the passengers and crew got into
them and awaited the sinking of the
steamer, hoping that they would
chance to float when she went down.
Despite the darkness and tahe imme-
nent danger of drowning, there was
an entire absence of panic. The of-
ficers did thelr duty calmly while the
Chinese passengers and crew emulated
the officers by their courage in the
presence of death.

Meanwhile the second officer was
missed and it was surmised that he
was washed overboard.

Ship’s Officers Lost

When finally the Charter House
sank between the waves only the after
boat got away. The others were
smashed. The ship’s officers were In
the after boat, which capsized. fI‘r'wy
managed to reach a raft contann{xlg
seven Chinese.

Resigns as Nominee for Reor-
ganized Republicans

ACHESON NAMED

Declares He Is Unable to Give
Time to Campaign—Sup-
ports the Ticket

DALLAS, Oct. 5—~BE. H. R. Green,
nominee for governor on the reorgan-
ized Republican ticket, declined to
serve as the party nominee in a let-
ter sent to the state executive com-
mittee of that party, and acting upon
this resignation the sgtate executive
committee nominated Dr. Alex W.
Acheson of Denison to head the ticket,

As it is now Dr. Acheson and J. C.
Gibbons head the ticket of the reor-
ganizers.

In the letter of Mr., Green, which
follows, he declares his alleglance to
the reorganized party and pledges his
support to the nominees of that party.

“To the State Chairman of the Re-
organized Republican Party of Texas—
Dear Sir: Your officia! notification
of my nomination for govetnmor by the
reorganized Republican party of Texas
was received today. I note with ap-
preclation the confidence and esteem
in which your organization holds me,
but I cannot see my way clear to ac-
cept the nomination; not that I am
out of harmony with the aims and
purposes of your organization but from
the fact that the nominee should be
able to give all of his time to the
canvass and should personally pre-
sent the claims of the party and or-
ganization to the voters, I find it ab-
solutely impossible for me to do this.
I think that the contentions which de-
termined the Republican voters of
Texas to reorganize the party are weil
founded and should appeal to every
patriotic voter in the state. The nom-
inees of your committee, as well as
the state chairman selected to con-
duct this campalgn, will have
earnest, sincere and best support. I
think that Dr. Alex W. Acheson is an
able, clean and aggressive leader, and
I hope all of my political and per-
sonal friends can see their way clear
to support him at the polls with their
votes. Thanking you for the respect
and confidence in which the party
holds me, 1 am, respectfully,

unanimously voted to accept the resig:
nation. On his motion. Dr. Alex W.
Acheson of Denison was declared the
nominee of the party by the unani-
mous vote of the committee. Dr. Ache-
son was present and accepted the
nomination, delivering a lengthy
speech. giving in detail the causes
which led up to the reorganization of
the party in the stale, and closed by
saying: “I will give battle to them as
long as there is breath In my body
and will make a thoro canvass of the
state.” The committee then proceeded
to discuss and block out plans for a
vigorous and active campaign in the

CARDEN FEARS
PARTY STRIFE

Asks Democrats to Cease Agi-
tation Over Bailey

URGES HARMONY

Declares Party Should Stand
by Primaries and Send
Him to Senate

DALLAS, Texas, Oct. 5.—Hon. Geo,

A. Carden, chairman of the democratic
state executive committee of Texas,
gave out an address to the democrats
of Texas, in which he urges that fur~
ther agitation against Senator Bailey
be not indulged in, for the reason that
he deems it conducive to strife in the
party ranks. [‘ollowing is the address
in full:

DALLAS, Texas, Oct. 4.—To the
Democrats of Texas: I have walited
some two weeks to discover the trend
of public sentiment with respect to
the matters and things charged against
J. W. Baliley, democratic nominee for
senator in the congress of the United
States,

At four places public meetings have
been called to discuss the question of
the propriety of Senator Bailey's ac-
tion in accepting professional employ-
ment while serving a term as United
Btates senator. At the Mineola meet-
ing eighteen persons are reported by
the press to have been present, seven
not voting. At the meeting at Came-
ron thirty-two persons are reported by
the press to have been present, with
fourteen of them out of sympathy with
the object of the meeting. At Quitman
thirty-nine persons and at La Porte
twelve persons are reported by the
press to Lave been present and par-
ticipating. The democratic executive
committee of Jefferson county consid-
ered the matter and by a vote of ten
to three declined to take any action.
Several county chairmen have declined
to call meetings. It is therefore clear
that among democrats there is no gen-
eral indorzement of this agitation.

The matters now urged against Sen-
ator Bailey were known before his
election in the late democratic pri-
mary and before his nomination by the
late democratic state convention, and
were either then urged against him,
or if not urged, could have been urged.
He was elacted In the primary without
opposition and unanimously nominated
by the convention. I deem it my duty
as chairman of the state democratic
executive committee to remonstraie
against the further agitation of this
matter, as being conducive to strife and
division in the democratic party, and
to suggest that, holding as he does
the title of democratic nominee for
the senate in the congress of the
United States as clearly as does any
other nominee of the state convention,
party loyalty demands that as demo-
crats we uphold this nomination and
discountenance all efforts from all
sources to discredit the same.

This is peculiarly true in view of
the fact that for the first time In
the history of the state a senatorial
nomination had been made at a gen-
eral primary held under the law of the
state, which law was made to apply
to United States senators in answer
to the geaeral democratic demand that
they be elected by the people, In the
epactment of this law Texas is a
pioneer, and it would be singularly
unfortunate if, at this cular junc-

DELAY IS FEARED

Death of Celestials Under the

ASHINGTON, D. C., Oct.
5~Officers of the lstb;
mian canal commission
are busily engaged ex-
amining proposals re-

cently submitted by contracting firms
for furnishing Chinese labor for work
on the canal at Panama. Because of
peculiar conditiong surrounding Im-
portation and employment of aliens in
this work, complicated in part by the
adjustment of some international fea-

tures which probably will arise, sev-
eral weeks must necessarily elapse be-
fore any conclusions are reached and
the contract awarded,

Trouble Expected

Some doubt is expressed whether the
contractors will be able to carry out
the contract which may be awarded
for supplying coolie labor., Preferably
on account of climatic conditions, the
Isthmian commission desires that any
laborers sent to the Isthmus shall come
from the southern provinces of China.
In this section® reports received at the
Chinese legation show that not a
single Chinese newspaper favors emi-
gration of Chinese to Panama and the
experiences of those who went there
for the French canal company are still
fresh in the minds of the people.

The Chinese were unable tos with-
stand the conditions then existing and
it is said that about 756 per cent of
those who went there dfed.

Petition Chinese Government

Petitions from Chinese residents in
Peru, San Francisco and at Panama
have been sent to the government at
Pekin, asking that it refuse its sanction
to any proposition proposing to permit
contract laborers to go from China to
Panama. Thus far, however, the Chi-
nese authorities have remained entire-
ly passive in the matter. The SuUgges-
tion hag been made that if the Chi-
nese government interposes an objec-
tion to permit the departure of the
coolies for labor on the Isthmus, the
contractors as an alternative may re-
sort to the Philippine islands or to

the Straits settlement, over which the -

Chinese government has no jurisdic-
tion, for laborers. .
Any contracts for furnishing coolie
labor which may be drawn by the
Isthmian canal commission, will before
being executed be submitted to the
state department for inspection with
the view of avoiding any possibility of
international complicationsg,

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SEPTEMBER WAS WET
Precipitation for Month Exceeded Four
Inches
The meteorological summary com-
piled at the local weather bureau for
the month of September has been
Issued and shows that during the just
closed month of thirty days seventeen
Jays were clear and thirteen were
cloudy or partly cloudy, This accounts
for the total precipitation for the
month of 4.16 inches. Beginning with
the 24th four cloudy days followed
and the greatest precipitation oc-
curred on the 24th and 25th, being 1.77
inches., This is the record for the
month in any one period of twenty-

four hours.

Barometer records show short
ranges during the month, the highest
atmospheric pressure being 30.11 on
the 30th and the lowest 29.86 on the
28th, The mean pressure is 29.98, The
therlnometer has made some suddan
jumps,*ranging In one day from 26
degrees, the greatest, on the 20th, and
70 degrees on the 27th. The highest
temperature recorded is 94 degrees on
the 2d and the lowest was 56 degrees
on the 30th. The average temperature
for the month is 77 degrees, which
is lower than the mean for the past
two years by 1 degree. 1904 and 1905
both averaging 78. The mean temper-
ature for September for the past
twelve years is 77 degrees and 1906
causes no excess or deficiency,

September has been an unusually
wet month, as compared with the cor-
responding period of previous years,
and as the result the accumulated
excess of precipitation since last Jan.
1 is 7.25 inches.

Excess this month alone, as com-
pared for the past twelve years is 1.72
inches,

Prevailing direction of .wind for
the month is south and the average
hourly velocity is 8.4 miles. The hard-
est wind, however, came from the
north, recording a velocity for five
minutes of 27 miles gn hour on the
30th,

The highest relative humidity was
recorded on the 11th and on the 26th,
both being 100, The average humidity
for the thirty days was 90, with a
minimum of 65.

The following very sensible and timely article was
written by a well known Fort Worth woman and ap-
peared in the New York Herald of last Monday:

Secretary Taft’'s North Carollna speech has set
Texas folks to thinking and talking. We are a simple
minded, primitive people, who still watch the clothes
of the weekly wash on the line of our next door neigh-

sbor with no thought of giving offense.- It is our way
of showing a friendly interest. In Secretary Taft's
criticism of our political wash we recognize a kindred
neigaborliness that does not necessarily expect to see
a change in our laundry methods., We who live in
the Texas block of the “Solid South” have been won-
dering since the Taft lecture what it was all about and
why we needed it.

Materially we think we are doing fairly well. "Our
raflroad construction during the first half of the cur-
rent year leads the states.

Wealthy men
are scarce, but those we nave behave themselves in
private life and are leaders in enterprises for the public
good. We know how they made their pile. They played
the game and dealt the cards from the top of the
pack. The farmer, the bookkeeper and the school
teacher, with their bank account, know the man of
wealth socially and taink they are a good as he is.

Socially we are having a fine time. We have learn-
ed to play bridge and can figure in an auto smash-up.
When company comes we can whisk the coachmen into
knee breeches and stand him up to serve a ten-course
dinner without turning an eyelash. While not com-
peting with Pittsburg, we can on occasion turn out a
preity stiff bit of scandal

The President knows a little of us socially, for he
made us a visit not so longeago, and 75,000 of our
neighbors came In to help us whoop for him. Fort
Worth had a worse case of sore taroat than when a
few months later the home team won twenty-five suc-
cessive games and the league pennant by one game.

Taking part in this material prosperity and our so-
cial joyousness are a number of fine young men from
the north. We are glad to welcome them. We give
them good jobs and let them marry our prettiest girls,

In - education and religious activity we Invite any
fair comparison. Our caurches are on every hand.
Philanthropy takes care of the orphan, provides for
the support of the blind, the deaf mute and the insane,

In education our rapidly increasing population is
continually outgrowing our educational clothes, yet
we try to keep our knees “kivered.” Men and women,
black and white, receive equal pay for equal work.
The negro schools are provided for impartially ac-
cording to their numbers, each child receiving his pro
rata apportionment, Our State University is favorably
known to the highest educational institutions in this
. country and Europe because of the character and at-
taluments of our young men who have gone to it for
~ advanced courses. From the university to the humblest
= sghool house of the plains are found teachers whose
first and last lesson is honor for the founders of the
commonwealth, the makers of its laws, the winners
of Texas independence, and that the “Lone Star” is
the emblem of honorable manhood.

‘Has Secretary Taft anything better to offer as re-
ward for voting the republican ticket?

Refore Secretary Taft comes among us again on a
missionary errand it may be well for him to take note
of the change that takes place in republcans after they
live among us long.

The only dif-
ierence the advent of this so-called open season makes
in the situation is that at other times the rules and
regulations are a little bit more strngent. Cattle, un-~
der present rules and regulations, can cross the line
at any season of the year, but they have to be dipped
under the prevailing regulations,

There has been as mucn of a lightening up of quar-
antine rules and regulations during the past few years,
and it has softened much of the opposition that has
heretofore existed and there is now but. little adverse
criticism heard along these lines. At one time there
was something of a sentiment extant that the quare
antine line was an impediment erected by the big
cattle Interests to restrict and retard the development
of the country, and many men located below the line
made flerce and bitter protest against it. The state

EXPRESS AGENTS
GIVEN WARNING

Must Observe Provisions of
Meat Inspection Law

E. McGinnis, the agent of the Wells-

Fargo at Fort Worth, has received a
copy of the regulations of the express
companies, for it is generally applica-
ble, though it comes to im as the
agent of the Fargo, of course, issued
because of the new meat Iinspection
law, which became effective Oct. 1, and
which is applicable to all meat ship-
ments. The rigid requirements of the
law have been stated in The Telegram
in narrating the operation of the law
fhere, but it is permissible to repeat
those sections of the law with which
the express companies are especlally
concerned:

It is provided that no meat or meat
food product in any form shall be ac-
cepted for interstate shipment unless
it 1s accompanied by certificates In
proper form testifying to its condition.

Packing house products offered for
interstate shipment must be accomse
panied by a certificate from an in-
spector.

Saipments made by retail butchers
must be accompanied by a certifcate
from the butcher declaring the meat
to be wholesome.

Carcasses and other shipments made
by farmers must be accompanied by a
certificate stating that the shipper is
a farmer and that the meat is healthy

and clean.
The penalty for violation of the law

may be a fine of $10,000 or two years’

imprisonment, or both.

IN EAST TEXAS

Old Tarrant Man Comes to
Market With Product

F. P. Wright of Kildare, Cass county,
Texas, formerly a resident of this
county, came in from his home with
several head of hogs for the market.

“I used to live near Arlington,” said
he, “and have only recently made my
home in Cass county. I was impressed
with the idea that that section was
a good place to raise hogs and from
what I have seen I have had no reason
to change my mind. The country is
a timber one and 1s remarkable for
the great amount of feedstuff in the
shape of mast that can be found any-
where. With this and the quantity of
other stuff such as sweet potatoes,
gouobers, peas and beans besides fruit
of all kinds, and last, but not least,
Bermuda grass, it i{s more or less of
a hog's paradise., Nothing much has
been done as yet toward breeding up
the hogs, but attention has been called
to it and it is only a question of time
until the matter becomes the every day
occpation of the bulk of the farm-
ers,

Stock Farming

“Stock farming is the best business
in the farming line that anyone can
engage in who wishes to make a big
success of it. I do not mean that one
should go into it on a blg scale, un-
less he has the means, but what I wisn
to convey is that a man can make a
big success even on a small bit of
land if he uses common judgment and
intelligence and will accept the expa-
rience of others who have had better
opportunities to learn, and adapt them
to his own necessities. In doing so a
man can avold the mistakes of others
and work straight to his goal.

“Cattle are doing very well this year
as to grass, but ticks are troublesome
and annoying. Cotton is not so very
bad, altho it might be better. Only
the July crop of cotton is good for
anything, the August rains set the crop
to growing so fast after a short drouth
that the blooms and forms all shedded
off. Yes, I know that people are say-
ing that we have had the boll weevil
all the time and did not know it until
the government took the matter uD
and discovered them, but that does not
alter my belief in the matter.

“The corn crop was very good this
year and the other things that we have
on the side were just as good. We
have not taken up the canning Idea
yet among our farmers, but s Is
gradually coming. Ours is a fine fruit
country in addition to its other re-
sourges. The scuppernong grape is a
great grower and bearer out with us
and it I8 just one of the finest grap:®
in the eountry. It will grow larger
and bear more with less trouble than
any other varifety. It needs no pruning
and will continue to grow and bear in-
definitcly, spreading over whatever it
can reach. The mills in the counly
furnish a demand at good prices for
a great part of our stuff that is not
| shipped. There are five big mills in

the vicinity of Kildare and they re-
| quire considerable stuff to feed their
! men. Corn is worth pixty <cents a
! bushe! now and is always in good de-
| mand by these mills at good figures.

Oommission Has Rock Island
on the Grill

Strenuous objections on the part of
counsel for the Rock Island railroad
Thursday blocked the future disclosure
of the relations between the road and

the Rosenbaum Grain Company before
the interstate commerce commission
at Chicago. The contracts and agree-
ments relating to the construction and
operu!ion of the big elevator at Kan-
sas City, which were ordered pro-
duced as evidence, accordingly were
not submitted. An attempt was matle,
however, to show that the allowance
granted the Rosenbaum Company
could not be classed as “rebates.” The
railroad attorney finally admitted,
however, that they were “devices.”

The session was enlivened by
acrimonious tilts between the railroad
atlorneys and humorous situations
brought about by sharp questioning
on the part of the members of the
commission.

Harry Gower, freight traffic man-
ager for the Rock Island, testified that
the cost of the elevator built by the
Rosenbaum Grain Company on Roeck
Island property at Kansas City was
$257,252, including the $5,000 interest
charge which was incorporated in the
contract with the grain company. The
grain company, he said, owes the Rock
Island in rent up to July 1 $9,647,

J. A. Monroe, traffic manager of
the Union Pacific railroad at Omaha
testified that the contract with tht;
Peavy Rlevator Company at Omaha,
Council Bluffs and Kansas City does
not have any effect on the nature of
the business.

Do you occasionally not care a.,

TROOPS DEFEAT
INDIAN LOOTERS

Mexican Soldiers Have Battle
With Band of Robbers

~

8Special to The Telegram.

CITY OF MEXICO, Oct, 5.—Indians
in the eastern end of the Isthmus of
Tehuantepee, around the town of
China Meca, having become dissut'is-
fied with the status of land clalms,
and feeling aggrieved, assembled to the
number of some fifty and made an at-
tack on the town of Acayucan, in the
state of Vera Cruz, but the prefect

of the town, having been advised of
the approach of the Indian farmers,
had summoned a small force of rural
guards and townspeople were in read-
iness, When the Indians appeared on
the scene they were surprised to find
they could not loot the town with im-
punity and retreated at the first vol-
iey, a few of them being wounded, and
it is reported, one or more kllled. The
only damage done in town was the
breaking of a few windows and some
of the rural guards were hit with
stones. The next morning, Oct. 1, a
force of 100 troops arrived and citizens
resumed their usual occupations. The
matter is being investigated.

The inhabitants of Coatzacoalcos, the
eastern terminus of the Tehuantepec
railway, were alarmed by vague ru-
mors and exaggerated reports of the
purposes of the Indians and rumors
were circulated that the city would be
attacked. A gunboat arrived there
yesterday with 200 Federal troops. An-
other small body of troops has been
sent to Acayucan,

The Government Official Gazette
confirms the version of the affair at
Acayucan, stating that trouble was due
to discontent of the Indians on local
questions, The Official Gazette says:

“There is not and neither s there
to be feared in this country any revo-
lutionary movement, nor are there po-
litical troubles of any kind.”

Jafuary opened at an advance
of 35 points, and before the middle
of t_qe session had made a net gain
of 55 points, in response to higher
LlY‘"‘D‘ml cables, which were several
peints higher than gvas looked for. and
lhe' further report of small spoi of-
{ermgs in the English markets.

The weather condition had a decided
bullish influence on the market and
the bears took to cover. The short in-
terests may be considered as much
responsibie as the weather and the
market was enabled to unload much
of the vrice recessions of the previous
day, and left the local talent much
more disturbed over the impossibility
of forecastiug the probable outconie,

Liverpool cabled that operators there
were calling October New York con-
tracts for shipment abroad, only em-
phasized the impending troubles for
exporters, who are known to have
committed themselves heavily for the
near future, while the reported ap-
proach of more unsettled weather
completely upset the embryonic short
confidence.

Aside from all conslderations of the
ultimate supply and demand the pos-
sibilities of a squeeze in spot October
cotton, which had heretofore *been
sScorned, began to figure in the pro-
fessional ealculations to a marked de-
gree, which practically eliminated the
fresh short selling, and delayed the
promised relief of the old short spec-
ulative interests, the long end of
which is said to be held by exporters,
who are not yet ready to work out
their hedges.

NEW ORLEANS, Oc¢t. 5—The ex-
itement that marked the close of Lhe
New Orleans Cotton Exchange yester-
cay was not abated this
when the opening from 44 to 7Y
points above the close of the previous
Jay. The session was one of excite-
ment, notwithstanding the trading
was no more In volume than in the
sensational advance early in the week,
The fluctuations were sharp and sen-
sitlve to the market manipulation and
showed plainly the nervousness that
prevailed, and the uncertainty of the
operators on both sides as to the im-
mediate future.

There are many private and press
advices of damage to cotton in the
track of the recent storm, and manip-
ulators and scalpers improved the op-
portunity to set afloat a rumor of stiil
itnother storm over the ceotton belt
and later a scare of reported frosi,
neither of which seems to have hadl
much foundation. In the nervous staie
of the market, however, reports
seem to have had, or at least added
to the bull sentiment, and the prices
were kept skyward for the greater part
of the day. The bears received an-
cther hard jolt and were soon put out
of action. The sentiment in general
seems to be more bullish, and this in-
gaining reinforcements,
advices and a complete
weather map ipdicated heavy rains
the greater portion of the gulf
states, especially heavy and excessive
raing in southern Texas, and all por-
tions of the cott g belt cloudy and
threatening, where it was not already
raining. This and a demand for spot
cotton made sentiment more bullish,
and valucs held a good level. Port re-
ceipts also continue to run lighte;
than at thiz time last seascn, the de-
crease being particularly noticeable at
east of the Mississippi river,

FORT WORTH, Texas, Oct. 5.—Jug-
gling with dynamite was child's play
to operating in cotton today. Prices
soared as they have seldom soared be-
fore, and the shorts received punish-
ment which made their recent Inunings
seem Insignificant by comparison. On
the opening December advanced 52
points on the first sale., The next sale
was at another advance of 20 points,
and the next execytion was at an ade
vance of another 8§ ints, making the
advance on the call 77 points over last
night's closing prices, After the cail
the market was tamer, but there were
few people who could summon up the
courage necessary to go short of it,
high as prices were. The scare among
the shorts here was brought about
chiefly by the tornado which struck
New Orleans about 8 o'clock and tore
a path thru the city from one end to
another, damaging property and bulld-
ings which happened to be In its
course, Fortunately the path of the
whirlwind was only about 150 feet wide
and the damage does not yet look
serlous. Reports of this damage were
cominmg in when the market opened
and added to the effect of a Liverpool
market that was 25 points up when
it was due only about 12 up, and to
the effect of g very unfavorable weath-
er map. It is hard to realize that only
a few days ago cotton was selling
around 9c¢ for December, and it seems
the height of folly to allow such a
chance to sell around 1lc as presents
@tself now to pass by without operat-
Ing, and yet we cannot advise sales.
Storm damage continues over a large
portion of the belt., Excessive rains
were reported by the weather bureau
this morning from many localities in
Houisiana and Mississippt and the
map reported too much rain every-
where in the belt, especially in the At-
lantics, which were still suffering from
the effects of too much moisture. Re-
ports of rotting and sprouting in the
boll are frequent, and on top of it all
a severe cold wave is headed for the
cotton belt, which may do great dam-
age, The weather bureau predicts frost
for West Texas, north, tonight.

HAEDY WINS SUIT

Cobb at Corsicana Decides

Against Mays
Special to The Telegram,

CORSICANA, Texas, Oct, 5,—Judge
Cobb, after two and a half days’' hear-
ing the arguments of
o'clock today made a decision in the
Hardy-Mays injunction suit. In brief
the points of his decision are:

“I believe there ought to be a mavor
and four commissioners elected ‘.I[
large by the qualiffed voters of Fort
Worth; that the mayor should be the
chief executive officer of the city and
chairman of the board of m'm)mi.;asum-
ers; that the board of commissioners,
thus constituted, should have control
and supervision over all departments
of the city and to that end should
have the power to make and enforce
Buch rules and regulations as (hFS'
may deem fit and proper for and con-
cerning the orzanization, management
and operation of all the city’s affairs.”

Mr, Baskin also believes that th'“
mayor should designate a commission-
er over the fire and police depart-
ments, the streets and public property
departments, over the waterworks and
sewerage departments and over the
finance and revenue d('pzlrthnts. and
that each commissioner in his reapect-
Ilve department, should be especially
charged with its proper conduct,

He believes that in this way all de-
partments of the city government will
be brought directly and immediately
under the supervision of the board of
commissioners. “In this way,” he gaid,
“responsibility can be fixed absolutely
on the commissioner In control of the
department. I believe that each com-
missioner should be left to exercise
any power and control in the depart-
ment under his special supervision,
subject to revision by the board of
the whole, These conmimissioners shouid
be vested with the legislative functions
of government for the reason they will
be better prepared to know what
would be a practical proposition to put
into effect.”

Mr. Baskin concluded by saying
that he believed a commission drafted
along these llnes will give the people
an entirely representative government
and will concentrate and centralize the
powers of government in such a way
as to give the city of Fort Worth a
more effective, businesslike and eco-
nomical government, and fix responsi-
bility. Such a plan will preserve all
rights of local self government and
will be representative and will give
the best satisfaction.

clare the office vacant and to pro-
ceed to order an election to fill such

ELECTRICAL DEVICES MAKE
HOUSEKEEPING EASY

+ This is truly the age of the house-
wife. Inventors and manufacturers
are turning their attention to her
needs, and the new inventions that
they are putting on the market for

lightening her household duties are
legion.

* The latest household wonders have

been wrought by means of electricity,
which promises to turn the old drudg-
ery into a joyful dream of easily ac-
complished tasks.

The kitchen without a stove Is en-
tirely practical, every particle of
food being cooked by electricity. All
the dévices for cooking rest on the
ordinary kitchen table. A simple
turn of the wrist, and all is ready.
The cook does not even have to go to
the trouble of lighting a match.

The cooking outfit includes an
oven, cereal cooker, frying pan, vege-
table broller, gridiorn and meat broil-
er. She even has a regulating pwitch
for securing high, low, d medium
grades of heat, by a turn of the han-
dle. In size it is about the same in-
side dimenslons as the old style kitch-
en stove, or later designs of gas
ovens. A novel feature of this oven
is two glass windows in the door,
through which meat or hread may be
opening the

oven. This arrangement is secured
by placing an incandescent lamp in
“the back of the oven. The electric

“nldlron Is nine inches by twelve

nches in size. It requires but a cou-
ple of minutes to get it hot, after
which the most gdelightful . brown
cakes may be tooked in a most con-
venient manner. The meat broiler is
equally pleasidg to handle, being reg-
ulated by the switch for two or three
heats, as may be desired. The cereal
cooker is a four-combination device.
The first operation in the morning is
to use it for heating water for coffee;
combination two is to use it as a ce-
real cooker; combination three is to
use it for boiling eggs, and combina-
tion four permits of steaming pota-
toes, using the perforated potato
steamer. This device may be used
consecutively for all four combina-
tions.

The modern dwelling should have
electric lights In every room, in ev-
ery closet, in every dark corner. In-
stead of the conventional bell burg-
lar alarm, the owner has an electric
switch next to his bed by pushing
which he can Instantly turn on every
light in the house.

In the sewing room a machine run
by an electric motor saves endless
trouble. On a table beside the ma-
chine Is an electric flatiron ready for
use at any time. In this room there
¥Ms also @& telephone and an electric
radiator for auxiliary heating. The
dining room has an electric chafing
dish, a corn popper, a coffee perco-
lator and a luminous radiator. In the

-

bedrooms there are electric heating
pads instead of old-fashioned hot

water bottles, which are always lia- |

ble to burst and produce disaster.
Here, too, are electric curling irons
and flatirons. The bathroom is an
astonishing place. An electric im-
mersion coil heats the water when
the houyse furnace is shut down In
summer. There is a little boiler to
supply hot water quickly for shaving.
Here, too, Is an electric radiator to
take the edge off the chilliness of the
alr. In this room there is also a
massage motor, which can be attach-
ed to any incandescent lamp socket
and be operated by any one.

The laundry in this marvelous
home is also fully equipped with elec-
tricity. There is no soot and no
ashes, no unbearable heat in summer.

The refrigerator attachment is an
automatic affair, which will keep
down the temperature in the ice box
to any degree, for the motor starts
to work as soon as the thermometer
in the refrigerator gets above a cer-
tain point. The furnace regulator is
also devised to keep the temperature
at a fixed point by opening and clos-
ing dampers as the rooms get too
cold or too hot. A thermometer and
again the electric current are the
implements by which this feat of do-
mestic wizardry is performed.

THE NEWEST SACHET.

A use has been found for the little
odds and ends of ribbon useless here-
tofore, yet too pretty to throw away.
They are now used for tom-thumb
sachets which are just the thing for
birthday tokens, luncheon favors and
for pinning into one's gown to im-
part a delicate fragrance. The tiny
pocket which contains the sachet
powder (about an inch square) is
sewed to the ribbon, the ends of which
are brought forward to cover the bag
and are shaped to form a dainty
flower. Of course upon the morsel
of ribbon in hand depends the kind
of flower to be made. Thus, pale pink
makes a charming little wild rose,
purple or pansy, yellow a buttercup,
white a dogwood and so on.

Excellent working patterns can
now be purchased for undergarments of
glmost any description, and as the fitting
is of the simplest the work Is delightful-
ly easy and pleasant.

At the late summer sales pleces of laces,
fine embroidery, Inset medallions g0d
short lengths of fine all-over tucking can
be bought at remarkably low pricesd, 80
that a clever shopper can pick up ecnough
trimming ian this way to ornamsnt any
number of dainty nightgowns, ¢lemises,
petticoats and such pleces. (1f these
trimmipgs are artistically used the effect
is often most elaborate, even though the
labor Involved was by no mpeans great,
since most of the work can \be done by
machine, The effect of handwork Is often
given by the use of little inedallions of
fine French embroldery clevierly Inserted
between dlamound or oval-shaped figures
made of narrow lace lansestion. Fine ba-
tistée embroidery is also exquisite used In
this way, and small Insefrts of Irish lace
is also very effective. Yhese trimmings
are much used around tise yoke portions of
chemises and corset covers or nightgowns,
although some of the jvery elaborate pet-
ticoats and drawers SMare trimmed In the
same way. /

In this plate 1s also shown a
nightgown to match, the scrolls of lace
belng used about the bolero-like jyoke,
below which the material Is lald In flne
tucks which give the garment plenty of
fulness. The rounded, low-cut neck of
this gown was finished by a band of rib-
bon-threaded beading, and a frill of nar-
row lace to match the Insertion. The
second nightgown shown in the plate was
cut with a square decollete, which was
outlined by a band of batiste embrold-
ered by band in a vine pattern, although
the same model could be carried out by
using a band of very fine machine-made
embroidery. The top of the model gown
was embroldered In handwork scallops,
and pale blue ribbon was run In a casing
on both sildes of the band, forming a
yoke, the casing being of the sheer white
batiste. This gown was also tucked a
shert distance below the yoke, and in the
middle of the front was a group of tucks
which extended to within 12 lnches above
the bem. On the left side of the fromnt
the owner's monogram was embroidered.

The third gown plctured was made In
surplice fashion, the tucked collaret
about the neck being made of wide
French embroldery, which was cut nar-
rower toward the fronts, which fastened
over at the left side under a rosette bow
of inch-wide wash ribbon. The elbow-
length sleeves were flnished by shaped
ruffles of the embroidery, headed by half-
{nch-wide beading !n which ribbon was
run.

The next drawing illustrates g French
chemise so cut that it can be slipped on
over the head. The model was decorated
with dlamond-shaped medalllons formed
by outlining little pleces of the material,
each embroldered ln a tiny fower spray
with lace.

Petticoats especially should be made
at home rather than bought ready made,

as they should be most carefully fitted
about the hips. Aan lll-Otting skirt will
often ruin the effect of the“y. .o _worn
over It If the hips afre clumsily fitted, d¥
the top of the wkirt Is merely pulled In
by a drawstrinig, with which the walst
of the ready-made skirts are generally
finished. In making these skirts It Is a
g00od plan to cut the skirt and foundation
ruffle—if there Is one—of material of
firm and not too sheer texture, having
the ruffle, which may be as fancifully
trimmed as one desires of fine lawn of
nainsook,

All of the finer lingerie Is plentifully
decorated with ribbon In dellcate shades,
and many of the petticoats have ribbon
about an Inch In width threaded Into the
beading at the top of the ruffles. In very
fine garments the ribbon Is run into little
band-embroldered eyelets, and one lovely
convent-made petticoat had ribbon about
two Iuches wide at the top of the flounce
threaded 1o under oval medallions of lace
and embroldery.

The Proper Way To
Pack a Trunk.

One n‘xle to bear In mind when packing
A trunk is that when you do pack, pack
tightly. Often an inexperienced traveler,
fearful of cresting fine garments, packs
loosely and lightly w'Sh the result that
when the baggageman stands the trunk
on end or upside down the heavy w'cles
slip down, creasing the lighter ones In
iInnumerable wrinkles. Before starting to
pack it Is an excellent plan to write a
list of everything that will be required,
a plan that will be apt to prevent things
from beling forgotten. Then collect all the
things to be packed, arranging them on
the bed or about the room, placing all
the underclothing together, them walsts,
wraps, cloth skirts, shoes, gloves, until
you see clearly what is to go In,

Books should be placed In the bottom of
the trunk, as might sheet musie, photo-
graphs and such flat articles. Flll up the
spaces between with underclothing tight-
ly rolled—not placed In plles—forming a
solld layer. Next pack In heavy skirts,
giving them all the length possible, fold-

Delmonico Potatoes.—Chop cold bolled
potatoes Into bits the slze of peas; make
a white sauce and stir the chopped po-
tato Into It, using a generous cupful of
potato to each cup of sauce. Pour Into
‘a buttered pudding dish, cover the top
with buttered cracker crumbs and bake
about 15 minutes in a hot oven.

Steamed Squash in the Shell.—8Saw off
the top of & small, suitably shaped Hub-
bard squash, remove the seeds and
stringy puvion and steam the rest until
tender. Carefull; remove the pulp from
the shell, keeplng tny large shell whole.
Pass the pulp through a wegetable ricer,
season with salt, pepper and bulter and
return to the shell; smooth the surfite
to a dome shape and score with a knife,
then place In the oven a few minutes to
reheat. Serve on a folded napkin.

Huntington Cauliflower.—Trim off the
outside leaves and cut the stalk even
with the edible portion, to stand level

Coffee Mousse.—AAdd half a cup of clear,
black coffee and two-thirds of a cup of
powdered sugar to a pint of double
cream. Then beat the mixture until It
is solld to the bottom of the bowl. Turn
into a mold lined with parrafine paper,
filllng the mold to the top. Spread a
paper over the top of the cream, fit the
cover In place and pack In equal meas-
ures of lce and salt. Let stand for two
or three hours and serve In slices or In
slender glasses with a spoonful of whipped
cream on the top.

Mint Sherbet.—This s deliclous for &
warm weather dessert and Is also nlce
served with small cakes for atternoon par-
ties. Steep three tablespoonfuls of finely
cut fresh mint o a cup of water for balf
an hour, place it on the stove and allow
to come to boll, then add the juice of
two oranges and a lemon; while this is In
progress boll together for five minutes,
without stirring, two cupfuls of sugar and
one cup of water and pour at once over
the other ingredients. When cold straln
fnto a freezer through a square of cheese-
cloth, adding a lttie more water and
orange julce If more guantity is required,
and freese In the usual manner,

Ing over near the walst band. Fill the
spaces up with shoes, stuffed with paper
to keep them in shape, and fill the crev-
lces between these and your skirts by
rolled underclothing, stockings and your
kimona.

This is the layer in which to pack toflet
articles, bottles and such breakables, wrap-
ping each carefully In a plece of under-
clothing and pinning them securely. Medl.
cipe bottles, cologne and such liquids can
also be packed In this way, but If a dress-
sult case or handbag Is carried It s
usually safer not to entrust them to one's
trunk. Coats and wraps should go in next,
followed by one's lighter dresses, reserv-
ing one's very best frocks to be lald
carefully on top with tissue paper be-
tween the folds and in the sleeves.

Reserve the tray of your trunk for
smaller articles, such as neckwear, gloves
and collars. Hats, of course, always go In
the tray unless one carries an extra hat
trunk. Hats should always be packed so
that there I8 no danger of their getting
out of shape, and if there Is no hat crown
in the trunk to which to pin them, use a
few fine push pins, planiang the brim un-
der the trimming to the tray. If a hat
has a very high aigrette it would be safer
to remove It or 1t will be apt to become
The spaces left in your hat tray
filled In fine unlined blouses,

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Soap That Grows.

In the West Indles and In South Amer
ica grows the soap tree whose pulpy fruit
Is generally used by the natives lostead
of soap for washing. This substance If
used In excess or too frequently Injures
the texture of the fabrie, but It has such
excellent cleansing qualities that it will
clcan as much linen as 60 times Its we ght
in soap.

There is a tree In Peru whose bark la
infusion yields a soapy liquid much valued
for wasiing wooleus. This bark Is ex.
tensively exported to Great Britaln, and
also to other countries for this purpor .
The julce of the soapwort, a weed well
known in America a8 well as in Great
Britain and Europe forms a strong lather
with water, and was much valued by
your grandmothers for use in scouring
dresses. In Callfornia roots which grow
there abundantly are much used for wash-
ing clothes. The plant has a strong odor
ct goap in Its leaves and stems, as well
as in its roots. The Egyptian soap root
and the Spanish soap root have been em-
ployed for washing from time Immemor’ |
in Southern Europe and Egvpt, and are to
some extent exported for use in cleansing
fine articles,

Some of the tropical South Sea islands
produce a species of vioe the thick part
of whose steams when cut lnte pleces and
softened by cooking produce lu water a

rich lather Ilke na.x. and berries foand in
America a the Islands of the
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that may be concealed in ft. Then steam
the caullfiower In a tightly closed kettle
until tender, separate Into flowerlets and
pour over these the following sauce: Mix
one teaspoonful and a half of mustard,
one teaspoonful and a fourth of salt, one
teaspoouful of powdered sugar and one-
fourth of a cup of olive oil. When thor
oughly mixed add balf a cupful of weak
vinegar, In which half a teaspoonful of
fine-chopped shallot has been infused five
minutes. Cook over hot water untll
slightly thickened, remove from the fire,
add half a tablespoonful of curry powder,
two tablespoonfuls of melted butter and
one tablespoonful of fine-chopped parsley.

Brussels Sprouts With Butter.—Boil one
guart of Brussels sprouts ia two quarts
of ga''»d water about 15 minutes, or until
tender. Let drain on a cloth, them toss
in a frying pan wity L $cant guarter of a
cupful of butter until the hutter is ab-
sorbed. Bprinkle with one teaspUdtul of
chopped parsley and a dash of salt. Mix
and arrange In a mound on a serving
dish. Surround with points of toast.

Stuffed Onlons.—Ceok 10 or 12 onions
In salted water about an bour, or until
tender, changing the water twice; drain
and cool. Take out the center of each
onfon without disturbing the outside
layers. To this add six wmushrooms,
sauted five minutes in butter, chop fine,
and half a cupful of breadcrumbs apd
cream or white sauce to mix; season with
salt, pepper and butter and fill the open
space in the onions with the mixture.
Put In a buttered baking dish, sprinkle
the top with three-fourths of a cupful
of cracker crumbs stirred Into a quarter
of a cup of melted butter and bake about
20 minutes, basting carefully with a little
butter and hot water.

String Beans With Bacon.—Cut one or
two slices of tender bacon into cubes,
and saute to a dellcate brown; then add
the hot cooked beans with a few drops
of onlon juice; toss them about a wmeo-
ment or two, then serve.

Candied Bweet Potatoes.—Pare and
parboll half a dozen sweet potatoes, cut
in halves lengthwise. After 10 minutes’
boiling drain and lay them In a baking
dish. Spread thickly with butter, sprin-
kle with sugar and, If desired, a Ilittle
powdered cionamon and a few spoonfuls
df hot water, and bake until tender, bast-
ing often with the sauce In the pan.

Asparagus With Sauce.—Scrape the
coarse scales from the branches, cut the
stalks In equal lengths, and tle In
bunches. Cook the asparagus in a small
quantity of water, draln and dispose
on a well-toasted and buttered slice
of bread. Rub the yolks of three hard-
bolled eggs to a smooth paste, and one-
quarter of a teaspoonful of sait and &
dash of pepper; then gradually beat inte
the egg emough butter, softened, but not
melted, to make a sance of the counaist-
ency of mayonnalse dressing. Mask the
asparagus with the savnce and serve at
oace.

Spinach In a Crown of Egg.—Cook a
peck of spinach in bolling salted water un-
til tender, then chop fine. Meit two table-
spoonfuls of butter, and cook lo It, with-
out browning, two _tablespoonsfuls of
flour, Add a grating of nutmeg and the
splaach. When well blended add a hailf
a cupful of hot stock, or water In which
asparagus bas been soaked. Form a
